ConnoHy Gave Himself Up

Connolly, about 10 o’clock this morning, 
went to the police lock-up and gave him­
self up. His side of the story is yet to 
be heard, but his friends say the trouble 
arose over one of the girls on the drive. 
They allege that Power came out on the 
veranda looking for fight and he and Con­
nolly got into it. This story, however, 
differs from that of Jeanette Power, cous­
in of the deceased, who declares that Cot— 
nelly killed Powers without provocation.

She says thta four of them, Mrs. Beech* 
urn, Frank Mitton, James Power and her­
self were on the veranda when Connolly 
emerged from the back door, pretty drank, 
and called Power a name and struck hph 
on the side of the head, practically knock­
ing him off the veranda, and following it 
up with a second blow. Connolly, ^hey 
say, had nothing in hie "hand. They de­
clare there had been no provocation.

Another version by one present say* 
Mrs. Howard Rae (nee Berry) of Monoton, 
was in the carriage and .wanted Connolly 
to go home with her, that Power went to 
Connolly and took him by the arm saying, 
‘‘Tom, come home, like a good fellow." 
Connolly, this informant says, replied with 
a blow and Power fell over, rising quickly. 
Efforts to quiet Power were said to be un­
successful.

Mrs. Bae, who left for home with Con­
nolly, went to the dance with her sister, 
Tena Berry, and had been there some time 
when Connolly and his companions ar­
rived. Among those at the dance was Po­
liceman David ’Crossman of Monctoh, who 
was off duty, but he had left eopie time 
before the trouble took place. In all there 
were about thirty or forty at the house, 
mostly from Moncton.
Plenty of Liquor

Douglas Crossman. who was doing car­
penter work on the farm for Mr. Sumner, 
said he was in the house at the time, but 
didn't hear of any trouble till it was all' " 
over. He said, however, there was a flow 
of liquor and everyone appeared pretty well 
well under the influence.

From investigation made by Chief Ride­
out he was unable to say what had caused 
death, unless it was a broken neck. Oth­
ers think that heart trouble might have 
been the cause, as they argue that death 
would not result from a blow struck by 
the fist.

Connolly is about thirty years old and 
has borne a very good character and it is 
believed by friends that he would not have 
struck Power without provocation. The 
sad tragedy is attributed to a drunken row 
as the result of trouble over some of the 
girls. Mayor Reilly has been engaged to 
look after Connolly’s interest at the in­
quest, which is expected to be started late 
this afternoon.

Wood Beechum, who lived on the Mc­
Donald1 farm, was employed to look after 
the place by the owner, F. W. Sumner.

Moncton, N. B., June 30—James Power, 
aged twenty-three years, is lying dead and 
Thomas Connelly, I. C. R. fireman, has 
given himself up to the police, as the out­
come of a drunken brawl at the McDonald 
farm, so-called, in Coverdale, Albert Coun­
ty, about six miles from Moncton. Word 
of the tragedy reached Moncton this morn­
ing about 5 or 6 o’clock, and Chief Ride­
out went to the scene of the murder with 
Coroner Kirby of Hillsboro.

It appears a dance was being given by 
Wood Beechum, who lives on the Mc­
Donald farm, now owned by F. W. Sumner 
of Moncton, and a crowd from Moncton 
in the habit of attending these affairs, 
went up. The party included the Berry 
girls, who formerly conducted a place in 
Telegraph Street here, and a number of 
young men, Thomas Connelly, I. C. R. 
fireman among the number.

Rum flowed in plenty, and nearly all 
hands were apparently considerably under 
the influence when the tragedy occurred 
about 3 o’clock this morning, bringing the 
brawl to a sudden end.
Trouble Over Girl

From the somewhat conflicting stories 
told by those present, Power met his death 
as a result of bad blood over a girl in the 
dance. Three other witnesses besides Con­
nelly and Power were present at the time 
the blows were struck, ending in Power’s 
death. These were Jeanette Power, cousin 
of the deceased; Mis. Wood Beechum, wife 
of the man who kept the house, and 
Frank Button. •

New York, June 30—An early morning 
blaze which threatened to destroy several 
blocks of valuable water front property 
along the Harlem river, was stifled by 
the firemen after a hard battle today. 
The loss will not exceed $100,000, although 
the fire reached a dozen warehouses and 
factory buildings, burned its way across 
the staff-covered structures of a big amuse­
ment park, killed twenty horses and caused 
the loss of 800 chickens in a poultry store­
house.

The loss is divided among about twenty 
firms. The blaze was a spectacular one 
and was watched by fully 200,000 persons 
from the river bridges overhead and the 
apartment houses on the heights back of 
the river.

Two city blocks adjoining the poultry 
warehouse are occupied by negro families 
and the tenante were out in force by the 
time the fire reached this point. They 
were on hand before the police lines were 
formed and when a cry arose that the 
night watchman in the warehouse was 
missing, hundreds of negroes responded to 
a call for volunteers to go in search of 
him.

Using heavy poles and battering rams 
broke their way through door after 
in their effort to find the watchman, 

who, it developed, had rushed for a fire 
alarm box as soon as he had seen the 
flames. ;

The search for the .watchman was hardly 
over when the police arrived. Then the 
volunteers, each carrying a heavy freight 
of live poultry, scurried back to their 
homes. Eight hundred chickens were re­
ported either killed or missing.

The British Legation, however, says it 
cannot trust the Chinese to fulfil their 
pledges, and therefore will not permit 
control of the traffic to pass into their 
hands. It is contended also that China 
is unable to act contrary to treaty rights 
of former years giving trading privileges 
to the British at all treaty ports. The 
Chinese, in turn, argue that opium is not 
a legitimate article of trade, but to this 
the British reply that the Chinese them­
selves have been largely instrumental in 
the growth of what now have become 
vested rights, and that these must be pro­
tected.

It is not enough that medical science 

shall be increasingly successful in com­
bating and curing disease by means of 
drugs, surgery, suggestion and hygienic 
measures. It is not eough that the great 
sources of disease shall be eliminated by 
providing freedom from contagion and in­
fection through uncontaminated water, 
pure food, fresh air. It is not enough 
that by means of these or other measures 
we shall be rendered immune to any or 
even all diseases. It is not enough that 
we look forward with firm confidence to 
the control of tuberculosis, and even pneu­
monia, cancer and arteriosclerosis.

The science of medicine needs and is de­
veloping groups of specialists who are raia- 
iug the efficiency of individuals by discov ­
ering the precise ways in which those in­
dividuals, with their particular constitu­
tions, may best live in their particular en­
vironment. There aie also developing other 
groups that are solving the problems of 
how human kind shall live in the new 
and glorious era that we are so fast en­
tering, the era of living together, the era 
of the city.—Dr. Luther Halsey Gulick in 
Science.
