Address_to the Graduating Class.

The address of Premier Foster was as
follows:—

Your Honour, members of the Uni-
versity Benate, Mr! Chancellor and Gen-
tlemen of the Faculty.

From you, Chancellor Jones, on behalf
of the Senate it was my privilege and
honour to receive an invitation to have
cenferred upon me an honorary degree
from this our provincial University. You
also wrote requesting that I should give
a brief and informal address to the grag-
uating class and that I was to confine
it to ten minutes. I will now endeavor
to acknowledge the honour and at the
same time say a few words in an in-
formal way, such as was suggested. Be-
fore addressing myself to the graduating
class I want to say how fully I ap-
preciate the great honour that has been
conferred upon me this afternoon, and
while I tender my warmest thanks on
my own behalf, I also feel that a similar
acknowledgement is due from the people
of this province on whose behalfit has
been my privilege to speak for the past sim

. years, since I have occupied the position

of premier. I cannot ignore the fact
that my official position rather than my
humble personality is the recipient of
the honorary degree which has been be-
stowed upon me.

As a public man I have frequently
had the opportunity presented to me of
saying something on behalf of our pro-
vinelal educational institutions, and dur-
ing the course of my remarks I some-
times take the opportunity of referring
to our splendid educational system and
at the same time offer my words of
praise. to those who are devoting their
lives and their talents toward further-
ing and improving that system and this
important work, upon which our future
so much depends. I am also proud to
refer to our provincial university with
its historic traditions and its record of
producing so many eminent and able
graduates, those who have made names
for themselves and brought credit to
our province by their accomplishments,
not only within the borders of our pro-
vince, but in other parts of Canada and
in foreign lands as well. It is with
much pride that I have been able to refer
upon numerous occasfons to this our

Express Clerk Frustrates the
Hold-up of the Golden State
Limited in Arizona—An-
other Bandit Wounded.

Tucson, Ariz., May 18 — With two
well-directed bullets, Express Messenger
H. Stewart frustrated a spectacular at-
tempt by eight masked bandits to rob
Chicago, Rock Island & Pacific train
No. 8, the Goldeén State Limited, bound
from Chicago to Los Angeles. Stewart
killed one of the robbers, apparently
wiunded a second and routed the band
empty handed.

Passenger were not molested in the
holp-up, which was staged at 1.30 a.
m. in an isolated spot near Jayness, a
flag station eight miles west of Tucson.

The slain bandit was recognized by
Sheriff Daniels of Pinal County as Tom
Dugat, a Tucson poolroom habitue. The
man wore rubber gloves. Besides the
body was found. a sack of dynamite,
with which the bandits evidently in-
tended to blow open strong boxes in the
mail and baggage cars.

A railroad stop signal was used to
halt the limited. Three masked men
boarded the engine and a fourth stood
guard over the passenger coaches. With
revolvers leveled, they forced a tramp

gage” to gssist them in uncoupling the
mail and express ‘cars. The engineer,
obeying orders of the armed trio, rolled
the cars about a dozen car lengths, to a
point where four other masked men
were waiting in an automobile.

When Conductor Madifan lookéd out
of the 'vestibule of a passenger coach
to ascertain what had occurred, a mem-
ber of the bandit gang  opened fire.
Meanwhile  Stewart, the express mes-
senger, had thrown open the door of the
baggage car. When Stewart saw that
Madigan wa$ in danger, he killed with
one shot the bandit -who had fired at
the conductor. Stewart then wheeled
about and sent another bullet at four
robbers who were advancing on the bag-
gige and mail cars. One, apparently
hit, staggered and shouted to his com-
rades.. Then all seven turned and scur-
ried to two automobiles and sped west.

Sheriff Daniels announced that a large
force of deputies had: been dispatched
and was hot upon the trail of ‘the ban-
dits.

by Lord Balfour at Geneva. So
thoroughly committed is Great Britain
to the Balfour pledge of a national home
for the Jews in the ancient land that a
favorable decision by the league has
never been seriously in question. With
our cwn government now formally on
record in favor of the plan—though we
are not in the league—a speedy ratifi-
cation of the mandate may be.looked for.

To some degree the delay at Geneva
may have stood in the way of a vigorous
prosecution of the Zionist plan. But in
large measure the time has not been
wasted. A year ago the Palestinian at-
mosphere was heavy with mutual fears
and suspicious as between Arabs and
Zionists and as between British inter-
ests in that part of the world. There
have been differences and misunder-
standings over procedure as between the
Zionist leaders and a friendly British
High Commissioner who has not been
corsidered friendly enough. The air_is
still somewhat sultry, but a good deal
of the electricity has been discharged.
Preliminary difficulties in so huge a task
as the reconstruction of Palestine were
unavoidable, and it is better perhaps
that part of the inevitable trouble now
lies in the past.

A quieter mood among all parties in
Palestine is bound to come as the stage
of political debate passes into the stage
of creative labor. As Zionist activity
turns more and more to constructive
effort in agriculture, in road develop-
ment, in soil reclamation, in industry
and commerce, ‘there will be less pre-
occupation with political ultimates. On
the part of the Arab population we may
also expect a decreasing hostility. towards
Zionist neighbors who are quietly at
work on the reclamation of a common
country.

MENTAL GROWTH.

(Toronto Telegram.)

In October, 1920, a psychiatric clinic
was opened in the out-patient depart-
ment, Hospital for Sick Children, in or-
der to provide facilities for the diagnosis
and treatment of the mentally unfit.
Psychiatrists, neurologists, and a trained
teacher study each individual case, the
i children attending an observation. class
for a period varying from one day to
two weeks. Modern scientific tests are
used to discover each child’s mental
ability, and an educational scheme is
then mapped out, which the parents are

urged to fellow.
Over 100 children have

passed th.rough

thi®@ observation class. Not all of these
have been mentally defective, but all
have been social problems.

The  definitely feeble-minded children
are placed in auxiliary classes in the
public schools, ar admitted to the insti-
tution at Orillia. Those not feeble-
minded have usually needed social re-
adjustment, or more healthful recrea-
tion, arranged through co-operation with
other organizations, thus making good
citizens out of which at first seemed to
be poor material.

earth. Well meaning persons are still
to be found in office and out of it. There
are enough of them to ensure this city a
supply of cheap light and power. It
is not necessary to keep the burglar
alarm ringing because the New Bruns-
wick Power Company is not to be per-
mitted to go on charging prohibitive
rates for these services, or for any other
reason whatsoever, The people-are not
repenting and will not repent their de-
cision to have civic distribution of hydro.
They~ will not be diverted from their
purpose by any campaign, open or veil-
ed, in the interests of the New Bruns-
wick Power Company.. Nor will they
lack faith in a power commission com-
posed of reputable citizens who desire
only to make the hydro policy a success,
and whose conduct of affairs will be
open and above board, Nothing -has
occurred since tbe civic elections to in-
fluence the public mind adversely in re-
lation to the hydro policy. The city
council is proceeding to carry out the
mandate of the people, and if it failed
to do so, and to do it without unneces-
sary delay, it would deserve the sever-
est censure, At the best the consumers
of light and power will have to pay
something for the delay of the past year.
Moreover, delay suits the purpose of the
New Brunswick Power Company.

“If the present rate of decline i the
death rate from tuberculosis may be
even approximated in the future, it
would not seem an extravagant hope to
look forward to the time, possibly in
the next ene or two generations, when
deaths from tuberculosis will not be an
important factor in the general death
rate, or even that the disease may be-
come a rarity, provided always
within that time no great national dis-
aster leading to financial distress, unem-
ployment, unhygienic living conditions,
and pertial starvation, such as has over-
whelmed Central Europe, shall visit this
country, The death rate from tuber-
ooulosis in the last five years has fallen
in the cities from 115 in 100,000 popu-
lation in 1917 to 68.6 in 1921 and in rural
districts from 108.4 in 1917 to 95.1 in
1921

Dr. Nicoll explained that the appar-
ently less favorable death’ rate in Yural
districts was due to the fact that many
deaths in sanitariums in the country
should really 'be listed in the cities from
which the patients come; and that in
strictly rural districts incidence and
deaths from tuberculosis are lower than
in the cities, = Dr, Nicoll said that one

That such a feeling does
exist is clear from the following extract
from an article in the Independent of
May 13:—

“As we have pointed out before, the
|real purpose of the Genoa Conference
was to find some clever formula where-
by, without too great a shock to the
moral sense of the world, certain finan-
cial interests might acquire from the
Soviet government the opportunity to
exploit the resources of Russia, The
{main issue is how to accord to the Soviet
‘government the recognition that will
1enable it to transfer to the foreign capi-
italist the vast properties which it has
!confiscated from their legal owners, and
{at the same time, by that recognition,
not compromise the rights and claims of
| foreigners who have suffered loss by the
Soviet socialization programme. It is
manifest that a deal of this sort, so des-
tructive of the fundamentals™ of inter-
national commericial morality, can not
achieve eventual success.”

That basis
for credit has got to be supplied inside
of Russia, Political recognition follows
the establishment of a sound basis for
i'mtercourse. Political recognition is de-

CONAN DOYLE AND
THE SPIRIT WORLD

(London Correspondent, Toronto Star.)

London, May 1—“In the more than 80
years during which I have been investi-
gating, painstakingly and dispassion-
ately, what are known as ‘psychic phe-
nomena,’ I have discovered not one scin-

*{tilla of evidence that communication

with the dead is possible. The whole
spiritualistic paraphernalia is trickery,
and not very clever trickery at that. Of
its practitioners, the so-called mediums,
clairvoyants, psychics, and the rest, the
vast majority, are unblushing humbugs
and swindlers. The others may be self-
deceived.

In the entire range of supposed spirit
manifestations there is not one of ‘which
1 have knowledge, and I have examined
every one that has been performed at
seances during more than a quarter of
a century, that I cannot myself repro-
duce by perfectly natural means.”

These striking statements were made
in the course of a remarkable review
given to me this week by William Mar~
riott, engineer aﬁd inventor by profes-
sion and, in his spare hours, psychic in-
vestigator and sleuth, who is recognized
throughout Europe as perhaps the most
acute and ruthless of living experts in
the exposure of fraud in spiritism. Who
may be described in fact as the Sher-
lo¢k Holmes of the pswchic world, a title
which, in view of-the whole-heartedness
of his conversion o the spiritualistic
gospel, it is ~ now 'hardly possible to
award to the eminent creator of the
original - Sherlock.

“Spiritualism,” Marriott went on,
“js steadily making now ‘converts’ in
this country. Sir Arthur Conan Doyle,
with his propaganda, is doing a great
deal among the poorer classes here and
is adding to their troubles. It is very
rough omra poor family when the mother
goes doty on this subject.

Publlc Meeting, Called at Instance of Municipal
Chapter, I. O. D. E., Decides That Object:
Should be Commemoration of Those Who Fell
—Many Plans Suggested—Committee to Con-
sider What Form it Should Take.

A civic memorial to the fallen, suf-
ficiently imposing and appealing to typi-
fy the gratitude of the community and
the everlasting honor in which the dead
are held, is to be erected in the city of
St. John, it was decidea at a general
meeting held in the board of trade rooms
last night. The meeting was presided

over by Commissioner Bullock, who ex-;

pained that it had been called by the
municipal chapter of the Imperial Or-
der of the Daughters of the Empire.
The attendance was almost greater than
the accommodation and the meeting was
representative of the various organiza-
tions of St. John angd the leading citi-
zens, men and Women.

Mrs. J. Boyle Travers, regent of the
municipal chapter, said.the I. O. D. E.
had’ long . regretted the absence of a
memorial to those who gave their lives
in the great war. It had felt that every
citiz>n should have an equal share in
the memorial and that it should take
the form of a monument or a centotaph

commemorating these men and should
be a testimony of the citizens’ gratitude.

The resolution passed by the G. W.
V. A. favoring the jproposed memorial
was read and Commissioner Bullock
voiced his parsonal opinion that the
memorial should be adequate and should
be something living and useful, and not
nierely commemorative. He said he had
been authorized by the mayor to say
that the.city council would be only too
willing to do anything in its power to
provide a suitable site should public
ground be selected.

T. H. Estabrooks thought it might
seem better to commemorate all who
took part in the war, not mercly those
who had fallen.

Mrs. Hugh Mackay was of the opin-
ion that it should be purely a memorial
to the fallen and a thank-offering from
those who had returned.

Canon R. A. Armstrong, to bring the
matter to a definite point, put the reso-
lution that the meetmg of citizens place
itself on record as in favor of the erec-
tion in the city of a non-utilitarian
memorial to the fallen. M. G. Teed
seconded ‘the motion, which finally car-
ried unanimously,

R. E. Armstrong said he would like
to have the sailors who fell included.

Judge Armstrong thought all who
went overseas should be included.

F. B. Ellis was of the same opinion
as Judge Armstrong.

David Hipwell, who spoke with some
feeling, said he considered the essénce
of the whole matter to be a desire to
perpetuate the memory of the fallen, in
future generations. Those who had suf-
fered loss needed no reminder, and the
living wanted no memorial. “Lest we
forget,” something tangible should be

A., said the suggestions of Dr. Manning
and Mr. Tilley fitted in with those of
the G. W. V. A. Those who returned
wanted no memorial but they wanted
something of which they could say,
“That’s to my old friend.” Four nurses
who served under him went down with
the Llandovery Castle and he wanted
the nurses included in the memorial.

Two valuable methods used in the production of Electromotive Force for
purposes of Radio communication are as follows:

(a) Chemical Action (By Primary or Secondary Batteries)
(b) Mechanical Action (By Generators or Dynamos)

PRIMARY BATTERY: A primary battery is composed of primary cells
connected together. A single primary cell consists of a jar containing two elec-
trical conductors, each of different material, usually constructed in_plate form
and supported without touching each other in a liguid known as an Blectrolyte.
The Chemical action of this electrolyte on the material in one of the plates
sets up a pressure, or difference of potential, between the plates.

The plate which has the higher potential is termed the Positive Plate and |
the other.the Negative Plate and it is found that if these two plates are con-
nected by a wire, the difference in potential as a result of chemical action,
causes a current to flow from the positive to the negative plate along the wire
and from tHe negative to the positive plate through the electrolyte. ELEC-
TROMOTIVE FORCE, or pressure of a primary battery, depends upon two
features, namely, the materials of the plates and composition of the electrolyte.
In a primary battery, replacement of the parts is necessary, after a time, due
to consumption of material in the negative plate and change in composition of
the electrolyte.

A common type of primary cell consists of a plate of zinc and a plate of
copper suspended in & dilute solution of sulphuric acid. In
acid acts upon the sinc plate. If these plates are connected externally, by a
metallic ' conductor, current will flow from the copper to the zinc plate outside
the cell and from the zinc to the copper plate through the electrolyte.

It is important to remember that in a primary battery the plates must be
of different materials “and the
plates in order for the cell to develop ELECTROMOTIVE FORCE.

The ELECTROMOTIVE FORCE of primary cells varies from .06 to 1.5
volts per cell, depending upon the materials of which the plates are composed
and upon the strength of the electrolyte.

Another form 'of primary cell is the type known as the “Dry Cell” which
congists briefly of a-cylinder of zinc containing a rod carbon. Between the
carbon rod and the zinc cylinder is placed a mixture of crushed coke, graphite
and manganese, this mixture being saturated with a solution of zinc chloride
and sal ammoniac. The top is sealed with an asphaltum compound and con-
nections to the carbon rod and zinc cylinder made externally, the entire cell
being enclosed in a cardboard cylinder. The voltage of this cell on open cir-
cuit is approximately 1.5 volts. This cell becomes rapidly exhausted if re-
quired to furnish a continuous currex)t but is useful in delivering small amounts
of current intermittently.

In the article to follow will be described the constructipn and operation
of the Sec?ndary Battery which holds an important place in Radio work.

WESTFIELD PLANS
10 USE HYDRD

Lorneville Also is Taking Up
Matter, as Well as Several
Communities Along the C.
N.R.

" Definite arrangements for the secur-
ing of hydro-electric current in the par-
ish of Westfield were made at a meeting
of the residents which was held here yes-
terday. A. delegation had already wait-
ed upon the N. B. Electric Power Com-
mission and were assured that they
' could receive the current at the rate of
not more than 1.2 cent a k. w. h., the
same as charged the City of St. John.

The question of handling of the mat-~
ter within the parish was one of the
difficulties encountered. It was found
that the parish would first have to be
incorporated and as an act of legisla-
ture would be required and could not
be obtained until next winter, some ar-
rangement would have to be made to
carry on in the meantime.

Committees were appointed to canvass
the residents of the different stations
along the C. P. R. and if 800 subscribers
are obtained an attempt will be made to
make arrangements for a temporary
measure under which the current can be
delivered until the act is passed.

The plan at present is to tap the main
transmission line at Manchester’s corner
‘and carry the distributing line to Ling-
ley Station,’ above Westfield. The line
will be built by the parish.

Plans are also being made by the
| Lorneville residents and several of the
| communities along’ the C. N. R. for the
i hydro service.

For service to the communities of Fair
Vale, Gondola Point and Quispamsis,
the distributing line will run from a
point near the Catholic church on the
Hampton road, crossing the railway
near the Fair Vale siding.

American Aid to Russian Re-
fugees in Constantinople is
Proposed.

(By the Associated Press)
Geneva, May 16—The Earl of Bal-

four warned the nations of Europe that
they would lose what prestige they have
in America unless in making appeals for
aid they show some indication of trying

to help themselves.

Lord Balfour’s warning was voiced in
connection with discussion by the Coun-
cil of the League of Nations of the
American Relief Administration offer
to feed Russian refugees in Constanti-
nople. :

The offer on which Lord Balfour
based his remarks, . employing words
which plainly startled the council, was
presented by Arthur C. Ringland,
American Relief Administration repre-
sentative at Warsaw, It proposed that
the Relief Administration continue the
feeding and maintenance of 27,000 Rus-
sian refugees in Constantinople for four
months upon the condition that the mem-
bers of the League raise £80,000 to

‘nto Furope at the end of that time., The
offer entails an expense of $125,000 and
is subject to acceptance by June 1.

Mr. Ringland at the same time an-
nounced that the Y. M. C. A. had cabled
an offer of $50,000 for the vocational
training of these refugees after their re-
moval to various European centres. He
explained that the Relief Administration
had determined it was of no use to con-
tinue the feeding unless definite pro-
visions were made for the fufure of the
refugees.

Balfour Pledges British Fund.

Lord Balfour immediately pledged
Great Britain to give £10,000, one-third
of the amount needed to meet the Amer-
ican offer. He said: & .

“ America ‘has ‘shown 'itself ready and
willing to assist in restoring the world,
but what opinion can they form of the
Europe they are asked to assist if it
turns out that that Europe does not find
the narrow margin of £20,000 needed ta
meet this generous American offer?”

Mr. Ringland, the first American to
appear before the Council in such an
official way, was accomplished by Major
Clafin Davis from Constantinople, who
said the American Red Cross would
probably continue its relief work there
if the Americah Relief Administration
offer was accepted. The Councll official-
ly thanked the Americans for their offer
and promised to make eveny effort to
raise the funds required. Dr. Fridtjof
Nansen, the League’s High Commissioner
for Russian Relief, said America could
always be depended upon to do its part
in such work.

Will Study Famine Menace. * '

A proposal for ‘the appointment of
a commission to investigate the ulti-
mate effect of the Russian famine on
Western FEurope came up for consider-
ation before the Council of the League
of Natiens today. ’

Formation of such a commission has_
been recommended to the Council by
Dr. Fridtjof Nansen, high commissioner
of the Thternational Committee on Rus-
sian Relief, who declares the figst year
there is a failure of,the American and
Canadian crops, unless wrastic steps are
taken to halt non-production in Russia-
Indications are that, if such measures
are not taken, the Russian food short-
age will continue for several years.

(From Speech by Lady Astor at Balti-
{ more.)

When I speak of women I don’t mean
every woman—I mean real women, who
care more about real things. The sort
of women who have not only borne men
but have given them such unselfish love
that the world has seen through them
a bit of what the love of God is like.
Now, if we possess courage and faith,
it will be no use unless we use it. Faith
is like a belief—it is only helpful if it
leads us to knowledge. Belief in God
will only help us if it leads to knowledge
of God.

“So we women must turn to account
some of this courage and faith. We
must put into public life these qualities

which women have had to put in their |’

home life—unselfishness, cleaniness and
kindness; the world needs it.. I don’t
suppose the world as a whole was ever
more in need of kindness than it is now.

Aftermath of War,

“We need not ask ourselves why the
world needs help. You have but to cast
your mind over the world and you will
get the answer. The Continent of Europe
partly devastated and still hating; Rus-
sia starving; capital and labor, like na-
tions, almost as far apart as ever be-
fore, I suppose this must be the after-
math of war. You can’t let hell loose

on earth for four years and expect to;

find Paradise. at the end. Yet when I
speak of war I don’t mean it—hell. There
was one aspect of war which was better
than anything I have found in the after-
math of war, There was a kindness
among-all classes of the population.

Here yoa may see fans
of Peniche and of gold filagree, kept al-
ways in glass cases, like royal jewelry,
and priced at $1,000 each—and up. But
there are more attainable items—laces
for lingerie, at reasonable cost. Luxu-
rious cushions of satin in orange, blue,
green, rose, and yellow are covered with
Peniche lace, and would have glorified

the boudoir of La Pompadour. !

A patient and an ardent art! Be- |
sides the fairy-fine laces, filagrees, and |
<mbroideries, ‘there are delicate wonders |
in clay. A tiny earthenware portrayal |
of the Last Supper shows with almost'
the emotional expressiveness of Da;
Vinci’s picture the moment of the sor-|
rowful declaration of Christ. Religious
feeling is recurrent in these arts and
crafts. The cross is a familiar motif. |

Peasant Colots,

In contrast to this exceeding fineness
are the flamboyant, the defiant colors of
the textiles. Rose and scarlet and can-
ary are uneasy companions, and the
purples, greens, and browns between
have no success in trying to retoncile
them. The Portuguese peasants greatly
admire such a war of hues; shawls and
skirts are madly striped. !

Grilles, wrought in the beautiful, |
creamy lioz stone—miniatures of archi—l
tectural ornaments on the Manuelan:

in the rowing world.
