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ANOTHER  CHANGE
OF GOVERNMENT

French Cabinet to Resign is Deci-
sion Reached at Meeting in
Paris Today

Paris, June 1—The French cabinet
under the premiership of Gaston Dou-
mergue, decided at a cabinet council to-
day to resign. The chief factor is un-
derstood to be the uncertainty of being
able to control a majority in the cham-
ber of deputies after the recent general
elections. Differences also are said to
have arisen among the members of the
cabinet concerning financial measures.
There is believed to be also some diverg-
ence in regard to the threg years mili-
tary service.

It is thought likely that the present
ministers will continue to hold office
until after the meeting of the chamber
of deputies and the selection of parlia-
mentary officials.

MORE EVIDENCE IN

The Lieutenant Governor then used
the silver trowel, presented to him for
the occasion and the corner stone was
lowered-into position under the direction
of Contractor Reid. The stone is in-
scribed as follows: “First Baptist church
1914, Founded 1828. Burned 1918.”

Lieut. Governor Wood said it was
gratifying to see that they were rebuild-
ing on a larger scale. What appeared a
year ago to be a calamity might yet
prove to be a . blessing.

Montreal, June 1—Dominion Wreck
Commissioner Lindsay today began to
gather witnesses for a preliminary hear-
ing into the disaster. The hearing will
be in private and will start today. This
is to determine the witnesses who shall
appear at the principal hearing and
which it is expected will be held in this
city. The captains of both steamers are
here now. A guard has been placed on
the Storstad and the owners of the Em-
press are easily approachable in case
they are desired.

The captain of the Storstad today re-
peated his denial of the story told by
Captain Kendall.

Survivors Back to Toronto

Toronto, June 1—Very few passengers
besides fifteen Salvation Army survivors
from the Empress of Ireland, the first
of the saved to reach Toronto were on
the C. P. R. train which arrived heré
last night. The list of the returned is as
follows: Major and Mrs. Geo. Atwill,
Miss Alice Bales, Mrs. Cook, Mr. Wm.
Davies, Mr. J. Fowler, Mr. E. Green,
Miss Grace Hannagan, R. W. Hunt,
Bandsman J. Johnson, Lieut. A. Keith,
Capt. McAmmond, W. H, Measures and
Ensign E. Pugmire. They were met at
the station by friends.

An enormous crowd surrounded the
Union station long before the train ar-
rived, those who were unable to gain
admission crowding the streets outside.
Platforms swarmed with hundreds of
friends of returning Salvationists and
others.

When the train drew up a feeble cheer
dying almost as soon as it began, was
heard, and then a hush fell on all, un-
broken until the first survivor appeared
on the steps. One. by one the little band
s - down-to_be. -instantly s
ed by friends and relatives. The meeting
was a profoundly touching one. The
saddest figure of all was William Davis,
the body of whose wife was brought in
on the same train. Several automobiles
were in waiting and the survivors were
quickly driven off.

Pathetic Tale of Little Girl

Seven year old Grace Hannigan told a
pathetic story. She said: “I was sleep-
ing, and then Papa and I saw a light
through thé port hole and felt the boat
sinking. Papa said: ‘The boat’s sinking’
and we ran out as we were with Mam-
ma, we ran upstairs and Papa and ¥
went to the rail. Then we were thrown
into the water.

“] lost Papa and I never saw him
again. I went away down in the wa.ter,
then I came up, and there was a piece
of wood near me. I hung on to it, Then
I saw a man in a borx and called: ‘Pull
me in, he took hold of me and pulled
me into the boat. I don’t know whose
boat it was nor where it ‘came frf)m.
There was a lady hanging onto the piece
of wood, too, but I never saw her after.

Offer Use of Diving Bells

Quebec, June 1—It is said that the
captain of H. M. S. Essex has offered the

| services of the ship’s divers to the Ot-

tawa government for operations where
the Empress sank. With the diving
bells of the Essex, work can be carried
on at a much’ lower depth than usual.

Contrary to previous reports, only 206
bodies, not 282, had been recovered up
to last night, but the search for others
is still being carried on. Captain Walsh,
marine superintendent of the €, P. R.,
stayed at Rimouski and arranged to
have the shore patrolled from St. Timce,
the scene of the tragedy, down. A bmoy
has been placed above the spot where
the Empress. sank. She lies in 17
fathoms.

Because of the inquest held by Dr.
Pinault at Rimouski on Saturday, 1‘t is
understood that Deputy Attorney-Gen-
eral Lanctot has taken steps to ensure
against a repetition of what occurred
then. From reports the corner’s igngg-
ance of Fnglish and of nautical affalrs
converted the affair into a tragic
tcomedy.

THE CAPTAIN'S STORY.

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THE COMMUNITY SPIRIT.

Whenever people come together in a
closely populated community they find
that, however much they may differ in-
dividually 'in some things, they have
great common interests; and that those
interests which are common to them
all are more important in every day life
than are their points of difference. It
necessarily follows that they must unite
their forces when' any of their common
interests are in jeopardy. In times of
.great danger, as in the event of war, no
questions are asked of the man who vol-
aunteers for service. His race, his creed,
his politics, his social position are not
made the subject of enquiry. If he can
contribute something to the common
welfare in the hour of danger he is wel-
comed to the ranks.

Why not apply this rule in all matt-
ters relating to the welfare of the com-
munity? War is an evil that seldom
threatens, but there are others always
with us, and always taking their deadly
toll. Because of them we build hospitals
and prisons, mothers weep and chil-
dren go hungry, ignorance flourishes, dis-
ease spreads, the army of physical, men-

___tal and moral defectives grows in num-

bers; crime increases, and the proportion
of those who live under the most unde-
sirable conditions becomes the despair of
the sympathetic welfare worker.

We all know that the forces that make
for evil in a community know no race
or creed or class distinction. Why then
should such distinctions be recognized
by those whose desire it is to improve
the living conditions for the people? The
board of trade makes no class or creed
distinctions." 'The women in the Wo-
man’s Coumcil, Canadian Club, and
Associated Charities are equally broad
in the application of the principle. We
have not fully applied it, however, in
the gheat sphere of community welfare

work. We lave not developed what
Woodrow Wilson has described as

the community spirit. The time has ar-
rived when we in St. John should develop
that spirit, and follow whither it leads.

The citizenship of St. John is made
up of people of different races, creeds
and classes. As its population grows
these differences will become greater in
variety, though we may well hope they
will not become more potent in'dividing
the people into unsympathetic groups,
“governed more in their conduct by their
prejudices than by consideration of their
common interests. Much will depend
upon what we in our time do in relation
to the development of the community
spirit. We have numerous churches, so-
cieties, clubs and other organizations,
each making its special appeal to a par-
ticular group, and all of them useful as
a part of the social fabric; but there has
been no central and widely representative
organization or council, to co-ordinate
all the varied forces, and get prompt re-
sults in matters relating to those inter-
ests, educational, moral and social which
are common to all. Cannot this need be
supplied? Is it not possible, as is now
proposed, to create a community coun-
cil, behind which would be the driving
force of all the other organizations, re-
ligious, fraternal, benevolent, social and
commercial, to accompish needed re-
forms?

It must of course be taken for grant-
ed that such a council could deal only
with matters concerning which there
would not arise instant controversy in
the council itself. The most important
would be the development of the com-
munity spirit, and that would lead to the
opening of civic centres, not for the peo-
ple but by the people, where neighbor-
hood civic clubs would bring men to-
gether to discuss questions affecting their
common life; where women’s meetings
could be held to discuss problems of the
home; where young men and womcij
could meet for enjoyment under health-
ful conditions; where evening classes
could be conducted, entertainments en-
joyed, and children made happy. This
implies a wider use of school buildings,
which could be gradually brought about,
for the school plant belongs to the peo-
ple, and should be made of » great-
est possible use to them, and here there
is no distinction of race, or class, or
creed. They are public institutions. One
of the first tasks of a community coun-
cil should be to encourage the opening
of civic centres, as the surest means of
developing the civic spirit and getting as
many of the people as possible interest-
ed in the solution of problems which
are common to them all.

at Depot Today--Frank Hamilton
Probably Killed by Impact of
Steamers --- Another New Bruns-

wicker

Saddened in heart and spirit, mourn-
ing relatives and grieving friends at
noon today awaited the arrival of the
Atlantic express in the Union Depot, as
it had been expected that the bodies of
Adjutant and Mrs. Everett DeBow
would be brought home for burial. But
disappointment was added to ‘their sor-
row, for the bodies were not on board.
A wire to the local Salvation Army
headquarters announced that they would
be brought here tomorrow.

Frank Hamilton

A despatch to the press said today
that the body of Frank W. Hamilton,
assistant purser on board the ship, had
been identified, but no word had been
received up to late today at the home
of the grief-stricken parents, Mr. and
Mrs. John W. Hamilton, of 256 Water-
loo street, who have the sympathy of a
host of friends in their bereavement.

In a message to local Knights of’
Columbus, members of the council in
Quebec said that diligent search was be-
ing made for Mr. Hamilton’s body, but
up to last evening they had been unable
to identify it. 'T'he wire said that it was
the opinion there that he had been killed
in the collision between the steamer, as
his berth was said to be about where
the Storstadt crashed into the Empress.
Mr. Hamilton was  about twenty-six
years of age, and was the only child. He
had a bright future before him in C.
P. R. circles, and had already met with
much success. His loss is a severe blow
to his parents who are heart-broken at
the shock of his death.

Another New Brunswicker

The bodies of Major and Mrs. David
Creighton, of the Salvation Army have
not yet been identified. It is not known,
of course, whether or not they were
picked up. Both are well known in St.
John. Major Creighton has been sta-
tioned at many points throughout the
eastern provinces. He belonged original-
ly to Sussex, N. B, where his father,
Henry Creighton, .and one brother, also
named Henry, survive. Two brothers,
Cyrus and Wilfred are in Calgary.
Major and Mrs. Creighton are a sore loss
not only to their relatives and friends,
but to the army also. He was assistant
immigration secretary in Toronto. They
leave five children there. Mrs. Creigh-
ton belongs to Woodstock, Ont. Major
Creighton, who was about forty-five
years of age, had been for twenty-eight
years engaged in army service, and was
e valued member.

Like Major and Mrs. Creighton, two
others well-known in this city, Adju-
tant and Mrs. DeBow sank together to
their deaths in the disaster. Both be-
long to New Brunswick, Mrs. DeBow
was a daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Wm.
McKim, of Armstrong’s Corner, about
four miles from Welsford, and Mr. De-
Bow belonged to Petitcodiac, where his’
parents survive. Mr. McKim was in the
city today, thinking that the body of
his daughter would be taken through to
Petitcodiac to be buried by the side of
her husband. It was at first thought
that the body would be put off the
train at Welsford, but later arrange-
ments would indicate that it will be
taken for burial to her husband’s home,
for, as, her sorrowing father said, with
tears dimming his eyes this morning,

“They were together for years and hap-
py in life. They went to their deaths
together, and I should not like to see

them separated even in death, much as I
would prefer having my daughter buried
in the cemetery near her childhood
home.”

Besides her parents, Mrs. DeBow is
survived by four brothers, Daniel, Clar-
ence, John and Samuel, all of St. John,
and two sisters, Mrs. Quinn, of west
side and Miss Elizabeth- McKim, at
home. She and her husband leave a lit-
tle orphan boy, now living with his
grandparents at Armstrong’s Corner.
Adjutant DeBow’s parents survive him,
residing “at titcodiac, and he also
leaves three brothers. To all goes out
the sympathy of large numbers of
friends, as well as from those who know
of them only through the accounts of
the disaster, bnt whose sympathy has
been aroused by the news of the calam-
ity.

Rev. A, J. O’Neill at the morning ser-
vice in St. Joachim’s church, Silver Falls,
yesterday asked the prayers of the con-
gregation for the repose of the souls of
Frank V. Conlon and Frank W. Ham-
ilton, Father O’Neill said: “By a strange
coincidence, these two young men, who
are cousins, met their deaths in acci-
dents last week, Mr. Conlon being killed
in Moncton and Mr. Hamilton, it is be-
lieved, having perished in the wreck of
the Empress of Ireland. I was personal-
ly acquainted with both these young
men and knew them to be honest and
upright Christians. Let us hope that
they were prepared for the hasty sum-
mons to appear before their Maker.”

A message expressing their regret at
the loss of the Empress of Ireland and
so many of her passengers was sent by
the president and secretary on behalf of
the St. John Board of Trade, to Sir
Thomas Shaughnessy on Saturday. A
reply was received in which Sir Thomas
thanked the board and referred to the
grief of everyone connected with the
company regarding the loss of life.

VST 10 TROSSACHS

Gem Missing From Ring of Re-
miniscences of ThoseWho Leave
This Section Out of Tour of
Scotland

In the letter from which some extracts
were printed in Saturday’s Times, Rev.
F. S. Porter refers also to some disting-
uished speakers whom he heard while
in Great Britain. One of these was Sir
W. R. Nicol, editor of the British Week-
ly, who is a potent personality in Eur-
ope; Rev. R, J. Campbell, and Henri
Bergson of Paris, who delivered the Gif-
ford Lecture in the University of Edin-
burgh. Mr. Porter says that Bergson is
moulding the thought of this generalion
in the realm of philosophy as perhaps
no other single individual with the pos-
sible exception of Encken in Germany.
Although the lecture was delivered at
five o’clock in the afternoon, Mr. Porter
found it necessary to go at half past
three to get a seat.

Mr. Porter reserved a visit to the
