M. Panon testified as to the finaneial
and domestic wrongs committed against
him by Bolo, Pasha. and Madame Panon | .
corroborated ‘him. The prisoner seemed
to be deeply “moved by the testimony
of the Panons, and said:—"1 have m-‘
flicted great wrongs upon the FPanon
family. It is the bane of my- life. But
the thip veneer of cultured refinement
with which I had attempted to cover the
deficiency of education was rubbed out
promptly and the real Bolo stood out,
unscrupoulous and vulgar.”

“There is the Traitor.”

The prisoner accused M. Panon of!
having agreed to terms with Adolphe |
Havenstadt, once head of a New York:
banking house, and of having accepted
money. Pointing at Panon, ‘Bolo ex-
claimed:—“There is a traitor!”

‘President Voyer checked the prisoner’s
outbreak, by saying:—“The court will
decide who is a traitor.”

The .attitude of Darius Porchere, co-
defendant with Bolo, has remained the
same throughout the trial. Since the /
trial began he has been granted a cex:tiﬁ—
cate of sanity by a doctor who examined
him, but he still appears to be defectgcl;-

Stole Uanon's Wife.

M. Panon, who is an artist, testified
that he had known Bolo since he was.
ten years old. He became Bolo's partner
in various undertakings in Marseilles,
where he lost his fortune’ of 100,000
francs when Bolo disappeared with
Panon’s wife, leaving Banon liable for
debts aggregating fifty thousand francs.
The witness said he had:paid off the
debts.

Sixteen years later when he was penni-
less, Panon testified he again met Bolo,
and was weak enough to sign ‘a paper
declaring that he and not Bolo, had?
swindled a charwoman.

Bolo, he swore, sent him to. New York !
in March, 1917, to obtain from the A. M.!

The ~recommendations made by Mr,
John Hall, the sanitary expert, as pub-
lished in the Times yesterday emphasize
the importance of the work of the medi-
cal_health officer. Dr. Melvin, and urge
that it be made possible for him to de-
vote his whole time -to the work, with
all’‘necessary equipment. )(r. Hall, in the
general review which precedes his recom-
mendations, pays a high tribute to Dr.
Melvin and refers more fully to some of
the valuable work the health officer is
doing.

In making his recommendations Mr.
Hall makes no serious reflections upon
the health authorities of the .city, but
perhaps insists that they should be more
aggressive.  As the board of health has
only about $10,000 per year to spend, it
cannot do all that requires to be done,
and therefore .there is need of such a
publicity campaign as will arouse the
