All the demands at issue were re­
ferred to a sub-committee of four on 
each side which will immediately set 
about working out a new wage contract 
to replace the present one. In the 
meantime, the full committee will re­
main in recess until called together.

Samuel D. Whrriner,.. Philadelphia, 
president of the Lehigh Coal and Navi­
gation Company, spoke for thé opera­
tors. Taking up the question of wages 
he referred to the declaration of the 
miners that wages in many instances 
were not commensurate with the labor 
Performed. Mr. Werriner declared^, 
that he believed the wages' paid the 
anthracite men were “adequate to meet 
present conditions.” They were the 
highest ever paid m the industry, he 
asserted. He pointed out that Wages 
in all other basic industries fell mater­
ially after the world war and had not 
fully recovered.

He reminded the men that the oper­
ators had to find the markets to sell 

'the coal and fix the prices to meet com­
petition so that the mine workers 
could receive just wages. In the judgr _ 
ment of the operators, he said, the 
wages now paid were the best the in­
dustry could pay. He said that 71 7-10 
of the dollar received by the operators 
for coal went into the pay envelopes 
of the mine workers.

On the twelve-hour day, Mr. Warri- 
said that the operators 

terested in the contention that the idea 
of requiring a man to work twelve 
hours a day “is not becoming or com­
patible with what we call our Ameri­
can standard.” There had been diffi­
culty in eliminating the long day, he 
said, but much progress had been 
made.

“In view of how dearly you hold the 
demand forx the abolishment of the 
twelve hour day,” he said, “and the 
view of the fact that the public deems 
it out of date, we say frankly that as 
far is it can be worked out in sub­
committee as soon as practicable and 
as far as practicable we will try to de­
vise a plan of reorganization so that 
this practice may be eliminated.”

Mystery.

cently returned from Easter Island, 

»t the lonely island in the Pacific, two 
thousand miles from the coast of Chile, 

i with remarkable statues of a vanish­
ed race. They explained yesterday 
to a representative of The Times that, 
though the riddle of the statues re- 

! plained unsolved, they had acquired 
of valuable material about the 

ways, manner of life, customs, and 
habits of the people of the Gambier 
Islands.

The chief of these islands is Man- 
gareva, and Mr. and Mrs. Routledge 

-started this last expedition, which has 
occupied nearly two and a half years,

A
would mention the statues last if they 
mentioned thehn at all.
/ The most interesting explorations 
of Mr. and Mrs. Routledge related to 
the Austral Islands, which are French 
possessions some three hundred miles 
south of Tahiti. Here they found 
many megalithic remains, and in one 
island two most interesting statues. 
They are the male and a female figure 
and stand some six feet high, on ped­
estals, which add another two feet to 
their height. The figures are carved 
in some detail, and Mr. Routledge de­
scribed them as unique.

Unfortunately they throw no light 
on the origin of -the statues on Easter 
Island, âs they have not been made 
by the same people ; they are dif­
ferent* in character and seem to be­
long rather to an Asiatic culture 
They were obviously made to be re­
garded at close quarters, whereas those 
on Easter Island were carved for 
broad and distant effects- These 
statues, together with others fourni in 
the undergfowth, Seemed to have had 
a religious purpose, and even now the 
natives will not interfere with them.

On all the four islands megalithic 
remains were found, and these take 
the form of rectangular palisades very 
carefully paved with square stones. 
One of these enclosures measured 128 
feet by 26 feet, and the upright stones 
at the side were in some cases 14 feet 
high. Th 
thinks, had a religious purpose and also 
probably a political purpose, but the 
present inhabitants of the island have 
no folklore relating to them. All these 
enclosures follow the line of the coast, 
for to these early inhabitants the sea 
was their all. Some of the enclosures 
have processional avenues, and on one 
island, Raivavae, there is a proces­
sional avenue made of stones smaller 
than those which pave the enclosure.

with the idea of searching westward 
among the islands for any remains 
which. would link up Easter Island 
with some migration from- the west. 
In Mangareva they found much folk­
lore which contained reference to three 
migrations to an island which is pre­
sumably the Easter Island of the 
modern map, but in none of these

He said that the 
creation of the Health Centre in it­
self concentrated the work consider­
ably and did away with much expense 
and tended to make the health machin­
ery run more smoothly as well as 
economically. He said that the pres­
end Day Camp for delicate children 
was not In any sense a result of his 
department’s activities but was a re­
sult of the interest shown by the peo­
ple of St. John in health matters. The 
placing of Miss Meiklejolin, director of 
nursing, as supervisor was the only 
part played by his department.

The speaker paid a tribute to the 
assistance rendered by the Red Cross, 
the Gyro Club as well as to the public 
and private benefactors who made the 
camp a possibility. He referred par­
ticularly to the efforts of Mrs. G. Wil­
ford Campbell in the creation of the 
camp.

London, June 15.—(By mail.)—On 

Ascension Day, 1623, Dr. John Donne, 
poet and divine, who had been installed 
as Dean of St. Paul's some eighteen 
months before, preached the sermon at 
the consecration of Lincoln’s Inn 
t’ha pel. Yesterday, being Ascension 
Day, 1923, Dr. W. R. Inge, the present 
Dean of St. Paul’s, gave an address at 
a service to mark the three hundredth 
anniversary. The attendance was 
large, but not so crowded as in 1623, 
when, according to contemporary let­
ters, “there was a great concourse of 
noblemen and gentlemen, whereof two 
or three were endangered and taken up 
for dead for the time with the extreme 
press and thronging.” Nor, probably, 
was Dean Inge’s address so long as 
Donne's sermon; for in those days a 
popular preacher (and Donne was the 
most popular) measured his words by 
the hour, anti the remains of the hour­
glass used in the chapel pulpit are still 
preserved at Lincoln’s Inn.

Donne had heen.-divinity reader or 
preached to the society, resigning his 
office on his elevation to St. Paul’s, “Mr. 
Doctor Donne,” says a punning minute 
in the otherwise sober records of the 
society, “being lately advanced by the 
King’s Majesty to the Deanry of 
Poule’s by reason wljercof he cannot 
conveniently supply the place of a pub­
lic preacher of God’s Word in this 
house, as formerly he hadth Donne.”

Veto For Federal Power.
Education, health, public welfare and 

internal affairs are left strictly to the 
various states, but the federal govern­
ment is empowered to veto the decrees 
of any state government. The head 
of the state political police, 
to the cheka, Is an ex-officio member 
of the federal council of commissars, 
and the jurisdiction of the federal 
police extends throughout the republic.

A supreme court of 11 members and 
one representative of the political po­
lice will have jurisdiction over all of­
fences, espionage, counter-revolution 
and cases involving members of the 
government and also legal disputes 
among the states. The decision of the 
federal government are binding on all 
states.

The permanent capital is Moscow, 
and the new flag has a blood-red back­
ground with globe, hammer and sickle, 
emblem of the present federation, in 
the centre and the inscription in six 
languages, “Proletariat of the world, 
unite.”

The purpose of this mysterious door 
is to enable unfortunate mothers to 
place their offspring in safe keeping 
without revealing their identity or 
whatever secrets may 
nected with their existence.

Most of the foundlings, the asylum 
officials' say, are put within the revolv­
ing door at night when there is little 
or no traffic on the street oiÿside. With 
the turning of the door a bell rings, 
which announces to the attendants 
that a new guest has arrived.
