THE TOILS TIGHTEN.

FELLY TELLS HOW BIRCHELL LED 
BESWELL TO DEATH.

Tbe Lordly Prisoner Unruffled—Tell- 
Tale Cigar-Case null Linen — Two 
Continent» Interested.

Niagaba Falls, N. Y., March 5.—The 
revelations to-day* in the Benwell mur­
der mystery will startle two continents. 
Even sleepy, dreamy Canada is awaken­
ing to the important tragedy which has 
taken place within its borders, and the 
authorities at Ottawa will make every 
effort to track the criminal to his lair.

It is impossible to bay a newspaper in 
Ontario county. This quickened demand 
is due to the fact that the mnrder has 
resolved itself into an international affair 
of high importance ; for it is now settled 
beyond all dispute that the body found 
in the lonely woods of Princeton on Feb­
ruary 21 is that of Frederick C. Benwell, 
of Cheltenham, Eng., son of W. F. Ben­
well, a retired colonel of the English 
army, formerly adjutant of tbe Second 
West York Regiment, and connected by 
blood with some of the best families in 
Great Britain, Donglas Raymond Pelly, 
the second member of the unfortunate 
party which sailed from Liverpool in the 
Germanic on February 5 for the New 
World, is the son of Rev. R. P. Pelly, of 
Waldron Place,Vicar of Saffron Waldron, 
Essex, and a cousin of the beautiful 
Lady Pelly, who followed in the suite of 
Lord Lansdowne when he was governor 
general of Conada.

And Reginald Burchill, Esq., of Bain- 
bridge, Moberly Road, Upper Norwood, 
now a prisoner with his fair-haired wife 
in the Clifton county jail, who is he ? Is 
he, as he claims, a member of the house 
of Somerset, or, as the dupes of his wily 
tongue in Woodfitock, Ont,, say, merely 
the son of a London tailor ? At any rate 
he is as clever a blackleg and as heart­
less a buccaneer as ever scuttled a ship 
or cut a throat, and as handsome and 
engaging a fellow as one meets from 
rise of sun to the setting of it And the 
pretty, stafry-eyed woman that he mar» 
ried in England, and has been a sharer 
in his adventures both by land and sea, 
is the daughter of David Stevenson, 
of London, of Northwestern Railroad 
Broad Street Station. Her name is 
Florence.

The Canadian police, who up to the 
time of Birchell’s arrest on Saturday 
were uncompromising in their determina­
tion to keep the matter a profound secret 
hesitate no longer to pronounce this 
Birchell Frederick Benwell’s murderer. 
However that may prove, no person was 
ever caught in the toils of suspicion so 
securely as Reignald Birchell, formerly 
of Bainbridge, Moberly road, Upper Nor-

The people only hesitate now to de­
clare liis wife an accomplice in the crime. 
That she was an accomplice in swind­
ling innocent youths and credulous 
young English travellers with Bank of 
England notes inside their pockets there 
is not the slightest doubt 

If Reginald Bfrchell is murderer________ill
cold-blooded affairs that, was ever con­
ceived against a harmless fellow-being. 
Is it possible that he concocted his 
scheme months ago in England, and then 
selected Benwell as his victim? If so it
was a subtle game, and every movement 
was planned with the perfection of can­
ning.

But for just that one fetal slip on the 
part of the desperado who shot Benwell 
down in the Princeton thicket the play­
er could have cried out “Game!” Every 
shred of clothing that might hint at the 
identity of the victim; every particle of 
evidence that could suggest a clew to his 
personality, were removed, except the 
cigar-case with the name upon it.

By the courtesy of Chief Magistrate 
Andrew H. Hill of Clifton your corres­
pondent was permitted to inspect the 
luggage of the dead man today ; the log- 
gage about which the prisoner lied and 
lied again to Pelly. It fills nearly 
a whole room and represents an 
expenditure of at least 
There are thirteen pieces in all 
—an unlucky number.H Benwell’s 
kit, as Pelly calls it, consisted of trunks, 
chests, hat boxes, band bags, shawl 
straps, a Gladstone bag and a gnn case. 
This last alone is a beautiful piece worth 
£20. It is the equipment of a gentleman 
and, apparently a rich one. The luggage 
under the inspection of Chief of Police 
Thomas H. Yonng and Government De­
tective J. W. Murray, lay about the place 
in pitiable confusion. It had evidently 
been put together with the greatest care.

Piles and piles of shirts and stockings 
and underwear lay heaped upon two 
trunks. Each article was marked care­
fully in black stencil ink with the name 
of the owner. The underwear matches 
exactly that found on Benwell’s body 
and the clippings from the garments 
which lie wore correspond precisely to 
the places where the markings are upon 
the rest of his furnishings. In one 
corner there was a pile of waistcoats, 
white and light ones for summer wear; 
darker, heavier ones for winter use. In 
another place was a heap of trousers and 
jackets and in one passage a dark-colored 
light overcoat A heavy cape coat and 
a hunting jacket, hats, handkerchiefs, 
toi>boots, shoes, slippers and toilet 
articles lay scattered about

One possession of poor Benwell had a 
bit of pathos about it It was a heavy, 
gilt-bound album, which was filled with 
the faces of the friends and family of the 
dead man. They ranged all the way from 
the countenance of a handsome lady with 
silver hair to a bonny little bit of laugh­
ing humanity in sho 
witched in between were innumerable 
pretty girls, school-fellows and college 
chums of Benwell, and several officers of 
her majesty’s army.

Did this valuable kit play a part in 
Birchell’s lust for gold ? Did he envy his 
companion when ne saw it put on the 
lighter at Liverpool and compute how 
much high rolling he could manage to 
extract from its possession ?

Stories are still pouring in from that 
whilom home of Canada’s aristocracy of 
the dash which Birchell cut there. H<$ 
was to the community like a transplanted 
rose from the gardens of the Flaneaurs 
and the bon v.-vants and the beau ideal 
of country gentleman. He is a good shot, 
a capital rider to hounds, graceful tennis 
player, likes a pretty face and a fine 
cigar and is fond, as he says Benwell 
was, of a glass of wine.

The prisoner has sat in court all day 
listening to Felly’s story, and those of 
Detective Murray and Chief of Police 
Young. No clearer thread of circum­
stantial evidence was ever s 
a man. Every hour, almost, 
time up to finding of the body has 
accounted for, except the twelve 
after he started with Benwell for 
the fictitious farm in Woodstock. He 
has contradicted himself awfully as to 
what he did do. He told Pelly one story, 
Detective Murray anothergiow he is dumb, 
and will say nothing.

He was not represented by counsel, 
and was guarded by Constable McMick-

It is a good story, and designed, as I 
judge, to illustrate in a forcible manner 
the extreme rarity of the air more than 
the extreme rarity of the story itself.

puchero is everybody’s dish twice a day 
if it can be afforded. Little beyond this 
is needed or desired, and on the table of 
rich or poor no pastry or puddings are 
ever seen. The Spanish method of cook­
ing fortunately precludes these. No stoves 
or ranges can he found in Spain save 
infrequently in the houses of the nobility, 
and at those more important hotels 
where wealthy travelers are entertained. 
In these the French cuisine is in vogue. 
In every kitchen of the middle classes, 
or cottage of the peasantry, will be found 
a solid brick structure built against the 
wall with a flat top. Into this, from the 
interior side, extend little aperatures, 
perhaps 18 inches deep, with openings 
a foot square. Round holes from jour 
to six inches in diameter are cut in the 
top of each. These literally “pigeon­
holes,” are called hornillas. They are all 
the stoves the people of Spain ever knew. 
Charcoal is lighted in the hornilla, fanned 
to a white heat by wisps or rushes, or 
by the tiny fuelle or bellows, and all 
food is cooked above these, chiefly in 
cumbrous earthenware ollas or pots. 
The puchero is ordinarily made by sim­
mering for four hours finely-cut lumps 
of bacon and beef (often varied with 
bits of mutton, chicken and fish) in one 
pot. In another, briefly, all manner of 
vegetables are placed and stewed until 
tender, and to these are often added bits 
of chopped sausage or pork for seasoning. 
The vegetable-mess is cooked low, that 
is, until no more than juicy. This is first 
placed in a large receptacle, and the con­
tents of the other olla. which have also 
been cooked until tender and savory, are 
turned over the former. The highest 
ambition of the peasant is that he may 
have bacon or other meat in his puchero 
every day of his life; and any one who 
has partaken of the delicious and savory 
dish, with a good appetite whetted by 
miles of tramping behind the gratefnl 
act, will know how to honor his humble 
longing.

There is the 
bacallao herbido, or soaked codfish and

Scheme to 4'olonfse Oklahoma with 
Negroes Alleged.

Guthrie, I. T., March G.—Press reports 
emanating from Topeka, concerning an 
alleged scheme to colonize Oklahoma and 
make a negro state, have aroused the 
settlers to a high pitch of excitement. 
Twenty miles west of here, at Downs, a 
small station on the Kingfisher and 
Guthrie stage route, the settlers have 
been especially roused in the matter and 
a secret organization there has decided 
to drive out the few negroes, and allow no 
more of that race to become settlers. Four 
miles northeast of Downs resides a 
colored man named Hawkens, and near 
him another colored family named Bur­
gess. Hawkens was suspected of firing 
the prairie grass a short time ago on a 
neighbor’s claim, and the feeling against 
him became very bitter. At an early 
hour this morning a party of 10 masked 
men from Downs broke into Hawkens’ 
house, took him from his bed and severe­
ly whipped him. During the whipping 
Buck Hawkens, a son, ran and aroused 
the Burgess family. Abe Clark and Sam 
Burgess armed tnemselves with shot­
guns, and, returning with young Haw­
kens to the scene of the outrage, fired 
at the masked party from ambush. 
The masked party was peppered with 
shot, and one who gave the name 
of Henry Chambers was 
hurt about the head and face, 
negroes were pursued, and before they 
could load again the whole party was 
surrounded by the irate settlers, who 
held their Winchesters on them. The 
negroes were thoroughly frightened, and 
promised to leave the country. The 
elder Hawkens arrived at Kingfisher to­
night and asked protection. He claims 
that the outrage was planned by Wood 
Davis, who is contesting his claim. The 
few negro settlers in the vicinity of 
Guthrie have become greatly alarmed at 
the feeling against the colored people and 
are getting ready to go to Kansas. Several 
of them have offered to sell their claims 
for a mere pittance. The settler who 
was wounded during the melee near 
Downs, and who gave the name of Henry 
Chambers, is supposed to be Wood Davis 
a storekeeper at Downs. He is in a pre­
carious condition.

Yesterday's Discussion at the Common 
Connell.

The Common Council met yesterday 
afternoon to consider the report of 
the Department of public works on the 
Leary dock scheme. Aid. Robertson gave 
notice of the following motion; That at 
the expiration of 30 days he would 
for the issue of debentures to the amount 
of $20,000, such sum to be expended in 
the improvements on the Pettingill 
wharf.

The clerk to the assessors was ordered 
to propose ward lists of the persons qual­
ified to vote at the coming election.

The report of the Board of Works was 
then read. It recommended that, as on 
examination by F. W. Holt, C. E., the 
plans and specifications proved to be in­
sufficient and incomplete, they be not 
approved. Aid. Shaw moved the adoption 
of the report, seconded by Aid. Peters. 
In amendment Aid. McCarthy moved 
that Mr. Holt’s report be adopted and 
Mr. Leary ordered to alter his plans and 
furnish specifications in accordance with 
this report. Aid. Kelly seconded the 
motion. Aid. Baskin moved, seconded 
by Aid. Busby, in amendment to the 
amendment that the report of Mr. Holt 
be receieved and referred to a special 
committee of five, His Worship consti­
tuting one, to consider the whole mat­
ter of the plans and specifica­
tions, with authority to receive
amended specifications from Mr. Leary, 
and report to the council at as early a 
date as practicable. Aid. Baskin in mov­
ing this amendment said that some of 
the members of the board had been sys­
tematically endeavoring to break down 
the scheme- It was stated that Mr. 
Leary could not build the dock. If he 
could not it would be his own loss, for un­
til it was built he would not get the sub­
sidies. It was unreasonable to suppose 
that a man like Mr. Leary W’ould under­
take what he could not carry out. There 
was a further guarantee in the fact that 
he had purchased property on the west 
side. He hoped that something would 
be done at once by the council and he 
asked for justice to Mr. Leary.
