The roadway and railway extension {o |
Long wharf now being constructed for the
owners of the Long wharf property by |
Messrs. Clark & Son will be the first step |
towards connecting the two divisions of |
the city which have always been sepxl-i
rated by the mud flats on both sides of |

wards bringing a centrally located part of
