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OUR TORONTO LETTER. are being sacrificed to the United States 
millers and they are crying to have all 
flour imports shut out Now what do 
these imports about which they are mak­
ing such a row, really amount to ? The 
imports of flour into Canada for 
1888
bbls. Quebec 22,875 bbls, Nova Scotia 8,- 
424 bbls., New BrunBwick 1,823 bbls. 
Manitoba 321 bbls., British Columbia 23,- 
700 bWs., Prince Edward Island 45 
bbls., or a total of 60,545 bbls. The 
Ontario Millers are not fighting for the 
British Columbia market; so we may de­
duct that from the total, leaving in round 
numbers 37,000 bbls. of imported 
flour consumed in the Eastern Provinces 
which they wish to shut out But the fig 
ures show that the Ontario millers have 
such complete control of the distant mar­
ket in the Maritime Provinces that in 
the fiscal year 1888 only 10,292 barrels 
of United States flour were consumed 
there, and as the Province of Quebec, ly­
ing alongside of Ontario, imported 22^785 
bbs, the explanation of this state of things 
must be sought in some other direction 
than the tariff.

But when foreign flour importations are 
compared with the total consumption the 
pettiness of the millers’ grievances aris­
ing out of the tariff is still more appar­
ent I have not at hand the Dominion 
Statistical Abstract for 1889 but in the 
volume for 1888 I find the following fig­
ures of flour carried over Canadian rail­
ways in 1887:—

A considerable proportion of the flour 
handled by the Grand Trunk and the 
Canada Southern, and some on the New 
Brunswick system, woul4 not be for con­
sumption in Canada, but making large 
deductions for this and allowing for dup­
lication over several railways, one can 
readily see wThat a bagatelle the imported 
article really is compared with the 
millions of barrels that go annually into 
consumption. I notice by the Inter­
colonial railway report for 1888 that in the 
year ending June 30, there were carried 
over that road alone 845,750 bbls flour, and 
I should suppose that thelntercolonia 
carries direct from Ontario to the Mari­
time provinces a half a million barrels a 
year, whereas the total consumption of 
imported flour in the Maritime 
did not amount to over 10 
figures which go to show t 
tario millers need no more protection to 
keep the Canadian market than they 
joy at present,and that the agitation is not 
lor control of the market, but for 
creased price. If by combining in 
ventions they can succeed in forcing the 
House of Commons to increase the duty, 
the same combination will hold good to 
force np the price. The allegation that 
they are not making money is not true. 
Lots of money have been made by the 
very large establishments. What has 
happened in other branches of business 
and other industries is going on among 
the millers. The small capitalists can 
not compete with the large capitalists. 
The mill that turns out ten barrels a day 
cannot compete with the mill that pro­
duces its hundred barrels per day. 
old, antiquated worn out machinery, 
suited to thirty years ago, cannot stand 
up against the mills working on the 

processes and with all 
most modern improvements. 

In a word, John Brown, from 
Wayback cannot compete with the 
Ogilvies who buy wheat whenitis lowest 
and always have flour to sell when flour 
is always up. So he sings out lustily for 
an increased duty on flour, and the few 
big millers are very glad to have the 
scores of small millers rc
ing for increased duty, 
amuses the small fellows and does 
big fellows no harm.

onr people must not forget that the re­
fusal of the bonding privilege to Can­
adian railways is a two edged sword 
which will work far more injury to New 
England ports which compete with St. 
John than it will to this port 
At present Boston and Portland do the 
hulk of the Canadian shipping trade in 
winter,and both Boston and Portland are 
considerably nearer Montreal than St. 
John is, even by the Short Line. If the 
bonding privilege is granted we must 
expect to compete with these ports for 
the Canadian trade, and that too under 
the operation of the Interstate commerce 
law which will probably be imposed 011 
the Canadian Pacific Railway as 
a condition precedent to the grant­
ing of bonding privileges. If 
the Canadian Pacific people 
are compelled to accept a high American 
tariff, based on actual mileage, and not 
allowed to give St, John or St. Andrews 
differential rates, it is clear that 
both Boston and Portland will have an 
advantage over 11s, so far as railroad 
freight charges arc concerned. The 
bonding privilege might therefore be 
granted under stich conditions that it 
would work rather to the injury than 

.-the advantage of St. John. But fortuna­
tely we are not dependent on the mercy 
of our Yankee neighbors, who have no 
friendship for us except where their 
own interests are involved. The people of 
St. John must remember that they have 
an alternative line to Montreal, which, 
although not so short as the Megantic 
line,has the advantage of running wholly 
through Canadian territory and which is a 
great deal shorter than the Intercolonial. 
By the Temiscouata Railway which 
forms a link between theNew Brunswick 
Railway at Edmunston and the Inter­
colonial at Rivere du Loup, the distance 
from St. John to Montreal is only 603 miles, 
or!4S miles less than it is by the Inter­
colonial As the distance from Montreal 
to Halifax by the Intercolonial is 850 
miles, the Temiscouata Railway gives us 
an advantage over the-Nova Scotia port 
of 247 miles or only 30 miles less than 
our present advantage over Halifax by 
the Short Line. Now if this bonding 
privilege is absolutely refused to Cana­
dian roads, we will no longer have Bos­
ton and Portland to compete with, but 
only Halifax, and it will lie strange in­
deed if St. John cannot obtain the freight 
business with such an advantage in dis­
tance in our favor.

BRITISH POLITICS.

Resnlt or tbe Flfeahlre Election.

London, July 9, The election in Fife- 
shire resulted in the returning of the 
Gladstonian candidate by a large major­
ity. This does not disturb the political 
bill, as Fife, like most of Scotland, is a 
Gladstonian stronghold. The impress­
ion is growing in Liberal circles that jf 
the Home Rule cause is not made to ad­
vance it will begin going back, and there­
fore that some new move is necessary. 
This will probably be the development 
by Liberal speakers and writers of Fed­
eralism, as promoted by Home Rale.

Mr. Cecil Rhodes, the South African 
millionaire, who sent Mr. Parnell £10,000 
for the Home Rule campaign, is elabor­
ating a scheme, based on direct repre­
sentation in the Imperial Parliament of 
every colony if it likes in proportion to 
the amount of its contributions to the 
Imperial revenue, also for differential 
duties between England and the colonies 
as against the outside world. This 
scheme will not be adopted yet by the 
Liberal leaders, but an attempt will be 
made to turn the unionist position by 
pushing the Federal idea, as involved in 
home rule. In this connection the prob­
able entry of Sir Hercules Robinson into 
political life is interesting. His term of 
office as Governor of Cape Colony expires 
at the end of July. His name is mention­
ed for the next vacancy in a Liberal con­
stituency.

The Government were defeated in an 
unexpected quarter yesterday.
House of Lords rejected the bill 
lating the sale of real property to person­
al. The Government introduced the bill 
in the House of Lords. If the Commons 
had passed it the Lords would not have 
dated to reject it.

that they lived on the fruits of the gar­
den unpolluted by the hands of hired 
help, that the climate while they tarried 
there, was such that no fire was requir­
ed. But it was a cold day when they 
went forth. Aud when Adam went dig­
ging among the thistles, he demanded 
something more substantial than apples 
for his daily food, and as it was 
in the fall, he wanted something 
better than tig leaves wherewith to clothe 
himself. So it was with our several times 
great, grandmother. She “ hankered ” 
for something that she had never had, 
and one day when a tree was struck by 
lightning and its trunk broke into ablaze 
the old gentleman exclaimed, “ I have 
it! ” and straightway killed a sheep, tell­
ing his wife to have roast mutton on the 
table for dinner. So fire and death came 
into the world together. And from that 
day to this fire has be3n considered 
hardly less a necessity in the torrid than 
in the arctic zone. The use of fire is one 
of the Chief of man’s distinguishing 
characteristics. Most animals, except such 
as are domestic and hence dependent 
upon man, reason, provide themselves 
with homes, and lay up stores for sea­
sons of unfruitfulness. But fire is an 
clement the use of which is beyond their 
comprehens m, and death which was 
horn with it, is to them no less a mystery. 
It is presumed that for many 
years after the days of Adam, 
nothing but wood was used as fuel. 
Many a time, without doubt, our several 
times great grandmother hauled onr 
several times great grandfather “over the 
coals,” but those were charcoals; the 
phrase, to haul over the coals, is of com­
paratively modern origin, and signifies 
to call io account, to censure, in allusion 
to a method of torture formerly resorted 
to, to extract a confession or money from 
a victim.

There are many who believe that 
for thousands of years wood was the 
only fuel used by man, and 
now the abundance or scarcity 
of fuel has a great effect on the general in­
terests of a country and the comfort of its 
inhabitants. The prosperity of England 
may be attributed in part to the abund­
ance of coal in those districts in which 
ironstone is most abundant,and in which 
the coal is required as fuel for smelting 
it But even for the most ordinary uses 
of domestic economy the scarcity of fuel 
in some parts of the world is the occasion 
of much hardship. Coal, wood and peat 
are the three kinds of fuel most
used—coal being the vegetation of 
former geological periods—the 
product of their sunshine and showers 
treasured up for the present ; peat is a 
more recent formation. Coal is about 
twice the value of wood as fuel, weight 
Ibr weight, in its heating powers. In 
those parts of the world where coal is 
not found or to which it cannot be profit­
ably conveyed, the preservation of forests 
is of great importance. In some parts of 
Asia the dung of herbiVerous animals 
is used fuel, and in some 

before itparts of the west 
was chequered by railroads, millions of 
bushels of corn were used for the same 
purpose. No one can tell when coal was 
first used as fuel. It is likely, how­
ever, that its use dates from a compara­
tively early period in human history. 
"All the coal now existing was formed 
untold ages ago, when the conditions of 
temperature and moisture on the earth’s 
surface, were different from those now 
prevailing. Coal is not a growth an­
nually renewable, but an accumulation 
which is gradually being spent. This 
generation is living not on the interest 
of its coal but on the capital.” It was in 
1880 that England was first cautioned 
that her supply of coal could not last for­
ever. The coal harvest in Great Britain 
in 1881 was 154,000,000 tons from 3813 
collieries, and available coal at depths not 
exceeeing 4000 feet and in seams not less 
than one foot thick is estimated at 
90,207,285,395 tons. As coal was 
mined in 1SS1, this means a supply 
for al>out 600 years. The workable coal­
beds of the United States are 120,000 
square miles in extent, and the product 
in 1886 was 39,035,446 tons of anthracite, 
and 73,707,957, of bituminous ; a total of 
112,743,403 short tons; total value $154,- 
000,176. The same year the product of 
Great Britain, the largest of any country 
in the world, was 157,518,432 long tons.

The coal-fields of Nova Scotia and New 
Brunswick have never been ac­
curately measured, and those of
New Brunswick have never been 
worked except in a primitive
way. It is pretty evident, however, that 
for 600 years at least none of our people 
will be compelled to sit by an empty 
grate because they are exhausted. In 
comparison with coal mining as it is 
done m England, operations at Grand 
Lake are like scratching over the surface 
With a hand rake with most of the teeth 
knocked out.

A hundred years ago if coal was at 
all used as fuel in St John it was only 
by a very few. Fifty years ago wood 
was used by a majority of the people and 
even as recently as twenty-five 
since hundreds of cargoes of wood 
brought to St John every year for fuel. 
It came from the shores of the Kennebec- 
casis, the Belleisle, the Washadomoak, 
Grand Lake and the St John and from 
Albert county, in fact from every point 
connected with the city bv water and 
our people thought the supply inexhausti- 

. Then the wharves 
and York Point and the Market sliu were 
continually crowded with vessels loaded 
with wood and the cartmen with their 
carte loaded, always occupied the Mark­
et square, the north side of King square 
and Hay market square, waiting for cus­
tomers. Then good hard wood sold at 
15 to 20 shillings a cord, and the saw 
horse brigade,which occupied the squares 
with the cartmen, and was no in­
considerable body, was ready to fit 
it for the stove or grate for a fee of two 
or three shillings. There was no consid­
erable importation of coal previous to 
1840 or 1850, when it began to be brought 
here as ballast by vessels from England. 
Since then the importation has increased 
so that last year the arrivals at this 
amounted to about 50,000 tons of an 
cite and 150,000 tons of bituminous, and 
wood, aside from the refuse of the mills 
has become almost unknown as 
fuel. This is not because coal
is cheaper than wood, for 
a cord of dry hardwood, weighing some­
thing more than 4000 pounds is supposed 
to have the same heating power as a ton 
of coal, but because coal is more readily 
handled and the supply of wood is well 
nigh exhausted. A j»ecnliarity in the 
growth of wood which is not easily ex­
plained is that a tract covered with 
almost any kind of evergreen, when 
cleared and burned, if allowed to 
up a second time almost always prt 
a growth of deciduous trees, such 
beech, birch and maple.

WHY SUFFER SO MUCHMr. Frawley 
Mr. Bunny asNo More Trouble About Bait.—Fish­

erman at Newfoundland and elsewhere 
are greatly excited over a discovery that 
promises to revolutionize the codfish 
business. Three French ships instead of 
going to St Pierre for bait, fitted them­
selves out with flat bottomed round bas­
kets with a small hole at the top. These 
they sunk in 70 or 80 fathoms and they 
were quickly filled with periwinkles of 
large size. The shells were smashed 
on deck and the trawls baited with live 
periwinkles. Codfish took to these most 
ravenously and the vessels were soon 
loaded down to the gunwales and sailed 
for France with full cargo the first week 
in July instead of October, as usual, thus 
saving three months’ time and hundreds 
of dollars in the purchase of baiL If 
this new method proves successful it may 
go far to solve the fishery problem be­
tween Canada aud the United States.
