Brief Bssay on Cheese Making.

Mrs, J, A. Smith, of Cedarburg, Wis.,
sent the following to compete for the
special prize at the meeting of the Dairy-
men’s Convention at Lake Mills last win-
ter. It contains less than 200 words, yet
it well describes the method of a success-
ful cheese-maker.

Set at eighty degrees. Use rennet
enough to coagulate the milk in thirty
minutes, When firm and will break over
the finger squarely, cut twice and leg
stand ten minutes, Cut fine as peas, and
let stand ten minutes. Apply heat grad-
ually, stirring gently till the heat stands
at ninety degrees. Draw half the whey
and heat to ninety-eight degrees, and
keep at that point till the curd becomes
firm and will squeak in your teeth. Draw
rest of whey leaving enough to float curd.
Cool to ninety degrees and stir while cool,
ing. Draw all whey and let stand and
drain till acid begins to develop. Salt
two and one-half pounds to one hundred
pounds of curd, when curd will spinan
inch by hot iron test. Put to press when
lowered to seventy-five degrees, Put or
power gradually, that the whey may es-
cape readily. When pressed two honrs,
dress up. Press twenty-four hours.
Then put upon the shelves. Grease
thoroughly, and turn and polish with
hand every day until cured. Curing
room should be clean, light and well-ven-
tilated, and kept at a temperature of sev-
anty degrees.

As might be expected inan empire
whereof the real basis of power is mari-
time, the coast line is of an extranrdinary
length, to be measured by about 28,500
miles, with 48 large harbors; for the whole
of this length marine surveys have been
prepared.

In an empire which lies on both sides of
the Equator, and is scattered over both
hemispheres, there are varieties of climate
touching the extremes of heat and cold:
Of the whole about one-sixth is within
the tropics, one-third in the antipodes,
one-third in North America, and the re-
maining one-sixth in the temperate zone
of Europe and Asia.

al resources is the public revenue.

The annual revenue and receipts col-
lected in the British empire for the gener-
al government or administration amounts
to 203,000,000 sterling anuually. Of this
mighty sum, 89,000,000 pertain to the
United Kingdom, 74,000,000 to India,
and 40,000,000 to the Colonies and the
Dependencies. This includes British
territuries only, and not the Native States
of India, nor the countries politically con-
nected with the empire. If that counld be
added, however, the addition would not
be very material to so great a total as that
above shown.

The revenue which is raised indirectly
from the consutner is less felt than what
is levied directly from the tax-payer. It
may therefore be well to observe that of
the 208,000,000 not more than one-fourth
or 50,000,000) is obtained from direct
taxation, land tax, property tax, aud the
like, the remainder being obtained from

ing the fature i of population,
mus$ be regarded as enormous, It is
chiefly in Australia and Canada, in which
two divisions it may be reckoned at up-
wards of two millions of square miles,
enough at the lowest computation to sup-
port 200 millions of souls.

Empire, the collation and presentation of
which, as he truly said, must be regarded
as essential to political and economic
knowledge. Owing to the variety of
sources from which the facts have to be
drawn for an empire that is spread over
the world, and owing to the magnitude of
the figures which have to be produced, it

the p y distinction is that of race.
There are 45 millions of the fair races ;
among these about 39 millions are Anglo-
Saxons, including German colonists.
Three and a half millions are Celtic
(mainly Irish), 13 million are French-
Canadians, half a million sre Dutch in
South Africa ; and there are a certain
number belonging to other nationalities,
Scandinavians, Swiss, Greeks; but there
are few from the Latin race in the South
of Europe, and hardly any Russians.

Again, of the 315 millions, ethnically
there are 45 millions of the fair or Cau-
casian race, 254 of the Aryan, and five of
the Mongolian, the remainder belonging
to aboriginal races.

A cardinal distinction between the sev-
eral nationalities is that of religion
Christianity, the religion of the dominant
race, is professed by somewhat more than
the 45 millions of the fair races above
mentioned, but the total can hardly ex-
ceed 46 millions out of the 315 millions,
that is, one-seventh of the whole. The
religion wkich includes the largest num-
ber is Hinduism. There are 188 millions
of Hindus, and it may indeed be said
that the whole Hindu race is subject to
the British crown. The Hindus then
form more than a half of the total popu
lation in the empire. "/nder the gemeric
name of Hindu, however, there are count-
ed many thousands of Brahmos, who are
really Theists, and there are 3 millions of
Sikhs and Jains, closely connected with
Hinduism.

Then there are 50 millions of Muham-
madans under the British crown in India,
and there are 10 millions more in the
Muhammadan countries connected with
the British Empire ; in all 60 millions.
This number exceeds the number of the
Muhammadans belonging to any of the

This area includes the countries which
are directly recognised as the component
parts of the empire in Earope, in the
East and West Indies, in Australia, in
North America, in South Africa, and the
ions scattered g nearly all the
reglons in the world. Out of this total
there are only 120,000 square miles 1n the
Uni ingdom. Then there are 1}
milfions of square miles in India, and the
remainder, or 7 millions, belong to the
Colonies, andto the scattered pc

Muh dan States, such as Turkey, or
Persia, and in fact comprise half the Mu.
hammadan world.

The number of Buddhists is not con-
siderable, amounting to about 7,000,000,
chiefly in Burmah and Ceylon, with some
Chinese in Australia and other divisions of
the empire. Then there is a small re-
mainder, about 7,000,000, consisting of
Pagans chiefly, the Aborigines of the
East Indies, inclnding also the North
American Indians, the Australasian na.
tives, and the African tribes of the Cape,
In the United Kingdom the proportion
of urban to rural population is large, being
more than one-half already, and likely to
increase to two-thirds. In England
especially, the majority of the people
dwell in towns. At present a similar
tendency is obeervable in Australia,
where the people are mainly urban. But
in the rest of the empire the mass of the
population is 1ural, a certain percentage
only being urban. In India, especially, it
is to be remarked that nine-tenths of the
people are in villages, leaving one-tenth
only for the towns,

If the total population were spread over
the total area of the empire, the average

But there are other regions which,
though not belonging to the empire, have
yet fallen, or are falling under its political
control more or less, such as Egypt, in-
cludinga part of the Egyptinn Soudan,some
districts in  Southern Arabia, a part of
Borneo, Zululand, the Transvaal, Afghan-
istan, and Beluchistan. The area of these
additional regions may be set down ap-
proximately at 1,103,000, or about one
million of square miles, and this figure is
probably somewhat below the reality.
Thus the total area, directly or indirectly
under the authority of the British Empire,
may be taken at nearly 10 millions of
square miles, or about one.fifth of the 50
millions of equare miles composing the
habitable globe.

The dimensions of this imperial area
have been ascertained by professional sur-
veys; of which the progress has kept pace
with the expansion of the empire. Out

square mile, which suggests a wonderful
sparseness of population in a wealthy and
prosperous empire. The sparseness arises
from the inclusion in the empire of tracts,
either uninhabited or but slightly inhab-
ited, such as the Himalayas, the frigid
regions in the north of Canada, a part of
the Rocky Mountains, and the arid
desert in the heart of Australia. Indeed,
it were almost idle to reckon  the average
of the population in the total area in the
Dominivn of Canada, or in Australia
Even in India the general average amounts
to only 184 to the square mile, neverthe.
less India contains some of the most
densely populated districts in the world.
In sonie Indian provinces a population to

{ be counted by tens of millions, average

from 300 to 400 the square mile, and in
some Indian districts, with a population
to be counted by some millions, the
average rises to 800, even to 900 on the
aquare mile, Asis well known, England

d , and only 7s. 11d. in India.

Another test or power relates to the
provision for external defence and internal
protection—in other words, to armies,
auxiliacy forces, and organized police, - to
navies and marine,

Now the men trained to arms in the
British Empire may be stated at 850,000,
wncluding the regular British forces at
home and abroad, the militia and volun-
teers in the United Kingdom, and in the
Colonies, the British Native forces in
India, and other countries. This includes
10.000 Egyptian troops under a British
general, but excludes the forces of the
Native States of India, and of the other
countries politically connected with the
empire. If, however, the forces of the
Native States of India were to be added
(and they are generally available for im-
perial purposes), then the total of 850,000,
would be raised to nearly a million.

Thus the men under arms, are effective-
ly trained to arms, are in number more
than three-quarters of a million, and
under the last-named computation would
amount to nearly a million. This num-
ber represents those who are really serv-
ing, or who are in receipt of allowances,
or are actually called out from time to
time—and not those who are liable to be
summoned in event of emergency. This
actual total will bear comparison numeri-
cally with the standing armies of the
martial empires now in the world, though
there may be an important difference in
respect to military organisation. But the
total is very small in comparison with the
size of the British empire, representing
only one soldier to every 10 square miles,
and to every 376 of the population. Thus
the military forces of the British empire,
taken at the outside figure, are much
smaller relatively to the territory and the
people, than those of any other great
State, excepting only the United States
of America. There remains, too, the
cardinal fact that the British military
forces are raised entirely by voluntary
enlistment, a circumstance almost unique
in the military arrangements of the pres-
ent age.

Of the total strength 850,000, about
150,000 are soldiers pf the dark or colour-
ed races, and the remainder, or 700,000,
are of the fair or dominant race. But if
the total of a million be taken, then it
may be said that 300,000 are of the dark
races, and 700,000 of the fair or dominant
race. These proportions are satisfactory
in respect to the safety of the cmpire.

The defensive armaments of the empire
by sea and land cost 41 millions sterling
aonually, or 20 per cent of the total of
revenue and receipts, which proportion is
less than that shown by any great State
in the world, except the United States.
If the expenditure be compared with the
whole population of the empire, then it
amounts to less than four shillings a head,
which (always with the exception of the
United States) is the cheapest rate to be
found in any great state in the world.

Subsidary to external defence is thatin-
ternal protection which a police force se-
cures. Now the police force of the British
Empire, metropolitan, municipal, and ru-
ral together, is in numbers about 210,000.
Of this total, 51,000 are in the United
Kingdom, and 147.000 in India, the re-
mainder being in the Colonies and Depen-
dencies, It may be a question whether
there should be added to this total the
number of village police in India, who are
paid not by the State, but by village ces-
ses, and who are legally recognised. There
number is not exactlyknown, but is not
less than 350,000, and this adition would
bring the grand total of the police for the
empire up to 560,000.

Thus we have for the whole empire an
avrage of one policeman to every 571 of the
people, and to evry 16 square miles.

It is never to be forgotten that ome of
the main reasons why the British Empire
ig able to keep its land forces at a compar-
atively low scale, is its preponderance at
sea, Owing to the astonishing difference
of power between the different kinds of
ships, and in the preparedness of ships to
put to sea and fight, the difficulty of exhi.
biting the strength of a navy by figures
is becomiug greater and greater.

The predominance which we hope to
find in the British navy will hardly be
shown by the enumeranion of ships

With this caution, however, it may be

stated that there are 246 British war ves-

sels afloat, or in commission, of which 72 |
are sailing ships,and 174 have stean power.

There are now 63 ironclads, either com- |
plete or nearly complete. The number
of officers and men amount to 57,000. The ‘
number of ironclads ready for action at
the shortest notice is now 44, of which 25 |
are at sea, The facts will probably be
found to indicate a naval preparedness fit i
to cope with such foreign combinations as
could reasonably be anticipated.

In respect to mercantile shipping a stat-
istical exposition is more applicable. The |
British merchant navy cousists of 30,000
ships, with 8} millions of tons, manned
by 270,000 sailors. The sea-going ton-
nage under the British flag amounts to 3
mnillions of tons in steamers, and 5§ mil-
lions of tons in sailing vessels, Now un-
der the flags of other nations there are 2}
millions of tons in steamers and 9% mil.
lions in sailing vessels. In other words,
he British Empire surpasses all others
nations togetherin respect of steamers
and nearly equals them in respect of sail-
ijng vessels. In respect of carrying power
in the world by sea, 49 per cent. belongs
to the British Empire, and 51 per cent.
to other nations. Again, out of 55,000
ships in the world over 100 tons, 21,000
are British. The comparison remains in
similiar terms in respect to the earnings
of shipping. Out of 129 millions of tons
carried yearly by the shipping of the
world, 63 millions are under the British
flag. Out of 133 million pounds sterling
earned from freight and passengers by the
ships of the world, 72 millions are British
ships. A sumilar proportion is shown by
the port entries of the world, represented
yearly by 125,000,000 tons, of which 57,
000,000 (or nearly half) pertain to the
British Empire.

In shipbuilding the proportion is still
more favorable to the British Empire,
Out of 1,800,000 tons built annually, 1,-
200,000 are bnilt in Great Britain.

Mangled by & Rallway Traln.

There is a strange fatality attending
Thompson station on the Intercolonial
Railway. Seven or eight years ago, a
train, of which Conductor James Millican,
of this city, had charge, ran over a man
at that place, and a like accident ocourred
with kis train there about 10 p. m. on
Saturday last. Sedley Johnson, a brake-
man, was attached to Conductor Alling-
ham’s gpecial, which had left Moncton
that day and arrived at Thompson station
in advance of Conductor Millican’s train,
the night express from Halifax. Johnson
was sent forward to signal the train about
ten minutes before she was due. The ex-
press came along and stopped at the
semaphore, and afterwards proceeded.
The driver saw & lantern at the side of
the track as he ueared the station and
supposed there was a man with it. The
locomotive headlight next revealed the
prostrate form of a man lying nearly
across the track and between the rails.
The engiaeer applied the brakes as soon
as possible, but too late to avoid striking
the body, and the engine and forward
trucks of the adjoining car passed over it
before the train was brought to a stand.
still. When the remains were removed
they were found to be those of the brake-
man, Johnson, and life was extinct.
Both arms kad been nearly severed from
the body and the trunk badly mangled,
but the lower limbs were intact. He was
removed to the station. Johnson had
been employed as. brakeman nearly five
months, was about 22 years of age and
unmarried.

Irish Affalrs.

A new party is said to be in process of
organization for regulating political affairs
in Ireland, The new institution is de-
cidedly a home rule party, but self-gov-
ernment of Ireland is to be upou the Lasis
of loyalty to the Crown of England. It
is proposed to establish peasant proprietor-
ship in Ireland, thus conceding to the
land leaguers the main principle for which
they have striven, and to form an Irish

arliament to sit at Dublin, this parlia-
ment to consist of existing Irish peers and
their successors, who ave to sit as a House
of Lords, and of sug@members as may be
duly elected to the Irish House of Com-
mons. All members of both houses must
take the oath of allegiance to the Queen
of England, or to her successor, and the
functions of parliament will be contined to
the administrative details within the pro-
vinces of Ireland.

It is stated that Gladstone expressed
surprise and annoyance at the receut de-
claration; Earl Spencer said that a policy
of concession towards the Irish could not
be carried further than it had been. Mr.

Doath of Mrs. Wm. Morrison.

On Tuesday morning last, the body of
Mrs. William Morrison, of Upper Chat-
ham, was found by William Gray in
about three or four feet of water, some
sixty feet below the ballast wharf in
front of her residence. Mr. Morrison,
who had remained at his place of busi
ness in town the night before was at once
notitied and together with other friends
and relatives proceeded te the scene,
followed by the Coroner Dr. John Pal.
len and Dr. J. & Benson, the medical
attendant of deceased. An inquest was
held at the late residence of deceased
the jury being composed of Messrs. A.
D. Smith, foreman, Howard Allen, Jas.
Mills, Samuel Rigley, Alfred Peterson.
Wm, Robinsor and Jas. Anderson,

Wm. J. Gray deposed that as he was
bringing a raft along the shore at the
place indicated on Tuesday morning, it
caught the dress of deceased. The
position ofgthe body was on the knees,
face downward. Wm Robertson, Rich-
ard Williams and Wm. Gray assisted
witness to convey the body to the house.
There were about three feet of water
where the body was found.

Mrs. Catherine Gray testified that she
had not seen deceased since last week;
she then complained of loss of sleep.
Witness saw body brought to the house.
A quantity of water came from her meuth

Dr. J. 8. Benson testified that he was
attending deceased the early part of last
week. She complained of want of appe-
tite and sleep. He prescribed for her;
saw her on Saturday when she appeared
much the same way. She wasina very
desponding mood; heard she was subject
to weak turns, but never saw her in one
of them.

Wm. Gray was sworn and testified that
he assisted to convey the body from the
water to her late residence.

Richard Williams gave similar testi-
mony. He placed the body on a log
face downward and a pint of water came
from her mouth—failed in detecting any
sign of life.

Hugh O'Donnell, sworn, deposed that
he went to theshore on hearing of the
body being found, it was about 15 or 20
yards below the wharf and 3 or 4 yds.
from the bank. The body was floating
and by that means was bronght tothe
wharf. Had seen deceased the day be.
fore ; she often went to the shore—wit.
ness himself had seen her there.

Wm. Robinson deposed that he was at-
tracted to where the body was found by
Wm. J, Gray calling out that a woman
was there in the water. He got on the
raft ‘and helped tow the body to the
wharf. The body was found lying face
downward in about 4 feet of water.
Howard Morrison, sun of deceased,
sworn, said—I saw my wmother about 9
o'clock last night sitting at the sewing
machine: left her and went to bed; got
upat about a quarter tocight. Mrs.
Moran was inquiring for her this
morning; we went and searched for her.
I know mother was subject to fainting
fits and would have to go and lie down
frequently.

Mary Chalmers testified that deceased
was in a poor state of health for some
time and subject to ‘light” turns and
sometimes quite insensible, so as to re-
quire restoratives to recover her. De-
ceased was in the habit of taking a walk
in the morning—generally on the wharf
or shore, She was of a very nervous
disposition.

Wm. Mocrison, husband of deceased,
posed—I saw d d about half past
seven last evening. She was in her
usual health and appeared in good spirits
She was subject to weak turns and was
in the habit of walking out in the morn-
ing.

The verdict was as follows, —

We give as our unanimous verdict that
the late Mrs. Wm. Morrison, as was her
custom after a :leepless night to walk of-
ten on the beach early in the morning
during that time, overcome by one of her
fainting spells, fell forward and whilst in
that position was drowned by the incom-
ing tide,

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Ohatham Driving Park Races.

The races at Chatham Driving Park on
Thursday and Friday of last week brought
together as fine a field of horses as were
ever seen on a track in the Maritime
Provinces. The field was not only a large
one, but it did not contain an inferior
animal, and thefresults proved that noth-
ing but good driving and fast time could
secure a place in any heat trotted. The

view with the pri , Lantaigoe, and,
on motion of the Attorney General, a
jury was empannelled to try the question
of the prisoner’s sanity.

trial. After further testimony and ad-
dresses by Counsel and a very explicit
and exhaustive charge from  His Honor,
the Jury pronounced the. prisoner ‘‘in-
sane.”

An order was made that the prisoner be
kept in close custody to await the Lieut.
Governor’s pleasure and order.

The inquiry Wwas a novel proceeding
and is of rare occurrence. Throughout,
the prisoner intained a most defi
demeanor, frequently interrupting the
proceedings and, on two occasions, jump-
ing out of the Dock and kicking the door
off. On the delivery of the verdict by
the foreman he asked his wife, who was
sitting near, ‘‘what did he say.” Some
inhuman creature answered him, that he
was to be hung, and he then seized a
Jarge earthenware pitcher which was on
the table with water in it,and hurled it in
the direction of the Attorney Geueral,
saying “If I am to hang, I'll kill you
first” and striking him on the shoulder
and side of the head. The blow was a
severe one, slightly stunning the Attor-
ney General and, for a while, the scene in
Court was a wild one. Examination
shewed that the Attorney General had
sustained no injury. The prisoner was
then handcuffed and removed from Court

On Friday morning the case of Theo-,
tine Blanchard vs William Walsh was
taken up—This was an action of trespass
to recover damages foran assault made
by Deft, on Piff. The Plaintiff formarly
held a seat in the Local Legislature for
this County and the Defendant isa lead-
ing man in the lower end of the County.
The alleged assault arose out of a dispute
in a barroom in Caragnet, resulticg in
Blanchard's collar bone being broken and
his right arm being injured.

NEweasTLE, 24th June, "84,
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CAPTURING A DESPERADO.

In the Far West, particularly in the
Far South-West, the newly-arrived
settler often finds that he has strange
neighbors—not only Indians, but white
desperadoes, who are more to be feared
than even Utes and Apaches.

Two young friends of mine—good,
steady, New England-born young men
—were so unfortunate as to buy land
in the vicinity of an especially ujly
member of this outlaw fraternity.

These two young mer had been
brought up to obey the law, and to re-
spect the property and rights of their
neighbors. They could be brave enough
in the defense of any just cause, yeu
they dreaded and shrank from the use
of deadly weapons against a fellow
being, from a keen sense of the sacred-
ness of human life and the criminality
involved in such acts.

Such were Gilbert and Charles Small.
Plain, farm-bred boys, they had, by
steady labor and economy, saved up a

_“capital of $1,700. With this they had
emigrated to Colorado and started a
small stock farm, fifteen miles from
Alamosa. By availing themselves of
the Homestead Act and the Pre-emption
Law, they secured a tract of 320 acres
of land,lying upon & creek,with a range
extending |back over the .hills, which
was not likely to be taken by other set-
tlers. Ata point a short distance be-
low, where a mining trail passed them,
and where they judged there would in
time be a railroad, they built a frame-
house, which they opened as a hotel,
and in which they also kept a stock of

grooeries. ;

Some eight or ten miles from them
lived & man named Peter Hergit, who
professedly worked a mine, but whose
place really was a kind of rendezvous
for renegade ‘‘cowboys” and other des-
perate chiracters of the Jesse James
type. It was intimated that several
daring robberies had been here planned,
and also that “Clate Walker” made it
one of his stopping-places.” This Walker
was a notorious gambler and dead shot.
He was supposed to be the leader of &
band of train robbers, and was said to
have killed Dot less than ten men in
various sffrays. It was said, too, that
occasionally, when times became too
monolonous, because . of the lack of ex-
citement, he would kill a man ‘for fun,’
just to keep his hand in. He had a
habit, too, of riding through small
towns and camps,shooting promiscuous-
ly at everybody he saw, to keep up tae
terror of his name—a matter he appears
to have been vain of.
