Foreign Cempetition in Cotton.

According to an artticle in the Boston|
Commercial Bulletin, the ocotton . cloth
industry prospects in the Uunited States
are far formr rosy. Imcreasing pressure
of foreign competition on our markets,
‘foreign and domestic, seems to be the
destiny of our cotton manufactures.

Tha industry in Europe is particularly
depressed.

At the international meeting of textile
workers at Roubaix, France, last Novem-
ber, the official reports told a terrible tale
of foreign wages in the cotton industry.
The weavers of Manchester, England,
according to this report, earn on the
‘average $6.63 for a week of 56 hours.
.The spinners average $3'53, the girls
from eighteen to twenty years earning
$4.30 to $4.50. Piecers earn on an
average $4.38 a week and bobbin boys
$1.76" to '$1.95
In France the daily wages for fourteen
hours’ work, in Cambresis and the Depart-
ment de I'Aisne, is 13fc. to I9kc. for
weavers.

1 t, for he was a great Canadian, was
a lovable type of the great churchman.
He early became ~distinguished for his
qualities of leadership, and before he
had reached his thirties was charged with
the supervision of a flock which lay
scattered gver that immense area which
now includes the Northwest proper, and
the yet more distant, Peace and Macken-
zie River districts. It was a supervision
which from the nature of the circum-
stances was more than epiritual ; it was
material and political as- well. He was
the leader and the shepherd of his people.
He patrolled the vast northwest with his
missionariés afid dotted it “with missions
80 that no member of his flock, however
distant, need be beyond the ministrations
of religion. He taught his people the
arts of husbandry in their transformation
from plain hunters and voyageurs to
agriculturists. He founded schools and
colleges. When he became bishop the
country was a Hudson Bay Company's
game preserve ; he saw it change into a
territory of the Dominion, and then into
self-governing provinces. And if in these
changes his people did not always listen
to his voice and appealed against wrongs,
suffered or feared, to physical force, they
found in him their savior in adversity.

Archbishop T#the died with sorrow and
grief in his heart at the downfall of his
ambitions. There is little doubt but that
he hoped in his younger days to make his
nationality and his religion the dominant
forces in the great Wesf whose possibilit-
ies he grasped with his genius for states-
manship ; and that he failed so greatly
that he died with his people shorn of the
bducational and racial privileges he had
labored. to secure for them was due not to
any weakness in the man, but to Fate.
But apart from these matters, which are
pnfortunately disputable, Mgr. Tache did
a work for'civilization and for religion in
‘the West which eutitles him to rank
among our nation builders, .

placed the extracts before-the eyes of Sam
Hughes.

The latter admitted the authorship, but
he added that the state of things had
changed since their publication.

“Well,” said Adams, *if the Conservative
party protects men who write such infamous
articles against the Catholic Church, I want
to have nothing to do - with it.  As a Con-
servative, I do not want to be associated
with such men; if you were in the Lower
Provinces, in that part of the country
“whence I come, you would be strangled for
writing such things.” °

ASSASSINATED.

The Tragic Death of Presi-
dent Carnot.

THE DAGGERDF AN ITALIAN

Deprives France ofits Offi-
cial Head at Lyons.

HE WAS DRIVING TO THE THEATRE,

The Asssassin Jumped on the Jarriage
: Step snd Enifed the
President.

[Associated Press Cable.]

Lyons, June 24.—The most extreme
excitenient has boen cansed everywhere
in France by what has proved a success-
ful attempt to assassinate President Car-
inot. To desoribe the feeling in this city
would be impeasible.

The President was visiting Lyonsin
comuection with the internatiunal exhibi-
tion. “ Upon hia arrival here he was
tendered a reception at the Prefecture,
after which he visited the exhibition.
After apending some time at the exhibi.
tion he proceeeded to the -Palais{ de
Commerece where a banquet was given in
his honor.

At 9.25 o'clock to-night President Car-
not started for the theatre, where a gala
preformance was to be given because of
his presence in the city. Several carri-
ages were in procession the first one be-
ing pied by the President.

M. Carnot's carriage was driven slowly
along in frons of the Palais de Commerce

lique, still following the facade of the
Palace. When half way down the atraet
where people who were loudly cheering,a
man rushed out of the crowd and sprang
upon the step of the President’s landau.
Just at this moment M. Carnot was waving
his right and salating with his hat in his
left haud, in response to the ovation that
was being given to him by the crowd.
The people close to the carriage saw that
the man standing on the step had a knife
in his hand. By the glare of the electric
lights they saw the bright " blade gleam
in the air us the in's arm lc d
and then President Carnot was seen to
fall back in his sest, his face deathly
pale. One of his hands was pr‘ea.sed over
his heart, where the ateel had entered his
' body. :

M. Rivaud, Parfect of Lyons, who was
 seated beside M. Carnot, immediately
| struck the sssassin a blow full in the face
and knocked him from the step, thus
preventing him from again stabbing the
President, which it was his evident in-
tention te do sa. Instantly cries of “Le
President est assassine,” ‘‘Mort a las-
sassin’,, were heaid on every side, and the
crowd in the vicinity of the oarriage
swelled to enormous proportions, every
member in it seemingly intent upon kil!-
ing the assassin.

THE INFURIATED OROWD,

He was grasped by a dozen hands and
his life would have then and there paid
the forfeit of his crime had it not been
for several police who sezed him and
attempted to draw him away from his
captors. This was found to be impussible,
a8 the infuriated crowd were determined
to lynch the man, and the efforts of the
officers availed nothing beyond saving
him from instant death. Blows were
aimed at his face and head over shoulders
of the police,who had by this time received
reinforvements, and many linded fairly.
At last the police succeeded in drawing
the howling mob back a foot or so from
their prisoner, but to get the captive
through the crowd was & physical empos-
sibility. 4
In the meantime the news of the at-
tempted murder had epread with light-
ning like rapidity, and mounted guards
were sent to the aid of the policemen,
who were still struggling to preserve the
life of the assassin. With drawn sabres
in their hands, the guards rode down in-
to the swirling crowd, heedless of whom
their horses tramped upon. The crowd
slowly gave way before the horses and at
last the centre of the mob was reached.
Then a cordon was formed around the ten
almost exhansted policeinen and their
captive and the march to the police station
began.

Even thus surrounded the prisoner was
not safe, for men in the crowd made fran-

Maledictions were hurled upon the captive
and never before had such a wild indig-
uation against a human being been seen
in this city.
In the meantime physicians were
hastily summoned to attend the Presi-
dent, who had almost immediately been
conveyed to the Prefecture. A careful
examination was made of the wound and
the doctors declared that the condition of
M. Carnot was hupeless.

SCENE AT THE THEATRE.
The receipt of the news of the assassin-
ation caused a great sensation at the Grand
Theatre, which was filed to the walls by
theelite of Lyons. The theatre presented a
bril liant sceme, handsome toilettes of the
ladies being offset by the gay umiforms of
the many military officers present. All
were waiting with impatience the arrival of
the President, and all were unable to
understand the delay.
Suddenly a man entered the theatre cry=
ing at the top of his voice, **The President
has been assassinated.” The most intense
excitement followed this abrupt announce-
ment. Women screamed and several
fainted. Many men, without waiting to
secure their hats, 1an out of the building in
order toconfirm the news. They found all
the streets leading to the Palace filled with
excited throngs and in a few minutes they
were convinoed that the report was true,

Suddenly through the throng sped a
Iandau conveying Adrien Dupuy, a brother
of the Prime Minister Dupuny, Deputy Chau
dey and Perfect Rivaud, the crowd falling
away before it as it dashed into rue de Ila
Republique. preceded by four mounted
gendermes. The crowd thinking now that
the report of the assassination was untrue,
and that the President was in the carriage,
shouted ‘‘Vivi Carnot, Viva la Republique.”
The carrisge was stopped and M. Chaudey
and Rivaud in their fullest voices said,
“Don’t shout, the President has beea the
victim of an outrege.” The cheers weore
instantly turned to curses and mavy acd
loud were the cries for vengeance.

THE TRAGEDY ANNOUNCED,

The landau proceeded to the theatre,
where M. Rivaud and M. Chaudey“went to
the President’s box.  As soon as they were
seen the whole audience rose, and, amid
profound silence, M. Rivand said in a
hoarse voice broken with sobs ‘“The Presi-
dent has been ansassinated.” Ths
snnouncement was received with a terrible
explosion of fury, as the audience, when the
first report of the assassination was received
had, though greatly excited, generally
discredited it,

The theatre resounded with shouts of
‘A mort 1‘assassin,” and cries for vengeance
apon him. Whean silence was in a measure
restored, M. Rivaud continned: ‘‘Ian the
rue de la Republique a miscreant nuder the
pretext of presenting a petition, stabbed M.
Carnot with a dagger.” M. Rivaud was
again interupted with shouts of .‘‘Death to
the murderer, ‘‘Revenge, revenge. '

Waving his hand for silence, M. Rivaud
again spoke, saying: ‘‘Do not make my
miesion more painful. We left M. Carnot
in the hande of the doctors. You understand
that under these conditions our hearts are
filled with sorrow and that the proposed
performance in the President‘s honor cannot
take place. ‘¢

The audience then left the building,
many of them proceeding at once to the
Prefecture, where they stood in the streets
waiting for any report that might be
vouchsafed them from the building, and
di g smong th Ives the horrible
' orime that they considered had cast disgrace
upon the fair fame of their city.

The assassin is an Italian named Cesare
Giovanni Santo. Aftar examining the
President's wound, all' the physicians in
attendence upon himn agreed that an opera-
tion was necessary whereupon Dr. Oilier
immediately probed the wonnd. While
this was being done M, Carnet came to his
ssnses and said feebly but distinctly :
‘“How you are hurting me.* The doctors,
however continned to attend the wound,
the outward bleeding of which had stopped.
They kunew, though, the President's condi.
tion was extremely grave and they suspected
that internal hemorrhage had comunenced.

After M. Carnot had been taken from
his carrisge and pliced upon a bed in the
Prefecture nobody but the doctors and the
officers of his military household, who had
accompauied him to Lyons, were allowed to
enter the ,room to which he had been
carried,

THE ASSASSIN DESCRIBED.

Santo, the assassin, is a boardless young
man, 20 or 25 years old. When arrested
he was attired in a brown suit, and worea
peaked cap that matched the suit in color.
As he marched under his police gnard from
the Rue de la Republique to the station he
held his head down, but his eyes glanced
fartively around, as through he were seek-
ing an  opportunity to escape from his
captors. To have made such an attempt,
however, would have been the height of
fool-hardiness unless he desired to commit
suicide for there is not a slightest doubt
that had he got away from the protection
afforded him by the police he would have
been torn limb from limb by the crowd,
whose every action showed they were
thirsting for his blood. ~ When the police
party reached the Place Dés Cordeliieres
"they were obliged to stop while the landa,
/in which were General Borius, the prefectu
the Mayor, and the wounded President,
esorted by & detachment of mounted guards
ou a gallop, was driven rapidly passed
them en route to the Prefecture. A
second carriage, conveying the officers of
the Presidents’s military honsehold, follow-
ed close behind, An Associated Press
reporter entered a third carriage, in which
were M. Birdeau, ex-Minister of Finance
and Senator Milland.

CARNOT WAS UNCONSCIOUS,

President Carnot lay motionless and uncon-
scious upon the cushions of the carriage.
His ey«n were closed. His waist coat was
unbottoned, and his shirt, oo which the
bright red cordon of the Legion of Honor
was conspicuous, was covered on the left
side just over the heart by a large blood-
stain that extended to the hip. It was
impossible to tell from his appearance
whether he was dead or alive.

The crowd surged about in the vicinity
of the carriage, but the mounted guards and
the foot police held them in check some
distance from the landau in which the
President was lying. Many were the
expressions of pity for the President and
anger at his assassin.

eneral Borius,the prefect and the Mayor,
sssisted by a number of the attendants,
lifted M. Carnot from the carriage and with
difficulty carried him as tenderly as possible
to a room on the first floor of the Prefecture
and laid him onabed. Dr. Gailletou who
in Mayor of Lyons, then examined the
wound.
Santo, who speaks French badly, when
questioned by Prefect Lepine at the pol-
ice station in Rue Moliere, said he had
lived at Cette, Department of Herault,
for the passed six months and had only
come to Lyons to-day. He gavo hisage as
22 years. His replies were given coolly,
but without signof bravado, He refused,
however, to answer any of the many questions
put to him regarding hismotive for stabbing
the President declaring that on this subject
he would speak only before a tribunal.
When he was searched by the police, a
book was found in one of his pockets, in
which it was written that he ha1 been born
in a village in the Province of Milan,

Italy.

Sl{ortly- after miduight the Archbishop

of Lyons was summoned to the bedside of
thedying President to administer to him
the last rites of the church. He was in the
room but a short time when he emerged
and retired to an adjoining room. Here he
remained until haif-past twelve o‘clack,
when he was again summouned to the Pre-
sident's room, where he administered to
him the Sacrament.
M, Carnot remained conscious to the last.
He realised that his life was rapidly ebbing,
and twice he said, ‘‘Je m‘en vais.** Doctor
Ponoed leaned over the bed on which the
President was lying and said to him, “Your
riends ate here, M, Le President.‘*

M. Carnot replied, ‘I am grateful for their
presence,*’ aud in less than a minute he

asped for breath, there was a convulsive
shuddering of his body and the President of
France was dead.
The incision made by the doctors in order
to stop the internal hemorrhage measured
about three inches long by two inches wide.
After attacks upon the Italian cafes,
the disorderly element among the crowds
evoted their atteation to the Italians whom
they found upon the streets. Several of
these men were pursued by the mob and
barely escaped with their lives. The police,
who were extraordinarily vigilant, had great
difficulty inrescuing the hunted men.
The Rue de la Barre in now barricaded at
both ends ahd guarded by troops.
Immediately after the death of M, Caroot,
Prime Minister Depuy started on his return
to Paris in order officially announce the news
to the Senate and the Chamber of Deputies.
INFURIATED AT -ITALIANS,
After M. Carnot had been taken to the
Prefecture it beeame generally known that
his assassin was an Italian, and tho feeling
of deep indignation among the crowd found
vent in the form of attacks upon cafes kept
by inoffensive natives of Italy. Three such
places, the Cafes Casati, Maderni, aud
Matassi, in the vicinity of the Palace of
Commerce were totally wrecked by the
infuriated mob, French flags, which were
in abundance, were then procured by the
crowd and with cries of **Down with the
foreigners,** *“Out with them,*‘ hundreds of
men and boys marched to the Rue de 1a Barre
in which street the Italian Cunsulate is
situated.  There is no doubt that the
Consulate would have been sacked had it not
been for the prompt action of the police, who
stopped the crowd and compelled its members
to disperse. :

The excitemant continues at fever heat
and it would take very little to precipitate
bloody anti-Italian riots. All over the
city threats are made to take summary
vengeance on the countrymen of Santo, and
the authorities, fearing that attempts will
be made to put these threats into effect,
ordered bodies of Cuirassiers to patrol the
city to prevent any outbreak. Everywhure
the troops are greeted with cries of ‘‘Long
live the Army.*

MADAME CARNOT PROSTRATED.

Paris, June 24, —Madame Carnot accom-
panied by her two daughters, left this
city at one o'clock this morning for Lyons.
The news of the assassination of har husband
was broken to heras tenderly as possible.
She was almost prostrated with grief, but
gave orders for preparations to be at once
made to convey her to Lyons.

Paiis,June 25.—A Cabinet Council has
been summoned to meet at 10 o'clock this
morning to consider the situation and to
take appropriate action in regard to the
death of the President.

Premier Dupuy will confer with the Pre-
sidents of the Senate and the Chamber of
Deputies prior to the meeting of the
Cabinet.

PRESIDENT CARNOT'S CARRER,

Marie Francois Sadi Carnet, fourth Presi-
dent of the French Republic, was born
at Limoges, Krance, August 11, 1837,
He was the eldest son of the ex-Minister
Hippolyte Sadi Carnot, of 1848, who died
in 1888, and was the grandson of Lazare
Carnot, known as the “organizer of victory.”
The late president was an engineer by pro-
fession and entered the Ecole Polytechnique
in 1857. At the revolution of September
4th, Sadi Carnot was charged as com-
missary extraordinary of the Provisional
Government to organize the national de-
fence in three departments of the Seine
Inferieure, the Eure and of Calvados .and
was appointed January 10, 1871, Perfect of
the Department of the Svime Inferieure.
He was elected representative from the
Cote .D'Or to the National Assembly on
February 8 following, and took his seat
with the Left and had himself inscribed as a
member of the party known as the Republi-
can Left, of which section he bdcame Secre-
tary and voted for all the measures which
tended towards the definite establishment
of the Rapublic.
himself at the general elections of
February 20th, 1876, as a candidate for the
Chamber of Deputies in the second division
of Circonscription of the Arrondissement of
the Beaume, and was elected by 7,058
votes, against about 5,700 votes cast for
his two oppunents. He followed the same
political course in the Chamber, of which
he was elected secretary, and after the act
of May 16th, 1877, he formed part of the
363 deputies of the United Left, who re-
fused a vote of confidence in the Broglie
Ministry. In the elsction of October 14th,
1877, Sadi Carnot waa re-elected in the same
Circonsoription.  During these legislations
Carnot attracted attention during speocial
discussions  regarding  public  works,
principally in connection with the debates
upon railroads and ioterior navigation. He
was frequently a member of the Budget
Commission, and was chosen by that
body in 1878 as Reporter of the
Budget of the Ministry of Public Works.
A decree of Aug. 26, 1878, appointed Sadi
Carnot as Under Seeratary of State of the
Ministry of Public Works in the Dufure
Ministry.  He retained this position
under Premier Waddiogton, when the
latter formed his Cabinet on February 4,
1879, after ‘Marshall MacMahon had bye n
succeeded as President of the Republic
by M. Jules Grevy. At the end of
1879 a ministerial ., modification having
carried M. De Freycinet to the presidency
of the Council of Ministers with the
portfolio of Foreign Affuirs, M. Sadi
Carnot remained Under Secretary of State
of the Department of Public Works under
M, Varroy, whom he replaced as
Minister of Public Works, in the first
cabinet formed by M. Jules Ferry, in
September 23, 1880. As one of the,
chiefs of the Democratic Left and as
President of the Group, M. Sadi Carnot was
elected one of the four Vice Presideats
of the Chamber and again received the
portfolio in the Cabinet presided over by
M. Brisson, April 6, 1885, and passed afew
days later to the Ministry of Fyance,
replacing M. Clamageran,  Later ho was
elected to the Chamber of Deputies as a
Republican on the Cote D‘Or list in the
elections of October 4, 1885. M. Carnot
retained his portfolio in the Cabinet recon-
.structed by K‘I DeFreycinet,January 7, 1886.
He definitely lett the Ministry, with the
Freycinet Cabinet in December, 1886, and
was again eleoted a member of the Budget
Commission, Previous to the Presidental
crisis of the'end of the year 1887, which
forced M. Jules Grevy out of power as a
result of the financial and judicial scandals
which affected his family, M. Carnot was
not reckoned among the numerous candidates
for the succession. But on December 3, in
the midst of Parlimentary iotrigues, hia
candidacy was spontaneously produced and
recommended by the dignity orhin charaoter
and the honesty of his life. He polled 303
votes (outof 852), M. Jules Ferry poilad
212,General Saussier 148, M. De Freyciuet 76,
General Abbert 72, M. Brisson 26, and M.
Floquet polled five votes. Upon the second
ballot IM. Carnot was elected President
by 616 votes againat 188 ocast for General
Saussier and 23 votes acattered among other
candidates,

The Pope's Baoyolical Letter.

Roxe, June 20.—Tho jubilee encyclical
letter of Pope Leo XIII, or political testa.
ment, the most important document His
Holiness has drawn up, and probably the
last work of magnitude which he will be
able to give to the world, has been approved
by a sommittee of the college of ocardinals
and will shortly be promulgated. The
letter commeunces with recalling the recent
demonstration, upon the occasion of the
jubiles of His Holiness, as an evidence of
Catholio unity, and says that imitating
Christ who, on the eve of His ascension,
prayed that His disciples be united, he (the
pope), at the end of his life, desires to invite
all men without destinotion of race or
country to enter the church. His Holiness
then appeals to Protestants, and points out
that they have no fixed rule of faith nor
authority, and asserting that maoy of them
even deny the divinity of Christ, the laspira-
tion of the scriptures and eny by falling into
naturalism and materialism. The Pope then
names enlightened Protestants who ended
by returning to Catholicism and exhorts
others to return to the church in order that

all may have the same faith,hope an1 charity
based on the sams gospel.  Further, his
Holiness calls upon Italy and France to
shake off the despotism of freemasonry in
order that religious concord may exorcise
the evils of war.

The encyclical conclades with recalling
the former encyolical of the Popd on the
social questioa, declaring that liberty and
the people can be made to harmonize with
power and the rulers, whatever form of
government exists, as the right to command,
and the duty of obedience proceed from
God, to whom the rulers must account for
their stewardship.

I 0. R. Froight Train Wracked. *

On Saturday morning about half past six
o'clock, as a special freight train was
running north from Moncton,it was derailed
at Barnaby River statior, owing to the
driver not being able to stop itin time on
seeing a warning signal which had been put
up by section men, who had removed a fragy
from the track for the purpose of making
repairs. Signal flags are said to have been
placed one hundred yards out on either
side of the point of danger, which was con-
sidered far enongh, as it is the daty of train
crews to see that their trains are under fall
control when approaching stations. When
the engine dashed on the imperfect rail
it leaped clearof the roadbed and toppled
down an embankment. Eiwght freight cars
heavily laden followed, in some instances
turning completely over, or mounting the
cars that preceded them. The remainder of
the train comprising four box cars and the
conductor's van remained, oo the track.
Upon the facts being telegraphed to head-
quarters at Moncton, Mr. N. L. Rand, L C.
R. foreman, with an auxiliary car and
several laborers, was despatched to the scene
of the wreck. From the position of the
cars on the roadbed it was soon seen that
speedy clearance was almost impossible and
under the circomstances some provision
would have to be'made to prevent any un-
necesssry delay to trains. Accordingly, the
men were set to work constructing a tempor-
ary roadbed around the wreck by which ail
trains were able to pass until the wreck was
cleared away. £l
The freight cars were all well filled and
from their position and condition the dam.
sge to their contents was considerable. The
engineer and firemen had narrow escapes,
but fortunately no one was injured. The
whole train crew was suspended, as it
was beleived that they were ruoning im-
prudently fast at the time of the mishap.

An Qutinz Boat—A Novalty.

A craft, designed for an outing boat, and
constructed on an entirely new principle,
has just been put afloat on the Miramichi
by Mr, D. G. Smith, of Chatham, who has
devoted mauch of his spare time for a few
months past in constructing it on the second
floor «f his printiag office, from a window
of which it emerged on Thursday evening,
14th, and was afloat at the government
wharf on Fridsy morning, 15th. The ceon.
trivance, to which the builder has given
the name, Vis-a-vis, is, perhaps, more ofa
“‘sporting boat” than anything else and its
main features are great roominess on deck
in proportion to its displacement, light
draught of water, stiffaess under eail and
iwmunity from leskage. It resembles the
modern catamaran in having two haulls
connected by beams, but there the similarity
ceages, The hulls of Vis-a-vis are each
30 feet long,“2 ft. 34 in. wide and 2 ft. 6 in.
deep, outside measurement. Uanlike all other
boat hulls, they are purposely built so that
they will leak, and the craft presents the
anomaly, when afloat, of having the water
on thé same level inside the hulls asitis
outside. This is with the object of adding
tothe weight of the craft and overcoming
the difficulty in *‘going about” in working
to windward that is usually experienced
in boats of the catamsran typs. Buoyancy
is secured by an origioal idea in boat-baild-
ing—viz. the use of empty casks, which fill
the hulls longitudinally, each hull having
eight in it, the casks being simply the
ordinary coal-oil casks of commerce. The
bilges of the casks fit closely to the interior
of the sides and bottoms of the hulle, the
timbers of the latter being 2 ft. 9 in. apart,so
that the cask-chimes rest on them while
the bilges touch the ‘“‘skin” of the boats,
the wedge-like spaces around the casks
between the ends and bilges, being dunnaged
with coarse corkwood,which is fastened with
nails to the inside of the planking.

The timber-heads run far enough 'above
the top-sides of the hulls to receive the
deck-beams, which are screw-bolted to
them, those on the outsides being further
extendsd upward so as to form atanchions
for railing. Ths casks are kept imposition
latterly by fitting  tightly against
the planking and timbers, and vertically by
being dunnaged down under the beams.

The hulls are plaeed ten feet apart
between centres, so that the boat is 12 ft.
6 in. wide, over all. It is flush decked
from side to side and from stem to stern,
so that the deck-room—including the
cockpit, or ‘‘camp”, which is in the extreme
stern—is 30 ft.x12 ft. 6 in. The cockpit
is 10 ft. x 7 ft. and is so arranged with
vertical iron tubing which runs up flush with-
its rail, that it can be neatly houszed in,
in five minutes, with weather-proof covering
and form a cosy living-room 6 ft. high and
the full size of the cockpit, the boat mean-
while carrying single reefed mainsail and
full jib, sufficient for moving about from
place to place. There is large locker-room
in the cockpit and dry-storage in galvanized
iron pontons which are pluzed in the bows,
the form of which does not admit of casks
being put there. Hinged hatchway8, 18
inches wids, and 5 ft. 6 in. long, compose
each side of the deck,fore and aft,immediate-
ly over the hulls, which admit of about
100 ordinary goose and brant decoys or
other articles of similar bulk being carried
there, and there is alse ample deck-room
for other outing or sporting outfit, stores,
ete.

Vis a vis ie specially designed for use in
the shallow bays and harbours whieh abound
on the straits of Northumberland and are
great sporting centres, by reason of the
fine goose, brant, black-duck snipe and
other shooting, spring and fall, end the fish-
ing afforded in their channels.

256 in., the principal beam hnder the mast
b?mg 2&:9. The deck is of one inch pine
4in. wide*  The cockpit floor drops nine
n?ches.below the plane of the deck. Its
sides rise 22 in, above the deck and are of
gro-ved an toogued juniper § thick and
2% in. wide,railed with birch. The lockers
are of .Britinh Columbia cedar and the
COmMpanion way entrance of mahogany.
The fasteniugs and fittings are princi-
pally of galvanized iron and brass. There are
a nnmber of improved coatrivances, most
of them inventions of the owner, in the
rigging and other equipment of the boat, the
thole affair being about as original a produc-
tion a8 We have yet seen in its line One
feature worth mentioning is that by releasing
two tarn-buckles the mast may be lowered
80 that the boat will pass under bridges the
stringers of which are four feet or more clear
of the water.
