NEW ERA FOR ITALY

NEW PREMIER AND NEW KING PLAN-
NING NEW TRIPLE ALLIANCE.

fome Significant Events Point to
Coalition With France and Russia,
Zanardelli, Who Is at the Head of
Italy’s Cabinet.

Signor Giuseppe Zanardelli, the new
Italian premier, will not find his post a
sinecure by any means, for the govern-
mnent has some momentous undertakings
in view, notably the formation of a new
triple alliance, which is to include Rus-
sia, France and Italy.

The details of the proposed combina-
tion are nearly completed. The new
king, Victor Emmanuel, even before his
accession to the throne regarded former
Premier Crispi's policy as injurious to
the country’'s welfaie. Crispi. howerer,
had great influcnce with King HIumbert,
who had misgivings concerning the wise
dom of allowing Italy to follow in the
wake of Germany and Austria, but who
lacked energy to act for himself, and was
always willing to plead a constitutional
monarch’s irresponsibility.

Humbert, moreover, dreaded the
spreading of republican ideas among his
people, and such ideas he felt must be
the outcome of the friendship of the
Italians and the Krench. So he per-
mitted Crispi and his disciples to pur-
sue their policy of estrangement from
France and try by every nicans to con-
vince the Italians that the nation would
profit by an alliance with the German
empire as shaped by Bismarck. The re-
sults have proved disastrous, economical-
ly and politically, to Italy, which has
been sacrificed until her prosperity has
been absolutely destroyed and her po-
litical prestige greatly reduced.

For some time past everything has
pointed to the formation of a new al-
liance. An Italian squadron is soon to
pay a visit to French waters for naval
maneuvers. A number of Russian men-
of-war will be assembled at the same
place, and there will doubtless be a
significant exchange of international
courtesies, accompanied by the burning
of much powder.

Victor Emmanuel, on his accession to
the throne, lost no time in making over-
tures to France, his personal sympathies
and judgment demanding the friendship
of the republic, while the public senti-
ment of the peninsula clamored for a

speedy bringing together of the two Latin |

nations. The question of including Rus-

sia gave her assent under conditions
which are now being discussed. The re-
cent demonstrations of friendliness be-
tween England and Germany hastened
the negotiations. ['rance and Russia felt
that the Austro-Hungarian empire was
threatened with disruption and that if
Italy were detached from Germany even
an Anglo-German combination could
easily be checkmated.

GLASGOW’S BIG FAIR

WILL BE GREATEST EVER HELD IN
THE UNITED KINGDOM.

From day to November the Scottish
Commercial Centor Will Present an
Exhibition of the Products sand
Manufactures of the World.

May will see the opening in Glasgow
of an international exposition which will
be the most representative and industriald
ly important fair ever held in the Unit-
ed Kingdom. Its parpose is to present
a full illustration of the products and
manufactures of the British empire, its
dependencies, dominions and colonies,
and also the largest possible representa-
tion from other countries. Large pa-
vilions are being erected by the Russian
and Japanese governments to exhibit the
products of these countries on a unique
scalee. The West Indian empire will
have a section to itself, and practically
every country in the world will be rep-
resented, including I’ersia and Morocco
for whom characteristic buildings hava
been specially erected.

The exposition will continue until No»
vember and will be opened by King Fd-
ward VII. The site of the exhibition is
the Kelvingrove park, where the exhibis
tion of 1888 was held. That exposition
resulted in a profit of $290,000, which
was raised by subscriptions te $6350,000.
The whole sum was devoted to the con,
struction of a permanent art gallery and
museum in the park. This structure ig
now completed, and the new exhibition
fs intended to commemorate its comple
tion as well as to record industrial progy
ress. The exhibition is controlled by
the municipality of Glasgow, but it
financial success is guaranteed by a fun
of $2,500,000, subscribed by preminent
citizens. Any surplus the exhibition may
leave will be devoted to the purposes of
the gallery and museum, but profit is not
aimed at.

The exposition covers an area of 73
acres on the banks of the river Ilelvin, a
tributary of the Clyde, and under the
shadow of the stdtely classic buildings of
the University of Glasgow. The perma-
nent art gallery forms the nucleus of the
plan of the exhibition buildings. The
style is Spanish renaissance, and the
temporary buildings are modeled in har-
! mony with the permanent building.

The main buildings, including the art
| gallery, cover an area of about 20 acres;
The industrial sectiofi, which is surmount-
ed by a grand dome, is 700 feet long, 860

feet wide and covers nearly six acres.

Through the center runs the main ave-

nue, 700 feet long, 93 feet wide and about

70 feet high. The dome is 200 feet from

the ground, the highest pimnacle in the

building, 80 feet in diameter and deco-
rated internally in ornate style. Four
white towers rise to a height of about

180 feet, and, running round, 100 fect up,

there is a huge balcony 400 feet in cir-

cumference and averaging 20 feet wide,
designed to form a promenade, from
which an excellent view of the grounds
may be obtained.
| Under the dome is the grand antrance,
| approached by an extensive plaza, with

a peristyle or colonunade 200 feet long by

about 80 feet wide. At each corner of t':.0
| building and on the north and south

fronts toward the center are pavilions
| about 30 feet square, each baving four
| lofty minarets at the angles terminating
i-in domed roofs. If desired, the central

portion can be retained as a permanent

' palace of recreation capable of accom-
modating 10,000 people.

From the Industrial hall a covered ave-

i nue 900 feet long by 75 fect wide, a con-

tinuation of the main avcnue, leads to a

bridge over a public thoroughfare, and

thus a continuous covered counnection is

obtained. The Machinery hall is 500 feet
| long, 340 feet wide and covers an area

of five acres. It is intersected by galler-

ies 15 feet wide, from which the machin-

ery in motion on the floor may be viewed.
i Its construction is similar to that of the
Industrial hall.

In addition to the United Kingdom the
following countries are officially support-
ing the exhibition: Russia, France, Aus-
tria, Japan, Morocco, Mexico, Persia,
Denmark, India, Western Australia, Can-
ada, Queensland, British South Africa
and South Australia. While America
will not be oflicially represented our
manufacturers have taken considerable
space in the machinery section. i

Russia is to have four special build-
ings. In one there will be a dining room
in which dinners will be scrved in the
| Russian style, with wines, savouries and
other food products of the empire which
the government of the czar is anxious to
| see introduced into ogher countries.

Canada is to have a special building,
covering about 12,000 square feet, where-
in to exhibit minerals, manufactures,
agricultural products and. fruit. In the
| building to be occupied by the Japanese

will be found a display of arts and man-

illustrating some of the industries pecul-
iar to that country. It will be surround-
ed by a Japanese garden, in itself no
small attraction. :

Over 400 exhibitors are expected from
France, whose section is being organized
by a committee nominated by the French
government. Rhodesia’s quota will im-
clude gold, industrial and agricultural
exhibits, Western Australia’s display
will include gold in various forms to the
value of between £80,000 and £100,000,
South Australia deals chiefly in wines,
while the remainder will exhibit examples
of their industries and_reso''»ces,

FRIED PORK.

When possible soak pork over
night in cold water. When ready to
use cut slices one-fourth of an inch
remove the rind, have frying pan hot
put in butter size of a butternut,
roll pork in flour and fry crisp. Pour
off nearly all the grease and while
hot stir smooth 1 tablespoon flour.
Add one pint boyw. of sweet cream
and let come to a boil; salt.

Freshen the pork and fry slightly
then pour off the fat and put two
tablespooas milk in the spider. Let
it cook until the milk is all gone
then tal: up, pour a litt'e more milk
in the spider and let it heat up for
gravy. This is nice when the pork
is a little lean.

Six slices of pork cooked until ten-
der, about two hours. Then have
parsnips cleaned and sliced, and a very
little water wnen parsnips are added,
so that when tender they will fry a
rich brown. Stir frequently to pre-
vent burning,

Prepare the pork as for plain f{ried
pork and just before putting it in the
spider to brown dip each piece in a
dish of flour. Let it cook very slow-
ly so it won’t burn.

One pint of buttermilk, a little salt
and flour enough to make a batter
.that. will drop from the spoon. Put
in pieces of nicely fried pork, fry and
then turu. Fry some of the batter
without the pork.

.Cut as many thin, even slices as de-

sired and freshen. To freshen pork
put the slices into the spider, cover
wx.t}'J cold water and heat to the
boiling point. Do not boil, as that
curls and toughens the slices. Re-
move from the stove and draim the
slices from the hot liquid, which can
be thrown away or poured into a dish
and fat allowed to rise. Roll the
slices lightly in flour and place in
heated spider. Turn often and fry
very dry and a rich brown on both
sides. . Drain from the fat and butter
the slices. For the batter, to each
well-beat‘en egg allow two tablespoons
sweet milk, a pinch of salt, one tea-
spoon baking powder and flour stiffer
than for griddles. Drop into hot fat
from the spoon and serve hot with
the buttered pork.

FOR WHAKLY CHILDREN.

Motherhood gives Lhe following ad-
vice o the mother of a child suffering
from marasmus, or wasting sickness:
Light broths and soups are much
needed by children suffering from
this disease. Veal and chickens are
best, as mutton I3 constlpating and
beef broth ie not so nutritious. Chick-
en jelly, made as follows, is8 very
nutritious and waell borne, cven by
weakly children;

Clean a fow: that is about a year
old, and remove the skin and fat.
Chop it, bone and flesh, and put it
in a pan with two quarts cf water.
Heat slowly, und skim often and care-
fully. Let it simmer for five or six
hours; then add salt to taste and
strain. Set away to cool. When
cool, skim off the fut. This may be
served warm or cold in small quanti-
ties, often. It is very essential that
your child should have an abundance
of fresh air, Keep her out of doors
all the time.

THREE GOOD DESSERTS.

Fig and Graham PPudding.-This is
g delicious pudding as well as econo-
mical and wholesome. It can be made
in the morning or the day before, as
it will keep a couple of days. Put a
pint of water with a saltspoon of salt
in the double boiler. When the water
reaches the boiling point, stir in
enough graham flour to make nearly
as thick as mush. Have ready a half-
pound of figs, chopped fine, with a
half-cup nut meats, hickory, walnut
or almond, and a half-cup of sugar.
Let all boil together for at least half
an hour, stirring to mix thoroughly.
Butter small molds and fill with the
pudding. Cool and serve with whip-
ped cream.

Tapioca Cream.—Soak over
two tablespoons tapioca in one-half
teacup milk, or enough to cover;
bring one quart, milk to boiling point;
beat well together the yolks of three
eggs, half teacup sugar, and one
f.caspuon lemon or vanilla for flavor-
ing, add the tapioca, and stir the
whole into the boiling milk, let boil
once, turn into the dish, and immedi-
ately spread on the whites. Serve
when cold.

Queen of Puddngs—une pint fine
sifted bread-crumbs, one quart milk
one cup sugar, yolks of four eggs, a
picca of butter the size of an egg,
souic grated rind of lemon; bake until
done—but do not allow to become
watery—and spread with a layer of
jelly. Whip whites of eggs to a
stiff froth with five tablespoons
sugar, and juice of one lemon, spread
on the top and brown. Good with or
without sauce.

USES FOR MAPLE SUGAR.
“Sugar and spice and everything
nice,” is a good definition of maplc
sugar. Sounethi‘ng as sweet as any
product of the sugar cane, with a

ufactures, with native artisans at work Fflavor individual, distioct, belonging

to nothing else on earth; a flavor that
calls to mind forest depths and wood-
land odors, wild yet refined,—that is
maple sugar. When one has been
bred to its use, there i8 nothing clse
to take its place. To such a one an
apple pie sweetened with ordinary
sugar is as common as a biscuit, and
a cake with white sugar frosting is
a tasteless confection. There is al-
most nothing which calls for sugar in
its composition but is improved by
the substitution of maple sugar for
white, in the judgment of the maple
sugar lover. Here are two methods
of using the sugar in pudding sauces,

Maple Cream: into ome-balf cup
sweet cream stir oae-half cup thick
maple syrup. ‘I'he maple flavor is
sufficient seasoning. A few spoon-
fuls of whipp:d cream dropped upon
the top of the sweetened cream just
before using, improves the appearance
of the sauce.

Maple Pudding Sauce: Into one-
half cup boiling water pour as much
maple syrup. Add two tablespoons
melted butter, Make a smooth paste
of one heaping tablespoon flour and
a little water and thicken the boiling
syrup with it. If a richer sauce is de-
sired, stir a little sweet cream into
it after it has cooled. Or if a hint

INVALID DISHES.

A pleasant and nourishing dish for
a sick person with a weak stomach,
is an egg well beaten with three
tablespoons rich, sweet milk, a very
little sugar, and a little grated nut-
meg, or other flavor, if preferred. Set
the bowl or cup into a basin of hot
water, stirring the egg coantinually,
until it is warm, pour into a dainty
glass, and let the patient eat it slow-
ly with a spoon. This makes an
agreeable change from soups, broths,
etc., and is very strengthening.
Break a fresh egg into a small
cup, or basin, beat thoroughly, add
two tablespoons milk and a tiny
piece of butter, with salt and pepper
to taste. Bake juickly in a hot oven
and serve immediately. This is much -
more easily digested than poached or
boiled sggs.

Broiled eggs in paper cases is ap
attractive dish. Take ocomfectioner’'s
paper aboul six inches square, make
a small box by turning up an inch
und a half all around and twisting
the corpeis to make them stay, place
the little paper pan on a moderately
warm stove, over a slow fire, break
an egg into the pan and let it stand
until the white cooks through. Slip
pan and all on to a warm plate,
sprinkle with salt and pepper, add a
little melted butter, and serve with a
dainty cracker or a small bit of toast.
This will tempt a capricious appe-
tite often when an egg prepared in
the ordinary way wou!d be rejected.

~¥ie welf-supprossion of tho\gdividual |
in relation to public affairs is onéof*bs |
evils of the times, not only in the
larger fields of politics, but also in civie
administration, It is, no doubt, a
puzzling problem to the plain-going,
single-minded citizen that men of un-
doubted personal integrity and courage
are often found acting as the apologists
of_public wrong-doers and shirking the
duty of speaking out in defence of
public interests, impelled thereto by the
fear of incurring the ill will of the
party clique, losing, perhaps, prestige as
workers with the political machine, or
fearful for the patronage or support of
those who stand with the leaders re-
gardless of their methods or the merits
of their work.

There is no country where, to a
greater extent than in the United
States, the pernicious political machine
system is workedJ, to the suppression of
individual opinion and ot loss to the
people. Party success is made para-
wount to all other considerations
federal, state and civic administration ;
and there is undoubted evidenve that
similar conditions prevail and are gain-
ing the ascendency in Canada. This is
a departure from the traditional politi-
cal methods of the mother country,
which were, for a long time, our modsls
in the best half of Norch America. But
the influence of environment has great-
ly prevailed with us, and the natural
tendency to conformity with and imita-
tion of our neighbors has gradually
dominated. In the course of
address at one of the great institutions
of learning in the United States the
other day, Bishop Potter of New York
referred to the need of a greater
development of individaalism in politics.
He said, amongst other things.—

We need absolutely fearless criticism by
the individual of official malfeasa ce of
whatever kind, and this is one of the
things which Great Britain has developed
both at home and in her colonies. Tnere
is always behind her administration
the individual criticiz ng, fault-finding.
judging : this craates »t last the sense of
responsibility and the demand for equity
and purity in public affiirs. Now,
believe the secret of the betterment of
our American situation lies precisely in
these same lines,

First of all, we must have the individual
as an active, watchful, outspoken factor.
Another need is for the masses of our
people to know about the laws, about the
rights of citizens and the duties of officials.
In ‘“making ourselves disagreeable” in the
interest of the community we must take
care to have the law behind us.”

Then this indiy'dual element in gond
governmeut needs to be esympathetic, for
a very large namber of public officials are
doing their duty, are anxious to do it, and
are duving it well.- In st:iving for gooi
government, show men that you are on
the side of righteounsness, and, little by
little, we shall lift this republic and its
gieat centres up to the level of a higher
conception of public decency aund public
duty, and shall make of the republic a
matter of common pride and joy, as it
ought to be and may be.

The effect of this advice, if it were
tollowed generally, could not be other-
wise than beneficial. The people
readily recoguise the difference between
the criticism and fault-finding that are
prompted by a desire for the public
good, instead of for the degrading of
one party or individual in order that
their rivals may the better commend
themselves to public favor or support;
and the man who honestly and intelli-
geutly condemns or commends, while he
may not become very popular or com-
mand the plaudits of the crowd, wields
an influence for good the extent of
which even he himself cannot fully
realise. :

Morrissy and his frieads appear to be
working.

Mr. Morrissy and his mantgers must
have thought the supporters of Mr. Blair
and Mr. Tweedie very stupid, as well as
wanting in eelf-respect and common
prudence, when they expected them to
accept him as a political ally. Up to the
day that the stolen mantle of the liberal
party candidate was thrown on him in the
last Dominion election, he was the ally of
the opp-nents of the local government
and of the so-calied L'berals #ho were
outspoken in their denunciatiors of Mr.
Blair. Having secured the support of
these elements, which were mixed in their
religious affiliations, Mr. Morrssy’s prin-
cipal backers joined with him in raising
and working the religions cry for the
prosecution of his political ends—the
main one in view, just at that time, being
to secure ‘‘the Ottawa patronage.”

may be. It’s a poor nse to make of
religion, and men of the first rank never
do it.

It is too narrow for
the spint of the age, too demagogic to
command the respect of any bt the
ignorant, and only resorted toin pulitica
for the pnrpose of blinding the latter
class to deficiencies which high-minded
men would hardly attempt to make up for

Millers’ tend. r $3140.00, rather than the 60
inch ones for $2935 00, as they (slis, Morns
and McKay) were so emphatic in their st ite-
ment that 1t would be false economy to pur-
chase the smn.ll-boilers; personally I favored
purchasing the 60 inch boilers,as [ wds satis-
fied that they would gene-ate : uffic ent steam
to run the Worchivgton ou.tit, which I
unde:stood to require less power, on account
of the action being more direct, than in the
Smart:Eby machines, I waived my ideas,
knowing that Messrs. McKay and Morris
were posted on these matters, while I did
not presume on any special knowlsdge,
You try to make a point, about my carryiog

As to Mr. Coffin, we have contended
that he was wrong in stating that Morri-
son’s Brook would furnish sufficient water
to supply Chatham in the dry sesson ;‘
and when Mr. Watt sta‘ed in the council |
that Mr. Coffin had written that it would
not be necessary to bore any artes'an
wells there, we apposed the idea.

Conceraing Insurance.

[St. John Globe.]

Everybody is interestsd in a matter which
was brought to the attention of the C.uncil
of the Buard of Trade on Fridiy. In brief,
it may bs etated that fire insurance men in
the Upper Provioces - more particularly in
Montreal —have got 1nto their heads that
rates should be advanced in the Lower
Provinces, and they propse to come down
here and see about it, regardless of the fact
that throughout these provinces, and
especially ja the city of St. John, there are

on the correspondence in my own name;
uslike some of the Smiths I am oot accus-
tomed to signing other peoples names to
documents.

In the absence of the chairman of Pablic
Works I attended to this correspondence.
My letters and Mr. Coffiv’s replies were
always submitted to the committee and this
particular lstter referring to the tenders
was submitted to the Public Works Com.
mi:tee and to the individual members of the
council, and afterwards at a meeting of the
committee of the whole.

Ia the interest of economy, the Iate
council gontracted for a high daty Worth-
mgton engine and pumps, becauce we
learned from engineers and those usiog those
machines that they were more economical as
regards fucl and better than the machines
offered by the other tendererg.

The Maritime Sulphite Fibre Company
have in use a Worthington pump which they
purchased after earefully looking into the
merijts of all the pumps in the market, they
were 80 satisfizd with it that they have now
purchased another Worthington. Mr
Coffin did not advise either for or against
the Worthingten, I quoted above what he
did s»y.

It amuses me to notice the self satistied
manner with which you speak of pumps,
engines, &c, but ignoracce je always self
satisfied and you must be entirely ignorant
of all pertaining to steam engines or you
would never have constructed that steam
naval monstrosity kaown as the catimaran
which could oot stem a two kuot tide, and
it is really too laughable fer anything, to
thick than her constructor should set
himself up as a critic of anything pettiining
to engiaes,

It sur. ly comes with bad grace from you
to condemn the councit. for not blindly
followng Mr. Cuffin’s advice, when ever
since the water works was started you have
p rsistently abused me gud the ecoyncil
generally for nocepting the ad.ice of Mr.
Coffin, You have r«pentedly stated that he
was one of those nareliable enginesrs who to
suit hiza own endes and in order to make
money in the shape of extra commissions on
the purchases of machinery, would be
willing to recommend large expenditure,
but what is the use of stating fa 'ts to you, I
do pot hope to convince you, and like an eel
you will ouly squirm aud shift your ground.

As to Mr, Wat.'¢ statement in couneil,
which he denies having made, the writer
beard him make it, reported it in the
ADVANCE, and believed it at the time, for
he had not heard of Mr. Coffin’s letter
until Mr. Watt thus referred to it, nor
did he know that the alderman had
misrepresented Mr. Coffin’s advice until
the latter gentleman visited Chatham a
day or two after the civic elect on. Our
report of the proceedings of the counc] at
which the tendey for the Worthipeton
pump was acc ptel contalued the follow-
ing :

Ae fo the- difference in cost between
66-inch and 60 inch' boilers it 1s greater
than that between §3,140 and $2,935.
At least,we are so infor uel by competent
authorities on the subjact.

Withoat wishing to qnestion the com
petency of ald, Morris or ex-alderman
McKay to give the advice Mr. Watt
attributes to them, it is not out of order
to say that if their judgment and experi-
ence in such matters are s» superior tn
Mr, Coftin’sas to juatify the council in
followiug their advice in preference to his,
why not dispense with Mr. Coffl.\'s ser-
vices and engage those gentlemen iu his
place as gonsulting engineera 1

We areat a loss to understand Mr,
Watt's reference to the Smitha ‘‘signing
other people’s names.” JIf he intends it
to refer to the editor of this paper we
invite him to huve the courage to say so
in some other way besides that of the
despicable creature who is willing to
wound bat teo co <ardly to strike. Neither
forgery, fraudulent compromising with
oreditors nor incendiarism have ever been

attributed to anyone connected with this
oftloe.

Mr. Watt's statement that we have
“persistently abused me and the council
‘‘generally for accepting the advica of
““Mr. Coffin” or sta'ed that he was an
unreliable engineer, etc. is absurdly fale. |
We have not thought Mr, Watt worthy of '
any particular attention or newspaper d's

ion at any time. No person acquaint-

{ gentlemen who are fully capable of mavaging
the business themselves. So far as New
Brunswick ie concerned it is well known

« that there iz a local board of underwriters,
composed of thoroughly qualified men who
have had lirge experience, who know the
conditions throughoct the provinces aud
are constantly watching the trend of affairs
throughout the province and are persevering
in urging towns to improve their facilities
for fighting fires, and who, in St. John, are
indefatigable in their efforts to secure a first

class fire department. Because of their
knowledge and experience, the members of
the Jogal hoard are entirely competent to

deal fairly with this question, and it seems
to be a zurious proceeding for the gentlemen
in other parts of Canada who are moving in
the matter to take the action to which
reference is made. It is not even alleged
as an excuse for the proposal to ingrease the
rates that the boiness io the Maritime
| Provicces has been unprofitable in recent
yearr; indeed, it is.admitted that it has been
profitable, and in regard to St. John it is
necessary to go back nearly twenty-foar
years to cite heavy losses.” Why then,
should &a increase of rates be threatened?

Is it because the losses of some companies in
other parts of Canada have been so great
that it is considered necessary to make up
for them in this section of the country?
During 1900 thers were some destractive
fires in Cands, by which the insurance com-
panies lost heavily. lu 1900 obe compauny’s
losses exceeded ite premiums by $75,000,
apother by $20,000, still another by $67,000.

a fourth by $64,000, and s0 on. The Hul:-

O tawa coufligration was principally respon-

sible for this unusual circumstance. Again,
during the past winter, there were two fires
in Mootreal in wh'ch the insurance losses
were over two and a quarter million doliars.

In New Bruoswick there have not been very
disastrous fires of late, Everywhere efiort
is being made with more or less success to
provide facilities for combating fires and thue
reducing the losses. There does not seem
to be any valid reason for the proposal to
increase the rates, which the people feel are
now sufficiently high, and if there were
reasons for an increase there can hardly be
any doubt that the local insurance men
would have made them public and acted on
them before to-day.

The America Oup Races.

Glasgow, April 27 —The Shamrock II.
was undocked early this morning aud towed
to Greenock, where her try eails were bent
and her compass was adjusted. She will
start for Southampton in tow of the E.in
ths afternoon, Mr. Fife accompanying her.
Designer Watson inspected the challenger
and expressed enthusiastic approval of her.
Sir Thomas Lipton in the course of a conver-
sation said: ‘' I am eatisfied I have the best
challenger ever built, and I warn my
American friends that they have a big jrb
this time.”

New York, April 27. —Three special trial
races will be sailed between the cup defense
yachts Constitution and Independence, the
dates of the matches being July 2, 4, and 6.
This aonouncement has just been made by a
representative of the Newport Yacht Racing
Association and is the solution of the dead-
lock between the New York Yacht Club aod
Thomas W. Lawson. The races will take
place off Newport. A rule of the New Yo.k '
Yacht Clab forbidding a8 non member to sail
in a race of that organization excluded Mr.
Lawson's yacht from competing in the
matches that were to decide the choo:ing of
a challenger %o meet Sir Thomas Lipton’s
Shamrock II. Mr. Lawson declined t» get
around the rule by s.iliog hs biat in New
York Yacht Club trials under thn name of a
member of that club. The matter was
settled by the offer of the Newport Yacht
Racing Associstion to present a cup for a
contest between the rival vessels. The races
are not under the New York Yacht Clab.
That club bas taken no action whatever
respecting the trial matches. Mr. Dancan,
the manager oi the Constitution, and Mr.
Lawson, owner of the Independence, have
signified their wiliingness to race for the
Newport Association’s cup.

Owing to the success of the recent ex.
peditions in search of the North Pole all
nations are alert. In all parts of the world
acientists have arisen to the emergency, and
now with victory ia sight it will be a struggle
to the death to plant the flag at the earth’s
axis. No less than seven expeditions are
being fitted out and will sail from as mavy
ports. Practically unlimited means have
beeu placed at the disposal of the exploiers
in other Jands. Russia has placed unlimited
means at the disposal of Admiral Makaroff,
Wiiliam Z:igler, a millionaire of New Y .rk,
iz willing to spend one million five huodred
thousand dullars to enable Evelyn B. Baldwin
to plant the stars and stripes at the Pole
The Duke of Abruzzi who spent tive hundced
thousand dol'ars on his expedition is prepared
to spend twice as much if necessary to ac-
complish his purpose.

Tndoubtedly the greatest factor in the
world’s race for the Pole is the expedition «f
Captain J. E. Bernier, of Quebec, a Canadian
by birth, who has offered his services to his
King and Canada gratuitously. The Cap-
tain’s plans sre nnquestionably the best that
have been oonce:ved. They have been
endorsed and approved by the Geographical
Scciety of Quebec, the Colonial Institate of
Lordon, England, ths Dominion and Pro-
vincial Governments, and have received the
commendation of such authorities in arctic
research as Sir Clements Markham, Dr. Bell
of the Dominion Survey, J. W. Tyrell,
chairman of the committee on Polar research,
of Toronto, and the late Dr. G. M. Dawson,
of the Geological Survey.

The strongest testimony that can be
brought to bear in f.vor of Captain Berniet’s
expedition is the fact that his plane are fully
io sccord with nature while those of his
competitors are in direct opposition to natur«.

TO PRESERVE CUT FLOWERS,

In cutting the ends, snip them off
at right angles to the stalk.

Do not allow the ends of the stems
to rest on the bottom of the vase

Do not place flowers near or under
lights—gas or lamp—when it it can be
avoided.

Change the water each day, and at
the same time again cut the ends of
the flower stems.

The ends of the stems of all flowers
should be cut off before they are
placed in water. It is best to strip
the leaves from that part of the stem
which will be immersed.

Maidenhair fern should be kept
rolled up in moistened paper and on
the ice, or, with the stems inthe wa-
ter, im a cool place, until ready for
use. In this way it will last for some
time.

Mignonette is gemerally grown in
a cool house, and for this reason
often droops when first placed in a
heated room. It is well to put it in
the ice-box in water, for a time, when
it will revive, “harden,” and, if pro-
perly cared for each day, last a long
time.
