finds It interferes greatly with his 
regular practice. He is a young physi­
cian working up a satisfactory practice, 
and when he Is engaged In such work 
as at present, his own work is not only 
affected for the time being but for 
long afterwards, being a considerable 
financial loss, to him as well as an ob­
stacle to his ultimate success. More 
than this he is now In different condi­
tions socially than was the case two 
years ago, and is properly justified in 
paying more heed to the wishes and 
feelings of his friends and relatives 
than was the case during the last 
epidemic. Connection with smallpox 
cases Interferes both socially and pro­
fessionally and Dr. Morris feels quite 
satisfied in giving up this work. He 
has always been ready In the past to 
respond to the call of the board and 
for this he has earned the thanks of all 
with whom he has come In contact.

The board of health recognize the 
position in which Dr. Morris Is placed 
and do not blame him for wishing to 
withdraw. But they do not know what 
is to be done and feel that under the 
present conditions they must depend 
for services in such cases upon any 
physician who may be secured. There 
is no health officer in St. John and 
while the board has power to appoint 
one they have not the funds wherewith 
to pay the salary. Only four thousand 
dollars are granted for health work and 
this is barely enough for even the most 
necessary expenditures. The appoint­
ment of a health officer is out of the 
question just now.

Members of the board of health have 

read the reports of Jhe remarks made 
by Judge Forbes yesterday and have 
at times discussed the matter among 
themselves, 
not for publication, and, so far as can 
be learned, most of the members are 
Inclined to bAck up the statements 
made by the chairman, James Rey­
nolds, to the Star a few days ago.

This morning, Mr. Reynolds said that 
he had at first thought of replying de­
finitely to Judge Forbes, but upon fur­
ther consideration decided 
discussion drop.

Dr. Daniel spoke of the prevalence of 
fever in the vicinity of the dump. 
There are four cases of scarlet fever 
In one house, These have been report­
ed to the board. And there Is one case 
of typhoid which has not been report­
ed. Other cases exist in a house fur­
ther up Orange street. On the other 
hand, considering 
throughout the cl 
no more than Its share, and, In fact, on 
Britain street, where the Influence of 
the dump cannot extend, there is far 
more fever than In any other district. 
Besides this, It cannot be claimed that 
because the air is burdened with an 
offensive odor, that this odor must In­
evitably carry disease. Fever will not 
develop without germs, and these do 
not come from an odor, although In 
such an atmosphere It Is. of course, 
true that they will find a better deve­
lopment.

In all, four reports have been made 
to the board of health concerning the 
dump. Two of these came from Judge 
Forbes himself, one of them being 
made on the street, and another In the 
office, one from R. G. Murray, and one 
was entered by the secretary of the 
board.

Inspectors went down. On both oc­
casions the dump Was oh fire and at 
one of these times water was turned 
on it, while on the second occasion hose 
was being got.

The feellçg of the board still Is that 
It is not responsible In spite of the le­
gal quotations read by the Judge.

Cuban Reciprocity Treaty Urged 

Upon American Law Makers 

for immediate Ratlfleation.

WALLACE, Idaho, Nov. 10.—1Two 
persons were killed and two wounded In 
a shooting affray at the entrance of 
the Wallace Opera House last evening. 
The shooting occurred Just as the 
theatre-goers were leaving the theatre, 
following a performance by the James 
O’Neil Company. The dead are: Dr. 
W. F. FI ms, shot through the head; 
Wm. Cuff, miner, shot through the 
chest. The wounded are: Chief of 
Police McGovern, shot In right hand; 
Opera House Policeman Rose, shot In 
the leg. The trouble arose over Cuff 
Insisting on smoking a cigar in the 
gallery. He refused to desist and 
house policeman Rose took the cigar 
away after a struggle. Cuff left the 
theatre vowing vengeance. He waited 
until the performance was over and as 
Rose stepped outside, Cuff began firing. 
The first shots missed and Rose re­
turned the fire.

Dr. Flms, who was escorting a wo­
man, followed Rose out and as he did 
so, a bullet struck him In the head kill­
ing him Instantly. Other policemen 
appeared at this moment and a general 
fusllade followed. The panic-stricken 
theatre-goers rushed back into the 
foyer, men and women being trampled 
on In the mad rush to get away. Cuff 
continued firing, wounding Chief of 
Police McGovern and special officer

Cuff then started to escape, but was 
intercepted at a side exit by policeman 
Quinn, who kept up a running fire- 
three bullets taking effect. Cuff fell 
unconscious and died In fifteen minutes. 
A number of people were injured in the 
stampede. Cuff was a miner, and serv­
ed in the Philippines with an Idaho 
regiment. Dr. Flms was a well-known 
surgeon of Wallace, and leaves a 
family.

WASHINGTON. Nov. ІО.-At the op­
ening of today’s session of the 68th 
Congress of the United States, the 
message of the president with reference 
to the Cuban reciprocity treaty was 
read as follows:

Д*° the Senate and House of Repre­
sentatives: ,

I have convened the congress that it 
may consider the' legislation necessary 
to put Into operation the commercial 
treaty with Cuba, which was ratified 
by the senate at its last session, and 
subsequently by the Cuban govern­
ment. I deem such legislation de­
manded not only by our Interest, but 
by our honor. We cannot with pro­
priety abandon the course upon which 
we have so wisely embarked. When 
the acceptance of the Platt amendment 
Was required from Cuba by the action 
of the congress of the United States, 
this government thereby definitely 
mltted itself to the policy of treating 
Cuba as occupying a unique position 
as regards this country. It was pro­
vided 'that when the island became a 
free and Independent republic she 
should stand In such close relations 
with us as In certain respects ,to 
within our system of International pol­
icy, and It necessarily followed that she 
must also to a certain degree become 
Included within the lines of 
nomlc policy. Situated as Cuba is It 
would not be possible for this country 
to permit the strategic abuse of the Is­
land by any foreign military power. It* 
is financial policy, and that naval sta­
tions have been conceded by her to the 
United States. The negotiations as to 
the details of these naval stations are 
on the eve of completion. They are so 
situated as to prevent any Idea that 
there is the Intention ever to use them 
against Cuba, or otherwise than for the 
protection of Cuba from the assaults 
of foreign foes, and for the better safe­
guarding of American interests In the 
waters south of us.

These interests have been largely In­
creased by the consequences of the war 
with Spain, and will be still further In­
creased by the building of the Isthmian 
canal. They are both military and eco­
nomic. The granting to us by Cuba of 
the naval stations above alluded to is 
of the utmost Importance from a mili­
tary standpoint, and Is proof of the 
good faith with which Cuba Is treating

"The stiff partisanship of the moral 
and upright elector Is an element In 
the success of the degenerate politi­
cian almost as decisive as the moral 
weakness of the corrupt elector, and 
when the policy of the party Is not In 
harmony with publlo welfare as sure­
ly contributes to the undoing of the 
country.

"Rigid partisanship Is always unpa­
triotic, for It consents to leave In abey­
ance matters of national importance 
when they do not serve the exigencies 
of party success. So long as Christ­
ians consent to follow party lines with 
moral Issues left out, we canot expect 
those who are most concerned ‘ about 
getting Into or keeping In power to 
take up questions that will antagonize 
the vicious or purchasable voters."

That quotation, which should be 
pasted In thç hat of every man In Can­
ada who has a care for the honor of 
his country, comes from a manifesto 
recently Issued to the Methodist church 
by Rev. Dr. Carmen and Rev. Dr. 
Chown on the subject of the corrup­
tion prevalent today In Canadian poli­
tics. It Is what the Star has repeated 
time and agafn; only t|»e awakening 
of some Independence among those 
who blindly follow where party calls 
can save this country from the gulf 
which has hopelessly mired American 
politics and upon the edges of which 
Canada stands.

The average elector is not dishonest. 
He does not knowingly shelter the cor­
ruption which abounds In high places. 
He simply refuses to see that it exists. 
Proud of his record as a party man, 
he allows his leaders to blind his eyes 
and stop his ears to crying accusa­
tions. "All lies," they tell him. "Just 
party falsehoods which the other side 
Is shrieking to hide Its own wicked­
ness. Don't believe them. Stick to 
your party." And, parrot-like, the 
hoodwinked voter repeats the defence, 
"all lies."

Even If he Is forped to believe that 
things with his party are not all that 
they should he, he excuses his adher­
ence with the plea that the other side 
Is Just as bad, or worse.

That is no excuse. If he knows that 
his party is not acting only for the 
public welfare he must leave, if he 
would be honest, even If there may 
seem to be no other place to go. If 
the party in power Is corrupt, he must 
vote for its overthrow; if its successor 
also falls, he must turn that out and 
continue the process until some govern­
ment is put in that gives satisfaction. 
A very few men in each constituency 
of Canada, free from party trammels 
and pledged to work this way for pur­
ity, would guarantee good government 
Just as soon "as they could make the 
powers that be know that they were In 
earnest.

On the lawn beside Patterson's house 
on May 21 his white crash hat was 
found, blood stained and bearing a 
knife cut. J A scuffle had been heard 
there in the night. Maude Hlnman, 
weeping her eyes out, identified her 
sweetheart’s hair stuck to the hat. He 
had left her near midnight happy and 
well.

In his room was a strange letter, 
reiterating a tale which he frequently 
told about the secret society which he 
joined in Texas in 1898. It contained 
warnings that his life was forfeited. 
They were signed by "Maximo." leader 
of the Texan secret band. Patterson 
wrote that the twenty-one had come 
when his life was to expire and that 
he could not shake off a foolish dread 
of "Maximo/*

No more was heard of Patterson at 
Michigan. A brilliant student, he had 
thrown away his diplomas. With his 
disappearance went $100 that he had. 
A day later came the news of his 
double engagement. His parents at 
Greencastle searched in vain for him, 
but Miss Hlnman’s broken heart mend­
ed suddenly before graduation.

Now Cupid has Induced Patterson 
to admit to the world that the Maximo 
murder was a hoax and to declare 
publicly which, girl he really loved.

THE NEW FERRY.

Architect McLean Presents His Plans 
This Afternoon.

Alex. J. McLean, the naval architect, 
will this afternoon lay before the board 
of works the plans he has prepared for 
a new ferry steamer. Theee plans call 
for a boat 140 ft. long and БО ft. wide. 
The hull Is to be of steel and the upper 
works of wood, the materials for the 
hull to be brought from England and 
fitted together here, by local workmen, 
under the supervision of Mr. McLean 
or some expert whom he will send to 
St. John. The boat will have only one 
deck, but will have greater accommo­
dation than either of the present boats, 
both on account of the Increased length 
and absence of the paddle boxes.

The steel hull will be three-eighths 
of an inch in thickness under water, 
but this will vary. The engines pro­
posed are double compound, which can 
be started or stopped in a second. These 
will be connected : with a continuous 
shaft, on each end of which will be 
a steel propeller. These are considered 
better than paddles for work among 
floating Ice. The rudder will not come 
up to the deck, but the top of It wll 
be about three feet under water and the 
hull will form a rudder guard. The es­
timated cost of this steamer la between 
$75,000 and $80,000.

In the polios court this morning when 
a box containing thirty sticks of dy­
namite was being bumped around, ex­
amined, and speculated’ upon. Even 
the statement from an expert that the 
dynamite was by no means dangerous 
was hardly sufficient to do away with 
that cold shiver running down the 
back every time the box was lifted.

It was In the Scribner examination, 
and the box was brought In as evid­
ence.

John Walton was the principal wit­
ness for the prosecution today. He 
had picked up the dynamite In the 
trench where it had been thrown, but 
the Important part of his evidence was 
In eroee-examlnatlon, when he told of 
the dynamite Itself. After .feeling one 
ot^ the sticks, which looked like a big 
sausage wrapped in brown paper, Mr. 
Walton declared It perfectly harmless. 
It was hard, he said, and he would 
feel safe In throwing It right across 
the courtroom. None of those present 
showed any morbid curiosity to see 
him do It, and the experiment was 
postponed. He said that dynamite 
should be soft to explode easily, but 
what was shown him might be put 
off by a detonator. There wasn't one 
of these things handy to complete the 
test.

Officer Corbet and Joseph T. Quinn 
also gave evidence, but told nothing of 
any great Importance. Lt.-Col. Mark­
ham and Joshua P. Clayton, of Fern- 
hill, both of whom are well acquaint­
ed with the characteristics of dyna­
mite, were pneeent. but their evidence 
was not taken today. They will pro­
bably be called later. The hearing was 
postponed for a week.

POLICE COURT.

A Few Plain Drunks and an Assault 
Case.

James Croxon, an ancient mariner, 
could not complain yesterday about 
water, water everywhere, and not a 
drop to drink.
