ST. LOUIS, July 7,—The democratic 
national convention reconvened today, 
entering upon the second day’s session. 
The stirring scenes of yesterday had 
the effect of heightening Interest In the 
assemolage. Again the receiving tick­
ets of admission at the delegates’ dis­
posal have been overwhelmed by the 
demtrnd. As the opening hour was 
advanced two hours the crowds In 
Olive street In the vicinity of the main 
entrance to the exposition building 
were In evidence much earlier today.

The developments of the night arous­
ed still greater Interest in the conven­
tion giving much to be anticipated by 
the on-lookers. Many of the'delegates 
worked late Into the night committee 
vrtth consequent loss of sleep. The cre­
dentials committee did not adjourn un­
til after four o’clock this morning, 
whlle a sub-committee of the eommlt- 

„tee on resolutions labored until after 
midnight hours.

An interesting feature of the proceed­
ings before the committee on creden­
tials was the appearance at 4 a. m. of 
William J. Bryan after the Illinois con­
test had been disposed of. He asked 
for a reconsideration of these cases 
that he might make a minority report.

The committee ruled that no recon­
sideration was necessary and Mr. 
Bryan was told to make his minority 
report. He asked those members who 
would sign It to stand up, and the de­
legates from Oklahoma, Wisconsin, 
Minnesota and Rhode Island arose.

tіAfter the elapse of something like a 
year the street railway company has 
reversed, at least In part, Its avowed 
policy of “no frèe rides” and has be­
stowed, or Intends to bestow, upon 
each alderman the gift of a book of 
passes, renewable when exhausted. It 
has not been learned yet whether other 
city oflldals are to enjoy the like priv­
ilege.

Some of the aldermen have pronounc­
ed views upon the propriety of accept­
ing from the street railway company 
free passes oyer the line, while others 
profess to have no views at all. A few 
aldermen have declared their Intention 
of returning the passes to the company 
with thanks, but the majority say that 
they will keep them and use them.

Alderman Hamm when Interviewed 
by a Star reporter this 
that he had received 
and that he Intended to use them. He 
saw no reason why he should return 
them. Civic ofllclals In other cities 
ride free as a matter of course over 
street railway lines and the civic offi­
cials of St John should have the same 
privilege. It should never have been 
withheld from them. He regarded the 
granting of a book of free passes as 
neither a bribe nor an unusual favor.
It Is something that should come as a 
matter of course from a corporation 
like the street railway company, en­
joying, as it does, vast municipal ad­
vantages.

Alderman Holder said that he had 
received a few days ago a book of 
passes, but that he was strongly averse 
to the Idea of using them. Some of 
the aldermen had "pooh-pooed’* at him 
for taking such a view of the matter, 
but nevertheless he could not throw 
aside his convictions by taking a tree 
ride over the railway. He looked up­
on It as a favor given, anticipating 
one In return.

Alderman Christie, who Is quite ill 
at his home on Main street, said that 
he had not yet any passes, but that It 
he did he saw no reason why he should 
not use them. He had ridden on the 
street railway line before on passes Is­
sued by the company and he would do 
It again.

Alderman Tilley said that he had not 
yet received any passes and desired to 
say nothing until he had.

Alderman Barker had received a 
book of passes. He most assuredly 
Intended to use the passes. He did 
not regard the gift of a hook of passes 
As In the nature of a bribe. All civic 
ofllclals should ride over the etreet 
railway without cost 

Alderman Bullock said that he had 
received passes, but would not use 
■them. It was against his principles 
to take advantage of such favors.

Alderman McGoidrick said that he 
had received passes, hut had not yet 
decided to use them. He would wait 
to see what action the majority of the 
aldermen would take. He had no par­
ticular views on the matter.

Alderman Lewis had received passes, 
bu- had not used any of them yet. He 
saw no reason why civic ofllclals 
should not take advantage of such a 
privilege.

Alderman Daley said that he had 
received passes and Intended to use 
them. He had no views on the pro­
priety or impropriety of accepting tree 
passes.

Dr. J. H. Frink stated that he had 
received a pass book, but as yet has 
not used It. What he would do he did 
not care to discuss. In his opinion 
there was a seeming effort being made 
by certain city papers to ridicule the 
work of the council. He regretted this, 
as the aldermen were working consci­
entiously for the- best interests of the 
people.

Brennan of the west side said 
that he had not received a pass book, 
but understood there was one awaiting 
him. He did not Intend to and would 
not use It. ■ He proposed to be Inde­
pendent In all matters.
