The committee reported that it had
made a thorough audit of the voting
lists and esubmitted the number of
votes cast for and against each propo-
Eition. As none of them had received
the necessary two-thirds vote, they
were all declared lost.

The report of the standing commit-
tee which was appointed at the 1904
annual meeting of the association, to
meet a delegation from the Nova Sco-
tia Medical Soclety ‘to discuss medical
fees, etc., was submitted to the meet-
ing and the report was received.

The matter of special and hospital
treatment, which wag referred to by
the president in the 16th annual re-
port, was taken up and fully discussed.
The feeling of the meeting was that
it would prefer not having the bene-
fits under this head curtailed, but at
the present time, owing to the income
of the sick and accident fund being in-
adequate to meet the charges against

tion, Newfoundland. In 1854 Mr. Rob-
erts, along with Mr. Milligan, Hurd
Peters and J. Davidson, obtained from
his Alma Mater the degree of M. A,

After graduating, the deceased as-
sisted his father for a period on the
teaching staff of the Grammar School,
and during this time he studied for
holy orders. On the 24th September,
1857, he was ordained by the late Bishop
Medley, and during, the same year was
united in’ marriage to Miss Emma,
daughter of  Hon. George Pidgeon
Bliss. The hewly ordained clergyman
became pastor of Douglas, which charge
he filled until 1861, when he removed to
Sackville to accept the rectorship. For
twelve years he labored in this field.
On the death of the Rev. Charles Lee,
rector of Fredericton, in 1873, Mr. Rob-
erts was unanimously called to the
vacancy, and on the 3rd of December
in that year was duly inducted by the
Bishop. The ceremony was a most in-
teresting one, the newly installed rec-
tor reading from the chancel steps the
thirty-nine articles in the Book of
Common Prayer. Thelate Sir John C.
Allen and the late J. 'W. Bailey were'
the church-wardens at the time, and,
the only survivors of the vestry are!

ford, From that time until his death
Rector Roberts has remained as rec-:
tor of the parish. His work in Freder-
fcton 'and in the province speaks for
itself and needs no comment.

into Southport today by Wilmington
tugs. Aboard were the prize crew of
the New York schooner Blanche E.
King, who are wanted .as witnesses
against the three negroes shackled and
brought to the Cape Fedar quarantine
station on Wednesday, charged with
mutiny and murder.

At the preliminary investigation be-
fore United States Commissioner Col-
lier, of Wilmington, and Pinner of
Southport today, the men who board-
ed the Berwind told the story of con-
ditions on the vessel as they found
them, and the three prisoners were
then introduced at their request. They
gave their names as Robert Sawyer,
Henry Scott and Arthur Adams, all
negroes and under forty years of age.
Sawyer and Adams employed counsel,
and both charge that Scott did the
killing of the flve men, with the ex-
ception of Captain Rumill, who dis-
appeared before daybreak Tuesday

MADMAN OR FAKIR :
THE POLICE PUZZLED.

LONDON, Oct. 11.—A strange psycho-
logical puzzle has been provided fqr
the authorites of ‘Carmarthen prison
by Schreiner, the German butler, who
is awaiting his trial on the charge of
murdering his employer, Mr. Pryse, and
his wife and mother, at Tymawr, Car-
diganshire. 'When Schreiner was first
admitted to prisoni he attempted to
starve himself to death by persistently
refusing all kinds of nourishment. Mat«
ters became so serious that his life was
only saved by the prison doctor feed-

Since the man’s conduct has been even
more lunatic. After fasting for one
or two days he will suddenly jump up
and devour, with almost brute-like
voracity, the food that has accumulat-
ed in his cell.  Schheiner’'s habit is to
lie stretched on his cell floor or to stand
up against the wall in what appears to
be a cataleptic trance. For days at a
time he will stare into space, speech-
less' and motionless ag a statue. It
I8 even necessary to dress and undress
him as though he were a doll.

The question that has been exercising
the minds of the prison authorities is
this, “Is Schreiner a madman or a
superb malingerer?’ The wusual tests
have been applied by the officials but
the man refuses to take the slightest
notice of the outside world. Attempts
to take him off his guard have failed to
induce him to move a single eyelid, and
the problemremains unsolved.

Who Claim Newfoundland is Violating Treaty

-President Roosevelt Has Been Asked to
Intercede--Gloucester Schooners Awaiting
the Outcome-Gaptains Disturbed.

\

GLOUCESTER, Mass., Oct. 12.—~This
city was seriously disturbed toddy by
the receipt of private despatches to
vedsel owners from captains at Bay

of Islands, N. F., saying that the
cruiser Fiora, with the minister of]
marine and fisheries, has arrived at
the Bay of Islands from St. Johns, and
had forbidden all vessels with: Ameri-
can registers to fish for herring there,
notwithstanding their hitherto undis-
puted treaty rights. It 1is believed
that the success which the Gloucester
cod fishing interests have met with in
the past summer in spite of the retali-
atory bait act passed by Newfound-
lahd in the spring, has led to raddi-
tional hostility on the part of the
Newfoundland fishermen.

In ‘fishing circles some such step
was anticipated, especially as reports
had reached’ here that Sir Robert
Bond, the premier, contends that the
right to fish on the west coast of New-
foundland, under the treaty of 1818
does not mean that the Americans
may fish in the inlets and harbors of
the coast. Still a number of -vessels
recently sailed from here for the usual

fall fishing, relying on the fact cited
by the opposition in the Newfound-
land parliament, in reply to Sir Robert
Bond’s contention that the theory
changed the interpretation 'which had
been put upon the treaty for nearly
ninety years. \

. Gloucester skippers for some tim

ast have reported to owners® here
that Newfoundlanders were hostile,
and it was openly stated that they,
were receiving support from parties in
this country interested in the develop-
ment of the island. %

In this connection also the famous
Fortune Bay riot of some years ago,
when the natives tore up nets of the
American fishermen fishing there under
treaty rights and drove off the fisher-
men with firearms, is recalled, and it
is feared that similar trouble may
come now.

Monday morning’s eession of the
Free Baptists' conference opened at
nine o'clock with prayer and singing
of the hymn Jesus, Lover of My Soul.

The following resolution on union was
moved by Rev. Dr. McLeod and second-
ed by Rev. A, J, Prosser:

“Whereas, Thig conference ‘at its last
annual session, having adopted the
basis of union, referred its action to the
churches for their concurrence;

And whereas, The churchéds 8id by a
practically unanimous vote, ra the
action of the conference, there eclar-
ing their approval of = the - proposed
union on the terms agreed upon by the
conference and the Baptist convention;

And whereas, The committee of the
conference as @ ipstructed, conjointly
with a, committee of the Baptist con-

~ vention, made arrangements for the
consummation of the proposed union, a
report .of which is herewith presented,

Therefore resolved, That the report
be adopted, and that the union be con-
summated at the time and place and
in the manner agreed upon by the joint
committee. This resolution was passed
with only one dissenting vote.

The election of officers for the ensu-
ing year then followed. Rev. Dr, Mc-
Leod was elected moderator by a unan-
imous vote, This may be taken as an
endorsement of Dr, McLeod’s stand on
the question of union and the great
activity which he displayed in bringing
it about. The vote for assistant mod-
erator then followed, and Rev. A. J.
Prosser Was cted to this office.

Dr. McLeod then came forward, the
conference rising as he did so, and was
welcomed by thé retirtng moderator,
Rev. Mr. Daggett. Dr. McLeod’s re-
ply was brief, but wvery feeling. He
‘said that the position was not one
which he desired, but he did pot re-
gret the office at this time. This week
makes an epoch in the church’s his-
tory. s was a new departure, It
wag not a cessation of activity, but the,
opening of the door to larger activity.
In union with our other Christian breth-
ren the church will have a larger op-
portunity to extend the kingdom of our
Lord. ‘

They were uh-
educated men, yet eminently success-
ful, say some. He would admit that
they were successful, but not that they
were uneducated. They were educated,
not perhaps in colleges, but yet they
were educated for their particular
work.

Unhappily there wasg much skepti-
cism abroad in these days. It might
be seen all about us in many forms,
hence the need of ‘ministers who can
expose its fallacies and refute its
teachings.

Dr. McLeod dealt with the question
of the call of the minister to the work.
A man should examine himself as to
his motives lest he enter the holy of-
fice unbidden, and be one of whom God
weuld say “I have not sent him.” God
opposes. a man-made minister. No man
should take this honor upon himself
except one whom God has called.

What should the minister do? He
shomld preach Christ and Him ‘eruci-
fled. 'These words constitute - the
preacher’'s theme. The preacher spoke
of the tendency of this day for preach-
erg to treat the most profound truths
as disputable questions.

White and Dr. Joseph Mcleod on be-
half of these two large denominations
declare their union, as with upraised
hand they advanced to the pulpit and
made formal announcement of the
consummation of a work that for the
past 21 years has occupied the minds
and hearts of. men representing a body
of mmany thousands of Chris-
tian worshippers, A deep and
devout amen sounded out from
the immense congregation gath-
ered to witness this momentous
act, and in that moment of time there
passed out of the existence the Free
Baptist Church of the maritime prov-
inces, and as the words of the hymn,
“Blest Be the Tie that Binds rolled
in increasing and ever increasing
strength and volume to the topmost
arcl; of the church to those gathered
there, no longer as Baptists and Free
Baptists, but as one body united in
brotherhood, and in name, there came
& new . depth of meaning in the grand
old hymn, penetrated to their hearts,
and its full significance wrapped all in
its common embrace, for - hand in
hand ministers and laity, no longer
divided by doctrinal’ differences, felt
the all pervading spirit unite them in
very truth,

Main street Baptist church has been
thronged on previous occasions, but no
Such crowd ever gathered there as last
Tuesday packed the spacious edifice to
the doors to witness this momentous
occasion., At seven o’clock, when the
doors were opened, the throng outside
extended across sidewalk and street,
and before the hour of opening had ap-
pbroached, every seat, every foot -of
standing room had been occupied, and
the rows of spectators at this final act
of the union extended back from the
doors to the steps of the church.

As the dramatic moment drew near
interest intensified.” As this first and
fitting step towards the declaration of
the union the two oldest ciergymen of
each denpmination were asked to lead
in prayer.

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THE POSTMASTER GENERAL.,

It is settied that Sir William Mulock
is retiring from the ministry. We
have it now on his own authority, and
also the reasons. Possibly there are
reasons which he does not give, but ill-
health is the only one which he as-
signs. Sir* Wililam gives up not only
the position of postmaster general but
his place,in parliament. He takes his
$3,600 a year pension and retires to pri-
vate life, though he does not need either
office or pension to make him comfort-
able. The postmaster general is a rich
man. Nor does he need to provide for
his family. His soa has an inheritance
of several millions and recently gave
$100,000 toward a Toronto hospital.

Sir Willlam Mulock has been an
aggressive' and vigorous postmaster
general. He has carried though some
important administrative measures,
including the reduction ¥n Canadian
postage. He promoted the present im-
perial postage system. On the other
hand he is responsible for newspaper
postage, which was a reactionary step.
Sir William has not suffered’ efface-
ment through modesty. He has made
a rather ostentatious display of some
of his worthy achievements. He has
claimed credit for some that belonged
to other people. Certain undertakings
which he promised to carry through he

: failed to accomplish. But on the whole
‘he has been a rather successful minis-
. 'When Sir ‘Willlam Mulock took office
he had the impression that the depart-
‘ment had been badly and extravagant-
‘ly managed and that the inside staff
;was incompetent. In his ignorance of
.the whole subject he set out to save
money by cutting down the contract
price of the country mail service. The
rural mall carriers were about, the
worst paid servants that the public
had, but when Sir Willlam found that
his predecessor had carelessly left in his
room a number .of private letters from
members of parliament, in a few cases
recommending the continuance of mail
carrying contracts though there were
lower offers, in others speaking of the
personal and political character of ten-
derers, he printed the letters in the
blue book including. those marked
“private” and “confidential.’” Also he
cancelled all contracts that were made
where any one could be found to take
the work lower. Then he set forth
in many ways the amount of
money he had saved the country.
It is believed that Sir William has had
the grace to be ashamed of his publica-
tion of the letters, and it is certain that
in most, if not all the cases, he has
raised the pay of thé malil carriers to
& rate as high as he found it. Time has
shown Sir William that the post office
department was much better managed
before he got it than he thought when
he took charge. He has been disap-
pointed in some of his financial predic-
tlons, and he has made a good many
mistakes, but he has worked hard and
Jried to make the most of his position.
The post office department does not
offer much opportunity for corruption,
and if it did there is reason to believe
that Sir William would not have got
rich in that way. He nrobably goes
out of office no richer than he went in,
which is not thé case with some of his
colleagues.

As a member of the cabinet Sir Wil-
Ham has probably exerted more influ-
ence than any other Ontario member
since the retirement of Sir Oliver
"Mowat.” He seems to have enjoyed the
close confidence of Senator Cox, and
was one of the ministers who made the
Gra d Trunk Pacific contract behind

Blair's back. Also he appears to
have been consulted in the matter of
the school clauses of the autonomy bill
when Mr. Fielding and Mr, Sifton were

left in the dark. 8ir William» Mulock
was one of the by-election managers in
his own province, and some evidence
connected him rather closely with the
machine whose methods were exposed
in certain notable election trials.

It is reported that Mr. Aylesworth
will take Sir William Mulock’s place
in the cabinet, and in the representation
of North York. Readers will remember
that Mr. Aylesworth'was to have join-
ed the ministry at the time of the
general election, but was defeated in
Durham. North York gave Sir William
Mulock a majority of 962, and there-
fore should be safe for Mr. Ayles-
worth.

MINISTERIAL CHANGES,

When Sir Wililam Milock retires
only six will be left of the fourteen
who formed Sir Wilfrid Laurier's cab-
inet at the beginning. These are the
premier himself, Mr. Scott, Sir Rich-
ard Cartwright, Sir Fred Borden, Mr.
Fishér and Mr. Fielding. Sir Oliver
Mowat was appointed lieutenant gov-
ernor of Ontario and has since died.
Sir Louis Davies 1s a judge of the su-
preme court of Canada. Mr. Geoffrion
died in 1839. Mr. Tarte retired in 1902,
and Mr. Blair in 1903. M. Paterson and
Sir Henri Joly were mot in the cabinet
until a year after it was . formed,
though they and Mr. Fitzpatrick were
members of the administration. It is
altogether likely that Sir Richard Cart-
wright will soon follow Sir Wililam
Mulock into unofficial life, though he
will retain his position as senator and
will claim the pension.

SUBSIDIES AND WASTE,

Announcement of the bosition of
the federal finances is not encouraging
to the hopes of the claimants for in-
creased provincial subsidies.® Domin-
ion expenditure is goinz up by long
leaps. The debt of Canada increased
last year by five millions, and the
transcontinenta. railway has hardly
begun to figure in the outlay. A con-
siderable addition to the provincial
subsidies. might have been made out
of the money used for increasing the
indemnities 16 members. So far as the
claims of this province are concerned
the authorities at Ottawa have an an-
swer to the plea of poverty. A small
province, which can afford to allow its
attorney genc\ral, one year with an-
other, about $10,000 a year for his ser-
vices, while most of his time is devoted
to his private practice, ought to be in
'a good financial positiop. It i8 no proof
of poverty for New Brunswick to al-
low an Ontario lumber company . to
make some $200,000 out of crown land
limits, without fulfilling any of the con-
ditions of the lease, or expending any-
thing on the property. How can a pro-
vince plead poverty when it throws
presents of $100,000 to $200,000 at a time
to alleged railway companies, without
asking them to perform the services
for which the money is voted and
which the ministers have undertaken to
see accomplished?

These are some of the difficulties
that one sees in the way of the in-
cregsed subsidy movement,

MR. AYLESWORTH AND THE TER-
: MINUS

Mr. Aylesworth, who is to succeeed
Sir William Mulock in the cabinet and
the representation of North York, re-
turned from the Alaska boundary com-
mission with a national reputation.
This he established by his refusal to
sign thg award and by his strong dis-
senting opinion. Sir Louis Jette, the
other Canadian commissioner, had also
refused to sign, and he too wrote out
a judgment, which in the opinion of
many was stronger than that of Mr.

LIQUOR QUESTION
IN HAMPTON.

——

To the Editor of the Sun:

Sir—Kindly permit me to speak in de-
fense of the “authorities” and the tem-
perance people of Hampton, in, reply
to the complaint which appeared in
your issue of Saturday from Mr. Law-
ton of Hampton, who is indignant and
alleges that he has been ‘‘unfairly
treated.”

The facts, briefly stated, are as fol-
lows: Mr. Lawton less than two years
ago purchased the hotel then known
as the Vendome.' After making consid-
erable improvements on the house, he
opened it to the public in May of last
year. Upon taking the hotel he made
for : the vendorship  of
liquors, but for reasons. which we know
he did not receive it. A few months
expired, and he was charged with Vio-
lating the C. T. Act, and was fined.
After a time a sécond fine was im-
posed. It was becoming very uncom-
Tortable for him, and so he pressed his
claim again for the vendorship. This
time he waa successful, and fell into
possession of the much coveted prize.
That was in the early part of last May.
A largely signed petition of the resident
ratepayers against the granting of the
vendorship reached the government two
days after the deed was done.

But Mr. Lawton, even with the ven-
dorship, was not satisfled. It was not
enough for him. He broke away from
its restrictions, and last month the in-
spector waited upon him and secured
his conviction for the third time.

Now he says he had been dealt ‘“‘un-
fair treatment.” Why, it seems just
the other way. It is he who has been
acting unfairly. Are law-breakers not
to be punished? Mr., Lawton must not
think he has a divine right to sell
liquor, which will exempt hirha from the
exactions of the law.

It is for the Christian people of this
lovely country, which should be abso-
lutely free from such a debasing traffic,
to discountenance the sale of that
which is working such misery in the
world. I would suggest to Mr. Lawton
to leave the bar and go into some of
the homes that are suffering or have
suffered from just the thing he and
others are offering for sale. Let him
listen to the tale of woe that can be
told, and perhaps he will return to
Heath Hall with a vision of better
things, loathing the obnoxious busi-
ness and perhaps determined to give
it up.

It may be quite true that Mr, Law-
ton’s hotel is more decently conducted
than many such places. I would like
to give him all the credit due him, and
more than the facts warrant. He Has
found, however, that the arm of the
law is both strong and long, and that
a man cannot transgress it with im-

CHINA DEMANDS
HEAVY DAMAGES
IROM THE U. S.

B ———

Clalms Americans Have No Right te
Exclude Chinese and Want
Compensation,

NEW YORK, Oct. 11.—A Washington
despatch to the Tribune says  that a
new phase of China’s policy of retalia-
tion against the United States because
of its exclusion laws was discussed at
the capital. Societies with officials of
the Chinese legation are collecting
claims of damages for the deporta-
tion of Chinese immigrants for present-
ation to the State department. The
claims arise from the Chinese conten-
tion that the Burlingame treaty of 1868,
which does not restrict immigration, is
the only existing contract between the
two governments since the treaty of
1804 lapsed. Every Chinaman who is
deported is accordingly encouraged by
the Chinese government to communi-
cate with the legation at Washington,
stating the financial loss and personal
suffering entailed. These claims aver-
age over $1,000 each, and hundreds of
them have been received at the lega-
tlon where the officials are now busy
putting them in shape. The complete
bill, it is understood, will not be pre-
sented to the state department wuntil
the amount exceeds $1,000,000. Antici-
pating that the Uniteq States govern-
ment will not admit the validity of the
claims, it is understood that China will
be prepared to appeal to the Hague tri-
bunal for a settlement of the claims.

Legation officials explain the collec-

<tion of claims, on the ground that they

will make clear before the world China’s
attitude toward the exclusion laws.
The Chinese government argues that
the treaty of 1858, known as the Burl-
ingame, is still in effect. The treaty of
1880, which especially provides for lim-
iting the immigration of Chinese lab-
orers to this country, but which did not
exclude them altogether, was abrogat-
ed according to the Chinese by the
United States when congress passed a
law in 1888, excluding Chinese laborers.
This law was made by the United
States against the protest of China and
was therefore only a domestic law and
not an international contract. The
Chinese say, however, that it made void
the previous contract of 1880, which
was cordially entered into by both
parties. The treaty of 1894 recognized
the right of both countries to exclude
the citizens of the other, but it lapsed
2 year ago. Negotiations for a new
treaty to take its place ha.ve thus far
failed.

In presenting these claimg and offer-
ing to’ submit them to the Hague the
Chinese government seeks to draw a
comparison beétween the exclusion law
claims and the claims flled agatnst the
United States by Great Britain in 1893
in the Behring controversy,  In that
case the law of congress prohibiting
poaching by Canadiang in Behring Sea
was made the basis for the seizure of
certain Canadian vessels in the Beh-
ring Sea. Great Britain gathered the
claims &and pressed them, and an inter-
national commission awarded damages
of $473,151.

TOKIO, Oct. 12.—Vice-Admiral Siri
Gerard Henry Noel, commanding the
British squadron now at Yokohama, ac-
companied by a numerocus suite, arriv-
ed here today by special train from
Yokohama, and was received at the
railway station by a large numher of
officials. After an exchange of greet-

ingg the British admiral and his party !
entered imperial carriages and were‘
driven through streets lined by thou- |
sands to Hibiya Park, where the mayeor '
of Tokio gave a garden party in honor

of the distinguished visitors,

The streets were decorated with flags !
and flowers to an extent which recalled
the rejoicings over the Japanese victor-'
fes during the Russian war, the differ-
ence today being that the British Union |
Jack was everywhere in evidence. The |
feeling of depression of the last few
weeks had completely disappeared and .
had been replaced by buoyant humor
among the crowds.

The special train with Admiral Noel
and his staff arrived at the station at
11 o’clock. They were met by distin- |
guished officers of the army and navy
and others, who were drawn up in line
on the platform. Those present in-
cluded the Marquis Ito, president of the
privy council, and the cabinet minis-
ters. After an exchange of greetings
Admiral Noel and his party entered
imperial carriages and were driven to

cheering thousands. The admiral bow-¢
ed right and left in reply to the ova,-‘
tions until the entrance to the park
was reached. There a magnificent tri-
umphal arck with “Welcome” emblaz-
oned with yellow chrysanthemums on
a green background, had been erected.
The park was packed with the guests
who had been invited to attend the
mayor’s garden party. Among the high
officials in the party was Prince Toku-
gawa, president of the house of peers,
who studied in Eng‘land years ago,

The programme included fireworks,
fencing, Jiu-Jitsu and wrestling. Many
bands played continuously during the
athletic exercises.

Prior to the commencement of the
programme the mayor delivered a
speech of welcome. He sald he was
honoreéd to recetve an admiral of a

navy with such a t Msbory and
belonging to & dountry which Japan

was proud to call her ally in guarding
the peace of the Orient.

Admiral Noel replied briefly. Both
speeches were enthusiastically ap-
plauded.

The ceremony was followed. by . &
luncheon and the regular programme
of athletic sports.

During the day about 1,000 British
sailors and marines arrived here and
were everywhere treatéd with the
greatest friendship. "While some of
them remained in the park to watch
the trials of strength and skill, others,
attended by guides and interpreters,
walked or drove through the streets
and enjoyed themselves sightseeing.
The presence of a British sailor meant
open sesame everywhere, The street
cars were free to them and special
discounts were allowed them at all
shops.

The whole populdtion of Tokio turn-
ed out to greet the visitors.  Such a
welcome to foreign visitors and such
happy crowds in the streets had never
before been seen in Tokio.

and that the time is ripe to have it cut
short.
i There is a well-defined report now
that the government will sit out an-
other session before appealing to the
country. There are no indications
around the governmental headquarters
‘to indicate any move in the direction of
i a dissolution. A feeler was thrown out
some weeks ago, which included geveral
proposed ckanges in Cape Breton and
eastern Nova Scotia regarding the re-
presentation from there at Ottawa, but
it was found to be of an unpopular na-
ture, and the idea of acting upon it was
dropped.

It is reported, however, that some
political literature is now in course of
preparation to be ready for circulation
about the time the house sits in Febru-
ary.

There aré thousands of liberals
throughout the province who are tiring
of the administration, and while they

SCHOOL TEACHERS
IN' SESSION.

.|Interesting Meetings Held
Yesterday—Large At-

tendance,

> ¢

Addresses Delivered by Mayer White
and Dr. Stetson, Superintendent
of the Maine Schools.

>

A united meeting of the St. John and
Charlotte Counties Teachers’ Institute
opened Thursday morning in assembly
room in the High School, and was very
largely attended. The joint meeting
was presided over by J. Simpson Lord,
principal of the Superior School at
Fairville, and president of the St. John
Institute, with.Miss. A. M. Hea as sec-
retary, Up to noon 192 had enrolled,

After enrollment the president ad-
dressed the gathering. In his intro-
duct®ry remarks he referred to the in-
vitation sent to the Charlotte County
teachers, and of the pleasure it gave
him not only on his own'behalf but on
the part of the St. John teachers as a
body to welcome the visitors from Char-
lotte County. He hoped the visit would

‘not only be a pleasant one, but that it

would prove of much profit to all.

Mr. Vroom, of St. Stephen, then call-
ed the attention of the teachers to the
arrangements made for housing them.

Dr. G. U. Hay read a letter from Mrs,
Lillian Vanwart, of Fredericton, in re-
ference to correspondence between the
schools of the empire. Mr. Hay re-
ferred to two systems and the benefits
to be derived therefrom. One was the
Comrade’s Correspondence Bureau and
the other, the one referred to by Mrs.
Vanwart was known as School Link-
ing. Great results had been obtained
by this interchange of thought between
the scholars.

Mr. Lord said he had tried the system
and found it most beneficial. His
scholars had written to and received
letters from New Zealand and the Brit-
ish Isles, had exchanged pictorial post
cards, essays, etc., and had greatly
benefited by the correspondence.

Mis Ethel Barlow then read a paper
on Colors, which was illustrated by
color charts, etc. She showed the pro-
gress made in colors and the method
by which it should be taught in all
grades from one up, also the benefit
of the study in all walks of life, in-
cluding railroading, dressmaking, mil-~
linery and upholstering.

The Charlotte county teachers, of
whom there are sixty present, had an
organization meeting yesterday morn-
ing and fixed the fee at 26 cents for
the femdle teacherg and 50 cents for
the male teachers. Stanley Wilson is
president and James' Vroom vice-pre-
sident. The members Ilistened to a
very instructive address from Inspec-
tor Carter on matters of general 'in-
terest to school teachers.

In the evening a public meeting was
held, at which addresses were made
by his worship Mayor White and Dr.
Stetson, ' superintendent of the Maine
schools. The audience was not so
large as anticipated owing to the dis-#
agreeable weather. The teachers, how-.
ever, were there in full force, and car-
ried away with them many helpful
suggestions from the plain and prac-
tical talk on school work given by the
superintendent of the Maine schools.
Some of the stories told by Dr. Stetson
to illustrate his various points were
amusing in the extreme. His address
throughout showed a thorough know-
ledge of child nature, the result of
yvears of close contact with young peo-
ple in the public schools.

The High School orchestra was pre-
sent and furnished a number of excel-
lent selections.

Phe afternoon session, opened with a
song and drill by a number of young
people, _which was a very interesting
and pleasing feature of the programme,

A paper was then read on Primary
Reading by Miss Lily A. Belyea. &he
illustrated the principles set forth in
her paper with a class of 18 small chil-
dren. In opening Miss Belyea stated
there were various methods of teach-
ing the first steps in reading, all of
which, however , were old. Of these
she strongly preferred the word
method. Following out the principles
of this ndethod she first made the pupils
familiar with a number of new words,
without attempting seritences. She
taught the 'words by objects or pic-
tures. Next 'she wrote sentences on
the board, including the words learned
along with new ones. This, she claim-
ed, was the ' natural method. The
teacher should have two aims; first, to
make the child get the thought; sec-
ond, to express it.

The second stage of primary reading
—from the printed book—aimed, first,
to make the pupil familiar with the
words; second, to give them the writer’s
thought, and third, to express the
thought.

Miss Belyea strongly advocated the
children, while still in the primary
grades, to gnemorize small gems of
poetry. In her own school she spent
five. minutes each day in this work.

Miss Belyea then gave a lesson to
her class, illustrating her methods.

The next paper, read by Miss Ella
McAlary, took up Reading in the Ad-
vanced Grades, 'The idea here was,
first, to get a sketch of the author, and
then to -~atch his thought from the se-
lection read. Vocal expression flowed
from the pupil’s getting a proper grasp
of the thought and feeling. Miss Mec-
Alary advocated repeated drill in pro-
nouncing of words commonly mispro-
nounced, with the correction of errors.

To illustrate her principles; Miss Mc-
Alary took up ,with her class the lesson
on Panthers in the Fourth Rg&g;;;
written by Chas. G. D. Roberts, e
pupils were asked to read only a sen-
tence at a time in going over the les-
son for the first time, and all mistakes
were carefully noted and corrected.

Referring - to the old
Grammar School of St. John, the pic-
ture of which had been drawn on the
blackboard, His Worship recalled some
amusing incidents connected with this
institution. He then went on to speak
of the responsibilities assumed by
a teacher of the public school. The
teacher’s profession was a worthy one,
and he always: looked upon this class
of people with a great degree of re-
spect. In his mind the Teachers’ In-
stitute was a very useful organization.
Its object, as he looked at it, was to
afford the teacher a privilege of con-
tinuing his professional education after
leaving the Normal School. Before
taking his seat His Worship again wel-

comed the teachers to St. John, and |

expressed the hope that the Institute
would ‘be a grand success.

The next speaker was Dr., Stetson,
superintendent of the Maine schools.
Dr. Stetson, in opening, said: *We
have a kindred ancestry, and we are
to have an affillated future.” He said
there were four great institutions in
connection with the training of the
child, viz., the home, the church, the
community, and the school. If the
home, the church, and the community
did not do its work, there was some-
thing left undone, the doing of which
was beyond the teacher’s power. Tak-
ing up the history of schools, he said
first there came the tutor, then the
educator, then thé common teacher.
In his mind by far the greatest of
these was the common school teacher.
The school mistréss was discovering
the fact that there was much non-
sense in the so-called child study of
today, and was learning that the pow-
ers of the mind were to be trained at
the time of their greatest activity. She
was learning that the child up till 8
vears of age was all eyes and ears.
From that age on he begins to reason
and to compare.

We would discover one of these days
that we had six classes of children to
deal with. Two of these classes should
never be found in the school. One
class was those who were grossly vicl-
ous, and the other those who were
mentally incapable. Of the other four,
one was the bookish children, who
liked to read and think, and enjoyed
the beauties of literature. Then there
was the child to whom the book was a
nightmare. He was more concerned
about everything out doors than in the
school house. One of these days we
would get over the foolish notion of
endeavoring to store books in child-
ren’s heads. !

There is a building over there,” said
Dr. Stetson, pointing to the library,
where books are stored, “and that’s the
place to keep them.” He pointed out
that in .dealing with this class of
pupils the teacher should endeavor to
get at them by taking up with them
such things as he showed an interest
in.

The physical boy, he pointed out,
had a place in our schools, and he
should find there the thing he needed.
If he didn’t, we would find him on the
highways learning something that
would be of use to him.

The third class of pupils was a class
of which Europeans said we were un-
able to boast. These were the poets
and painters.

The fourth class were the cranks and
the freaks; those were never the same
thing twice, and never the same thing
very long. He pointed out that this
class could be ruined by the teaching
doing and saying the wrong thing to
him. He was hard to manage, but after
all he was well worth saving. There
was a way to get along with him,
which the shrewd teacher would find
out. ‘“Let us be ki and sympathetic
and helpful to the freak and the crank.
One of these days he is going to shine
like a diamond, and it’s our polish that’'s
going to make the glitter. ILet the
bookish child have his books. Let the
physical child have his contact with
Let the artistic
child have a breath of the fleld beyond
the hills, and be kind to the crank and
the freak.”

Dr, Stetson stated that it was his

| opinion that a successful school could

not be run without a sympathetic
home. He closed his excellent address
with a story illustrating this state-
ment. i

At the close of Dr. Stetson’'s address
a solo was rendered by Mrs. W, S§.
Carter.

Mrs. Pickett was next called on and
made some announcements regarding
the free kindergarten work in this city.
She gave Lhé history of the kindergar-
ten in this city, explaining how the
work had been carried on, and show-
ing its effects on the children.

Gaptain Bernier Says Early
Return of Arctic

ka2

Is Due to the Failure of the Govern-
ment to Send Necessary Supplies

and Materials.

> >

SOREL, Que., Oct. 10.—Capt. Bernier
and his steamer, the Arctic, have ar-
rived at Sorel, where the good ship, af-
ter her long and arduous voyage, is
now lying snugly moored in her win-
ter quarters.

Though the boat did not suffer any
considerable damage, a broken pro-
peller having been the only accident,
her sides stripped of paint by the
masgses of ice which scraped against
them and her generally battered ap-
pearance, give ample proof of the per-
ilouse nature of the trip she made in
the seas of the north.

Captdain Bernier is radiant with good
bealth and good spirits, his appearance
would indicate rather a man who has
just returned from a pleaasnt yachting
trip than one who for the past twelve
months endured the rigors of an Arc-
tice climate.

“Sick,” queried the captain, when his
healthy appearance was remarked up-
on, “Why we did not know what it
was, there was hardly a case all the
time we were gone, not even in those
winter days, when the sun just peep-
ed over the horizon to see if we were
still alive I suppose, for a few minutes

came on again the terrible darkness of
a night which is over twenty hours
long and in which the cold is so intense
that the mercury becomes a solid mass.
Those were certainly very hard times,
but by dint of keeping very busy build-
ing the station at Fullerton and rais-
ing an ice wall about the ship, and
also by means of good strenuous games
like football, wrestling and racing in
fine weather, we managed to keep in
perfect good health.”

Captain Bernier is living on board
the Arctic, and he has with him his
wife, his brother, and sister-in-law.

CREW PAID OFF. »

The crew were paid off today, al-
though they were articled for three
years. As most of the men had not
drawn a cent of their wages in all
thelir twelye months of service, the sal-
aries paid agsgregated a large sum.
The captain said between $20,000 and
$25.000. For a while there was ip Sorel
a good deal of money very anxious to
circulate, but Captain Bernier took care
to see most of his men off to their
homes without giving them much
chance to squander any of their hard
earned money.

‘When asked concerning his own plans
the explorer said:

‘““Well, that depends a good deal on
what answer I get from the minister
of marine and fisheries, who will be
here tonight. It depends on whether
he will be able to keep the promise he
made me, and give me this boat. That
was our agreement. I was to have the
boat when I came back. I think I
have earned it well. For ten years I
have been “working in the interest of
northern discovery, and I have gpent
$25,000 of my own money. It is true
I have not yet found the pole, but I
believe I will do it some of these days.
And even ag it is my voyages have not
been without fruit. They have at least
resulted in turning the attention. of
the government to the fire fisheries
of our northern coast, which were be-
ing worked with impunity by United
States and FEuropean whalers.. The
cansequence is that they are now es-
tablishing stations all along the sea
board to collect the dues from the men
who hunt in these waters.

“Yes, I think I have earned this boat
and should get it.”

‘“Was not your return rather earlier
than you expected, captain?”

“Yes, it certainly was. We were vie-
tualled for three years and we still
have on board two years' provisiens.
But this voyage was to have been
merely a sort of preliminary, It was
our intention to build stations and
catchets for our next trip, when we
should really try for the great goal so
many men have died‘ attempting to
gain. The government, however, did
not live up to their agreement to send
us the supplies and material necessary
for the work, and there was therefore
absolutely no use in our remaining
longer. That is the reason why we re-
turned so prematurely.

THE FRICTION WITH MOODY.

‘It is reported that there was some
friction between you and Major Moody,
the chief of the expedition.”

“There was. I don’t like to speak

sible man to work with. What I saw
of him at Quebec, before leaving, did
not at all prejudice me in his favor.
In fact, if it had not been that every-
thing was ready for our departure, I
would have refused to go with him.
The whole ’ trouble was that he did
not recognize my position a3 sailing
master, He wished to rule ms and
my men as he ruled his own subordin-
ates. He even went so far as to say
that he intended the boat to be run like
a barracks, with himself in the com-
mand.

But I wanted ‘to
see if we could not get on somehow.
It proved impossible, as Major Moody
still continued to take too serious a
view of his responsibilities,

“Just to give you one instance of

Major Moody's unaceommodating dl;-1
position, there were some of us wished

to buy furs from the natives, not at
all for trading purposes, but simply for
relatives and friends. This he refused
to allow us to do, and would advance
no money for the purpose. It is only
one of a countless number of cases of
his overbearing disposition, If they
were to give me two boats like this I
would never work with him again.”
Captain Bernier spoke at consider-
able length- of the work of the trip
and its incidents, amongst other things
teliing of the wonderful journey under-
taken by an BEsquimau who went
from Fullerton in the depth of an Arc-
tic winter, over two hundred miles, in
an attempt to find the post of Dr.
Mundsen, the Norwegian explorer, who
is trying to locate the magnetic pole.
The man succeeded in his attempt,
and one day Captain Bernier was as-
tonished to receive a letter. It was
from Dr. Mundsen, who told of his
whereabouts and ' the success which
had attended his efforts so far, and
also stated that ne had come upon
the last cachet of the ill-fated Sir John
Franklin, the past point where that
dauntless explorer made a deposit of
stores and records before starting on

| a further advance into the frozen wil-

derness where he met his death,

As soon as he received Dr. Mund-
sen’s ~letter, Captain Bernier wrote
back to him, sending him as much as
possible of the latest news he had,
which, though not very late, was still
new to Dr. Mundsen. He also sent
some information about the country
which he had gathered from the Es-
quimau and others. The same hardy
Esquimau started out again on the
perilous trip, and after a long time re-
turned, having delivered his letter,and
bringing with him an acknowledg-
ment from Dr. Mundsen, thanking
Captain Bernier for his kindness in
sending bim the news, which was a
perfect God-send to him and his men,
cut off as they were in the fields of
ice.

On his return trip the HEsquimau ac~
cidentally discharged his gun, badly
injuring one of his hands. In spite of
this, the hardy fellow kept bravely on
his way te camp. with his message,
and managed to get there at last in a
pitiable condition. He was carefully
attended to, however, and with his
wonderful constitution, was soon all
right again. v

Captain Bernier still has in his pos-
session and proudly shows™ the two
letters which came to him under such
exceptional circumstapges.

“Are you likely to remain long in
Sorel ?”* Captgin Bernier was asked.

If the Canadian government does not
see its way clear to accede to my just
demands, I will go elsewhere. I could
get funds without difficulty, but I am
a Canadian and would far rather work
for the honor of my country than for
strangers, but whether the glory of
finding the pole goes to Canada or any
other land, I am resolved to persevere
in my work. I have given many years
of my life to it, and many thousands
of dollars of my money, and I don’t
intend to back down now. I am
working for the realization' of the
great ideal of my life, for the good of
science and of the world, and I will
get there yet.”

He said that in the death of Sheriff
Hatfield, the county had not only lost
a faithful officer, but the bar a kind
friend. He also congratulated Sheriff
Freeze upon his well deserved appoint-
ment and expressed the hope that he
would prove to be as efficient as his
two immediate predecessors.

The regular business of the court
was then taken up, and as there was
no criminal case to come before it, the
petit jury was called, -and answered to
their names.

During his absence he
visited England, Scotland, Belgium,
Holland, Germany, Denmark and Swe-
den, for the purpose of studying the
market arnd dairy conditions, with a
view to the improvement of Canadian
trade. He says the quality of Cana-
dian butter which has been sent over
to Britain this year has been excellent.
There has been a scareity of continen-
tal butter in the English market, and
consequently a greater demand for the
Canadian product. The cheese busi-
ness is in a healthy condition. The
cheese arriving from Canada is in fine
form. Facilities for handling cheese
on the other side are vastly improved,
and the percentage of breakages of
boxes has been greatly reduced.

GANADIAN WHEAT.

Representatives of a Great

Army of Consumers

*> &

Heretofore They Have Done Big Busi-

ness With Duluth, But Northward
Now Standard is Higher.,

+ &>

‘When ‘one hears of millions of acres
of land being taken up in the west
every year, and of a hundred million
bushels wheat crop, the first guestion
that suggests itself is: Are the wheat
growers sure of a market?

Three gentlemen stopping at the King
Edward just now on their way west
could give the questioner a lot of in-
formation as to that. They are T. C.
McNab of Leith, ScotlanW, ‘director of
the Scottish Wholesale Co-operative So-
ciety; W. F. Stewart, also of Leith,
manager of the society’s flour mills,
and John Gledhill of New York, the
American representative of the greal
Co-operative Wholesale Society of Bhg-
land. " Some idea of the enormous ex-
tent of the interests represented by
these men is to be gained from the fact
that the turnover of the English Whole-
sale last year was $96,000,000, and of
the Scottish $33,000,000. They each
have many huge factories for .the mak-
ing of clothes, boots, furniture, wool-
lens, cotton8, and a dozen other staples
of commerce.

The present mission has to do with
wheat. The societies own quite a num-
ber of flour mills, the Scottish mills
being. three in number, one each in
Glasgow, Edinburgh and Leith. These
three mills grind 72,000 bushels a week,
which in the form of flour 'is used by
the retail co-operative sogieties affiliat-
ed with and holding stock in the Whole-
sale. Heretofore, Mr. Stewart says, a
large part of the supplies have come
from Odessa’ and from Duluth.:. The
wheat from the northwestern States is
no longer as useful for his purposes as
it was. It shows distinct evidences of
the exhaiustion of the soil, and 18 be-
coming softer all the time. Not only
50, but not infrequently now the price
in the United States is such that wheat
cannot profitably be exported. Mr. Gled-
hiil; who has many years’' experience
# buying, adds to this that the big
American milling companies and the
railways have things so arranged that
rates on wheat are prohibitive at times
when flour from the western mills is
moving freely.

In the face of these conditions the
co-operatives have sent out their ex-
perts to report on Manitoba wheat, and
probably—although on this the dele-
gates are discreetly silent—to establish
channels for the regular shipment of
Manitoba grain direct from the grower
to the Scottish and English consumers’
mills.

"“Yon can understand,” said Mr. Mec-
Nab, “that in looking over the whole
situation here our object is to get
as near the producer as possible. It is
with the object of seeing the region in
which the wheat is grown that we are
going out west.”

“There is one thing,” remarked Mr.
Stewart, “that ag a miller I would like
to say to the Manitoba wheat-grower.
Every effort should be made to keep up
the supply of first-class seed. 'There
was a marked faling off in the quality
of Manitoba ' wheat last year. That
was not due entirely to the wet and
snowy weather following the harvest,
though it was a factor. The chief
cause was deterioration of seed grain,
which - left the berry both soft and
moist. Of course, Duluth grain was
even softer and moister, but in both
cases after being kept a month mites
began to show. Now you must give us
as high -a standard as, say, Odessa-
Nikolieff if you are to do the great
husiness opening up. I have seen Niko-
lieff wheat than ran sixty-five pounds
to the bushel and yielded seventy-five
rer cent. of flour contents. My own
impression ig that you should import
some of that seed for your Manitoba
and Saskatchewan flelds and so pre-
vent deterioration.”

The great army of co-operators in
Scotland are mightily interested In
Canada, and the idea is shaping itself
in various quarters of using the co-op-
erative machinery to enable people in
the congested regions to make a fresh
start in a new land. That the socie-
ties are altruistic enough to earry on
this work is shown by what they have
done in Ireland. With the object of
teaching the Irish people the prineiple
of co-operation a number of dairies
and creameries were established and op-
erated until they became successful.
They are now being transferred to the
Irish farmers who brought their milk
to the creameries, and who now under-
stand the value of co-operation.

AN ANNIVERSARY.

The Rev.Theobald Mathew,
the Great Apostle . of
Temperance, Born in
Ireland October 10th,
1790 ; 115 Years Ago
Today

Fifteen years ago, on Tuesday, Oct. 10,
1890, the Catholic total abstinence socie-
ties.of this city and vicinity celebrated
the hundredth anniversary of the birth
of Father Mathew with a parade that
in every way was a credit to all con-
cerned. It was one of the largest and
finest temperance demonstrationg ever
held in the maritime provinces. The
procession formed at St. Malachi’s Hal)
and shortly after nine o’clock marched
to the Cathedral. T. Kickham was the
grand marshal, and his aides were E.
J. Higgins, W. J. McShane and Tim-
othy Donovan. Arriving at the sacred
edifice, the socletles flled in and took
their seats, - after which the general
public was admitted. Solemn high
mass was celebrated by the Rev. J, J.
‘Walsh, chancellor of the dlocese, with
Rev, C. Collins as deacon and Rev. J.|
J. O'Donovan sub-deacon. Rev. L. G.
LeBlanc wag the master of ceremonies.
The Bishop of St. John occupied his
thr«ﬁae. Rev. T. Casey, chaplain of the
F. M. A, (who has since become the
Bishop of the diocese) preached a grand
sermon. After mass, the late Bishop
Sweeny made a short address, in which
he expressed the gratification which he
felt at the presence of so many per-
gons, both old men and young boys.
At the conclusion of the service, the
societies re-formed, and after parading
through the principal streets, returned
to St. Malachi’'s Hall and disbanded.

In the evening the Father Mathew
‘Association held a centenary entertain-
ment, which was a complete success
in every particular. The president, T.
O’Brien, presided, and introduced Dr.
R. F, Quigley, who delivered an admir-
able address on the life and labors of
Father Mathew, alluding also to the
many illustrious men Ireland had pro-
duced. During the evening there were
some fine solos by a number of talented
young ladies, and the City Cornet Band
discoursed some of their choicest airs.

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SERMON.

Ordained Preachers and Hear-
ers Who May Preach and to
Whom They May Minister.

ALLEGHENY, Pa., Oct. 8—Pastor
Russell had a good audience this after-
noon at Carnegie Hall,
Ciose attention was paid to the dis-
course -which was from the prophecy
of Isaiah, “The spirit of the Lord God
is upon me; because Jehovah hath
anointed me to preach good tidings
unto the meek.’—Isaijah 1xi:1.

Our text applies primarily to our
Lord Jesus and His anointing of the
Holy Spirit and His preaching, and, as
we have heretofore seen, the Scrip-
tures with one voice declare that as
Jesus is the head of the church, which
ie His body, so all the members of
that body participate with Him in the
anointing of the Holy Spirit and also
in the ministry of the Truth. This
might be abundantly established: by
scriptural testimony, but we assume
that the majority of our hearts are
thoroughly acquainted  with  the
apostle’s explicit statements to_the ef-
fect that we are members in particular
of the body of Christ, and are filling
up that which is behind of the afilic-
tions of Christ in the present time, and
are to be associated with our Lord in
.glory, according to His promise that to
Him that overcometh He will grant to
sit with Him on His throne, in har-
mony also with the declaration that if
we suffer for Him we shall also be
glorified together.

It is, therefore, proper that we apply
the words of this text not only to our
Tord Jesus himself, but also to all
whom His word recognizes as mem-

bers of His body, members of His'

church—namely, to those believers in
the redemptive work of Christ, who
have accepted the same personally,
who have turmed from sin to walk in

the ways of righteousness, and who .

have consecrated ther lives wholly and

unreservedly to the service of the .

Lord.

THE ANOINTING OF THE HOLY
SPIRIT.

A week ago we considered the Pente-
costal blessing upon the church, and
discerned that it comstituted an anoint-
ing of the Lord—a setting apart to
divine service, an enduement with
power from on high, spiritual power, a
new mind, a clearer perception of
spiritual things and ability to under-
stand and appreciate and co-operate
with the divine purposes. Our text
tells us that this anointing with the
Hply Spirit constitutes an ordination
to preach, and a moment’s reflection
convinces us that none could be pro-
perly qualified to represent the Lord
and His Truth, unless he was thus
qualified and anointed and able to dis-

cern the spiritual things, because who :

can express to others that which he
does not discern ‘and appreciate him-
salf? How could any one declare the
nysteries of God and of his plan unless
first of all his own eyes of understand-
ing had=ben opened and his own heart
had been enlightened, permitting such
an appreciation and making possible a
truthful sesting forth of the same to
others? ;

True in the early church/the anoint-
ihg of the Holy Spirit was accompanied
by certain outward demonstrations
which are not mow granted to the an-
ointed ones. These outward demonh-
strations or evidences of the anointing
were called “gifts,” and consisted of

power to heal diseases by the word or

the touch, the gift of prophesying or
public speaking, power to speak in un-

known tongues—in languages that had

never been learmed—power to interpret
such tongues or languages, power to
discern spirits, to read thoughts, as
when Peter read the hearts of Ananias
and Sapphira, when they attempted to
deceive, etc. These ‘“gifts” we can
readily see ware valuable to the early
church for the establishment of their
own faith, for the demonstration to
others that they were really the péople

- of the Lord, and for their own upbuild-

ing in grace and knowledge at a time
when the New Testament was not pre-
pared and its aid in the study of the
diyine plan was not available,

But, as the apostle intimated, these

"‘glrts" having served their purpose

would pass away, and would be suc-
ceeded by certain “fruits” of the Spirit.
To the natural man the * ” might
sem to be the more valuable, ‘but to
the advanced Christian the fruits of the
Spirit will be seen to be more desirable
and the better attestation of divine
favor. Speaking of these fruits of the
Spirit, meekness, gentleness, patience,
long-suffering, brotherly kindness,

" faith, hope, love, the apostle assures us

that love is the principal one, and
really includes all the other fruits of
the Spirit. All other friuts and graces
of the spirit are merely elementary de-

\velopments, parts of that quality which

. fest in their daily lives.

in its completeness is called love, and
which by our Lord is explained 'to
mean, love to God with all our hearts,

mind, being, strength, and love for our.

mneighbor as for ourselves.
DISCERNING ANOINTED ONES.

Our Lord assures us that as a good
tree will be known by its good fruit

and an evil tree by its evil fruit, so His:

followers will be known by their
possession of the Holy Spirit and the
fruits and graces whicn they will mani-

signify that those who are begotten of
the Holy Spirit or, as expressed in this
text, anointed of the Holy Spirit, will
be perfect in the flesh. Quite to the con«
trary—it is not the flesh which is be-
gotten again, it is the new creature, the
new mind, the new will. The anoint-
ing received as new creatures mani-
fests itself by its opposition to sin, its
harmony with righteousness, its sym-
pathy with everything that goes to
make up the divine standard of char-
acter and co-operation with the divine
plan. 5

At first it is a mere likeness of the

.. principlea of rightepusness, meekness,

gentleness, patience, love, and a desire
to develop in these graces of the
Spirit; but subsequently, as this anoint-
ing abldes and Christian character de-
velops, these gdraits become more and

Allegheny.

“This does not '

more manifest, not only to the person
himself but through his conduct to
others. This is growth in grace, in
knowledge, in love; this is the develop-
ment of the fruits of the Spirit. Just
as an apple blossom precedes the little
nubbin of fruit, and as this gradunally
enlarges and matures, so do these
graces of spirit gradually develop in
the’'hearts of those who have been be-
gotten again by the Holy Spirit, by the
word of Truth.

“THE WORLD KNOWETH US NOT.”

The world understands nothing about
this begetting of the holy spirit, this
spirit of a new mind or will in accord
with righteousness. It understands no-
thing about this anointing of the holy
spirit, under the influence of which old
things pass away and new hopes and
aims and objeets in life take their
places. But each one who has passed
through these experiences understands
them; each one begotten again is aware
of the change in his mind, his will—
knows that he has consecrated his life
to righteousness and to the Lord’s ser-
vice, and realizes that an anointing
has come to him. Such are able to Sym-
pathize with one another in the conflicts
of this new will with the spirit of the
w:orld and with the flesh and its de-
sires. Jdence the scriptures exhort the
spirit begotten one to special love and
sympathy one with another in a man-
ner that others cannot, because the
world knoweth us not even as it knew
Him not, and because our sympathy
and fellowship must be with those who
are similarly begotten to the new na-
ture and inspired by the new hopes.

The outward manifestations of these
graces or fruits may be more or less
rapid according to temperament, envi-
ronment and zeal, but in every case
the new mind, the new spirit, the new
nature will be able fo identfy itself to
others similarly spirit-begotten. ' And
this” anointing of the spirit, whereever
it is recognized, constitutes the bond
of fellowship and brotherhood in Christ.
"It is not only the spirit of consecration
but also the spirit of the truth, which
signifies an enlightenment or {llumina-
tion through the’_ divine revelation of the
scriptures. It signifjes, therefore, a
growing knowledge not only respecting
God's plan of salvation and our rela-
tionship to it, but also a personal in-
timacy with the Lord.

.

ORDAINED AND UNORDAINED
PREACHERS,

According to our test none have or-
dination of God to act as His mouth-
pieces except they have received this

. anointing. Such may be known by the
fruits of the spirit, which all the spirit-
begotten ones will soon be able to de-
tect, and which will more or less be
manifest also to the world, although the
world will not know haw to make al-
lowances for having the treatfs of the
new mind in an imperfect human ves-
sel; although the world will not know
how to sympathize with the weaknesses
of the fallen flesh, and may often be apt
to denounce and condemn those who are
walking to the best of their ability not
-after the flesh, but after the spirit,. We
fear, however, that if this line were
distinctly seen, sharply drawn, many
who are now prominent ministers, rev-
erends, doctors of divinity, would be
Seen to be part of the world barred
from the Lord’s service. Many of them
have had ordination from men, but
have never had the ordination of God,
and hence are unable to see spiritual
things themselves and equally incom-
petent to present such things to others.
They have not been anointed or ordain-
ed of the Lord to preach.

On the other hand many of the Lord’s
people misled by the human distinctions
between clergy and laity and the privi-
leges and‘\limitations accorded to these
by Christianity, fail to recognize that
they are ordained to preach, and that
unless they are continually preaching
they are failing to accommplish the di-
vine will—failing to fulfil the ordination
which was granted them of the Lord
when they received the anointing of
the holy spirit. This does not mean,
however, that all who are anointed of
the holy spirit are appointed of the
Lord to preach in the same. manner,
for, as the apostle would explain, we
have gifts differing one from another,
and, as our Lord’s parable explains, we
have talents differing one from an-
other, and our opportunities in life are
presenting the divine message of mercy
and truth in a private manner, and
may be very effective in their minis-
tries, in their service; others may have
the talents and oppertunities for more
public serviee. The sisters, for in-
stance, are not scripturally authorized
to engage in the more public fiinctions
of preaching, but they, nevertheless,
have glorious opportunities in the more
private way of showing forth the
praises of Him who has called us from
darkness into His marvelous light, and
who has anointed us to preach, to de-
clare, to-make known, the good wa-
ings. 3

i “LIVING EPISTLES KNOWN AND
READ OF ALL.”

As an illustration of forceful preach-
ing of a female  member of the anoint-
ed body, I want to tell you of a little
incident which occurred on my last vis-
it to the friends in New York City. Fol-
lowing the afternoon service an appar-
ently very intelligent and accomplished
lady sought.a private interview for a
few moments, in which she requested
my prAyers that she might be enabled
to see and fully grasp the divine plan
of the ages,’and to come to the point of
8 full consecration of her heart that
she might enjoy the anointing of the
holy spirit. 2

She explained that for years she had
been an agnostic, a total unbeliever in
Christianity and the Bible, and -that
her friends and acquaintances were
honorable people of the same class. I
inquired how she had become interest-
ed 80 as to attend the meetings She
reqlied that she had a sister-in-law who
had received the glorious message of
the divine plan as set forth in Millen-
nial Dawn, and that the truth had made
such a wonderful change in her sister’s
character, disposition, etc., every way,

\

that she was convinced that there was
a power of God in connection with His
word that she had never dreamed of, a
power which by its fruit attested that
it was of God. She said, “I have nev-
er known an instance of such a won-
derful transformation of character as
that which occurréd in my sister-in-
law, and I came to the meeting today
that I might begin to learn the ways of
the Lord. safter this sort and for this
reason I am asking your prayers to
this end.”

Who could deny that the sister who
had received that anointing and whose
life had given that testimony had been
preaching the good tidings in & most
effective manner? “Who could say that
because as a sister she was not ordain-
ed to a public ministry that she was
therefore debarred from the blessed
privilege of showing forth the Ppraises
of Him who hath called us from dark-
ness to light? The apostle tells us that
this is true of all of us; that the world
which will not read books and tracts
and which cares not to attend preach-
ing, will read our living epistles, our
daily lives, and in harmony. with the
apostle, we exhort that all shall thus
preach day by day the glorious mess-
age of our great salvation, which is of
God in Christ Jesus.

WHAT WE ARE TO PREACH.

It should be noticed that we are to
preach the good tidings, not bad tid-
ings of great misery. We remember
the theme of the angels’ song at the
announcement of our Lord's birth,
‘“We bring you good tidings of great
joy which shall be unto all people.” So
here the anointing which we receive of
the Lord is that which leads us to de-
clare the good tidings of His great sal-
vation in all its lengths and breadths
and heights and depths. Alas, that for
centuries the good tidings of great joy
has beén overwhelmed by the Iloud
voices of Churchianity, which, during
the Dark Ages, has misrepresented
our heavenly Father's plam, misinter-
preted and twisted His Word, giving
the impression that He is the great
adversary of our race, Who even be-
fore we were created prepared for the
great majority of us a place for our
torment, making all the preparations

for fuel, and fire-proof demons for our '

injury. Alas, that some of us who are
His children, and who had received of
the anointing of His spirit, should for
a moment have imagined that such a
message was the one referred to as the
good tidings for the meek, the good
tidings of great joy. How glad we are
that in the dawning of the Millennial
morning the shadows are beginning to
flee away, and the glorious light of the
goodnéss of God is beginning to be
seen shining in the face of Jesus
Christ our Lord.

TO WHOM SHALL WE PREACH?

Amongst the grievous mistakes of
the Dark Ages and the legitimate out-
growth of its misconceptions of God’s
plan has been the thought that the
Gospel is to be preached to the wick-
ed, to railers, to blasphemers, to the
hard hearted, etc. Nothing is further
from the teaching of God’s Word nor
from the example of our Lord Jesus
and His apostles. Our text states the
matter properly, saying, that our or-
dination, our anoining, was to preach
the good tidings to the meek—to those
who manifest a humble attitude of
mind, a teachable spirit;—to those who
desire to know the truth, who manifest
a hungering and thirsting after right-
eousness;—to those who realize to some
extent their own blindness and who
desire to see the light. Our commission
Is to preach the good tidings to these.

Notice how our Lord and the apostles
followed this coeurse. Our Lord in send-
ing forth His apostles in the end of the
Jewish age limited their endeavors to
the Jewish nation, which for centuries
had been under divine instruction
through the Law and the Prophets,
His words are, “Go not into the way
of the Gentiles (heathen) and into the
cities of the Samaritaps (a semi-rélig-
ious people) enter ye not; for I am
not sent save to the lost sheep of the
house of Israel.” True, subsequently,
after His death and resurrection, the
apostles and all of the Lord’s people
were fully commissioned to carry the
message of salvation also to the Gen-
tiles, to the heathen—to preach the
Gospel to every creature without re-
striction as to their relationship to the
favored nation of Israel—to every per-
son whom they might meet in whom
they should find the ear to hear, the
8pirit of meekness and desire to know
the way of God and His salvation.
This is the same commission to us
still, and our course should be the
same.

‘We should understand that the mes-
sage of God’s favor is to whoever has
a desire to know it, and that such are
only the meek, and this would mean
that where we find special evidences of
a lack of meekness that we should de-
sist from efforts in those .directions
and should confine our labors to the
most promising fields; Such was the
course of the apostles. Wherever they
went they first sought out the most
religious  people .to preach to them. Of
course if the time should ever come
when all those who are meek and show
& desire to know the way of the Lord
should have been fully instructed, and
there should be no more opportunity
to preach to them, we might go to the
froward, the proud, the boastful, the
disdainful, the self-righteous, the wick-
ed, the hard hearted, but we have no
reason to expect that our labors would
have success with that class if we
preach the true message. They require
another kind of treatment, a kind of
treatment which the Lord proposes to
give them in the Millennial age which
shall follow this present age and of
which we shall have more to say
again,

“The meek will He guide in judg-
ment, the meek He will teach His
Ways.,” (Psa. 25:9.) The Lord in this
present age is choosing out of the
world a little flock, a, peculiar people,
He wishes to instruct them and devel-
op them and fit them to be the Royal
Priestheod of the coming, His associ-
ates as members of His body in the
great Kingdom work then to be in-
augurated for the blessing of the world
in general, including the unmeek—to
then bring to the knowledge of every
creature, under the most favorable
conditions and terms, the mercy of
God, to the intent that they may then
hear and be blessed. Even the meek
will have plenty to do to learn the
necessary lessons of faith and obedi-
ence in the school of Christ, walking in
the narrow way.

Since the scriptures then are so ex-
plicit as to the class whom the anoint-
ed should seek to reach with the Lord’s
message, how comes it that Christian-
ity in general has made so great a mis-
take as to consider that its special mis-

sion-was to the opposite class, and that
the meek need no instruction, need no
guidance, need no conversion, etc. We
answer that an erroneous docirine of
everlasting torment is responsible for
the mistaken view, under thentea.ching
that all the world was condemned
through Adam to eternal torment, and
that only those who " are accepted of
Christ would be saved from that awful
fate. The tendency was to count the
naturally meek and gentle as already
saved and to give them little attention,
expending effort mainly upon the wick-
ed, the vile, the perverse. A discern-
ment of the divine plan of the ages
helps to set this matter straight again
and to show us why, as above, the
church is now being selected from
amongst the meek only, from amongst
the teachable, and that the work of the
Lord for the great mass of the world,
the unmeek, the unfit, even for the
training of the gospel age, is left for
the next age, for the millennial age.

In some respects it is a mercy and &
blessing that the world is in a large
measure blind and deaf, and therefore
iIn the same proportion, irresponsible
as respects the message now being de-
livered to the meek, who may have ears
to hear and eyes to see, It is with
these as it was with the Scribes and
Pharisees and doctorg of divinity who
conspired against our Lord and put him
to death. Their guilt would have been
terrible had they really known what
they were doing, but committed in
ignorance their grat sin will be for-
given, as our Lord declared; “All man-
ner of sin and blasphemy shall be for-
given unto men * * and whosoeves
speaketh a word against the Som of
Man, it shall be forgiven him.” As the
Apostle Peter intimates, speaking on
this very subject, “I wot that in ignor-
ance ye did it, as did also your rulers.”
As the Lord. through the prophet inti-
mated, “I will pour upon Him, whom
they have pierced and shall mourn,”—
in that day—in the millennial day,
when the new order of things will be
introduced and when the knowledge of
the Lord shall fill the whole earth,
scattering all its darkness ' and blind-
ness.

Mrs. Harvey had been blind from
childhood but she knew ithe house by
heart and had been accustomed to do-
ing the cooking. Her daughter placed
things where she could find them and
was at hand every morning and nigﬁt
to attend to any details that had es-
caped the mother.

The blind woman had placed the ket-
tle on the gas stove last might when
the sleeve of her dress coming in con-
tact with the burning gas, became ig-
nited. She cried out in pain as the fire
spread over her clothing and fought
the flames desperately.

Through it all Mrs. Vierer in her
chair sewed and rocked and hummed a
tune faintly. The cries of her daughter
were without avail.

DEATH OF DR. FRANK
BULLER OF MONTREAL.

Canada’s Leading Oculist Passed
Away Last Night—A Distingtished
Career.

.MONTREAL, Oct. 11.-Dr. Frank
Buller, the leading oculist of Canada
and professor of opthalmology and

otology at McGill University Medical
School, died tonight,

Frank Buller, M. D., was the fourth
son of Charles G. Buller of “Hillside,”
Campbellford, Ont. He was educated
at the Peterboro High School and
graduated in medicine at Victoria Col-
lege, Coburg, in 1869. He carried on
further studies in England and Ger-
many, devoting himself specially to the
eye, ear and throat. While at the Uni-
versity of Berlin he enjoyed the ad-
vantage of personal instruction from
Helmholtze and Von Grape. He also
served as assistant surgeon in the mili-
tary hospitals of north Germany dur-
ing portions of the Franco-Pussian
war, and before returning to England,
1872, had been on the staff' of the
Grafe-Ewers Ophthalogical Hospital of
Berlin. In England he became a mem-
ber of the Royal College of Surgeons,
and senior house surgeon in the Royal
London Ophthalogical Hospital. He
commenced practice in Montreal in
1876, and had an extensive practice.
He held the posts of ophthalmic and
aural surgeon to the Montreal General
Hospital for 17 years and resigned to
take the same position in the Royal
Victoria Hospital.

Dr. Buller was a member of the
Church of England and never took any
part in politics. He married Miss
Lillie Langlois of Quebec, who died
November 20, 1895. Dr. Buller was the
foremost specialist in his line in Am-
erica.

SUDDEN DEATH OF
PILOT JAMES REED.

Pilot James Reed died suddenly at
his home, St. James street, early yes-
terday morning. He was out and
around the day before, but has not
been feeling, well for about a year. He
suffered from Stomach trouble, which,
it is believed, brought on heart failure.
He was very popular among his com-
rades and alt seafaring men, and his
sudden death has cast a gloom over
them. Mr. Reed was made a pilot
out of this port in the year 1872, and
has performed his duty ever since very
successfully, _He was sixty years of
age,and leaves a wife and four daugh-
ters.

% The W. L M, S. of the Presbyterian
church continued their meetings yestep
dg,y afternoon and evening. In the afh
teynoon Mrs,. Baxter, the president,
redd her address, which was full of ens
couragement. Greetings from the othe
‘er churches were then conveyed to the
delegates. Miss Mair, the newly-aps
pointed misisonary to Xorea, spoke
briefly, thanking the ladies for the hone
or bestowed upon her in her appoint-
ment. The recording secretary then
presented her report.

The report of the home work of ths
W. F. M. 8. (B. 8.) for the year 1905 is
very satisfactory, a season of good
faithful work being reported. Tha
number of auxiliaries on the roll is 308
and the membership as reported stands
at 7,625, but if the auxiliaries had all
reported the number would probably
be over 8,000. The gain in new auxili-
aries has been small, but there are not
many congregations now in our eastern
section without an auxiliary, so that
we cannot expect to have many new
societies each year. The gain in new
members is very pleasing, there being
602, and there are 46 new life members,
‘We have also 787 scattered helpers and
have sent out 119 boxes of mission
goods to the different stations in the
mission fields. The circulation of The
Message, the organ of the society, has
increased largely and given good satis-
faotion. One very pleasing feature of
the year's work was a partial visita-
tion of the different presbyterials by
Miss McCully, Korean missionary home
on furlough. Her addresses were most
tnteresting and have servéd to arouse
interest in the field where she works
among her members. She returns ta
Korea in November accompanied by
Miss Catherine Mair of Campbellton,
who goes out a® a worker there, being
sent by St. James’ church, New Glas-
gow.

IN SAME HOUSE.

Most Astounding Marital Relations Charged
fo a New York Man, Whois
Under  Arrest

NEW YORK, Oct. 11.—Accused of
having had three young wives living
simultaneously in the same flat build-
ing on 18th street, each of whom be~
lieved that she was the only wife, Rob=
ert Renicker was arrested Tuesday
n‘ght and arraigned in court Wednes-
day on a complaint made by two of
them.

They said they had
both supplied the money which recently,
sent her back to Fall River,

The woman who says she is the first
wife, Norma. Benicker, told the police
that after her husband left her and
went to housekeeping with a second
wife in 18th street she herself moved to
the same house without knowing that
Benicker was maintaining another wife
there.

Emily, who claims to be the other
wife, corroborated this story and said
furthermore that she and Norma had
been acquainted with each other be-
fore their marriage.

‘When they met again in the 18th
street house they discovered that Ben-
icker was husband to both of them.
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
