Now what regulates condact between
members of » family? An sct of
pariiament ! A carefully formulsted
system of rules” No, but an unwritten,
yet deeply embedded Iaw in the moral
nature, which expresses its msjratic
power in & thousand different ways. ¥

There are lsws written by the Al
mighty ficger on tables of stone for toe
government of men in masses or ns-
tions, Bul the law that goveros the
home is written “on the tables of the
hesrt.” Both have the ssme crigin, but
while’the written is & cold legal law for
the kead, the unxritien is & warm moral
law for the heart. Even the dark st
savages feel the superb force of this
unwritten law, governing them in their
conduct tow ards their own kith and kin.
A cannibal will protect bis own brother,
while a stravger be will kill and est;
not becanse his brother is & betterman,
a8 & man, but because the relationship
is diflerent.

A number of persons rogeénerated by
the Holy Bpirii, are ali changed into «
relation to each other that is simply
unique. They, finding themselvés one
in spicit, agree to unite in the worship
of God, and in the extension of & cer-
tain fundamental principle. Fir yre-
sent convenience say, “The principle
of obedience to Christ in all things and
in adl places.” They draw up a briel
form of some dozen tiuths, honestly
representing New Testament teachiog,
and then covenant to be each other’s
keeper.  They elect psstor ard dsacons;
and are called a church. Those be-
lievers hold thessme relation to esch
other that exists between children of a-
buman family. It will help us just
here if we read the covenant of a Bap
tist church, and let us obscrve how its
framers embodied the great unwritten
law that prevails in family life.

HUWCH 0OV ENANT.

“Huaving been led, s« we believe, by
the Spirit of God, to receivé the Lord
Jesus Christ as our Saviour, and on the

S)me Christians wilfdebnbe the
qu stion whether or not are card play-
ing theatre patronage, liquor drinking
and dancing do involve & breach of
th iz covenant relationships with their
brethren. Yet the concensus of opin-
ion held by the very best Christian
men and women, in all denominations,
is that these {)ur customs of modern
society are decided forms of ungodly
pleasure, in which no Christian can in-
dulge without violating his covenant rela-
tions with his brethren and sisters.

Now it would be easy enough to pass
church laws probibiting its members
from participating in any of these con-
demnped forms of pleasure. But at the
very next church business meeting,
some one thus affected might propose.
a law probibiting its members from
incurring debts.  And: he counld
adioce Seripture for its basis—
“Owe no man soything.” At the
next meeting another member wishing
to bit some one yretty hard, might pro-
pose & law to prohibit its members from
smoking, giving as his reason, that no
man can fill his system with narcotic
oil and ohey the injunotion of th:
Apostle, “Keep thysell pure,” At the
next meeting & sister ht. propose
that no member be allowed to indulge
in slanderous gossip, as the Apostle
most empistically denounced *evil
speaking.”

FOURTH QUARTER.

Lesson V. !uvs4 Mark 2: 23-28;

JESUS LORD OF THE SABBATH.

GOLDEN TEXT.
“The Son of man is Laed alao of the
Fabbath, - Mark 2: 23-28; 8. 1-5,
EXPLANATORY.
I. A QuesTioN or BassATH KEErixe.
—Va. 23,24
Tas £cExg. 23, “ He went through
the corn fields.” Through the grain-
fields of wheat and barley. The Eng-
lish call all grain ocrn. Oar corn, In-
dian corn, was probably unkoown in
Palestine, “On the Babbath day.”
They were doubtlets or their way to
or from the morning service in the
synagogae, “ for his disciples were &
hungered” (Matt.) The rabbinioal law
allowed no eating on the Sabbath, ex-

oal recreation and pleasure. The Sab-
bath was not made for man's “ body "
only, but for ** man,” his whole nature.
And it was made for man as man, i. e.,
“all men"”; and we must so “keep the
Sabbath as not to take away the Sab-
bath from others. Chriat’s principle
carried out will bring a perfect keeping
of the 8abbath. * Net man for the Sab-
bath,” Manis not to be injured, and
his true interests destroyed fur thesake
of any law or any day. Modern illus-
teations of this are not wanting.
Money was made for man, not man
for money. Wendell Phillips speaks
of & man who had kept his umbrella
twenty years,and it had never once
been wet. Many & family has furni-
ture and even whole rooma too fine for
their families to use. Even churches
have been furnished so expensively,
and their parlors so daintily, that the
leaders have wanted to shut out the
children and the street boys, for the
saviog of whom the church was built,
or ought to have been. 2

cept in case of sickness, prior to the
morning prayers of the synagogue.
A similar canon in the ritualistic
churches of to-dsy farbids breaking the
fast before yartaking of the communion.
‘Began, as they went, to pluck the ears
of corn.” Lnuke adds, “ rabbing them
in their hands,” in order to separate the
kervel from the cbafl. There was no
road with fences, but a mere path
through the fields of standing grain, so
that they did not have to go out of their
WAaY.

We see Jesus “ walking along by the
margins of extensivestreiches of stand-
ing grain.” Thesestretches, spreading
far and wide over the plain of Genesa-
reth, ccme down, on.either side, close
to the path on which our Lord was
walking, His disciples sre with him,
and a group of others, inclusive of &

and of disputalions and censorious
Pharisees. Théy are on their way to or
from some ad joining synagogue. . Con-
versation and livaly disputation go on
all along the way. At s certain point
the Lord’s discijles “began t) ad-
vance. They ‘began to go abead of
our L~rd,” plucking the corn as they
went.”

Note. Tae narrative carefully svoids
saying that Jceus plucked the grain and
ste. He simply defended the right of
his disciples to do so. Jesus had a per-
fect right not to pluck the grainm, if
tbereby he could reniove any obatacles
in the way of tbe successof his work.
He gave the Pharisees no ground ior a
personal accusation agasnst bimself.
Teachers thus may often refrain from
vsing their rights with the same ob-

ject.
Farse Critics. 24 ““And the Phsri-
sces said.” These Pharisecs were ac-

companying Jesus, not to learn the
truth, good or bad, but for the ove jur
pese of finding some fault with. bim.
They hated him _because they were
wrong and his teaching reproved them;
he swept away many of their false
rules and customs, and they must either
change their lives, or prove the teacher
to be in some wrong. Therefore they
found every fault spossible; they per-
verted his acts and his words; they
messured them by & false standard;
they were pitilcasly unfair. There can
scarcely be any habit more injariocs to
the character than that of looking for
faults in others, putting the worst pos-
sible ocovstroction on what they say
and do, aud shutting the eyes to the
good in them. * Why do they on the
Sabbath day that which is not lawful?”
There was no harm whatever in pluck-
ing the ears: that was not ooly sanc-
tioned by custom, but cven distinctly
permitted by the Mosaic law. But the
heinous fact was that this should be
done “‘on & *abbath "' The law and
practice of lalestine continue to be
this day what they were so many thoua-
and years ago. (Dent. 23 : 25 ) The law
sllowed them to pluck the grain to ap-
pease hunger, but not to apply the
sickle to another man’s standing grain.

The unlawfulness, in the opinion of
the Pharisees, was that what they did
broke the law of the Sabbath. It wes
doing work, nam harvesting, on the
Sabbath. The ciplcs really trave-
greesed, not the divine law of the Sab-
bath, but t! e Fh wrisaical intexpretsation
of that law.

II, CHRIET ANSWERS THE QUESTION
FrROM OLD TesrameNt HisTORY.—Va.
25-28, Chr'st based his answer on a
great principle illustrated inthe action
of leading Jews whom they all vener-
ated and thought they followed. “Have
ye never read (in 1Sim.

It means a deal of money spent in
rallway fares and hotel expenses. The
ecomonio redults are considerable. If
the money thus used were devoted to
direct work large sumas would be agded
to the funds for religiour purposes.
Why fs it that so much is spent in
this way? -In answer it must be said
that some go to these meetingd  partly
from  curiosity and the love of travel
sud wighteeeing. No doubt msny
went to Toronto st the recent conven:
vention to see the city and:to visit
Niagars. But the number of such is
probably small in proportion o' the
whole sttendance.  There must be
deeper, more coptrdlling reasons for so
many large gatherings. We think it
means that more people are every year
more deeply interedted in raligious
matters and they therefore travel a
long way to listen to famous men
speaking on the great’ subjects. The
facilities for travel ensble more to go;
but the interest of the poople must-be
growing or there would not be so much
talk about Christianity. Viewed in
this light we can all rejoice in the evi-
dence of ad vancement.

In the second place the demand for
the parliament gives promise.of more
men and more money for religious work
in the fature. Each of these conven-
tions stir some sluggish Ohristians to
active service, and sets free some mean
Christians’ money for the Lord's cause.
The cost of the parlisments is a profit-
able investment when it creates ofinion

in favor of Christian life and. work;.

For in modera soziety opinion’ is all
powerful - It overturns governments,
it upsets hoary institutions, it guides
commerce, it makes war and peace. So
il sentiment, founded on resson, is
generated by these conventions, as we
believe it 'is, the outcome will be such
as to justify the expense.

The movement -promises a fuller
knowledge of the gcspel’s power. Chris-
tianity is seen to have. rélation to all
phases of life, and to be almost iden-
tical with the welfare of the race.
Thus there grows upon the Christian a
higher sense of his Lord’s power and a
deeper attachment to Him.

Aluminum Alloy.

At the last mnnlhly meeting of en-
gineers in New York some spécimens
of & new alloy of aluminum snd nickel
were exhibited which were femarkable.

In one of
these a hole about { inoh in diameter
had been drifted out to about two incher
in diameter cold, and the other, which
was & strip about three ioches wide,
twenty-four inches long and had been
bent at the middle, the deflovtion
mounting to about two inches.

MORTGAGING GRAIN,

At Babastopol, alter the last harvest,
when prices were falling very heavily,
the Russian Government oflered to the
producer to mortgage his grain at a
certain rate, so as to prevent him from
having to sell at any price. An official
waa told to visit certain distriots and
villages. Oa arriving he ascertained
the sctual quantity of grain which it
was proposed to mortgage. He then
drew up & document, in which the
amount belonging to each individual
was enumerated, and in which it was
-stated that the grain wss hauded over
to the owners collectively. This docu-
ment was signed by all parties.
