Lisbon, April 28.—A series of violent
earth shocks occurred here tonight
and seismic disturbances, according to
reports from various places, were felt
throughout the whole of Portugal.

Fredericton, N. B, April 23—In the
Legislature today bills respecting the
performance of hard labor in county
jalls, for better protection of sheep
from dogs, and to assist in prevention
and cure of tuberculosis, received

Mr. Maxwell introduced a bill to
amend the act in addition to the Pol-
ice Act of the City of St. John.

Rates and Taxes.

Mr. Woods moved for and obtain-
ed leave to introduce a bill respect-
ing rates and taxes. He introduced the
bill and explained that it was promot-
ed by the Municipality of Queens and
its object was to simplify and make
easier the collection of delinquent tax-
es. Its provision would apply to the
whole of the province. On the ground
of urgency the bill was read a second
time.

Log Driving Bill

The House went into committee,
Mr. MacLachlan in the chair, and
congidered the bill to amend the act
relating. to the St. John Log Driving
Company. Mr.Pinder moved an amend-
ment intended to protect interests of
small operators, whose unmarked logs
went into the booms of the company.
He stated that the amendment was
approved of by the operators and by
the company.

Mr. Currie objected to the amend-
ment on general principles.

Mr. Tweeddale said the interests of
large operators would be prejudiced
by the amendment. It was the busi-
ness of small operators to have their
logs marked, and if they did not, and
logs went astray they had only them-
selves to blame if they lost any.

Mr. Woods stated that logs were
bought by mill owners and others
from farmers and other people who
had a few logs to sell all along the
river and it was not practical to have
them marked.

Hon. Mr. Flemming sald the amend-
ment was intended only to give a fair
measure of justice to the smaller op-
erators. In spite of all precautions
they lost a considerable quantity of
logs each year. It was not possible to
have these logs marked and the only
object of the amendment was that log
driving companies, when a no-marked
log ‘was sold, should pay back to the
owner the value for such logs as he
was able to prove the ownership of.
All the parties interested concurred
in the amendment.

On the Miramichl.

Mr. Burchill told of the methods of
driving logs on the Miramichi, and
said that while it was desirable that
all logs should be marked, he recog-
nized the impossibility that everyone
should have the marks of the own-
er. Every operator lost a number of
logs each year through that cause.
If all the parties interested were unit-
ed upon the bill he did not see that
‘the committee should object to it.

The amendment was carried and
the bill reported.

8t. John Bridge.

Bill to authorize the City of St.
John to build a bridge across the
harbor was agreed to and reported.

Want of Confidence.

Mr. Copp gave notice of a motion
reciting that government had failed
to keep. its pre-election pledges.

Several Matters.

Mr. Upham sald that he was not
fully nor accurately reported in the
corporations committee respecting
the St. John Valley Railway Bill.

Covered Bridge.

Mr, Burchill inquired what provision
was made under the bill to have the
snow put on covered bridges in the
winter, §

Hon. Mr. Morrissy said that it would
hardly be fair to ask the people to
keep up bridges out of the road taxes.
Caretakers of the bridges would look
out for them in winter and when there
were no caretakers he presumed the
matter would be under the control of
the Highway Boards.

Mr. Sormany asked if those in ar-
rears for the last year's road taxes
would be allowed to do statute labor
this ‘season in payment of the same.

Mr. Munro replied that he had a
section to meet such cases and to al-
low delinquent taxes to be worked
out on the roads.

Mr. Byrne sald that already most
of the assessors had met and made
up the asséssment for the present
year. Thig would amount to an aver-
age of $5,000 to $6,000 for each coun-
ty and at § per cent. commission for
assessors, will' have cost each coun.
ty already this year $480. In addition
to that there was an increase in the
poll tax from $1 to $1.50 and in addil-
tion to that a raise in the property
tax from 12 cents on the $100 to 20
cents.

Garrud, one of the members of the
league, is to show uow easy it would
be to overthrow by such methods any
man who attempted to lay rough hands
on the women.

“We shall have a mock suffragette
meeting,” she says, “and it will be in:
vaded by a numper of supposed rough
men, who will attack us. Tnen the
fun will begin.

“I shall try my jiu jitsu on them,
throw them, and the girls will hold
them down. It will show how it is
possible for women effectively to de-
fend ‘t‘!'nselves against even the
stron and biggest of men.

“I have at present about 256 mem-
hers of the league who are learning
Jiu jitsu, and they are making excel-
lent progress.”

Why She Became A Suffragette.

Lady Constance Lytton, who was re-
cently released from Holioway jail
after serving a term of imprisonment
for taking part in a suffragette raid on
the House of Commons explained in
the course of an address delivered last
week to the members of the Women'’s
Bocial and Political Union how' she
became a suffragette.

Lady Constance confessed that until
she became a suffragette she had mis-
sed her opportunities in life, and al-
though she had tried she had never
succeeded in anything.

l'ollown;# the Hansard report of
the last of Hon. Geo. gi. Fos-
ter’s speech on the budget:

Then, Sir, every individual tax pay-
er in this country has other business
to do, other taxes to pay, and other
burdens to shoulder. In the first
place he has to keep himself and his
family, to run his business, to borrow
what is necessary for it, to pay inter-
est and pay the principal as well. That
is his second purden. Then he has to
pay the Provincial current taxes. That
is his third burden. Then he has to
pay a tax to every corpora.lon which
makes the means of living and the
facilities of life better for him, he gets
a higher scale of living but he pays
for it in one way or another. In ad-
dition to that he has to pay the loan
burden of municipalities and provine-
ial governments, and to a certain ex-
tent, of corporations. Then the Min-
ister of Finance saying: Canada s
good for it; comes upon the poor tax
payer who has all these burdens and
loads him up from $56.46 per head to
$11 per head in his short regime. Let
us get rid of the idea that the country
is good for it, an indefinite something
which owns nothing, which pays noth-
ing, but let us remember that every bit
of this burden falls ultimately upon
the individual taxpayer and the in-
dividual tax payer in this country to-
day is drained and diained heavily, in
many cases he is drained to the point
of weakness. One thing has helped
us and saved us to a large extent and
will help and save us in the future,
the development and product of our
arable lands. The Finance Minister
spoke this afternoon of 70,000 immi-
grants from the United States going
up into our new lands. These men,
with those who come from other coun-
tries, are the people who with dollar
wheat—to my mind never to return
to the old rate—raising their product-
ive harvest in the great west and
putting it into and -vivifying every
artery of industry and of commerce in
this country are its greatest hope—
and these men are coming to €anada
owing to the policy pursued by the
Liberal-Conservative Government long
before this Government came into pow-
er, blazing the path, epening the coun-
try, and affording means of transporta-
tion for our Northwest, thai great last
west of free or fairly cheap lands, that
is the salvation of our country.

A Heavy Tax.

As I said the taxation of this coun-
try taking it all through, is for a new
and a poor country tremendously
heavy and this government ought not
to press beyond a reasonable point
and add to that already heavy burden
We seldom think of the amount of
borrowing that is going on in Canada,
of the enormous amount of money that
is coming into the country. Some-
times we look at that side of the
movement only and torget that every
dollar that comes into this country,
with its yearly accretion has ultimate-
ly to go out of this country. The mo-
ment that a million pounds finds its
way into Canada and is invested in
any way, that moment begins the re-
turn stream, of interest first and fin-
ally of principal. I have urged on the
Prime Minister such a re-organiza-
tion of our statistical system as would
enable us to obtain from the official
publications, statistical information of
a practical kind which would be of
value to us in our discussions of sub-
jects of this kind, yet to obtain the
figures which I am about to give to the
House I BRave had to avail myself of
a very excellent little production pub-
lished by Mr. E. R, Wood of the Dom-
inion Securities Company in Toronto.
I find from this that in the years, in
Canada, 1905-6-7 and 8 the total of
bonds issued by governments, munici-
palities and corporations was as fol-
lows:—

There were bonds issued for use in
Canada. Of these bonds $196,400,000
were issued in 1908. This is a vast
sum but it is but a small portion of
the money which has been brought
into this country. Of Dominion gov-
ernment bonds, provincial government
bonds and railway bonds, there were
running on December 31, 1908, about
$802,000,000. All this goes to show the
imemnse amount of money that is
coming into this country, and it teach-
es us as well that beginning immedi-
ately and continuing, there is to be an
immense amount of mony that goes
out of this country. The issues of Do-
minion Government bonds unfortun-
ately are not for what we might call
productive investments. They go to
build public buildings, wharfs, New-
market canals, St. Joseph Wharfs,
they go to build Quebec bridges which
fall down into the water. But allow-
ing that while these expenditures are
not productive they are of use in the
development of the country. The main
point which I wish to drive home is
that we must not justify taxation on
the ground that the counmtry is good
for it, we must remember that it is
the country’s burden. Our country
has within it such resources and such
powers that livelihood for the public
who inhabit it is made easy, and pov-
erty cannot be imminent or wide-
spread. But at the same time we
must not overburden the individual.

My right hon. friend is proud
of nis Minister of Finance;
he said so in .Halifax. He |is

also proud of his Minister of Public
Works; he told us the other night
he is now ‘P.P.’ prouder of Pugsley
than ever. I suppose that now after
my exposition he will be still pronder
of his Finance Minister. Far be it
from me to pluck a single feather
from the cap of the Minister of Fi-
nance, but at the same time there are
considerations that we mignt indulge
in in a quiet way in order to prevent
the Minister of Finance from becom-
ing too much elated by the pride that
'his Prime Minister has in his perform-
ances. Suppose that good naturedly
I should go over a number of these
as the ending of my address.
Champion Swallower.

In the first place the Prime Minis-
ter should be proud of the Minister
of Finance because in all the history
of Canada there has been no Finance

Mackenzie kept him so. Even staring
defeat in the face they would not
change their coiors; they were con-
sistent. Sir Leonard Tilley and Sir
John Macdonald succeeded. They ad-
vocated a new policy when they were
in oposition; they were told—my right
hon. friend told them— it was only
a plea for getting in and that they
would not put in force when they did
get in. But they went in and Sir
Leonard put his principles of the Na-
tional Policy into force and the Lib-
eral-Conservative Finance Ministers
kept them in force from that day to
the day they went out. Then my hon.
friend (Mr. Fielding) came in.

Champion Taxer.

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Mr. Fielding’s suggestive remark to the effect that
he iron and steel bounties would terminite in two
fyears has not been taken to heart so much as if he had
fever made it before. Mr. Fielding went into office
fpondemning these bounties and pledged to remove them
the first chance.

There was nothing to prevent it. The bounties
were already decreasing under the sliding scale and
yould disappear altogether if left alone. But Mr

elding did not permit them to glide off the slide and
ended. In 1907 when they were down to about one
fguarter of the original rate, and would soon have been
ipast as rubbish to the void, the Minister of Finance
dnterfered with the law of gravity and not only stopped
the descent, but carried the system back toward the
top of the slide, He increased the bounties then
payable. He gave all of them four more yvears of lfe,
band some of them six. Before that Mr. Fielding
thad invented many additional bounties and had added
i new and extra payments to the old ones.

That is how the bounty system is now in operation.
Mr. Fielding suggests that there will be an end of it
in two more years. That hint is of the same tenor
a8 the one he gave in 1897, when he re-formed the
tariff. The Minister of Finance then toid the manu-
facturers that “eternal vigilance was the price of pro-
 tection.” This subtle proposition has doubtless stimu-
flated the vigilance of certain factory owners at election
Ptimes. Mr. Fielding’s remark about bounties. is a similar
word of command to bring the smelting interests {o
attention,

But we do not mind saying that iron and steel boun-
fies will not come to an end in 1911, Mr. Fielding will
F Mot have forgotten the road to the top of the toboggan
" glide so sOon as that.

But here is a remarkable feature. The amounts
paid in bounties are not chargea as part of the current
expendjture of the country. Mr. Fielding charges.them
f0 cagfital as if the money went to buy some property for
bthé Goverament. In this he cannot claim a precedent,
for the late Government charged the account to ordinary
outlay. He offers no excuse at all except that the pay-
ment is “special,” which does not seem to help us out
much. Now it is further remarkable that in 1907 Mr.
 Flelding justified the bounties by declaring that they
£ had built up industries and that these had built up towns,
1 and that these communities- largely increased the cus-
toms revenue of the country. In his budget speech the
Finance Minister said that the increased customs rev-
eénue due to the industries so encouraged would pay all
the steel and iron bounties, then amounting to $8,000,000.

Many prominent citizens of Ada
participated in the lynching bee, and
not one of the number wore a mask.

Tore Down Jall Wall.

The mob gathered at the Commer-
cial Club at *8 o'clock this morning,
and marched to the jail where it pro-
ceeded to tear down a high wall
which surrounded the institution.
After getting inside the enclosure,
the leader pounded on the main door.

“Sherift,” he shouted,“we mean bus-
iness.”
“Better go home, boys,” came the
reply from the officer on the inside.
“I will never open this door. Duty
{8 duty. I am here to observe the law
and to protect these men.”

The foremost members of the gath-
ering lost no time in breaking the
door down, and, once inside the two
jnilers were knocked over by blows
from revolvers.

Miller, Burrell, West and Allen
were dragged from their cells. West
was the oply one who resisted much,
and he fought desperately., The four
men were made to walk to a neighbor-
ing barn where they were strung up
one after the other.

The bodies were left swinging from
the rafters of the stable, and the mob
then quietly dispersed. It was after 7
o'clock this morning that the remains
were cut down, and but little excite-
ment prevailed following the lynch-
ing.

West and Allen were well-to-do cat-
tle owners, and Miller leaves a wife
in Fort Worth. He is sald to have
killed six men in his time and was
a “chum” of the lite Pat Garret, the
famous man-hunter, who was killed at
Las Cruces.

The death of Bobbitt roused the
feelings of the people in this district
on account of the fact that he was
shot from ambush while on his way
home, Following the finding of his
body, it was discovered that his as-
sagsins had ridden a ‘horse and that
the animal's shoes had been removed.
Two weeks later the four men
lynched today were placed under ar-
rest and brought here for trial. The
authorities alleged that Miller did the
actual killing and that he was hired
to do the job by Allen and West, Bur-
rell paying Miller the money after it
had been acomplished.

Fredericton, April 23.—~In the House
last evening the bill to amend the
Highway Act was considered in com-
mittee, Mr, Slipp in the chair.
Mr. Lowell objected to the principle
that the Government had the appoint-
ing of the Highway Board and he did
not think it right that one of the men
elected by the people as a Councillor
in parishes where there were three
Councillors should not be allowed to
serve on the board. In very few par
ishes of the province were there three
Councillors and it was pretty hard
legislation to say that one of them
was not capable of expending the mo-
ney for the highways. Why now allow
all three to serve on the Highway
Board or it one must retire allow the
majority to say who, and not have the
Government make the choice. 8t. John
county had a good road act and he
thought it should be retained.
Mr. Pinder thought that under the
act now before the committee the con-
trol of the highways was left with
the people.

Hon. Mr. Maxwell,
Hon. Mr. Maxwell was of the opin
fon that the member for St. John coun-
ty had not taken the whole section
into consideration and acquainted
himself with the act, otherwise he
would not have spoken as he did. He
thought no injustice was done because
one member could not serve on the
Highway Board where there were
three Councillors in the parish. In
every parish the Government itgelf
spent as much money or more than
was raised in - that parish and it
was unreasonable to say that the
Government should not have a re-
presentative on the Hizhway Board.
Two County Councillors elected
for a parish would be members
of the Highway Board and the
other member of the board to be
appointed by the Board must be a re-
sident of the parish.No person thought
of saying that it was unjust or un-
reasonable because one Councillor
was left off the board of revisors,
neither was it unfair that one should
be left off the Highway Board.. Mis~
representation of the Highway Act
had been the order of the day for the
past year all over the province just
a8 the County Councils were willing
to give the act a fair trial were mis-
represented. He belleved the provi-
sfon for the elction and constitution of
th Highway Board was as fair legis-
lation as could be devised.
Mr. Sormany did not see under the
new bill how the Highway Board was
responsible to the Government.

Hon. Mr. Hazen.
Hon. Mr. Hazen sald that the Coun-
ty Councillors themselves are the
Highway Boards, and it was impossi-
ble-to get closer to the people than
were the Councillors elected by each
parish. The County Council had full
power to fix the remuneration for
members of the Highway Board or
to pay them nothing for their services.
The Council also fixed the amount of
wages to be pald to men employed
on the roads. The Board wag respon-
sible to the Council for all expendi-
tures and had to give an account for
each dollar paid out which, he pre
sumed would be published along with
the other accounts and the ratepay-
ers would see just exactly what was
done with their money and if hey
were not satisfled, they could turn
out the Councillors and try new ones.
This system placed a very large con-
trol in the Councils and made them
directly responsible to the people for
the expenditure of the money and the
maintenance of the roads.
Mr. Byrne suggested that as the
County Councillors were elected for
two years, it would be impossible to
get clear of a member of the Highway |
Board who did not prove satisfactory
the first year. He suggested that it
might be better to allow the County
Councillors to appoint the Highway
Boards annually,

A Safeguard.
Hon. Mr. Hazen said that the Coun-
ty Councillors are elected and erch
one was anxious to so conduct him-
gelf as to stand in well with the peo-
ple and retain their confidence and
that of itself was a great safeguard
and guarantee of good service.
Mr. Sormany thought that members
of the Board who have handling of
the money should be required to give
bonds.
Hon. Mr. Hazen said that would be
provided for later on.
Mr. Tweeddale expressed the opin-
ion that the Government grant should
be given directly to the County Council
and they should appropriate it. Un-
der the bill the Government fixes the
amount to go to each parisn.
Hon. Mr. Hazen explained that the
amount for the several parishes was
apportioned from the best information
in possession of the Board of Works
as to the heads of respective districts,
That was the provision of the High-
way Act of 1904 and seemed to have
worked well 4&nd he had heard very
little complaint in that regard,

the Government, it was just possible
that one parisu would get a very large
and fair grant and another equally
deserving wouid be cut out entirely.

The needs of the roads
in a particular parish could not be
judged from the population and while
it was true that a newly settled dis-
trict sparsely populated might need
large Government grants for the roads
it was also true that the roads were
destroyed and worn out quickly in a
thickly populated district.

Mr. Burgess inquired how the money
would be divided among the counties,
Must Expend : Wisely.

Hon. Mr. Morrissy said the Govern-
ment recognized there was great dii-
ference of opinion as to the best way
to apportion the road grant. If the
members of the House would them-
selves apportion the grant it would be
perfectly satisfactory to him and re-
lleve him of a lot of responsibility,
but he did not think such a plan was
possible. Tne people elect a Govern-
ment to administer the affairs of the
province, and would hold the Govern-
ment responsible for honest expendi-
ture, If the provincial revenues were
simply handed over to the County
Councils, the Government would have
absolutely no check nor means of se-
curing honest expenditure. The best
the Board of Works could do in ap-
portioning the road moneys was .0 act
upon the information it had regarding
the needs of the various districts. A
new and thinly settled district might
require more on its roads than an old-
er settlement, much more wealthy and
with more people. These were mat-
ters that must necessarily be left very
largely with the Board of Works, but
at the same time the Highway Board
for each parish had the say as to
how and where the money should be
laid out and who would do the work.

Mr. Lowell spoke at some length
and contended that the bill took away
from the municipality every responsi-
bility they ever had.

Mr. Munro.

Mr. Munro said the bill before the
committee was precisely in line with
the platform of his side of the House
when they were in opposition, The
County Councillors. elected by the peo-
ple who would consutute the Highway
Board had absomte dictation as to
who the officials of that parish would
be., The Highway Board would meet
and divide the parish into as many
districts as they saw fit and appoint
commissioners. The commissioners
would sub-divide wie districts and ap-
point surveyors whose duty it would
be to notify the people and call them
out for road work. The bill gave the
people the option of doing statute la-
bor and if they pald road tax in cash
it went direct to the commissioner
and spent it right there in that dis-
trict. He felt that the province would
welcome this measure which gave wae
management and control of the High-
ways directly into the hands of the
Municipal Council. Suggestions would
be welcomed from any member that
were llkely to get the best possible
results upon the highways and he
would like in the discussion of the
bill to see politics entirely eliminated,
while perfecting the measure,

Hon. Mr. Hazen sald the Act made

PIECEOFLAND

London, April 22.~The most health:
ful countries in Kurope, if the death
rate be taken as an indication, are
Sweden and Norway, says Dr. Jules
Courmont, a Frenchman,” who was
sent on a mission to Scandinavia last
year and has now published his im-
pressions. Statistics collected by him
indicate that the death rate in Swe-
den has fallen to 143 a 1,000, and
in Norway to 13.5. In France the
average mortality is 20 a 1,000,

Dr. Courmont atributes the happy
state of things in Norway and Sweden
to the hygienic customs of the peo-
ple—a fine system of public baths and
the perfect hospital organization which
deals in cases of infection precisely
the same with rich and poor.

What most impressed the investiga-
tor was the perfect discipline shown
in both countries in the fight against
preventable diseases, Every person
pays the greatest respect to scientific
and medical discoveries, and every one
from the public officials down to the
humblest citizen has a sense of duty.
The 1dea of individual liberty is always
subservient to the public good.
