ENGLAND NOT KEEN.

There is absolutely no enthusiasm’ in England for war——no desire

for this particular war which confronts Great Britain; yet there is a gen-
eral belief that her obligations to her partners in the Triple Entente, as
well as her interests as a great European power, will force her to sup-
port Russia and France in any steps they may take.
s The dark developments of the day were received without excitement,
but with the deepest gloom. The immediate effect of the war cloud is
likely to be a compromise on Home Rule, since all parties feel that do-
mestic dissensions must be settied at all costs, in the face of peril from
without. The fierce demands of the Conservative papers for a general
election have been wholly hushed. The foreign office has become the
most important branch of the government, and no one wants to risk the
possibility of losing Sir Edward Grey, with his exceptional influence in
the councils of Europe. ¥

French Jury Acquits
\Mme. Caillaux of Murder

Brings in Verdict c;f “Not Guilty” of Killing Editor Calmette—

MME,. JOSERH CAaILLALR

Parls, July 28.—Madame Caillaux,
wife of M. Caillaux, former premier of
France, has been acquitted of the mur
der of M. Calmette, editor of the Fig-
aro. The jury retired at 840 p.m.,
Paris time, tonight. and after a short
absence brought mn a verdict of “not
guilty.”

Mme. Calllaux looked worn and ill
when she was conducted today into
the prisoner’s enclosure of the crimin-
al court of the Palace of Justice for
the eighth day’s hearing in her trial
for the murder of Gaston Calmette,
editor of the Figaro on March 16.
She shook her head . wearily and
crouched in the prisoners’ bench with
her face buried in her hands as Matire
Laborl, her defender, greeted her.

The day's proceedings started with
a speech by M. Soligman, one of the
attorneys representing the family of
the murdered editor, but before he
had finished Madame Caillaux again
fainted and Judge Albanel suspended
the sitting. .

MARKETS OF THE WORLD
SHAKEN BY THE OUTBREAK

Panniky Conditions Anticipated News—Stocks Tumbled Rapidly—Avalanche of Selling on
Wall Street—Montreal Market Suspends Sessions to Prevent a Panic.

New York, July 28—To find a paral-
1el for the panioky conditions which
gwept over today's stock market, it 18
necessary to go back to the autumn of
1907, when securities values: crumbled
away because of disastrous domestic
conditions. The impelling factor to-
day was the crisis in Europe, which
reached its climax in Austria's declar-
atlon of war against Servia. The day
opened with another low range of
prices for our, stocks in the London
market. Initifl prices here were in
no instance as low as those recorded
abroad, although declines of two to
three points were general.

It was not until midday when Au-
stria’s attitude became known, that
the market here was seriously affect-
ed.
Canadian Pacific, which ad been offer-
ed in round amounts during the first
two hours. Although all foreign mar-
kets were closed, outpouring of stocks
for London, Paris and Berlin became
more urgent, until they reached the
maximum of 300,000 shares in the fi-
nal hour, and over a million for the
day.

The shrinkage of values was ma-
terially assited by short selling and
impaired margins. Canadian Pacific
continued to fall until it yielded a to-

-4 points, with four to six

point losses in all parts of the inter
national list. Apprehension was in-
creased by further heavy gold ex-
ports to Paris and London, which had
their inception in the alarming news
from abroad. FKoreign exchange rates
were utterly demoralized. Many bro-
kers declined to make gquotations at
all.
The selling gathered greater impe-
tus in the final dealings, being coin-
cident with rumors that Russia had
agreed to support Servia. At this
same time word came from Montreal
and Toronto of the premature closing
of the exchanges in those cities.
There were fitful rallies of a point or
two from the low, but these were off-
set by continued offerings, with an
e edingly weak close.

United Steel’s quarterly statement
was not issued until after the session
here had terminated. It showed a
deficit of $5,159,233, after payment of
the regular dividend, against a deficit
of $6,289,644 in the previous quarter.

DEALS WITH
RELENT RIOT

His Worship Declares Some
Steps Should be Taken to
Bring Offenders to Justice.

At the city council meeting yester-
day Mayor Frink made a statement,
giving an account of his actions in
connection with the recent regretable

occurrences., He said he had not an-

ticipated trouble, though at the re-
quest of Mr. Hopper he swore in a
number of special constables to pro-
tect the street railway property.

His worship said that when he read
the riot act he did not think there
would be further trouble, as the mob
seemed to be quieting down. Later
he learned that mounted soldiers had
been sent into the crowd, and badly
used, and that the mob had become
wilder and overturned two cars. He
then took steps to call out the militia
and issued proclamations to keep off
the street, proclamations to which lit-
tle attention was given by citizens.

The lesson of the affair, said his
worship, was that if the city was to go
on and escape the disgrace of such
riots in future, there must be punish-
ment for crime. He hoped the affair
would result in better enforcement of
law.

His worship said that he was told
the police had the names of some of
the rioters, and that Com. Potts had
also some names, but he did not know
that his information was correct.

There was in some quarters a dispo
sition to smooth matters over, but un-
less they brought offenders to justice
it would be an open declaration to the
world that St. John would stand for

mob rule.
None of the other commissioners
made any comment on the mayor's

statement and the matter dropped.

Morning Session

When the Royal Commission resum-
od its investigation of the Dugal char-
ges in connection with the Valley
Rallway yesterday morning the exam-
ination of Ralph D. Ioben ,accoun-
tant of the Quebec and St. John Con-
struction Co. by Mr, Carvell was con-
tinued. . Witness referred to the profit
and loss accounts. The first entry
was for $341,766.74, and occurred on
both sides of the account. It referred
to a journal entry of May 4, 1914, deb-
iting the St. John and Quebec Rallway
fo rthe amount, for cost of construc-
tion.

Q—Then you claim the railway
company owed the account to the con-
struction company?

A—Yes, the next item will show
the amount we actually charged the
railway company. Witness referred
to an entry for $338,322.74, and turn-
ing to the journal found it noted
against cost of construction. The
total amount for construction in 1913
was $3,417,667.44, with several deben-
tures, making the net cost $3,383:
297.40. The amount charged up and
outstanding against the railway com-
pany was ten per cent. of this amount
under the new contract of April 15,
1914,
Witness said the last dominion sub-
sidy of §99,840 was received in Janu-
ary, 1914.
Mr. Carvell had a letter from the
deputy minister of railways relative to
subsidy payments placed in evidence.
Witness referred to an item of
March 31st for $131.17 and turned to
the distribution register. Witness
stated that the amount was in the
cost of construction to the 31st of
March. Another item of $4,964.21,
dated March 31st, was charged to prof-
it and loss. An entry of the same
date for $7,406.46, and another for
$1,683.32 were checked up. An amount
of $66.15 concluded the account for
the month. The total was $14,151.31,
and this amount had been charged to
the cost of the road ‘during January,
February and March.
Witness read several items from
the accounts. The total for the
month was $11,469.90.

SHOF BUSHES DEAD
IN NEW ENGLAND
Away Below -l‘:t-);nal—Depres-

“slon Felt in Boston and St.
Louis, the Two Big Centres.

Boston, July 28,—The shoe business
of the country is called far below nor
mal. This has made itseif felt in both
the big centers of Boston and St
Louis, but the two largest New Eng-
land concerns, the Endicott-Johnson
Company and the McElwain Company,
seem to have decidedly the better of
it so far as the big western manufac-
turers are concerned.

1t is understood that shoe shipments
of the big International Shoe Company
of St. Louls, comprisgjing the Roberts
Johnson Rand, the Peters Shoe Com-
pany and the Friedman-Shelby Shoe
Company, for the seven months from
Pec. 1, 19183, to June 30, 1914, were $15,-
897,873 compared with™$16,652,056 a
falling off of $764,181, or 415 per cent.
Business of the Hamiltoh Brown Com-
pany, however, showed a substantial
increase for the same period. Some
weeks ago no less than seven of the
Roberts, Johnson & Rand factories
were idle, This is the biggest unit of
the International combination, its ship-
ments for the seven months' period
being in excess of $8,400,000.

The Endicott-Johnson furnishes a
striking contrast to this showing, its
shoe shipments for the six months end-
ed June 30 being $2,100,000 ahead of
the same period last year. The busi-
ness arra t recently t
ed between this company and the
Hamilton Brown Company of St. Louis
was a distinctly significant develop:
ment. The W, H. McElwain Compdny
in its year ended May 31 also showed
a substantial increase in volume of
saels, the gain being $1,186,472, or 5.7!
per cent., compared with the prevlous|
year. |

In connection with the gross sales |
of the two largest New England manu-
facturers, it is Interesting to note that
the $30,000,000 gross of the Endicott-
Johnson Company includes gales of
some leather to outside purchasers, al-
though this is not a very large item.
In the current year, however, the com-
pany will. probably use all the leather
that its tanneries can produce.

The $21,800,000 gross of the McEl-
wain Company also includes sales of

some shoes which the company does|™

not manufacture, but the proportion
is relatively small. It does ont com-
prise the sale of any leather, as the
McElwain Company is tanning only
about 20 per cent. of its requirements.

St. Louis has had a remarkable de-
velopment as a shoe center and big
units have grown up In the ‘industry,
with grass sales running up to the
$15,000,000 and $25,000,000 marks, and
over. The palm, however, goes to New
England with the Endicott-Johnson
Company, without doubt the largest
producer in the world, and the McEIl-
wain Company, second only to the In-
ternational Company of St. Louis. The
International Shoe Company’s sales
amount probably to around $27,000,000
a year. The Hamilton Brown Shoe
Company’s business aggregates be-
tween $12,000,444 and $15,000,000 per
annum, while that of the Brown Shoe
(()‘(?ompany is in the vicinity of $14,000,-

The sole head of a family, or any
male over eighteen years of age, may
homestead a quarter section of avail-
able dominion land in Manitoba, Sas-
katchewan or Alberta. Applicant must
appear in person at the dominion lands
agency or sub-agency for the district.
Entry by proxy may be made at any
dominion lands agency (but not sub-
agency), on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months' residence upon
and cultivation of the land in each of
three years. A Womesteader may live
within nine miles of his homestead on
a farm of at least eighty acres, on cer-
tain conditions. A habitable house is
required except where residence 'is
performed in the vicinity.

yesterday, Geo..E. Claflin and C. K.
Grosbeck, representing the Electrie
Board and Share Company, with A, P.
Barnhill appesred, and asked that the
city consent to a modification of the
rates established in the act incorpor-
ating the N. B. Hydro-Electric Com-
pany. They said they were consider
ing financing the project of the N. B,
Hydro-Electric Company, but had a
number of problems to work out be
fore they finally decided what they
would do.

They claimed that the rates in the
act were impossible, and that their
proposed rates which were designed
to attract a large volume of business
would be more favorable to consu-
mers, especially to small users.

The cpuncil agreed to their request.

Would Welcome Cheaper Power

A. P. Barnhill was heard in connec-
tion with an application of N. B, Hy-
dro Electric Co. to revise schedule of
rates agreed on in 1912 between the
city and company.

He said the N. B. Hydro-Electric
Co. wanted to come into the city in
friendly terms with the citizens and
they proposed in so far as possible
to offer a rate based on service ren-
dered, though under the schedule
there would be a minimum charge in
all cases.

Mr. Barnhill gave some comparisons
of rates, !

The mayor said he could see no
reason why the company should not
receive friendly recognition from the
city. He thought the citizens would
welcome cheaper power.

Believes in St. John.

Geo. E. Claffin sald his company had
become interested in the proposition
because they thought St. John was
about to have a considerable growth.
He sald an electric company sold a
service rather than a commodity, He
said the rates set forth in the N. B.
Hydro-Electric Act were capable of
considerable revision.

The power rate in the act would not
allow the company to attract small
customers.

As regards the future they antici-
pated no trouble about rates. A com-
pany which treated the public right
was always treated right in return.
The rates fixed in the.act were arbit-
rary, but under the schedule a man
would pay for service recelved. Un-
der the act a4 customer contracting to
take 100 H.P. would have to pay a
flat rate for that amount and this,
sometimes, did not work out equitably.
Over the rates at present charged the
proposed rates would make a material
saving.

Changes in Rates.

Com. Wigmore said the rates in the
act were arranged by the old council
with the idea of getting'cheapeér pow-
er and lighting, but the aldermen did

not:ntoun tobomﬂ'tl xnm mak-
ing of rates. He moved that the fol-

BEAMUDA HERE
ON A VISIT

Says Canadians alive to
trade opportunities— Has
had a distinguished ca-
reer in British army.

“A good many Canadians come to
Bermuda now, but we expect a more
general recognition on the part of
Canadiang of the advantages of Ber-
muda as a tourist resort,” said Lieut.-
Governor Sir George Bullock, gover-
nor of Bermuda, who arrived in the
city yesterday on the R, M. 8.
