VICTORIA CROSS MAN 
ROUGHLY HANDLED

Dr. Beland Made a Most 
Graceful Argument Setting 
Forth the Opposition Side 
of the Discussion.

Strikers and Sympathizers As­
sailed and Disarmed Special 
Police; Missiles Thrown, 
Batons Used.

Ottawa, June 10.—The debate on 

the budget has drifted rapidly Into 
an orthodox fiscal controversy over 
the respective merits of protection 
and free trade. Today the attack o.i 
Mr. White’s proposals came mainly 
from the opposition benches, the de­
fence from such old time Conserva­
tives as Mr. H. H. Stevens and Mr. 
Stewart Scott and most of the silent 
reflection from the cross bench de- 
sviters of the coalition. Except for 
a bit of charming eloquence from Dr. 
Beland, and a well reasoned defence 
of the tariff from Mr. Scott, the de­
bate was not upon a very high plane.

Since the passing of Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier, Dr. Beland Is perhaps the 
most graceful orator in the house. In 
the classic days of the naval contro­
versy, his speeches wore among the 
mos-t notable with which the govern­
ment's proposals were assailed, and 
yesterday alter an honorable eclipse 
of tour years, It waa good to hear his 
voice again. With a command of pure 
English, such »aa should prove a lib­
eral education for his fellow mem­
bers from Anglo Saxon Canada, with 

of parliamentary style that 
Is reminiscent of his late illustrious 
chief and best of all, with the founda­
tion of a crystal clear mind to sustain 
and marshal his eloquence, the mem­
ber for Beauce made the multiplica­
tion table and dry as dust economics 
as human as a sonnet, and his speech, 
while by no means a crushing indict­
ment of the government's proposals, 
was a very able presentation of the, 
opposition's case.

Of an entirely different character, 
but by uo means negligible In ability, 
was the protectionist speech of Mr. 
Stewart Scott. Mr. .Scott to a pros­
perous manufacturer of boot» and 
shoes, a young business man, hard 
headed and keen, but in appearance 
more like a "dUetanti intellectual," 
tall and slender in frame, pale of face 
and delicate In features. Using his 
own experiences as a manufacturer. 
Mr. Scott gave figures which seemed 
to weaken the proposition that the 
Canadian manufacturers add the duty 
to the price of their products, and his 
speech, in this respect, while possibly 
somewhat Impeached by the feeling 
that he was net entirely an impartial 
advoqate. was a persuasive presenta­
tion or the need of the national policy 
and favorably Impressed the bouse.

A different type again le Dr. J. F. 
Molloy, of Provencher.

Dr. Molloy is a warm hearted, ve­
hement Celt who, In presenting a 
case, carry» forth his arguments on 
the crest of a tempestuous eloquence, 
carefree from bothersome details, and 
content to be right In the gross. His 
«speech was delivered strictly from 
the viewpoint of a western man, low 
tariff or nothing, and concluded with 
a somewhat overdrawn denunciation 
of the government with all Its pomp* 
and works.

Mr. H. H. Stevens Is one of the ac­
tive, militant young men of the house. 
With an acute mind and a ready 
tongue, and unconcealed partiality for 
the Conservative * party and the old 
N. P.„ his speech was pretty much 
of a carte-blanche for the budget, the 
record of the govememnt and the tal­
ents of the Minister of Finance.

Bulletin—Winnipeg, June 10.—«Seri­
ous clashes resulted from demonstra­
tions by strike oympathirers against 
returned soldlercoustables this even­
ing. A large crowd gathered between 

■ the City Hall and Portage Avenue end 
Main street, where the strikers and 
sympathizers disarmed and assaulted 
Individual special police. A «quad ot 
special police and mounted police then 
paraded the affected area.

Missiles were thrown by the crowd,, 
the police retaliating by the free use' 
of their batons on the heads of dem- 
onst rants.

A number of returned soldier con­
stables and strike sympathizers xvere 
beaten severely before the police te- 
stored order.

Mayor Charles V. Gray announced 
that he believed the constables could 
control the situation, and that troops 
would not be called.

City officials today roughly estimat­
ed that forty per cent of those who 
Joined the sympathetic strike May 15, 
had returned to work today. All com­
mercial and broker office telegraphers 
were back at their keys this after­
noon. Press operators were negotiat­
ing with employers.

H. K. Barker, chairman q( the Bail­
way Brotherhood mediation board, an­
nounced that settlement proposals, 
modified to meet objections of employ 
ers, eepecially in connection with the 
Jurisdiction of the international or­
ganization, had been presented to the 
employees and are being considered. 
The Winnipeg street railway system 
is expected to operate Thursday for 
the first time in more than three 
weeks. At the CUy Hall it was said 
that If striking carmen disregard no­
tices sent to them, the cars will be 
manned by volunteers who will be 
protected adequately.

Corporal Frederick George Coppins, 
winner of the Victoria Cross in the 
great war. one of the special mounted 
constables, during the demonstrations 
this afternoon was pulled from his 
florae and so badly beaten that he is 
r.ot expected to recover.

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PRESIDENT McKAY 
DENES REPORTS

Says He Has Signed No 
Agreement With Postal 
Telegraph Operators.

New York,' June 10-Reports that 
Clarence H. Mackay, president of the 
Postal Telegraph and Cable Company, 
had signed an agreement with the 
Commercial Telegraphers Union 
averting on its lines the strike called 
for tomorrow, were denied tonight at 
the company's offices.

"Mr. Mackay has received, no de­
mands from the union, has conferred 
with none of its officials and has sign­
ed no agreement,” said Wm. J. Deegan 
secretary. “So far as we know, the 
•trike will begin tomorrow, but we 
do not believe that It will be serious 
as virtually all our men are satisfied.''

BRITONS FEAR ANTI-BRITISH 
FEELING WILL FOLLOW SEN. 
BORAH’S RESOLUTION IN U.S.

If they believed for a moment that Ihe 
American senate desired to intervene 
In a British internal dispute.

The Brtish point out that the Holu# 
Rule issue to between Irishmen, rath­
er than between England and Ireland.

"The Morning Post” uses the reso­
lution for a text for an editorial in­
forming Americans in the United 
States end Republican leaders In the 
senate, who really suppose the Bri­
tish nation has adopted the League of 
Nations to serve Its private ends, that 
‘If that astounding delusion 4s enter­
tained we hasten to dispel It. As has 
been repeatedly pointed out, British in­
terests, and even British sovereignty, 
have been extensively sacrificed in an 
apparently futile effort to placate the 
representative of the American repub 
lie. If the American people don't want 
the League of Nations—dt they regard 
It with profound distrust and dislike - 
their feelings, we assure them, are 
very widely shared in this country."

British radicals, Who ore always ef­
fusive in their expressions of good 
will toward America, seem more wor­
ried than the tories.

London, June 10.—Though quick to 

appreciate the political significance of 
the United State* senate's adoption 
of the resolution favoring the hearing 
of the cause, of Ireland before the 
Peace Conference, the British people 
atro showing unmistakable signs of 
anxiety. The British always have con­
sidered the Republican senators, who 
supported the resolution, among their 
best friends who would be certain to 
take a sympathetic attitude towards 
England's policy in regard to Ireland. 
They prefer to believe that the pres­
ent stand is prompted by antagonism 
to the League of Nations, and a de­
sire to placate the Irish Americans. 
What worries them Is that the resolu­
tion may be seized by those who are 
anxious to foster enmity between the 
nations.

Though in itself the resolution to on­
ly mildly irritating, some speeches in 
the senate are difficult to understand, 
coming, as they do, so eoon after utter- 

pledging the two English speak­
ing races to unity and loyal co-opeia- 
tlon. Long cable despatches, report­
ing the debate, are published promin­
ently In many newspapers, while sev­
eral give them editorial attention. 
Though tlie British frankly admit that 
they have not succeeded in Ireland, 
and that Uie problem is far from ici*

Halifax, N. 8., June 10.—There Is

a strike by the ten linemen of the 
Nova Scotia Tramways and Power 
Company. Last evening the lines at 
the house of the general manager, H. 
R. Mallison, were cuti The result was 
that, for the greater part of the night, 
or until nearly 4 o'clock this morning. 
Pine Hill Hospital, and all that section 
of the city, was without electric light, 
Mr. Mallison has offered a reward for 
the apprehension of the responsible 
parties. The men's original pay wa.i 
45 cents an hour, and their request 
wan for 76 cents an hour. The com­
pany would not entertain this request 
at all, and later the men expressed a 
willingness to accept 60 cents, or an 
increase of 16 cento an hour. The 
management did not see their wsy 
clear to offer more than 66 cento *n

iMontrenl, June 10.—Unless the rail­
way war board accedes to the demand 
of the railway shopmen of No. 4 Divi­
sion, Railway Shopmen of America, 
by ten o'clock next Tuesday morning, 
all the railway shop men of Canada 
will walk out on strike. Thi* ultima 
turn was Issued to the railway war 
board at noon today by the delegate* 
of the big union now In fbe city. 
These eight members have been in 
consultation with the railway war 
board for almost a month, and finally 
points were brought, up where the 
board said they cannot be granted, 
and the officials of the union said:

"They muet be granted." •
Negotiations will not cease and an­

other session of the board will be 
held tomorrow morning, when the 
ultimatum wJIl he fully discussed by 
the members of the board and the 
officials of the union.

Such a strike, It is pointed out by 
railway officials and officials of the 
union, would t>e little less than a 
catastrophe at the present time to the 
country. With thousands of Canadian 
soldiers yet to come home and millions 
of tons of goods to be transported, and 
the transportation problem in a some 
what tangled condition state even at 
the present time, a strike of the rail 
way shopmen would mean chaos and 
confusion all over the country, Over 
five thousand men will be affected 
in event of the strike, and every rail­
way In Canada, will he tied up for want 
of men. It is reported in the city that 
some of the railway lines are already 
cancelling certain trains in Western 
Canada in order to prepare for even­
tualities, in view' of the sympathetic 
strikes that have been tn progress 
In that part of the country.

From a reliable source, the whole 
difficulty is one of wages.

Washington, June 10.—A resolution 
to have the Senate declare It could 
not concur In the League of Nations’ 
provisions of the peace treaty. Is now 
drawn, was introduced today by Sena­
tor Knox, Pennsylvania. Republican, of 
the foreign relations committee.

The resolution, which is expected 
to bring to a more définit» stage tho 
fight being made againsi the league 
covenant, asks that the covenant be 
separated from the poav» treaty be­
fore being submitted to tho senate for 
ratification.

At the request of senator Knox, 
who announced he wtroM later discuss 
it In the senate, the revolution was re­
ferred to the foreign relations com­
mittee.

| l ■•t1' | i Hamilton, June 10.—John A. Patter- 
eon, K. C., Toronto, presented the re­
port ot the board of finance at this 
morning'e session of the Presbyterian 
General Assembly. The miniaters, he 
said, were not getting after the con­
gregations hard enough. There was 
one thing, sometimes forgotten by the 
Good Shepherd, and that was shear­
ing the Sheep. The givings of con­
gregations for 1918 amounted to $90t»,- 
099, an increase of $4L378. Budget 
revenue. Including congregational giv­
ings, donations and other retipts, was 
$1,006,8*6, as compared with $968,786 
in the previous year. However, the 
revenue fell short <rf estimated re­
quirements by $193,664.

The total amount received from all 
sources for the maintenance of mis­
sionary, education and benevolent 
work was $1,889,739, compared with 
$1,369,449 in 1917.

The board recommended that the 
estimates for the whole church for 
1920 be fixed at $1,400,000, of this $V 
250,000 being for the western section 
and $160,000 for the eastern section. 
A yearly honorarum of $500 a year to 
the moderator was recommended, as 
was also salary increases for many 
officers of the church. The agent of 
the church women's society find junior 
clerk of the assembly, secretaries ot 
the board ot foreign missions, Sabbath 
schools and young peoples’ societies, 
borne missions and social service and 
board of finance are scheduled for $3,- 
600 each; secretary of evangelist, so­
cial secretary, Sabbath schools and 
assistant secretary of foreign mis­
sions, $3,000 each; secretary of church 
prayers, $2,800, and the district super­
intendent of home missions, $2,800. 
Specific Sundays were set aside by the 
assembly on which ministère may pre­
sent to their congregation differenC 
phases of the work of the church.

Moncton, June 10.—Suffering from 

a nervous breakdown 
porarlly Insane, Mrs. Samuel J. Mann, 
wife of the manager of the Bank of 
Nova Scotia at River Hebert, N. S, 
took her own life in a tragic and 
(.hocking manner. Mrs Mann, who 
had been in poor health, had been 
spending some weeks in Moncton 
with her mother, Mrs. Nelson L. Rand. 
She appeared to be about as usual 
when she retired last night, but did 
not apepar this morning at her usual 
time. Her mother, thinking she wsa 
sleeping a little later than usual, de­
cided not to disturb her. Around ten 
o’clock, however, after other members 
of the family had gone out, Mr5. Rand 
decided to call her daughter. Upon 
entering her room she was shocked 
to find her daughter cold in death 
with a gas mask over her face, and 
the clothes pulled tightly over her 
head. Later investigations showed 
that Mrs. Mann administered a fatal 
dose of ether by means of saturating 
handkerchiefs and putting on the gas 
mask belonging to her brother, Lieut. 
Charles Rand, a returned officer.

When -the shocking discovery was 
made by the unfortunate woman’s 
mother, medical aid was at once sum­
moned, but it was quite apparent that 
life had been extinct for ionic time. 
Coroner Dr. Coleman was notified and 
decided to hold an inquest. After em­
panelling the jury, the inquiry was ad­
journed until tomorrow morning. Mrs. 
Mann, who was the daughter of the 
late Nelson L. Rand, a former well 
known official of the I. C. R., was about 
31 years of age. She was married 
some five or six years ago to Samuel 
J. Mann, formerly of the Bank cf Nova 
Scotia, Moncton. During her married 
life Mrs. Mann had resided at O'L >ary, 
P. R !.. and River Hebert, N. S., 
where her husband was manager of 
the Bank of Nova Scotia branches. She 
is survived by her husband, arho at 
the time of his wfle's tragic death was 
at River Hebert, her mother, two sis­
ters, Mrs. William Tait, Dorchester, 
Ruth at home, and two orothers, 
Charles W., chief clerk to L. S. BroWn, 
chief superintendent Maritime Divi­
sion, C. G. R.. and Ivan A., prominent 
barrister of Medicine Hat

Washington, D. C., June 8,—With 
vigor and precision the Senate today 
asserted its position as s co-ordinate 
branch of the treaty making power ot 
the United States government, by de­
finitely taking a hand in the peace 
settlement in Europe independently of 
President Witaon.

The action came at the end of a 
heated debate, and, much to the sur­
prise of the republicans, the adminis­
tration forces suffered a complete col­
lapse, not even putting up a show, ot 
opposition in the final voting.

Here is what the Senate did In the 
precedent-breaking and history-making 
session:—

It adopted without a record vote the 
resolution of Senator Johnson, repub­
lican, ot California, asking the State 
Department to send to the Senate the 
complete official text of the Peace 
Treaty, which haa been kept from the 
American public and the Senate by di­
rection ot President Wilson.

In the same rapid manner It adopted 
the resolution of Senator Hitchcock, 
democrat ot Nebraska, spokesman of 
the ^administration, providing 
investigation ot the "leak”
Peace Treaty to Wall street, eitlflw 
through official channels or by “theft,” 
as charged, by Senator Hitchcock.

By a vote of 60 to 1 It adopted thé 
resoltuion of Senator Borah, republi­
can of Idaho, expressing sympathy tor 
the Irish people In their fight tor a@lf- 
government, and asking the Peace 
Conference to give the Irish represent­
atives a hearing in Paris.

It received over President Wilson’s 
head a protest from the people of 
Flume against the refusal of the Peace 
Conference, concurred In by Mr. WiT- 
son, to give Flume to Italy.

And finally the Senate listened to 
a sharp speech by Senator Lodge, re­
publican, of Massachusetts, chairman 
of the Foreign Relations Committee, 
declaring that since Europe, and par­
ticularly England, had seen fit to med­
dle with the Monroe doctrine, a purely 
American policy, it was no longer im­
proper for the United States Senate to 
take a hand in such European prob­
lems as the Irish questions.

In view of the repeated assertions 
of the democratic leaders that the 
passage of the Johnson resolution 
would, serlonsly embarrass the Presi­
dent, and their expressions of violent 
opposition to It during the last two 
weeks, their action this afternoon was 
unexpected. They did not even ask 
for a roll call on the vote and only a 
half dozen of them were in the cham­
ber when the resolution was adopted 
vive voce. The only view that is tak­
en of their failure to keep up the fight 
to the end Is that they knew they 
would be so badly beaten that they 
did not wish to disclose the real situ­
ation upon the record.

The Appeal From Flume.

The appeal from Flume came in the 
form of a cablegram to Senator Lodge, 
Republican leader, from Andrea Osao- 
inack, the plenipotentiary representing 
the people of Flume at the peace con­
ference. The message was approved 
by the National Council of Fiume In 
an emergency session, it was stated. 
The message invokes the Senate’s aid 
“to revent the perpetration of one of 
the worst outrages in history.”

“Fiume wishes to know if the Sen­
ate which represents the American 
people, approves of the policy which 
outrages the feelings of a city and is 
offensive to Italian dignity,” says the 
message “Fiume wishes to know it 
the American Senate intends to share 
the responsibility which Mr. Wilson 
has assumed before history. Legiti­
mate representatives ot Fiume declare 
to the representatives ot the Ameri­
can people that Fiume will resist this 
attempt ot Its liberties. Fiume will 
face war, or life or death, and will not 
tolerate that its fate be decided with­
out Its consent It is prepared to de­
fend Itself to the utmost.”

Lodge Supports Irish Resolution.

Senator Lodge's notable speech on 
the Monroe Doctrine was delivered 
in support of the Borah resolution on 
the Irish question. He assailed the 
so-called reservation of the Monroe 
Doctrine In the League of Nations 
Covenant. He declared that the Mon­
roe Doctrine is in a “far worse posi­
tion now than it was in the original 
covenant.”

Were it not for the effort of the pow­
ers in the peace conference to inter­
fere with the Monroe Doctrine, Sena­
tor Lodge said, objection might be 
made against an attempt on the part 
of the Senate to intervene in the Irish 
question.

"But that objection can no longer 
exisi," Senator Lodge said, 
peace conference has passed far be­
yond Its primary business of making 
peace. It has entered Into the entire 
sphere of national relations the world 
over. More than that, it has literally 
entered upon the settlement of a ques­
tion which is wholly ours and that Is 
the Monroe Doctrine.

"In the first draft of the treaty pre­
sented to us, the Monroe Doctrine was 
left somewhere among the voices In 
the air and the visions that are seeh 
and we were told that it was all right 
because it had been extended to the 
whole world, which took away Its en­
tire meaning and characteristics. Now, 
however, there comes back a second 
draft, with a direct statement in re­
gard to the Monroe Doctrine, putting 
it in a far worse position. In my Judg 
ment, than it was under the first draft 
and that was bad enough.”

It was voted 
down after a spirited fight had been 
launched against It by delegates, es­
pecially from Ohio and the southweet, 
who said it worked a hardship not on­
ly upon labor, but Interfered with work 
on farms.

Advocates of the resolution assert­
ed the law had operated to the bene­
fit ot the working men generally.

The resolution was taken up, out of 
order, by unanimous consent at the 
request of its sponsor, El worth y Hea­
ley, of the stationary firemen. Many 
delegates opposing the measure said 
it had been used by employers to cut 
down expenses and as a means of re­
quiring their men to work overtime.

The vote on the resolution was 180 
against 164 for its adoption.

TARIFF TENDENCIES.

Whether by the unrestricted im­
portation ot household necessaries the 
cost of living shall be kept down, with 
consequent low wages and unemploy­
ment. or whether by means of a prole *- 
tive tariff industry shall be developed, 
abundant employment att high wages 
b? provided and the cost ot living 
reach a proportionate figure, is the 
question on which opinion of every 
nation has divided. England for many 
years has made a success of free trade 
where other nations have flailed.

LIECHTENSTEIN.

The present 
ruler, who has lived In Paris tor 
some years, spent the greater part of 
his life In Vienna, Which city affords 
greater attractions to a man of wealth 
and giddy tastes than dose his own 
dominion. The people pay no taxes 
of any sort, nor render anpald ser­
vice to the crown.

VON BERNHARDI 
IN DEFENCE

Berlin, Saturday. May 17.—(Corres­

military writer, under the tit'e 
"Kaiser Wilhelm and Responsibility 
for the War," declares that the former 
Emperor's only guilt was in not begin­
ning the war early enough, when’his 
opponents were not equipped.

“To the last moment he believed 
Russia would surrender its inimical 
intentions, and England would not 
take part in the fighting.

Fredericton, N. B., June iO.—The 
report of Mrs. H. J. Roberts, of St.

Winnipeg, Man., June 7—E. W. 
Beatty, K. C., president of the Cana­
dian Pacific Railway, who arrived In 
Winnipeg today from the West, where 
he has been on an Inspection trip, said 
he was optimistic regarding the future 
In Western Canada. He says crops 
prospects in the West were never bet­
ter.

"A bumper crop will restore the 
people's confidence. That is the best 
cure the Industrial could have," he 
said In an Interview. “This Indus­
trial unrest Is nothing more than men­
tal trouble due to the war.”

"If we get a good crop, and pros­
pects were never better, then things 
will right •themselves. Conditions In 
the West are such that there is noth­
ing to prevent every man from being 
an optimist."

“All agree that there is something 
wrong with the cost of living." he said 
in reply to a query. "The government 
should at once undertake a thorough 
Investigation to discover how this was 
brought about. The investigation 
should, bp scientific. If it finds there 
are too many handling the products 
of the soil It should increase produc­
tion and thus create a greater market 
for soil products."

Commenting on the strike situation 
in Winnipeg, Mr. Beatty said, "no 
movement that has for its purpose the 
strangling of constituted society can 
hope to succeed in any law-abiding 
country such as Canada.

“The general public will not stand 
for it." he said, referring to a sym­
pathetic strike, and this being so, will 
not get strikers very far.” Mr. Beat­
ty aded there was a good deal of un­
certainty as to what would ultimately 
be done as far as the strike was con­
cerned in Vancouver. With regard to 
his company's development in Alberta 
the president stated that plans were 
at present before the railway board 
for the construction oi the Empress- 
Acme branch, and also a line from 
Empress to Mel drum. It was expect­
ed that these would be approved at an 
early date, when this work would be 
proceeded without delay. The com­
pany. he said, had also under consid­
eration a line running north from 
Empress through Coronation and 
Whlteford* Lake.

This, he declared, 
had Its origin largely in the discon­
tent of a number of people who had 
been anxious that Afghanistan declare 
war upon Great Britain while her at­
tention was fully occupied with Ger­
many and her allies In Europe.

The leaders of the plot were Amin- 
ulnullah Khan, the present Amir, a 
end son of the assassinated ruler; his 
uncle, Nasrullah Khan, and a number 
of officers of the bodyguard belong­
ing to the powerful Shaiban family, 
of which the present commander in 
chief is the principal member.

When the death of H&bitullah was 
compassed it was intended that Nas- 
rull&h should seize the throne, while 
Aminullah should become Governor of 
Khabul and uee all his efforts to re­
strain any active discontent which the 
assassination might arouse.

Meanwhile three officers of the 
bodyguard implicated had each been 
promised by Habibullah that he should 
marry one of the Emir's daughters 
his favorite Queen, Ulli Hatfrat. The 
fulfillment of this promise continually 
being deferred owing to continued 
procrastination on the part dr the 
Amir, the conspirators surmised that 
ho had suspicions of what was afoot. 
Accordingly they hastened the prepa­
rations for the crime and carried it 
out at an eprller date than was at 
first intended.

After the assassination of the Amir 
the details of which were published 
last March, Nasrullah proclaimed 
himself Regent pro tem. Nhidul- 
lah, the late Amir's eldest son, had 
to acquiesce in this diapensation be­
cause all about him were supporters 
of Nasrullah and his gang. 1

The plotters later had the body of 
the murdered man taken to Jelalabad. 
and they proposed to bury it in a 
waste piece of ground trodden upon by 
every passing coolie and grazed over 
by every stray animal. At consider­
able personal risk his eldest son pro­
tested against this proposed Indignity. 
A slight concession was made as the 
result of this protest, and the body 
was buried on the golf course. There 
was in this a certain grim irony. The 
late Amir had been an enthusiastic 
devotee of golf. He played R'con­
stantly. and had Insisted upon all the 
members of hto court playing It also. 
To a man the courtiers detested the 
game like poison, and the fact that 
the late Amir’s body lies buried on tfho 
golf course now makes the playing ot 
the game impossible, tor no one would 
dare to molest the last resting place of 
Habibullah with a brassy and niblick.

The body having been disposed of, 
Aminullah. according to program, 
gathered the nobles of Khabul to­
gether and announced the death ot 
his father. He also told them his 
uncle. Nasrullah, must henceforth be 
looked upon as ruler of Afghanistan.

His audience not unnaturally asked 
why the uncle and not the late Amir's 
eldest son. Aminullah pretended ig­
norance. and the nobles then asked 
whether any steps had been taken by 
the eldest son and uncle to find the 
assassin. “None," replied Aminul- 
lah. to which the nobles replied:

“The eldest son must be a coward." 
In tills conclusion Aminullah ac­
quiesced, and the eldest son having 
been dismissed in the minds of tho 
nobles as a coward, they suggested to 
Aminullah that he wras the proper per­
son to be Amir,

rOF MIGHT ?British Repel Attack on Thai.

London, June 1, (via Montreal.)— 
The Afghan main offensive against 
Thai under General Nadir Klian, the 
Amir’s Commander in Chief, is devel­
oping.

Vocational School 
An Assured Fact

City Fathers Recommend 
School Trustees Apply for 
Pbwer to Establish, Equip 
and Maintain School — 
Mayor’s Vote Swung Reso­
lution.

By the Mayor’s vote the city coun­
cil yesterday adopted a resolution 
recommending that the Board of 
School Trustees be requested to apply 
to the Vocational Educational Board 
for power to establish, equip and 
maintain a vocational school, setting 
forth and including in the such appli­
cation the plans of any proposed build­
ing and the nature of the instruction 
desired.

Commissioner Fisher said he was 
in favor of the resolution, provided 
the city controlled the expenditure.

A letter was read from Mr. Peacock 
of the vocational educational board, 
saying that under the act the city 
council would have absolute control 
of expenditure as it assessed for 
school purposes. In school districts 
where the trustees assessed, they 
would have control.

Commissioner Jones said they were 
acting on a hint or suggestion, but 
should not assume responsibility for 
the recommendation unless they were 
prepared to go ahead and establish a 
proper technical school plant He 
said it had been hinted that the school 
board was opposed to such education, 
but a recent report of the board 
recommended that the city commis­
sioners take a plebiscite on the ques­
tion. The School Board was behind 
in its finances and he therefore op­
posed the recommendation to add 
further burdens.

Commissioner Fisher said the city 
commissioners should be prepared to 
go ahead with the matter, slowly at 
first, if necessary, though he could not 
see why St. John should not provide 
facilities for education that were 
badly needed. There was not enough 
opposition to warrant a plebiscite. 
He found general approval of the idea.

Commissioner Jones said they al­
ready had classes in 
drawing and wood working. They 
would have to provide for a new 
school building on the West Side 
Boon, and could not afford to embark 
on a technical education scheme.

Commissioner Thornton said they 
need a new school building in the 
North End; the present wooden build­
ing on Newman street was overcrowd­
ed and unsuitable. Applications for 
money for educational purposes 
should be in at the first of the year. 
Nobody knew how much money would 
be needed for technical education; 
possibly $35,000, If they provided a 
suitable building.

The Mayor thought they should fix 
a limit of expenditure for technical 
education ; not more than $4,000 or 
$5,000 at the outset.

Commissioners Fisher ami Bullock 
thought they should give The school 
authorities an opportunity to formu­
late plans. Anyway they would know 
It would not <4d to ask for a large 
amount of money.

Commissioners Bullock and Fisher 
moved that the r solution be adopted, 
provided the city solicitor found the 
city would control the expenditure. 
This was passed by the Mayor’s 
vote.

When a fuse was put in 
duplicates should be provided, other­
wise when a fuse blew out, the new 
one put in might carry too heavy a 
current and spoil the whole inside in­
stallation.

Mr. Cochrane said that during thun­
der storms householders would do well 
to open their switches, as danger to 
dhe installation was thus largely 
avoided.

SIR EDWARD DAWSON 
ARRIVED YESTERDAY

President of Associated Cham­
bers of Commerce of Brit­
ish West Indies will Take 
up Matter of Increased 
Trade With Canada.

Among the passengers on the 
Chaudière yesterday was Sir Edward 
Dawson, president of the Associat­
ed Chambers of Commerce of the Brit­
ish West Indies, who is on his way 
to Montreal to take up the matter of 
increased trade with the West Indies 
and Canada.

The main feature of the new tariffs 
Is the fact that the war tax on all 
preferential goods has been removed.

Among the goods affected are Bri­
tish teas, the -tax on which have been 
reduced to three cents a pound; for­
eign teas remain the same price as 
heretofore. The war tax on coffee and 
nuts, of which there Is an enormous 
trade, has been removed and all 
fruits are now exempt from war-tlmo 
taxation.

One of the most important changes, 
however, is that affecting the textile 
trade. The official announcement Uxat 
the war tax on all linens, cotton goods 
and woollen materials, raw and manu­
factured, will meet with great appro­
val not only among the dealers and 
manufacturers of textiles, but also by 
the average consumer, who usually lias 
■to “pay the freight.”

Only one copy of the revised tariff 
ha3, as yeit, been received by the lo­
cal department but additional copies 
are forthcoming and will be issued to 
the various business concerns who 
may desire them.
