Twenty Per Cent. Cut in All
Schedules of Payment
to Men.

BAR MILL WILL
CLOSE ON WEDNESDAY

Others Will be 6perated for
Four Days Each Week
Only.

Sydney, N. 8, Jan. 9.—The reduc-
tion in wages announced by the offic-
ials of the Dominion Iron and Steel
Company makes not a particle of dif-
ference in our demands for regulation
railway rates, and our attitude to-
wards the company remains the same,
George K. Wark, leader of the railway
strikers, stated this evening. ‘“The
men are to continue waiting for a
favorable settlement,” he added,
“whether wages go down or not, and
regardless of whether or not the plant
closes.

Indications at present are that the
strike of ‘the railwaymen will be tie
longest in the history of industrial
disputes in this city,

Still Receive Pay.

Bven if the plant closes  the men
will continue receiving their strike
pay as they are now doing, until some
settlement is made, even if one does
not come until the spring.

"To Attend the Recent Session
of the Assembly at Geneva
—Want U. S. to Help.

By M. ALBERT THOMAS.
(Cepyright, 1921, By Cross-Atlantic.)
London, Jan. 9.—Before I left Gen-
eve I attended the dirst sitting of the
Assambly of the League of Nations,
and the impression 1 received is that
it will be very diffioult to strike a mid-
dle line between an assembly of diplo-
mats and a Perliamentary assembly.

First Meeting Promising.

The first meeding was quite prom-

difficuy hardly existed at all, for the
composition, functions, and machinery
of the organization were precizely de-
fined in the Treaty, but in the case of
the League itself there was no such
Precision, and this constitutes one of
the biggest of the problems it will
have to tackle.

I have come to attend the special
conference of the International Trade
Umion Federation, and 1 must remind
you that my position is necessarily
eomewhat delicate. This meeting is
therdighly international. The organ-
jsed working cjasses of sixteen coun
tries are represented. So far as Eu.
Jrope is concerned, it is genuinely and
authoritatively representative of the
entire Trade Union movement.

Line branch of the C. P. R. with regu-
lar train service.

A third, and very superior milk area
could be created along the route of
the Vallay Railway betweem Gaga
town and Westfield. It is not so far
away as Sussex, and probably has
larger possibilities than the Suesex
area. These various sections already
produce a good quantity of milk, but
for the most part make it into butter
or cheese.

The time seems
to have come when this neglect should
be remedied.

It would seem like a wise policy
for the Board of Trade, the Oity
Council or some other organization
to systematically cultivate alternative
milk centres on some or all of the
routes mentionsd. It seems quite
probable that if these sections were
canvassed considerable milk could be
secured at once. If so the consumers
would be put in a more independent
position. The larger idea womld be
to encourage these sections to speei-
alize on the fresh 'milk trade and ulti-
mately become first class milk
centres. To come to full capacity

Is-The New Standard
Golf Ball Too Small?

Experts Disagree on Que;ﬁon
—Can Hit it Further They
Say.

By R. ENDERSBY HOWARD.
(Copyright, 1921, By London Daily
Mall and Cross-Atlantic.)
London, Jan. 9—Have the United
States Golf Association and the Roy-
al and Ancient Club achieved their
object of imiting the power of the
golf ball by fixing a standard size and

weight?

Some exhaustive trials carried out
on the North Foreland links at Broad-
stairs by George Duncan, the open
champion, and Abe Mitchell suggest
that the secheme has not worked out
in accordance with intention. Duncan
and Mitchell were supplied with some
of the first samples of a ball made to
the standard specification—not less
than 1.62 inches in diameter nor more
than 1.62 ounces in weight. These re-
strictichs dome into operation on May

At the end of three days the play-
ers were satisfied that they could
dr:ve this ball farther than the small
heavy ball which the authorities wish-
ed to bar owing to its long-driving ca-
pacities. Mitchell estimated the gain
in distance at from 10 to 15 yards.
Duncan put it at rather less.

is Tco Small.

“The mistake has been in fixing the
minimum size so small as 1.62 inches,”
said Duncan. “It is the smallest ball
1 have ever seen—at any rate, since
the days of re-made gutta-percha balls.
What has been lost in weight bhas
been more than compensated for by
the reduction in size, for the very
gmall standard ball bores through the
air like no other, It suffers less at-
mospheric resistance.

“At the same time, I do not think
that it will suit the ordinary player.
Ite smallness makes it sit so very
closely to the ground that it calls for
the perfeation of accurate hitting.”

In diameter it is about one-fortieth
of an inch less than the present size
of the small, heavy ball.

Mitchell Likes it

“Its smallness is a help,” said Mit-
chell: “It has less run than the ordin-
all, heavy ball, but it carries
and I know I can hit 10 or 15
yards farthed with it. On grassy
courses or in cuppy lies it is too small
—it fits so tightly into little inden‘a-
ticns that you might have to take a
mashie to it where ordinarily you
wculd use a straighter faced club.”
The Broadstairs course was chosen
for the tests because its winter dry-
ness gives conditions as to the run of
the ball approximating to those that
prevail in the spring or early awtumn.
