LONDON LIFE.

Tolitn}al Prospects—Autamn Speechs
es—A Theatrical Uibel Suit—A

_ Lady Accused of Stealing.

 Loxpox, Oct, 2, 1878,
POLITICAL PROSPECTS.

Lively English politicians devate the
autumn to the laudable purpose of * en-
ightening” their constituents on the re-
sults of the concluded session, and giv-
ing them such glimpses of the future as
their various ‘abilities of :divination en-
able them to do; and recently quite a
batéh of speechds, from both sides, here
and there in the country boroughs, hds
given us what Tight is possible on what fs
generally confessed to be an anomalous
and suspensive situation. 'We have had
Ministerial hints from Mr. Hugessén, ul-
tra-Liberalism f rom Mr. Leatham; pro-

gressive Conservatism from Sir Stafford
Northcote, and dowuright genuine Tory-
iémi from Sir Alfred. Slade. John Bright
will shortly speak at Birmingham, where
he will have to appear as a candidate for
re-election on accepting a Cabinet office;
nor is it likely that the autumn will pass
without oracular utterances from  Mr.
Gladstone and Mr. Disraeli. The fact
that so many recent elections—Surrey;
Shaftesbury, Renfrew, Bath, Greenwich
and Dover among the rest—have substi-
tuted Tories for Liberals, and that three
important supplementary elections. are
pending at Bath (which has had three
eloct'ons,owing to deaths in the c.a seé of
a year), Taunton, where Henry James
sezks re-election on havingbeen appoint-
ed Solicitor-General in place of Sir Geo.

2ssel, and Hull, where Mr. James Clay’s
death has created a vacancy, give a still
greater fillip to the interest in politics
and conjectures as to the fate of the Min-
istry and the result of the general elec-
tion. I hear it quite extensively rumoved
that Mr. Gladstone is deliberating about
dissolving next month and . calling upon
the country to elect a new Parliament in
December. The Tories are very anxious
for the struggle to come as soon as pos-
sible, as they think the ‘‘Conservative re-
action” now at full high tide, and their
anxiety may induce Mr. Gladstone to
postpone the election till the summer.
The only thing which will operate to pre-
vent him from making such a postpone-
ment, will be the hesitation, which he has
more than once betrayed, to find himself
face to face again with the present ex-
ceedingly uncomfortable House of Com-
mons. His hopes of satisfying the Dis-

' senters by an amendment of the Educa-

tion bill must be small; for the moment
he thus gives them a quietus, he will stir
up the Church Liberals to oppose him.
The next session if the old House con-
tinues in existence, will be a prodigious-
ly dull one, no doubt; though the intro-
duction of a bill to extend household suf-
frage, uow enjoyed by the boroughs and
towns, to the shires and rural districts,
may raise alittle breeze, if there are any
Tories at all inclined to oppose such a
measure.
Disraeli in power again within a year;
and then we may look out with confi-
dence to some lively parliamentary pyro-
technics. ]

A LIBEL SUIT.

The season of court sensations is upon
us again, leaying wholly out of account
that porennial sauce of court sensations,
the Tichborne trial. - A curious libel suit,
interesting alike to the theatres and the
newspapers, has just beenbegun at . the
Guildhall before Aldermen Sir Robert
Carden. . There is a London sheet with a
good deal of sting in it, called the
“Hornet;” and the Hornet, not unlike
the troublesome inscct from which it isso
well named, is often in hot water with
those whom it stings. Mr. Clement Scott,
for instance, is perhaps the best known
of London dramatic critics; and his fame
rests not so much upon ‘his critical tal-
ents—which are unquestionably great—as
upon his stinging qualities. When two
hornets get to stinging one another, ’tis
a brisk fight between them; and this is
the case with the present quarrel between
Mr. Clement Scott and the literary inscct
referred to. Mr. Clement Scott’s pithy
lucubrations, which are far oftener con-
demnatory of plays and players ‘than
eulogistic, appear in the Observer, the
best of the London weeklies, and the
Daily Telegraph; and occasionally his
«“damning criticisms” - are read with
avidity by the clubmen in the Era and
Figaro. His duties as a clerk in the War
Office are not, as it would appear, intel-
lectually exhausting : for he manages, by
the great number of his engagemenss as
eritic, to occupy the position of a sort of
independent censor of the drama. Just
why the Hornet took offence at Mr. Cle-
ment Scott does not yet.come to light;
but certainly its forked tongue has been
very bnsy of late trying to sting him into
literary paralysis. It has been accusing
him of writing different views of the
merits of a play in'the Telegraph and the
Observer—a charge which, if proved,
would certainly destroy Mr. Scott as a
dramatic authority ; it has been lampoon-
ing him with ladicrous cartoons; it has
called his play,  Tears, Idle Tears,”
¢« Sneers, Idle Sneers”; it has hinted that
Mr. Scott, who is a Roman Catholic, wrote
urticles making irreverent sport of the
Parey pilgrimage ;-and it has published a
libellous poem upon him, called ““The Civil
Service Clerk.” Whereupon Mr: Clement
Scott not nnnaturally waxes wroth, and
calls the proprictor of the Hornet into a
court to answer to a charge of libel. The
most piquant feature of the case so far as
it has gone—for it is not yet concluded—
was the sharp cross examination of Mr.
Clement Scott himself by the counsel for
the defence. It would seem from this

that the eminent ecritic has been almost
constantly in a state of warfare with
actors, managers, newspapers and
dramas. He has compared Mr. Vining to
a “jackdaw in peacock’s feather's,”and 1a-
belled him a fifth rate actor, whom the
public would utterly ignore. He has
pitched into Mr. Wilkie Coiling for bad
taste in writing letters to the papers
praising his own play, *“The Woman in
White.”
confesses to have been ‘offensive in
many details;” and he goes on to admit
that many of his own criticisms have
been “libellous and personally offensive.”
It was he who so angered Mr. Charles
Reade into a libel suit by calling Reade’s
dramatic version of Trollope’s: “Ralph
the Heir,” indecent; to which the iras-
cible author of *Griffith Gaunt” retorted
by plainly calling Mr. Clement Scott “‘a
fool, a liar, a slanderer.” How the mat-
ter will end X;e shall see next week
Meanwhile it affords a spicy topic of club,
dﬁtlving-‘room and green-room gossip.

THEFT IN HIGH LIFE.
A ease much more melancholy than

| Mr.Clement Scott’s libel snit has just been

heard by Mr. Knox, at the Marlborough
street Police Court. A Mrs. Cherlotte
Fitzgerald, a lady of excellent family and
good station, as well by birth as by mar-
riage, was brought up last week to
answer to the charge of having
stolen from the fashionable Conduit st.
fewellers, Messrs, Collingwood & Son, a
gold pencil case of the value of four
guineas. Mrs. Fitzgerald is a youngish,
very gpod-lcoking, quiet and lady-like
person, the wife of & major in the East
Indian army. The theft of the pencil
case is-said to have occurred nearly two
years ago, and soon after Mrs. Fitzgerald
joined her husband in Hindoostan. The
commander of the regiment of which he
was the major was a Col. Gostling, and’
the families of the two officers were
naturally intimate. While together in
India Mrs. Fitzgerald showed Mrs. Gost-
ling a beautiful gold pencil-case, telling
her she had purchased it in London for
six guineas, but that she would sell it for
five. As Mrs. Gostling fancied it she
purchased it of her friend for that price.
About this time Mrs. Gostling began to
iss her own jewelry, and seems to have
not only suspected Mrs. Fitzgerald of
taking it, but to have complained to that
effect to her husband the Colonel, and to
Major Fitzgerald. On being told'of the
charges against her, the lady said she had
taken the jewelry, as well as money and
a lace shawl, out of mere sport. When
Mrs. Gostling returned to London,chance
had it that she should go to a jeweler, to
whom Collingwood’s pencil-cases were
well known, and should inquire of him
the value of the pencil-case she had pur-
chased from Mrs. Fitzgerald. The Co'-
lingwoods had missed other jewelry,and
suspicion was attached so strongly to
Mrs. Fitzgerald that she was arrested at
the rectory of Rev. John Steel, her step-
father, at Hookesley in Essex, just as the
family were going down to dinner. Her
effects were searched, and a necklace
missed by the Collingwoods, among other
things, found. Herx account was a con-
fused one, she saying that she had ‘des-
troyed her letters, and that a person
whose name she had forgotten, had given
her the jewelry! From the briel
evidence given in Mrs. Fitzgerald's
favor by her step-nffther and sister,
it appears that the unfortunate lady
had ample funds at all times, that
she herself was possessed of considerable-

and gave her everything she desired.
Moreover, she was excitable, and often
seemed not to know what she was say-
ifng. She has long been addicted to the
use of opium,but never used other stimu-
lants. Her husband, from whom she ap-
pears to have been living apart, did not
appear at all at the magistrate’s exami-
nation, and Mr. Montague Williams, her
counse!, said that Major Fitzgerald was
so overwhelmed at the arrest—as well he
might be—that he was unable to appear.
The result of ‘the examination was that
Mrs. Fitzgerald was committed for tria',
and that Mr. Knox refused to take bail;
so that she is awaiting her fate in prison.
This is very hard, as, despite the meagre
testimony in her favor, ' the poor lady is
apparently the victim of insane klepto-
mania. The case betrays a strange phase
of human nature, but there seems to be &
sort of cruelty in the remorseless prose-
cution of the jewellers, who have got
vack their goods, and have nothing to
gain but to punish a poor woman who, it
may well be, is unaccountable for her ac-
tions after ail.

The Issue in King’s.

Mr. John Flewwelling and Mr. Jas.
W. Nowlan were nominated for the As-
sembly. at Hampton, yesterday, and the
jssue made was repeal of the Common

repeal. We are sorry that the only
real issue before the country-—separate
schools—was not fairly made, so that
there would be an expression of advanc-
ed Protestant sentiment on this vital
question. The issue made is = false
one, intended to gain Mr. Nowlan tle
support of all sorts of people. Those
who pay taxes without having children
to school, those who live far from the
gites of the school houses, those who are
dissatisfied with the boundaries .of the
school districts, those who dislike the
teachers or Trustees they come in con-
tact with, those who favor separate
schools, those who would re-enact the

1 1aw on a different basis, and those who

don’t care whether children get any edu-
cation or not, will all cormbine with the
enemies of the Loeal Government, the
unsatisfied Antis, and fossils, fogies and
obstructives generally, in an attempt to
elect Mr. Nowlan. .

Repeal is an impossible thing. The
repeal of the Union might jdst as sensi-
bly be discussed. The masses of the
people will never surrender the assess-
ment principle for the support of schools.
It is idle to talk of it. No country ever
retrograded so deplorably. The Eng-
lish race is a progressive one. Free
eduecation is now one ' of the eternal
principles of this eountry, as immovable
as our granite hills. The only guestion
for serious discussion is the sectarian
question, and the people of King's- will
make fools of themselves by voting for
or'against: any man on account: of his
repeal doctrines. Those who favor sepa-
rate schools should do so openly, and
not hide their opinions under a repeal
cloak. .

Church and State in England.

Among the cherished institntions of
Great Britain that are destined to early
overthrow-are the Established Churches.
Tastead of being bulwarks around the
throne they are sources of weakness.
The identification of the throne and a
particular chureh weakens the throne,
unless the church has a great majority
of the people as its adherents. The pre-
sent tendency of the Anglo-Saxon race:
is towards an extension of governmen-

an utter cessation of interference in
things spiritual. When the news of the
separation of Church and State in Mexi-
co came we remarked that England
could not afford fo be far behind Mexi~
co, and this sentiment has been _echoed
in the columns of the more enlightened
press of America. The N. Y. Herald,
commenting on the Mexican news, says:

Meantime the Mexican separation of
Church and State, and this dccree pro-
hibiting the possession of property in
Mexico by religious institutions,can hard-
ly fail to make a deep impression upon
the popular mind of England, for ex-
ample, whose State Church to-day, with
its vast possessions, its princely livings
and luxarious drones, hangs like the Old
Man of the Sea upon the shoulders of
every one of the laboring millions of the
realm. :

Without sharing in_the Herald’s con-
demnation of the Church we yet believe
in its speedy fall from its exclusive posi-
tion. The causes of its dethronement
are not only without but within its pale.
It is a house divided against itself, and
the people will not feel guilty of a sacii-
legious act when they place it on an
equal footing with other denominations.
It keeps its place now by virtue of its
glorious traditions, but traditions are
poor foundations in these days for any
structure to rcst upon. There is noneed
of a State Chureh, there is no justice in
the whole people being taxed for a State
Church, there is little harm to be done
by the overthrow of the State Church,
and the wonder is that the decree of se-
paration has not already gone forth. It
must come soon.

A dispatch from Memphis, Tennessee,
says that there have been 1,500 yellow
fever deaths there in eleven weeks, and
275 last week. The editor of the Appec’,
who was in St. John when the fever
reached Memphis, said he expected it to
become epidemie there on account of the
unparalleled filthiness of the town. With
cleanliness, he said, Memphis need not
feer the yellow fever. Here is a hint to
our authorities to remove the cause of the
offensive odors that exist in many parts
of St. John.

In Galloway large crags are met with
having ancient writings on them. One
on the farm of Knockleby has cut deep on
the upper side, “Lift me up and I'll tell
you more.” A number of people gather-
ed to this crag and succeeded in lifting it
up, in hopes of being well repaid ; but,

The Last Ill;le Murder.

The Bangor Commercial sent two re-
porters to Houlton to investigate the
murder mystery at that pastoral town.
They interviewed the accused, the ‘girl,
and the witnesses, but failed to unravel
the snarl. The ‘“woman in the case,”
Miss Mary Keiley, ““a prepossessing girl
of sixteen,” testifled : .

Was well acquainted with the deceas-
ed; he had been quite attentive to me;
went ont to walk together frequently and
to ride ocecasionally; father disapproved
of my going with Martin, and said that I
had got to stop it. I replied that I didn’t
know what harm there was for me to go
with him as other girls did. I saw Martin
on the Sunday previous to his death. He
gave me a single barrelled pistol, and
said that he had a six shooter, also,whiech
he would give me if I wanted‘it. - 1 took
the pistol and bought some cartridges for
it and used it to kill a kitten. At 7 o’clock
or a little after, on Friday evening, I was
standing with two friends in O’Donnell’s
driveway. ~ I borrowed 8 cartridge from
one of my friends, loaded the pistol,
pointed it across the . street and firel it.
At about 7.15,T and agirl, Fanny Holmes,
and a boy named Cogan, started to go to
Prof. Harry’s seance.

The girls called at the Benson house,
saw_Mary’'s father, and then started
for the hall. The Commercial’s report
says:— !

The girls came into the hall at 7.80; at
8.40 Keiley came in, apparently excited ;
but remained till theclose of the perform-
ances.  On going out he went down, as
he says, past O'Donnell’s to Sleeper’s
tavern, where he took a lunch and smok-
ed till after 11, when he went home to the
Benson housé and went to bed.

At about 8 on that night, a Frenchman
and his wife heard the sharp report of a
pistol near O’Dontiel.’s, and heard some
one-cry, “Oh! Oh!” The Frenchman
said, *‘Somebody’s shot.” Others testi
fied ‘'to hearing a pistol‘Shot about that
hour, or a little earlier, and in that vie-
jnity. Mrs. Tegert, who lives quite near,
thought the shot was not later than 7.30.
% Deaton Bbbett, who was returning
home, said that he passed down the side-
walk in front of O’Donnell’s between 7.30
and 8, that he saw three persons standing
in O’Donnell’s yard, that justbefore he
got there he heard the sharp report of a
pistol, that it frightened him and he pass-
ed on.

Upon examination of Keiley’s black-
smith shop asmith’s frock was found ly-
ing across the anvil. This frock had on
it several spots of fresh blood and the
imprint of four bloody fingers. Keiley
says that the frock belongs to a French-
man, who had worked for him, and left
the morning after the murder. The
Frenchman has been telegraphed for.
Keiley denies ever having worn the frock
and he says he cannot account for the
blood, nor for its being found upon the
anvilv’' -

Examination of Reiley’s room in. the
Benson house brought out” the fact that
ihe floor was, in spots, stained with fresh
blood. Chips of thé floor were taken up
and shown. at the inquest, Keiley at-
tempted no explanation of the bleod on
the floor. A box of caps, some powder,
a bottle of shot, and a gun, were found at
the blacksmithery.

There are two theories of the murder.
One is that Keiley—after having forbid-
den his daughter’s going with Martin,
and threatening to ‘‘end ”” him and her if
he caught them togcther—at about 8 o’-
clock on Friday night left the Benson
house aud went to O’Donnell’'s, where
his danghter was boarding, to find if
Mary had disobeyed him; that he there
met Martin about the premises, and then
and there shot him, dragged the body to
the bank opposite the house, and that on
his return after 11 o’clock from Sleeper’s,
which is below where the body was
found, he removed the remains and ar-
ranged them.

The second theory is that the shot
which Mary Keiley firedin sport was the
cause of the death of young Martin, who
had, after receiving the message of Mary,
as delivered by Manson, gone down, and
was waiting for her on the bank of the
stream opposite O’Donmell’s and that
there he received the fatal shot. The
difficulty about ghis theory is that it does
not account forthe position and laying
out of the body. Some one must have
removed the boly down the bank and
arranged its limbs.

Keiley’s examination was very severe.
On being asked to look upon the face of
the deceased he did so without a muscle
of his face changing. His testimony con-
flicts seriously with that of several wit-
nesses.

Willic Martin was but 19 years of age.
He was universally beloved for his amia-
ble qualities. His father is James Mar-
tin, Esq., a respectable citizen, formerly
a hotel proprietor in Houlton, and subse-
quently owner of the Presque Isle stage
line. The family, esoecially the mother,
are plunged into the deepest agony by
this sad affair.

On Saturday morning, when the body
was found, Mary Keiley came out crying,
and her father, who was there, said to her
that it was a shame, and he hoped who-
ever did it would be found out. Mary
then turned round and said: ¢ Father.
do you know who did it?” Mr. Keiley
replied: ¢ No, it’s too bad.”

The prisonerwas visited by the reporters,
who had known him in Bangor, and he
made the usual strong protestations of

innocence.

Making Mirrors—A New Industry.

There has lately been startedin St.
John a branch of industry entirely new
and which gives promise of developing
iuto an excellent and remunerative busi-
ness. Mr. James Hicks came from Bir-
mingham to work in the Courtenay Bay
Glass Works, and, after he was thrown
out of employment by these works stopp-
ing, he commenced, by advice of a friend
of his, the business of making looking-
glasses, that is, of preparing and silver-
ing the plain glass. The business has
been conducted very quietly, and con-
siderable stock has been made, while
some of his work has already met with a
ready sale The process of silvering the
glass is a very interesting one, and is
very easily and quickly done. First the
glass is thoroughly polished, and only
that entirely free from spots is used. A
sheet ofvery thin tinfoil the size of the
glass is then laid on a glass toppea table,
where it is smoothed and stretched by
rubbing it with a round edged block.
This sheet is then covered with quicksilver
so prepared as to spread evenly like water,
and not form- little globules as a small
quantity of this metal has a ten-
dency to do. A sheet of white paper
is then laid on this and‘ the
glass is placed above it. A slight pres-
sure is brought to bear upon the glass,
and at the same time the paper is with-
drawn and the glass rests upon the quick-
silver and tinfoil that together form the
silvering. The paper is used for the pur-
pose of making the liquid metal perfectly
smooth, and removing any specks that
might be in it. The glass is then lifted
and the work is done, the time occupied
being only a minute or two. This branch
of industry is a new one in St. John. The
quantity of mirrors that are imported
from the United States and Germany is
enormous, so that there is'a large market
for the home manufactured article.

The.llonlton Murder.

The followinz are the particular
of the Houlton maurder, 88 givenby &
correspondent :

The place where the deed was done
was on the Bangor road, near the village,
in front of P.O’Donnell’s boarding house.
Mary Keily, the young man’s girl, lived
in this house. There is a littlehill on the
road here and a grassy bank which slopes
down to the mill pond, about 50 feet dis-
tant. The body was found by a little boy
who was carrying water for his mother,
about half way between the road and the
pond, aboul 7 o’clock on Saturday morn-
ing. Word was atonce given to the au-
thorit;es and soon a larze crowd collected.
The appearance of the body as it lay on
tLe grass gives one the impression that
it was rts .

C\REFULLY LAID OUT

in the position in which it was found. The
body was flat and straight with the face
downward, and the hands neatly folded
under the body, while morning frosts had
crusted his upper clothing with its white
breath. From the road to where the
body lay (say about twenty feet) there
were

TRACES OF DRIPPING BLOOD,

Traces of a bloody hand are seen where
it had clutched the right leg evidently in
carrying or dragging the body to its po-
sition, while on the toe of the left foot
there are also traces where it had evi-
dently been dragged through a pool of
blood. Suspicion at once centered on &
man named Keily, who had been heard to
use threats against this young man for
keeping compdany with his daughter. He
and the daughter were both arrested and
examined on Saturday. No proof of any-
thing like guilt could be shown against
her, and she was at once liberated, while
he is still held in custody. A post mor-
tem examination shows that

near the top.on the left side cut through
an artery, shattered and glanced off the

the inquest now being held the whole af-
fair is being thoroughly sifted,ind doubt-
less some clew to the perpetrator of the
deed, strong ‘and clear, will yet be found.
