Public spirit, of which we
have not a little, has frequently. been
stifled in this way, and it is no wonder
there is such little desire shown to take
hold of public enterprizes. The Mirami-
chi, like the Central road, is much need-
ed. It would open up the centre of the
Province-#nd afford fmportant railway
connections, which would conduce great-
ly to the business between the northern
and southern portions of the country,
and intermediate sections.”

Our contemporary’s remarks anent
the action of a portion of the press
in misrepresenting the actions and
impugning the motives of gentlemen
interested in public enterprises are
strictly in keeping with the facts, and
we regret to state that that style of
warfare, indualged in for political pur-
poses, is not confined to the County
of Yorkalone. The same course has
been- pursued in this County, with
this result, that while the gentlemen
against whom the shots were directed
stand as high in the estimation of the
public as ever, the project itself has
rather been injured than assisted by
the imprudent and unpatriotic tactics
adoptéd. We are glad to notice this
effort on the part of the York County
press to awaken renewed interest in
a matter as closely allied with the
future §yélfare of an important sec-
tion of own County as it is with
that of the neighbouring County of
York. Viewing the proposed under-
taking either from a non-sectional or
non-political standpoint, it is one in
furthering which all sectional and po-
litical differences should be lost sight
of, for it is only by unity of thought
and action on the part of the people
that enterprises of a public nature
can be carried to a successful com-
pletion.

The Oanada Temperance Act.

When the above Act became law in
this County, a few of the dealers at once
made a change in their business and dis-
continued the sale of liquors, for which
they had previously been licensed.
Others thought proper to set the law at
deflance, and continued selling as they
had done nnder the oldlaw. The friends
of the Act were fully aware of the traffic
going on, yet as the decision in the case
before the Privy Council of England was
shortly expected to be given, and as there
was a reasonable doubt as to what -the
decision would be, they took but little
notice of the illegal sale, but waited
patiently for the time to arrive when the
law should or should not be declared
legal. That time arrived, and steps were
at once taken towards the carrying out
of the law, those believed to be selling
illegally being cautiened that if they eon-
tinued to sell, proceedings would be en-
tered against them. No diminution of
the sale of intoxicants took place, per-
sons under the influence of liquor were
to be seen staggering about our streets
more frequently than before, and the
darkness of night was at times rendered
hideous by the yells and fearful language
of the poor besotted victims of this il-
legal traffic, as they fought their way
homewards.

The officer whose duty it appears to be
to attend to this as well as other public
duties, totally ignored the illegal sale,
seeming to have no higher ambition than
$o do as little as he possibly could to
earn the salary paid him as policeman,
and for which the town is assessed, with-
out receiving adequate services in return
therefor. Under these circumstances

some friends of law and order took on
themselves the guardianship of the law
in Newcastle, and comp! s wereanade

Mr. Thomas argued that the case could |
not be proceeded with without giving |
the matter due consideration, and quoted
sectione of the law in reference thereto.
He thought the section referred to by
his colleague was fatal, the complaint
not being according to law, the assist-
ance of another justice also being neces-
sary, as the summons proved it was as a
Justice of the Peace he would try the
case, and the complaint that it was as
Commissioner of Civil Court.

| ary as Commissioner of Newcastle Civil
Court, and quoted Chap. 59 of Consoli-
dated Statutes, as also other sections.

Mr. Tweedie considered it unnecessary
to reply.’

Mr. Lawlor raised another objection
| to the jurisdiction, there béing a Police
| Magistrate in Newcastle, and that his
worship is not a Commissioner of a
| Parish Court within the meaning of the
Canada . Temperance Act. The Act
| under which your worship was appoint-
ed shows you are not a Commissioner
of the Parish of Newcastle Civil Court,
but only a Commissioner of a Civil Court,
and there being a Police Magistrate in
this Parish the Commissioner of Civil
Court had no jurisdiction and therefore
had no right to try a matter under the
Canada Temperance Act.

Mr. Tweedie thought these objections,
if valid, should be brought before a Su-
perior Court, and that the objections
raised were trivial. The papers, he
argued, were correct, byt ke did not ob-
ject to time being taken by his worship
to decide He quoted various sections
from the Consolidated Statutes rebutting
the arguments of the opposing Counsel,
and thought the cause should be proceed-
ed with, as no sufficient grounds had
been presented to quash the proceedings.

Mr. Thomas replied, arguing that a
Justice of the Peace had as much juris-
diction oyer his own Court as a Judge of
a higher Court had over his.

Mr. Masson decided he would go on
with the case.

Mr. Thomas raised anether objection.
That the complaint does not state any
particnlar day or date upon which an in-
fraction of the law took place, and cited
¢ Common Sense” as his authority for
this. He thought authorities should be
quoted by the other side in support of
their position. He thought it was ab-
solutely necessary that the day and date
should be plainly stated in the complaint,
and failing that it was impossible to make
a conviction, and it was not just to the
defendant to require him to answer any
such general charge, and would stake
any reputation he may have earned or
may earn against the legality of such a
charge.

Mr. Masson said he would hear the
evidence, and if such proved that the
offence had been committed he would
inflict the fine imposed by law. He de-
clined to decide upon these legal objec-
tions, they would be decided in a higher
court. The objection was overruled.
He would proeeed.

Several other objections were made
all of which were overruled by the jus-
tice, and it became evident that the
object was to put off as long as possible
these trials, so that justice might be de-
layed and the defendants encouraged in
their violation of law. In one of his
arguments Mr. Thomas went out of his
way to make threats as to what he would
prove against the private character of
the complainant, and used such language
as showed he must be more proficient in
the role of a legal bully than a gentleman
proficient in the law. Of course he en-
deavored to make it appear that his
client was a deeply injured, law-abiding
individual whose character stood 1ar
above that of the complainant, a state-
ment which caused some amusement
among those present, who were better
judges of the standing of these men than
a stranger could possibly be.

Mr. Masson replied that Mr. Thomas
or no other man should villify the
private character of any man while he
was trying these cases, gs he would not
allow it, neither would he put up with
it. 7

It is hardly necessary for us to say
much in reference to this threat of Mr.
Thomas to attempt to blacken the char-
acter of any of the complainants in these
cases, as such a course would not prevent
violators of the law from being fined, ac-
cording to law. But we will say that
Mr. Crocker is looked upon in this com-
munity as an estimable, worthy and in-
dependent citizen, one who has always
been found willing to usghis talents for
the good of the town. he defendant
is known to have openly violated the
law, the offence being aggravated by the
fact that the sale was conducted under
cover of his position as an officially ap-
pointed Vendor of spirituous liquors for
medicinal and mechanical uses, an ap-
pointment which temperance people, as
well as others who voted for the Act, are
of the opinion should be promptly can-
celled by the Gov’'t, It may be as well
for those who violate the Act to under-
stand;that no bullyragging or threaten-
ing will prevent the friends of the Act
doing their daty. It is not a question
now as to whether the License Law,
strictly observed, is or is not preferable
to the Act now jn force. The people
have decided to give the Act a trial, and
the defendants, in cases tried for a vjola-
tion of the law, have no reasonable
grounds for complaint if they are sub-
jected to the fine imposed by law. The
best they can do under the circumstances
is to pay the fine with as good a grace as
possible. Bullyragging and threatening
will only have a tendency to lower those
who indulge in the same in the estima-
tion of the public.

At one o’clock all the objections were
not in and the Court adjourned until
two o’clock for dinner,

After dinner several other objections
were made all of which were overruled
)y justice Masson. Several witnesses
were called, but as they did net respond
to their names the court was adjourned
until Monday, the 4th, and then further
adjourned until Friday, Sept. 3rd, when
the witnesses will be made by warrant
to appear and give thejr testimony as |
required by law. :

In 1872, on the retirement of Hon. Mr.
Theriault, he entered the Governmentof the
Hon. George E. King, and in 1879 was ap-
pointed Solicitor General, which office he
held ever since. His strong hold on the
people of King’s was due to his fidelity to
her interests and to a genial, amiable dis-
position. In the Legislature he was a gen-
eral favorite, and with the purest hand he
discharged all his public trusts. Though
practising law in St. John he never lost 1in-
terest in Hampton where he continued to
reside. Mr. Crawford was unmarried, and
leaves a father, mother, and several sisters
to mourn the loss of a kind. affectionate son
and brother.

He was a noble-hearted man, and while
a sufferer himself, deeply sympathized
with others in sickness or in trouble.
The writer, (J. J. A.) had good cause to
look upon him as a true friend, and will
ever cherish his memory. While report-
ing in the Assembly at Frederictona few
years ago the writer was attacked with
slow fever. The deceased gentleman
visited him in his room in the ell of the
Queen Hotel, did what he could at that
time to minister to his comfort, and
that day, with a generosity and large-
heartedness which few would have
thought of, much less manifested, had
the writer removed to his (Crawford’
own room, a spacious and cheerful a
ment, while he himself, until the writer
had recovered, occupied the room thus
vacated. Is it to be wondered at, then,
that we held the deceased gentleman in
the highest esteem. The instance quot-
ed serves to show the noble-heartedness
of the man, whose excellent traiis of
character won for him the teem of
many, very many friends throughout the
Province. In him, Kings County had a
faithful representative, and the members
of the Government a true and hounest col-
league. To the sorrowing ones in that
home where his death has left so great a
blank, we extend our most heartfelt sym-
pathy. We mingle our tears with theirs
—they have lost a true and loving son
and brother—we a friend for .whom we
entertained the deepest feclings of friend-
ship. :

TTHE WAR IN EGYPT

LoNDON, Ang. 29.—(ieneral Wolse-
ley telegrapis - - from Kassassin
Lock:—

¢ Major General Graham, commaug-
ing this post, was attackel yesterday
evening by aboat 12 guns and eight
battalionus. Onr men bebaved ex-
tremely well and inflicted severe loss
upon the enemy. At first General
Graham had but five guns, two and &
half battalions and a small detachment
of cavalry and mnunted infantry, but
on being reinforced by another battal-
ion he attacked the enemy in front,
whilst the 1st Cavalry Brigade, under
Col. Sir Barker Rnssel charged them
in the flank, sabring a considerable
number. The cavalry werg well
headed by Major General Drury
Lowe. Gen. Graham’s dispositions
were carried out with the coolness for
which he has always been well known.
Arabi Pasha was on the field during
the action. The cavalry charged by
moonlight but were unable to secure
the rebel guns, which the enemy with-
drew during the night. They left,
however, all their ammunition. Our
killed are Surgeon Major Shaw, 6 of
the marine artillery and one infantry
sergeant. Wouanded, 1 major, 2 cap-
tains, 2 lieutenants and 56 men.”

Loxpon, Aug. 31.—The Telegraph
has the tollowing from Alexandria:—
A large supply of fresh water has been
discovered in some old forgotten wells.
Aiabs, coming to Ramleh in con-
siderable numbers, bring their effects
with them. The enemy sre repairing
the fortifications. Our outpost has
captured five signallers who had been
flashing light in front of our position
to Arabi’s camp. They seem to be
fellahs; possibly they are Arab Lele-
graphists disguised. They will be
tried by a native court. - A spy says
Arabi Pasha has a dozen such signal-
lers in our camp.

MAHONLAH, Sept. 1.—A wounded
Egyptian officer who has been lying
upou the field siuce Monday’s fight,
says the Bedouins killed all the wound-
cd they found on the field who were
not Mussulmans. The affair of the
26th cansed much depression at Tel
el Kebir,—but Arabi, apon arriving
there, personally sent troops forward
to attack Kassassin. Before despatch-
ing them upon their mission he made
a short speech, saying that our move-
ment in their rear had’ thrown the
Egyptian plans of defence into com-
plcte confusion, and that it was abso-
lately uecessary to defeat the enemy.

Paris, Sept. 2.—DeLesseps has just
arrived here. In an interview he said
the first fact that should be known re-
garding the Egyptian matter is that
the movement s a national cne. He
was convinced that Arabi has the
whole nation at bis back. His force
is probably beiween 25,000 and 30,000
Arabs, and he has arms for 200,000,
and when he needs men he can get
them. He had every reasan to be sat-
isfied with the manner that Arabi had
behaved toward the canal.

The English had no need of the canal
for their operations. DeLesseps said
Arabi had not placed a price on his
head, but after the English bad landed
at Suez he had received a letter from
Arabi, saying that he knew it was not
his fault, and giving him notice that
the sweet water canal would be cut.
English sailors had behaved very bad-
ly; firing right and left in the streets
and killing many Arab women and
children, and one of DeLesseps own
employees. The English army is very
well organized. He thinks the war
wi'l be a long one, and the final result
cannot vet be torecasted. No serious
operations could be undertaken unless
the bad weather and the overflow of
the Nile were at an end—that would
be in October. The war would be uo
military promenade. It was not trae
that Arabi Pasha bad mautilated the
English dead and wounded; he had
heard nothing of that from officers in
Egypt. England had been long in-
tending to get her finger into Egypt
on some pretext or another. A The
whole Egyptian trouble has been
caused by the intrigues of Edward
Mallet and for the purpouse of givin
England this opportunity. He h
not seen any actual fighting but there
had been many more killed and
wounded among the English than they
had reported ; also many cases of sun-
stroke and a little cholera. When he
had been in Egypt before, when
troubles had begun, he had found some
opposition to Arabi among the Be-
douin chiefs, but now they were, he
believed, all for Arabi, even those
who before had opposed him. Arabdi
had said to him (DeLesseps) that they
were Egyptians before they wereany-
thing else. Even if Arabi were killed
or captured, the war would not on
that account come to an end. The
English might buy some chiefs, vut
that would not help them much. The
Khedive was a man who would never
be ablé to govern the country. Even
if the English succeeded in re-estab-
lishirg his authoeity, it would end, if
the English were successful, in his
either being deposed by them or in his
being a merely nominal raler. At
prescnt he was a prisoner and nothing
that he did had any weight with the
Egyptian peo DeLesseps said the
Suez canal trogble could not occar
with the Panal‘i\ Canal because the
Awericans never interfered in matters
that did not concern them, while it
has been the invariable practice of
Eugland to be always meddling in
other people’s aftairs. He had no ap-
prehension that Panama would ever
hear canon fired. Work on the Pana-
ma Caval was progressing favorably
and was being pushed forward with
the utmost activity, He leaves Paris
on Monday.

LoONDON, Sept. 4.—The T%mes says:
“ Though Wolseley does not require
a third division, the Goyvernment is
determined to strengthen his hands by
sending three baltaﬁons of infantry,
s0 that Gen. Wood may be set free
without leaving & garrison of less
than 5,000 men at Alexandria. Re-
serve depots of 150 men for each of
the regiments which are at the front
with Wolseley will also be formed at
Alexandria, and a large depot of a
thousand reserve men will be formed
to replace those as they are draftei‘lo
the front to supply casvalties.
general result of these measures
be that Wolseley will have 22,000 men
on the main line of operations, besides
the garrison of Alexandria and the
Indian contingent.

Fatal Collision on the Initer-
colonial Railway.

The down freight train, No. 36, from
Campbellton to Moncton, in charge ot
Conductor Dexter Brownell and
Drivers Samuel Ross and Rufns Bul-
mer, two engineers, arrived on time
at Weldford, at 17 minutes past five
on Friday aftenoon. While Avaiting
on the main line, a working train,
Joading logs in charge of Conductor
Nelson Merrill and Driver Thos.
Chilton, backed up on the same track
with such force that the tail of the
train collided with the engine of the
freighe train. A section man named
Delaney, who belongs near Weldford,
was standing on the platform of the
van of the working train, and was in-
stantly killed. The van was, of course,
badly smashed, and the engine of the
freight train damaged. The wreck
remained on the track and way was
made for the regular trains to pass on
the siding last night. It is difficult
at the hour of writing to learn farther
particulars ef the sad occurence.

Later advices state that the freight
train had two engines onit. That
which was run into was in charge of
Driver Rufus Bulmer. The working
train was ranning for the switch when
the accident occurred. The van was
telescoped by a flat car, Delaney bein
caught between the end of the car an
the outfit box, and terribly crushed.

FRIGHTFUL OUTRAGES BY- APACHES IN
SONORA. TERRIBLE VENGEANCE IN
PREPARATION.

TucsoN, Aug. 18.—3onora advices
say the Apaches are depredating fear-
fully committing frightful atrocities in
the Sahuahuapa districts. A large
force of Mexicans is in close pursuit
of theredskins. At theTaratac ranch
the Apaches killed six men, and killed
two in Lucuchilla, tweo in Armcahon-
da and four three hours afterwards.
They attacked El Carrigl, and Kkilled
eleven women and children, first strip-
ping the women and outraging them
in the most brutal manner. They
then put them to death with the most
crnel torture. Four men of the
ranche returning saw the houses on
fire and fled. The Apaches gave
chase when three took .refuge in the
rocks and were defending themselves
when the fourth man, who had escap-
ed, bronght the news to Trinidad. A
large force of citizens started at once
to the rescue. Couriers were sent in
all directiens to warn the settlers of
the whereabouts of the hostiles. No
mail riders have arrived for sevqral
days, and it is believed all fell victims
to the Apaches. The hostiles number
200, and are commanded by Jub. It
isstated that a band of Apaches has
penetrated, into Alamer, and is depre-
dating there. Gen Reis, with a large
force in the Sahuahuapa district, de-
clares that he will not spare buck,
sgnaw, or papoose if he encounters
them.

The Last Horrible Murder In

DusLiN, Aug./19.—One of the two
boys wounded when the Joyce family
was murdered near Conga has died of
his wounds. was 14 years old
The other boy, who is 12 years of age
is in a very prestrate condition. He
states that the assassins, who were
disguised, numbered four or five.
The family coneisted of Joyce, his
wife, mother and daughter. It is be-
