United States, the imperial government
named four <Canadian commissioners
and an eminent jurist from the United |
Kingdom to represent the British Em- |
pire, and so we had a voice in deter-
mining a question which might be of
peace or 'war. No man in his senses
would undertake to frame for the]
British Empire a constitution and sayi
it should be governed by one or two |
legislative bodies or a political body, or |
what its powers should be. It is only
by the voluntary act and good sense |
and co-operation of the government of |
the United Kingdom and the govern- |
ments of the different dependencies
that you can gradually develop an® im- |
perial constitution suited to the re-|
quirements of an empire such as ours. :

The imperial government trusts us in |
these questions, and they trust us with
the purpose of settling the difficulties
of an international character, and we
ean trust her in determining what is
Just and fair and right between the
British people of South Africa and the
people of the Transvaal. She trusted
us, we trust her, and this empire is
an empire governed by the mutual
confidence of the people who inhabit
its different portions. No doubt in time
an imperial constitution will grow up,
just as the constitution 6f Great Brit-
ain has grown out of_the exigencies
of the people and the reguirements of
the imperial service.”

Hon. Donald+Ferguson followed in a
condemnation of the = government’s
action in respect of the sending of the |
contingents. He noticed Mr. Tarte's
action at St. Vincent de Paul, when he
declared that the government had pro-
vided against the first contingent beinzg
a precedent.

Movement.

The Retail Merchants’ Association of
©anada,  an organization having its
Beadquarters at Toronto, with exten-
&lve affiliations throughout the coun-
Uy, has laid out a somewhat compre-
densive plan of campaign against de-
Partmental stores. They will ask the
Ontario Legislature to alter the exist-
dng system of municipal taxation in
the hope of taxing their departmental
#vals out of existence, or at all events
seriously curtailing their operations,
and intend applying to the Dominion
Parliament for such amendments to
the criminal law as will check the
abuses of advertising mmisrepresenta-
tions, and render corporations equally
Mlable to punishment for fraud with
tndividaals. When the attempt was
made last session to alter the law with
Tegard te municipal taxation, by sub-
stituting a tax on the total turnover
of the year in place of the present
Persgnal property tax, which onlp
takes into account such mercantile
slocks as may be in sight when the |
@ssessor makes his rounds. the meas- !
Ure was withdrawn after a fierce con-
test, on the promise 6% Premier Hardy
that & commission would investigate
the whole subject. Itisa matter which
is certainly well worthy the attention
of legislators, and one which should be
eonsidered from evefy point of view,
rather than made the subject of a
basty 1l1-digested legislation at the de-
mand of any organization. no matter
how respectable or influential. It is
only justice to the Retail Merchants’
Association to say that such a full and
thorough investigation of the subject
would be quite in accord with their
views. - ’

stores as such, on the principle of at-
tempting to impose prohibitive taxes, !
graded in proportion to the number
of branches of trade undertaken under
the same roof, would be a mistake, and |
could only result in failure, as has |
been the case in the United States. It |
has been found in practice exceedingly
difficult, Jn fact, impossible, to de-
fine the different branches or to enact
any laws against the modern depart-
mental establishment that swill not fall
upon the old-fashioned general store or
the small suburban dealer who keeps
a variety of lines. Even {f the discrim-
ination could be successfully made, it
is doubtful if public sentiment would
approve of such legislation, or swheth-
er it could be justified on its merits.
At the same time there are no doubt
many abuses in connection with the
departmental store which call for re-
dress and can be met with legislation
of a less inwvidious character. There
is no question that these establish-
ments, owing to the rapldity with
which their stock is turned over, do
not pay any fair share of the taxes un-
der the present system. Whatever
views may be held on the question of
departmental as against single line
business there should be no con:ro—l,
versy as to the liability of all to pay
in proportion to their means, and if |
the present system fails to secure this 1
so that the large corporations owning |
these mammoth establishments escape
their due share, it is only just that a|
change in assessment methods should |
be effected. There is certainly good
ground, as the records shew, for hold-
ing that these wealthy and powerful
corparations are able to secure com-
parative immunity for offenses |
in the way of misrepresentation and
the palming off of inferior articles on
the public under misleading designa-
tions for which individual dealers
would be held strictly %0 account. The |

remedy fer these things is to be sought |
—not by special legislation, directed |
against the departmental store as.
such, but by such general changes in |
the law as will bring all offenders :
aithin its scope.

The depatmental store hag probably
come to stay, and attempts to suppress
it by hostile legislation will be futile.
At the same time the abuses and evils
which have developed in eonnection
with it should be put down, and if the
mistakes made in American anti-de-
partmental crusades are avoided, may
bring about a needed raform,

l’ine Right Sort of Immigrants.

Those who are raising captious ob-
Jections and making appeals to race
prejudice in regard to the immigration
of Doukhobors, Finns and Galicians to |
the Canadian Northwest, overlook one
wvery important phase of the question.

‘Our great want—in fact, our only
want—in the way of immigration is to
get people who will settle on the land
and stay there. Millions of dollars have
been wasted in the past in encouraging
the wrong sort of immigrants, people
who elther stayed in the towns and
citles, where work was already scarce,
and by their competition forced Can- '
adians to emigrate; or after a short
experience of farm life, eventually

drifted citywards. The chances are ten|

t® one that the ordinary British imini-
grant will sooner or later prefer the |
elty to the farm. There is just as much |
of a rush to the great centers in Brit-
ain as in Canada or the United States.
Now the people who come from the
uropean continent and setftle in col-
onies, "retaining their language and
" national peculiarities, are much more
likely to settle down as farmers, be-
cause of these very qualities and char-
‘acteristics to which the crities object.
They will be held together by the com-
" moon bond of nationality, language and
reMgion, and the mere fact that they
‘are so diverse im these respects from
the bulk of the population, wiil prevent
their throwing up their farme in dis-

gust as soon as twwute'
hardships or have a bad season. Even

their clannishness and ignorance of

‘the language and Canadian ways of
living are not without advantages,
that is, provided we want people who
'will stick to the soil. :

It we desire to import factory hands,
motormen, policemen or book agents,
it 18 of course a different matter. But
for farming in the Northwest, the un-
der-civilized Doukhobor er Finn, with
a Jower standard of geomfort and less
alertness and individuality, who has
remained in his isolation, umaffected
“by the craze for city life, will answer

quite as well as some others of a dif-
ferent sort. :

Postage.

The speech from the throne at the
opening of the Dominion Parliament
last week contained a congratulatory
paragraph in reference to the revenue
of the postoffice, stating the belief of
the government that the temporary
falling off of receipts, due to the reduc-
tion in the letter postage rate, would
speedily be made up by an increased
volume of correspondénce. This has so
far been the wuniversal experience
yhenever the rate of postage has been
lowered.

‘The same result would no doubt fol-
low the adoption of a one-cent rate
As every business
man knows, very large numbers of let-
ters' and documents, such as accounts,
are now distributed by messengers, as
where there is a considerable number
to be delivered in a comparatively
small area it is cheaper to send a boy
round with them than to pay postage.

The restoration of the old one-cent
rate would certainly be a great pub-
lic convenience and would in all prob-
ability pay in the long run.

Strong, Friendly Words.
There is this to be said for public

opinion in the United States respecting
the South African war, namely, that if
. is not unanimous in favor of the
course of Great Britain, . neither is
opinion unanimous in Great Britain
itself; amd, in the next place, it at
least has never been so friendly before,
as the result, partly, we suppose, of
Britain’s aittitude of friendliness to the
United States during the recent war
with Spain.

TERMS OF THE
NEW TREATY

Between Britain and the United
States,

Regarding the Use and Control of the
Nicaraguan Canal.

Washington, D. €., Feb. 7.—The new
treaty negotiations in relation to the
construction of the Nicaraguan Canal
read, in etfect, that it is agreed that
the canal canbe constructed under the
auspices of the United States Gowvern-
ment, which shall enjoy all the rights
of such construction, as well as the
exclusive right of providing for the
regulation and management off the
canal. 'I'ne following rules are adopt-
ed as a basis of neuiralization:

1. The canal shall be free and open,
in time of 'war as in peace, to the
vessels of commerce and of war of all
nations, on terms of entire eguality,
so that there shall be no discrimination
against any nation or its citizens or
subjects in respect of the conditions or
charges of traffic, or otherwise.

2. The canal shall never be blockad-
ed, nor shall any right of war be ex-
ercised mor any act of hostility be
committed within it. .

3. Vessels of war of a belligerent
shall not revictual nor take any stores
in the canal, except so far as may be
strictly necessary, and the itransit of
such vessels through the canal shall
be effected-with the least possible de-
lay, in accordance with the regulations
in force, and with only such intermis-
sion as may result from the mecessi-
ftics of the service. Prizes shall be in
all respects subject to the same rules
as vessels of war of the belligerents.

4. No belligerent shall embark or
disembark troops, munitions of war or
warlike materials in the canal, except
in case of accidental hindrance of the
transit, and in such cases the tran-
sit shall be resumed with all possible
dispatch.

5. The provisions of this article shall
apply to waters adjacent to the canal,
within three marine miles of either
end. Vessels of war of a belligerent
shall not remain in such waters long-
er than 24 hours at any one time, ex-
cept in case of distress,and in such case
shall depart as soon as possible, but a
vessel of war of one belligerent shall
not depart within 24 hours from the de-
parture of a vessel of war of the other
belligerent.

6. 'i‘he plant, establishment, buildings
end all works snecessary to the con-
struction, maintenance and oOperation
of the canal shall be deemed to be
part thereof, for the purpose of this
contention, and in time of war, a8 in
time of. peace, shall enjow .camplete
immunity from attack or injury by
belligerents, and from acts calculated
to impair their usefulmess as part of
the camal.

7. No fortifications shall be erected
commanding the canal or the waters
adjacent. The United States, however,
shall be at liberty to maintain such
military police along the canal as may
be necessary to protect it against law-
lessness and disorder. . ‘ 1

Article III.—The high -coniracting
parties will immediately upon the ex-
change of the ratifications of the con»
ventiohr bring it to the notice of other
powers and invite them to adhere to it.

FIGHTING IN THE
PHILIPPINES

Spanish Prisoners Get Away From
Their 'Pino Captors—U. S. Supply
Ttrain Lost.

Manila, Feb. 7.—The insurgents have
been driven out of Legaspion, Albay
13ay, Province of Albay. The rebels of
Tayabas Province were conveying
some 300 Spanish prisoners to Lib-
manan, and on arriving there, the
prisoners, exhausted and starved, re-
volted and dispersed their guards with
stones and clubs. They also captured
a few rifies and barricaded themselves
at Libmanan, where they are awaiting
the arrival of the American troops.

The insurgents, Monday, captured a
supply train of nine bull carts between
Orani and Dinalupijan, Kkilling a cor-
poral and five privates of Company
G, 32nd Infantry. The escort consist-
ed of a sergeant and eleven mounted
men. The insurgents weakened the
supports of a bridge over a creek, and
the first cart went into the stream.
While the escort was bunched, trying
to haul the cart out of the water, the
insurgents fired a volley from the
bushes, Kkilling the six Americans and
aiso two native drivers.

Life With the First Canaditﬁ
Oontingent at the Front.

The London Boys in Good Health and
Good Spirits—The Raid on
Sunnyside.

Mr. Wm. H. Chapman, of 400 Queen’s
avenue, on Monday received the fol-
lowing letter from his son Harry, for-
merly of the postoffice staff, who ias

with the first Canadian contingent at
the seat of war:

Belmont, S. A, Dec. 30, 1899.

Dear Folks qt Home,——Cim'is-trﬁa:ans
come and gone, and with it mno letter
trom. home. You cannot tell how dis-
appointed I was when the mail was
all sorted and only one letter for me
and that not from home, either. I car{
read all you send, and you can send
some papers, t0o, for some of the boys
get them right along. Run the chances
of them reaching me safely.

Christmas here was very dry and
quiet, S0 much so that you would not
think it was a Christmas at all. But
for the extra rations, we should have
forgotten it altogether. I sSuppose you
wonder what we had to eat, and how
it was prepared.

Well, in the first place, we had beef,
turkeys, chickens, ducks, cabbage, on-
ions, parsnips and -“spuds.” These
were put in one large kettle together,
and boiled to a finish; then we ate the |
mixture; so when we ate a piece of |
chicken, we could taste everything
else, and the vegetables the same way.
For dessert we had apricots, plums,
bananas, pineapples, and last, but not
least, plum pudding, such as it was. |
It was not the kind mother used to
make, but the kind Belva [his sister]
could make; yes, and with her eyes
shut.

It 'would make you laugh to see how
we devoured everything in sight. Our
table was the ground, our tablecloth
a blanket, and our knives and forks
our dirty fingers. We enjoyed the nov-
elty as well as the food, or nearly so.
Of course, you know the rain fell while
eating, and the wind blew the sand

complain about it, for the sand gawve
us lots of grit to tackle it. Sand as-
sists greatly in the digestion of food,
and our stomachs would be s0 surprised

| amusing thing happen in our tent a
 few night ago. We had just returned

after being out for 24 hours’ duty in
the hills, and as we did not have our
clothes off for a week, we thought we
could safely take them off and have
a good sleep. We all retired early, and
stacked our rifles, and were just get-
ting in our best’licks, when the color-
sergeant opened our door and called us
to get out immediately. ‘Don’t say
a. word or light a candle.” You can
imagine the pickle we were in. Our
clothes got mixed. I got the boots
belonging to my next bedfellow, and
got the right boot on the left foot,
etc. We could mot find our own nifles,
and you can imagine what we looked
like. But we got out and away to the
fortifications, only to remain and find

we will always sleep in our clothes.”

PTE. McCMURPHY HAPPY.

The following are extracts from a
letter received from Pte. A. McMurphy,
of the first Canadian contingent, B
company, by his parents in West Lon-
don, and dated Belmont, Jan. 4, 1900:

“On Sunday night 300 New Zealand-
ers, 200 Canadians (of C, G and H
companies), 200 Cornwalls, with two
batteries of artillery, left camp to at-
tack 400 Boers about twenty miles from
camp, and they licked them badly, only
losing three men killed and eight Can-
adians wounded. Our company was not
in the engagement, although we are all
anxious to have a shot at the Boers.
It is nice weather here now, although
very hot in the day and cold at night.
I am getting used to it now, and do
not find it disagreeable. We have lots
of fun out, here, but of course I would
rather be at home, although & am not
at all sorry I came. I would not have
missed it for anything. I have seen,
since I left London, the sights of a
lifetime.
here, and there is no kick in that re-
spect. The only kick we get is when
we go to get ostrich feathers, and get
a punch in the ‘slats’ from the birds.
We have lots of music here, such as
it is, from the mules braying. There

have been no very important battles!

fought around here lately, but by the
time 'you get this, perhaps two will
have been fought, and the officers say
that if all goes well we will leave here
to be home in June. It is also reported
'we are going to England, and will stay
there about two weeks.

Writing about the raid on Sunnyside
Pte. Woodliffe says: “The Canadians
were very cool under fire. When they
got up to the top of the kopje, some
of our boys found a barrel of water and
stopped to take a drink. But a volley
from the Boers caused the boys to
drop behirnd the rocks. They pulled the
barrel down, and after getting a drink
got up and went down at the Boers
with right goodwill. It was an awful
sight.”

Belmont, Jan. 6, 1900.—All well
among the Canadians. Sergt. Mac-
beth and 12 men of B Company, es-
corted the 42 Boer prisoners to Orange
River yesterday, handing them over
to Major Cartwright, who is acting as
stdff officer at that point.”

“Regimental orders yesterday an-
nounced that Capt. Weeks had been
appointed regimental quartermaster.
Major Denison still fills the pesition of
camp quartermaster. In tonight’s or-
ders it is announced that Capt. Stuart,
of B Company, will proceed on Mon-
day to Cape Town, to relieve Lieut.
Layburn, who has been in charge of
the small contingent left_at the base
ever since the regiment landed. Lieut.
Layburn will return to the regiment.
It is not yet known who will succeed
Capt. Stuart in command of B Com-
pany.”
