There are
no absentee directors, no big Wall ■ 
street shareholders—no big shareholders 
at all who are not directors and per-1 
conally responsible for each day's work.’

"I believe it is true that a change of 
distributors is just about as infrequent 
as changes in the factory. Sales Man­
ager Rueschaw is most careful whom he 
selects for a distributor and then, hav- 
ing made the selection, considers such 
a person a fixture in the Reo family.

"I, as a distributor, know and I be­
lieve that the average buyer feels that 
he is dealing with human beings rather 
than a soulless, heartless thing—a cor­
poration—when he comes in contact 
with the Reo Folk.

"In order to understand that, you 
must understand that the majority of 
automobiles and trucks are what we. in 
the trade, call ‘assembled’ cars. That 
is to say. they are not made in their 
entirety by the concerns whose names 
they bear. The motor is made in one 
place; transmission another; axles an­
other; while frames, steering gears, 
bodies and the various other units come 
from other unrelated plants.

"Then there are a thousand and one 
smaller items that are bought from 
various houses.

"Now until every one of the plants 
making all of these items has got un­
der way it is impossible for such con­
cerns to produce automobiles and that 
time depends largely on the attitude of 
the local banker and in too many cases 
on the distant New York or Boston 
banker, popularly termed the ’Wall 
Street Control.’

"That history is now repeating itself, 
anyone whose ear is to the ground must 
know. Demand is already here, but the 
supply has not started from the source 
—and it is several months from the 
source before It can reach the con­
sumer.

"I am not alone in this opinion. I 
have talked with a great many manu­
facturers. some of whose plants have 
been closed up to recently and some 
others who have not yet started up, and 
they all say the same thing. They see 
the demand. They want to start. But. 
like a 20-mule-team truck, she won't 
come out of the rut until all 20 start 
at once.

"We Reo Folks are in a wonderful 
position. Our plants have been running 
right along because we did not have to 
ask advice of any outsider and the folk 
at St. Catharines and Lansing could act 
on their own optimism and belief in the 
stability of the industry and the per­
manence of the demand."

BUSINESSISTER SEEK G Polish Insurgents Planning 
Attacks On Many Large 

Towns.

OTTAWA, May 8.—(By Canadian 
Press).—The department of labor an­
nounced Saturday afternoon that ar­
rangements had been made with the 
Canadian Pacific Railway and Canadian 
National Railway, whereby those rail­
ways have agreed to transport farm 
laborers at harvest excursion rates 
from Toronto to the provinces of Sas­
katchewan and Albert, where the labor 
is required. A statement issued by 
Senator Robertson adds:

"Alberta recently advised that It de­
sired to import 200 farm laborers from 
the United States, which was deemed 
by the department as undesirable if 
requirements could be met from within 
Canada.

“Wages offered are from $50 to $70 
a month with board.

“It was obviously impossible for 
laborers to pay regular rates for so 
long a distance. The railways gener­
ously acceded to the request of the de­
partment and have opened the way for 
400 to 600 farm laborers to be trans­
ported at a nominal cost, to the prov­
inces where their services are in de­
mand. The object of the department 
is mainly to relieve the unemployment 
situation in Southern Ontario where the 
greatest need exists.

“Upon presentation of a certificate 
from the government employment ser­
vice at Toronto to city ticket agents 
there, accommodation will be provided 
on regular trains leaving on May 11 
to May 14 inclusive. Only men with

Premier Meighen Tries to Evade, But Liberal Makes Scath­
ing Criticism of Action of R. W. Wigmore in Using His 

Official Position Improperly.
BERLIN, May 8.—Reports from Ger- 

man sources today declare that advices 
from Upper Silesia up to last night 
showed no diminution in the gravity of 
the situation there, caused by the Polish 
insurgent movement. The Polish irregu­
lars were reported to be planning at­
tacks against some of the large towns 
in the district, and their onslaught 
upon Koenigshuette is declared by the 
Vossische Zeitung to have been suc­
cessful, the town surrendering after 
several hours’ resistance.

The railway junction at Kandirzin, 
near Kosel, was given up by the Ger­
mans after they had sustained severe 
losses, the insurgents marching in.

ARE TAKING ACTION.
WARSAW, May 8.—In the face of in­

creasing clashes between the Insurgents 
and Germans, the Polish Government 
has decided upon a vigorous plan of 
action in an attempt to settle the in­
surrection initiated by Adalbert Kor- 
fanty, the former plebiscite commis­
sioner in Upper Silesia, with the object 
of joining the industrials of Upper 
Silesia to Poland.

The Polish cabinet has issued a state­
ment to the effect that while the 
ministry thoroughly understood the 
patriotic motive which led to the spon­
taneous outbreak throughout the min­
ing district, the Government disap­
proved of the insurrection, and con­
sidered the movement a vain attempt to 
attain the desired end under present 
circumstances.

Dispatches received today report that 
20,000 armed workmen from the 
Dombrowa-Sosnowice mining district 
in East Silesia have attempted to cross 
the frontier and assist the insurgents, 
but all were turned back by the Polish 
authorities.

Many Encounters.
Pitched encounters between the in­

surgents and the Germans have oc­
curred at various points in the Rybnyk 
district, where, according to Polish re­
ports, more than 150 Poles were killed 
and many wounded, while the German 
casualties were even heavier.

In a protracted fight for possession of 
Friedrichschutte, an important foundry 
centre, more than 30 Poles were killed, 
the German casualties being unknown.

Repeated demonstration by the labor 
parties have occurred before the British 
and Italian legations, the workmen, by 
shouts and written protests, showing 
resentment against the alleged stand 
taken by the British and Italian repre­
sentatives in Silesia in opposition to 
the Polish claims to the disputed terri­
tory.

It is an impropriety against 
his competitors, it is an impropriety 
against the Canadian Government Mer­
chant Marine.”

two ministers of the crown, one the 
youngest and the other the oldest of the 
Meighen cabinet, are involved, was 
sprung upon an unexpectant House by 
Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux, deputy for 
Gaspe and Maisonneuve on Saturday 
afternoon. It consisted in the reading of 
a photographic copy of a letter writ­
ten by R. W. Wigmore, minister of cus­
toms, to the French purchasing commis­
sion, care of the French embassy, Lon­
don, in which Mr. Wigmore solicited 
business on behalf of the firm of Nagle 
& Wigmore, St. John. The letter is 
written on official paper of the depart­
ment of which Mr. Wigmore is the head, 
and the top of the sheet bears the coat- 
of-arms of the department.

। Wants Business.
In it Mr. Wigmore states that he is 

informed that "your Government will 
have quite a few French steamers tak­
ing grain from the port of Saint John, 
N. B., Canada, this winter,” and adds 
that "the firm of Nagle & Wigmore, of 
which I am a member, are very anxious 
to secure this business,”

"As you are no doubt aware,” the let­
ter proceeds, "I am minister of customs

DUBLIN. May 8.—Sir Hamar Green­
wood. secretary for Ireland, speaking 
yesterday of the recent conference of 
Sir James Craig, premier-designate ofl 
Ulster, and Eamonn de Valera, thei 
Irish Republican leader, declared the 
meeting was the most hopeful sign for 
peace in Ireland in 750 years.

"It is not only the best thing that 
has happened in modern Irish history." 
said Sir Hamar, "but the most hope­
ful thing in 750 years. No English- 
man, Welshman or Scotsman wants to 
run Ireland.

"Ireland must settle her problem 
herself. Therefore the meeting of Sir 
James and Mr. de Valera is an ex­
tremely significant sign and in con­
nection with it I must praise the cour­
age of Sir James, who consented to 
accompany strangers whom he knew to 
be enemies in a motor car from mv 
lodge to the meeting place.

Was Not Blindfolded.

Surely the soul of Charles Surugue 
was played into Valhalla by the drums 
of France! Surely Napoleon and all his 
marshals, all the great captains of 
France, stood at attention when the 
spirit of the "oldest poilu of France" 
came to the heaven of all good war­
riors. Surugue died in Paris this week. 
In his 82nd year he was gathered to 
his fathers, and the bugles of Franco 
Bounded taps over a brave career.

As a volun­
teer again he came to the French army 
in 1915 and saw France take her re- 
venge upon the Prussian.

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THE ISLAND OF YAP.
A recent number of the Paris 

“L/Illustration" contains an Inform­
ing article on the Island of Yap. 
Situated to the east of the Philip- 
pines, it is about half way between 
them and Guam, another possession 
of the United States, acquired from 
Spain along with the Philippines 
after the war of 1898. Yap is the 
northwest angle of the Caroline 
group, sold by Spain to Germany at 
that time.

During the world war Japan 
seized the Carolines, including Yap, 
end agreed to aid the Allies on con­
dition that she should be confirmed 
in possession of these islands, as 
well as of Klao-Chow and Shan­
tung. But the assent of the United 
States to this transaction was not 
sought, as that country was then 
not yet associated with the Entente 
against Germany. But this is no 
valid reason to the Washington Gov­
ernment why a strategic point like 
Yap should be appropriated by Japan 
without the United States being con­
sulted. There has been annoyance 
enough over the Japanese retention 
of Shantung against the wishes of 
China. So the United States insists 
on a revision of the arrangement 
giving a mandate over Yap to Japan.

At Yap is a junction point of im­
portant Pacific cables. One pro­
ceeds from there to Borneo and 
Java, another northwest to Shang­
hai, a third northeast to Guam and 
Honolulu. Guam Is another cable 
centre, with lines to Manila and 
Hong Kong, to Yokohama, and to 
America. The double possession of 
Yap and Guam would give the United 
States a stronger position against 
Japanese advance in the western 
Pacific.

SERVICE THE FIRST CONSIDERA­
TION.

While the Ontario Legislature, under 
the influence of Sir Adam Beck and the 
hydro-electric political machine, was 
killing the McCrea bill which would 
give to the railway board the power to 
increase street railway fares when 
necessary to maintain service, Bion J. 
Arnold, the transportation expert re­
tained by Sir Adam Beck and the hydro- 
electric. was telling the Sutherland 
commission that service could not be 
provided for less than a seven-cent fare 
without a deficit to be covered by tax­
ation. As the situation now stands the 
private companies have been delivered 
into the hands of the hydro. They are 
operating at heavy losses, in some cases 
on fares about half what experts would 
call for to pay for service rendered, 
while the London and Port Stanley line 
—Beck's pet radial scheme—operates 
under a Dominion charter and gets a 
higher rate than any other radial in the 
province and while special legislation 
can be secured for public ownership 
roads to increase fares, as in the case 
of the seven-cent bill for Guelph.

Of course, private corporations must 
be prepared to stand by their charter 
agreements—even though there have 
been Instances where the governments 
which issued them have not. And they 
can be restrained from increasing their 
fares no matter what their losses may 
be. But they cannot be prevented from 
relinquishing their charter privileges 
and discontinuing service. It was in this 
connection that the McCrea bill was de­
signed—to permit the railway board to 
step in and operate, on increased fares 
if necessary, In the event of the com­
pany being forced by operating losses 
into a position where service could not 
be continued.

There is nothing particularly new in 
the hydro policy in this instance, but it 
smacks of that now familiar Prussian- 
ism for which the distaste of the public 
is growing.

THE PRICE OF FURS.
[Quebec Telegraph.]

Many people have a very exaggerated 
idea of the value of raw furs and of 
the profits resulting from handling them, 
but one of the greatest difficulties in the 
trade, and one of which few people 
have any adequate conception is the 
great instability of values. A few years 
ago trappers of muskrat skins were paid 
from ten to sixty cents each for them. 
Then came the rage for the ladies’ coats 
made of dyed rats and the high cost of 
all commodities caused by the war, dur­
ing which period some rare dark colored 
skins were sold for over five dollars 
each. A year ago there was quite a 
slump in raw furs, though prices never 
declined to anything like their previous 
high figures, and now there has been an 
upward turn, and furs of all kinds are 
higher than a year ago, though noth­
ing like as valuable as some of them 
have been in recent years. A Montreal 
paper recently reported that six thous­
and muskrats which had been caught 
this spring in the marshes of Otonobee 
River and Rice Lake would make a 
hundred Hudson seal coats valued at 
$32,000. A hundred of such coats might 
easily be worth the figure mentioned, 
but to estimate the unmanufactured 
skins at that value is to display but lit­
tle knowledge of business, and to take 
no count of the enormous cost of curing 
and dyeing the skins and of manufac­
turing the garments therefrom. These 
operations are enormously costly, espe­
cially since the increase of the last six 
or seven years, in wages and in the 
cost of dyes. It is a very good muskrat 
skin that is worth over 75 cents today, 
though as the Globe remarks, they may 
be worth $5 to $7 a piece when cured, 
dyed and placed upon the market as 
Hudson seal.

"When RENT stands at the door 
of the home and warns all but the 
wealthy away, it is a far more sav­
age menace to the economic sanity 
of the community than a thousand 
‘Red’ emissaries. But when RENT 
writes ‘Welcome' on the door-mat. 
It weaves a spell before the portal 
which no Bolshevik folly can pass.

"Who fixes the Rent?
"The men who build houses. 

When there are plenty of houses, 
rents fall for the same reason that 
eggs get cheaper in the spring. 
When building stops, rents go up 
automatically for the same reason 
that food does in a beleaguered city. 
People can no more do without 
houses than they can without food. 
If the price of clothing soars too 
high, we can wear our old clothes.; 
but we can neither re-eat the meals 
of last year nor house ourselves over 
again on the rent we paid before the 
war.

"Who are the men who build 
houses? Mr. J. B. Carswell of To* 
ronto told the ‘Building Industries 
Parliament' yesterday that 80 per 
cent of the cost of building la labor. 
The rest is profit and material. Mr. 
Carswell put the actual value of 
material at 5 per cent. That is, the 
building of a home is accomplished 
by a triple alliance of workers, cap­
italists and Providence. Of these 
three, the workers contribute eight 
parts out of every ten.

"We leave the answer to you; 
Who builds the houses? Obviously 
labor is the house-builder. Labor 
gets $8 out of every $10 which is 
required to build a house. Rent is 
only Interest on the cost. and will 

, fall inevitably as the cost falls. 
Even if capital and organization 
took nothing for their services — 
which they have never showed any 
disposition to do—still 85 per cent 
of the cost, and its resultant rent, 
would remain absolutely untouched 
—unless labor relented.

"Mr. John Bruce, a representa­
tive of the labor group at the con- 
ferente, declared that "labor was 
opposed not so much to wage reduo- 
tions as to reductions in the stand­
ard of living." This is a highly in­
telligent attitude. Money is only 
worth what It will bring in the 
means of livelihood. It is useless to 
get nominally high wages if the 
purchasing power of these high 
wages is no higher than was that 
of the previous lower pay. The Ger­
man is not enriched by stuffing his 
pay envelope with depreciated 
marks. In the last analysis, the 
workingman is paid in food, clothes 

and RENT. To reduce his rent la 
equivalent to raising his pay.

"But the glorious situation today 
in Canada is that he can reduce his 
own rent by building more houses. 
That is, he can raise his own pay, 
and ‘the bosses be blowed!' At 
present he is actually reducing his 
own pay by building conspicuously 
fewer houses. Mr. J. M. Piggott of 
Hamilton reported to the confer­
ence that ‘the building Industry 
today is practically flat on Its back. 
For March. 1921. contracts let for 
building totaled only $36,800.000 in 
Canada, as against $55,700,000 last 
year. Construction contracts all over 
Canada in the three months of 1921 
were 85 per cent lower than the 
same three months last year. The 
heaviest falling off was during 
March, when the building outlook 
should be at its rosiest.'”

After a period of bone-dry prohibition, 
British Columbia decided to try a plan 
for limited sale of liquor by the state, 
which will sell two quarts of distilled 
liquor or twelve quarts of malt liquor 
to any person 21 years of age upon pres­
entation of a written permit from the 
proper Government authority.

ADULTERATION OF LINEN. ton fibre to the linen, or by the substi­
tution of cotton for linen. The lustre 
of linen can be closely imitated on cot­
ton by rolling it between hot rollers. A 
drop of oil or even water, will often re­
veal this adulteration. The oil or 
water makes the linen much more trans­
parent than the cotton. Another simple 
test is to break the threads; linen 
breaks with an uneven, pointed end, cot­
ton with a tufted, fuzzy end. Linen burns 
quickly with a flame, very like cotton; 
so that burning is not a good test be­
tween them.

A chemical test for cotton in linen 
can be made by placing a fringed sample 
of the cloth in a porcelain dish and 
heating it gently in a 50 per cent solu­
tion of caustic potash for two minutes. 
If then the cloth is removed with a glass 
rod and dried between blotting papers, 
the linen threads will be a dark yellow, 
while the cotton remains white or light 
yellow.

Here, as In so many cases of cloth 
manufacture, it is not the combination 
of linen with cotton that is wrong: It 
produces sometimes a very useful ma­
terial cheaper than linen. The wrong 
lies in the sale of such combinations as 
pure linen at pure linen prices for pure 
linen purposes.

PARIS, May 8.—There was consider­
able disorder today in Paris and in 
other places during the celebration of 
the anniversary of the lifting of the 
siege of Orleans by Joan of Arc in 
1429.

i Fourteen policemen and twenty- 
three Communists were wounded and 
many arrests made, when Communists 
tried to enter the gates of Paris in 
protest against the celebration. There 
was hand-to-hand fighting between the 
demonstrators, and mounted guards, 
who barred the way of the Commun- 
ists. The disorder countinued for sev­
eral hours, during which time there 
was considerable, shooting and the 
hurling of missiles from the walls of 
the fortification.

Disturbances also took place at Brest. 
St. Etienne and Limoges. In the lat­
ter city Deputy Mayor Betoulle led a 
red flag parade of several thousand 
persons through the streets.

The Government’s efforts to arrange 
celebrations met with opposition every­
where. A "number of cities refused to 
undergo the expense, while at other 
places objections were made to the 
event on political and religious grounds.

At St. Etienne disorder broke out 
during services in the church. Revolver 
shots were exchanged, but there were 
no casualties. In the outskirts of Paris; 
at a Communist protest meeting shouts: 
of “Down with war" were frequently 
heard.

In various cathedrals throughout the 
country services were held to inaugur- 
ate the three-day celebration. At Or­
leans, where the anniversary has been 
observed for hundreds of years, the 
ceremony of delivering Joan of Arc's
