AS fome Springs arc much earlier than others, the following 
Dirc&ions ought not to be too literally adhered to in point 

of time; but may rather ferve to point out the order in which 
things may fucceed each other; but as to the prtcife time of be. 
ginning, the jydgment of fhe planter mud bein feme meafure re- 
gulated by the appearance of the Spring However, thofc men. 
tioned for the laft week in April, may be put in whenever thefnow 
is gone, the frofl out of the ground, and the earth fo dry as not to 
be muddy, and the others fuccced in their order.

The ftrft week in May, fow oats, wheat and rye ; alfo fome early 
Englifh beam, (and the main crop by the 10th or nth), fpinage, 
and orrice ; and by -thc.aotii of May a few hills of cucumbers, and 
a few early bufh beans.

The middle of May, fow hemp and flax ; "and any time between 
this and the loth of June will do for potatoes ; foch as arc planted 
about the firfl of June, are frequently the largeft, but the earliert 
planted ate as commonly the heft to ert, being drier in confe- 
quehce of their being more thoroughly ripe.

The firfl week in-June, plant all forts of kidney beans; alfo 
cucumbers, fquafhcs and pumpkins.
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fht loih oÉ'June, fow buckwheat j this is alfo a good lime to 
fcvv in herds-gf aft, clover, cr any foil of grafs feed, which is| 
thought to fuccced lx>ter if fowcd in now with buckwheat, than* 
in the faring with oats. Herds grafs that is fowcd the latter parti 
of June, or through the whole of July, inftcad of running up,’ 
heading out, and ripening as that does which is earlier fown, fpends' 
the fummer in fpreadmg into a large bunch, and rooting firmly, 
by which it not only bean the fuverity of the winter, but fends up 
from each feed many more ftalki the enfuing lummer. The farmer j 
fhould be particularly careful to fow hi» clover, if poflible, before 
the end of July ; for it is very apt to be killed with the winter, if 
not well rooted, and it often happens that crops which come up 
well, late in the fall, are wholly killed, fo that a fingle plant can-4 
not be found the next fummer - — — 1 he firrt week in July fow field ! 
turnips—the early Dutch may be fow n as late as the 15th.—The1 
20th is a good time to fow turnip radifh, and for a late crop, fomc 
falmon ditto, as late as Auguft io»h.——About the middle of 
Auguft is the belt time to fow winter wheat and rye, as by being 
fowed early it will be better rooted to ftand the fevtrity of the win­
ter, and be more likely to cfcapc a blaft by coming in earlier next 
fummer.»—In the fore part of September, corn failed, which may 
then be cut any time in the winter or faring when the frnw is off.
