The most
solemn declarations were mude both by (hose
who awarded, und those who receivid the
prizes, that the strictest justice had been obser-
ved. Those that were fortunate in ganing
prizes had innumerable privileges granted to
thein 3 they were ullowed to fight nearest the
king n battley and were always looked upon
as men who had confered great honor on the
state.
