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THE RES URRECTION.

The Resurrection of our Lord Jesus
Christ, which will be celebrated with joy
by the whole Christian Church on Sun
dsy pext, is justly re garded a8 the grest
central mystery of the Christisn religion.
8t, Paul declares it to be the foundation
of Ohristian faith and teaching, for he
says: “but it {here be no resurrection
of the dead, then Carist is pot risen again.
And if Christ be not risen sgein, then is
our preaching vain, and your faith also
jovain . . o o for if the dead rite
not again, neither is Christ risen again
And if Cbrist be not risen sgain, your
faith is vain for you sre yet in your sins
. . But now Christ is ricen from the
dead, the first fruit of them that slerp.
For by a man came death, and by a man
the resurrection of the dead. And asin
Adam all die, so aleo in Carist all shall
be made slive,” (1 Cor. xV., 13-22))

The Reeurrection of our Bleseed Lord
is therefore the tcken and pledge that
we shall rise again through Him if we
are His faithful followers and imitators,
The Rassurrection of Christ is also the
principal miracle by means of which the
divinity of Jesus is incontestably proved ;
and cur Blessed Lord himself appesled
to it in order to establish the truth of
His doctrine. When the Jews demanded
of Him by what right He sssumed
authority to insist upon the sanctity of
the temple, when He drove out the
money changers, he gaid: “ Destroy this
temple, and in three days 1 will raise it
up.” (St Jobn, ii. 19)

They thought he spoke of the building
itselt, and they said : ¢ Six and_ forty
years was this temple in building ; and
wilt vaou raise it up in three days 1"
The Evangelist informs us, however, that
« He spoke of the temple of his body.”
His relerence was, therefore, first to his
ignominious death upon the cross, and
secondly, to His glorious and triumph
ant Resurrection ; that as by dying on
the cross, He proved bis morial humaa-
ity, so His Rasurrection from death by
His own power proved His divinity.

Unbelievers have directed their efforts
in every age to assail and dieprove, if
poseible, the truth of Christ's resurrec
tion from the dead. But there is no fact
in history more certainly proved than this
one, which is aitested by eye witnesses,
who could not have been themeelves de-
ceived, nor could they have been de-
ceivers, During forty days after His
resurrection Obrist remained on earth
conversing frequently with His Apostles,
teaching them the truths which they
were commanded to teach to all nations,
Puring that time they had ample oppor-
tunity to know that He had truly risen
from the tomb ; and it is the testimony
of all the Apostles and disciples who had
a share in the wriling of the New Teata-
ment that Christ bad truly risen from
death,

They could have no interest in main-
taining this if it were not true, Itis
imposeible to suppose that so many eye-
wituesses should have been ready to
testify to euch a fact, and even to brave
the bitter persecutions which they bad
to endure for maintaining it,  Their
readinees to endure persecution, and
even death, in consequence of their con-
stancy in attesting this fact, as the basis
on which thetruth of Christianity rested,
is sufticient evidence of their sincerity
and truthfulness.

But the Aposties were not the only
witnesses to this fact,

When St. Peter preached his firat ser-
mon to the people of Jerusalem, after
Christ had ascended into heaven, He told
them plainly that : David died and was
buried,end hissopulchere is with us to this
present day.”

It is very essy to prate about the duty
of loyalty ; but there is not a people
uoder the sun which would or could
ba reasonably expected to be ostentatl-
ously loyal under such a regime ss that to
which Ireland has been subjacted. Scot-
land was not loyal to Englend when the
latter attempted to suppress her com-
merce, or to impose upon her an unac-
ceptable religion, or to grind down & con-
siderable portion of the people by barsh
treatment ; and it is only since England hes
recognizad that the Scotch people should
be treated sa the ¢qusls of Englishmen
that the wars which were a!most con-
stantly raglog between the two countrles,
even dowa to the reign of George 1., have
ceated,

Let & new policy, a policy of concllla
tion, be adopted towards Ireland, fnstead
of the policy of coerclon, which hashither-
to been the rule, and we cannot doubt
that a new era of loyalty will be Inaugur.

Peofessor Smith misrepresents the state

Accordlog to s)me biat) thrown
out and remarks made by some of the
koowing ones, addmitted to the secret
counclls of state, we have been led to
surmise that a radical change in the
manner of providing ichool support
for the municipalities is about to be
insugurated.  According to the cou-
templated system as told to us, » gen-
eral tax for school purposes would
be levied on each and every Municipal-
ity, independontly of the wishes or de:

districts in each, Certain funds would
be placed in the hands of the township
or city councils for school purposes, and
then distributed to each school in pro-
portion to the work done, and to the
number of school children benefiled in
each distriot, whether tbe school be pub-
lio or separate, model, collegiate or nor-
mal, Catholics would certainly have no
objection to this system, as then a pro-
portionate share of school funds would
be obtainable that are now withheld.
While in the Province of Quebec one-
third of all school taxes derivable from
corporate bodies and chartered com-
pavies is freely given by law to the Pro-
tesiant Separate schoole, it is about time
that some measure of the same justice
would be extended to the Oatholic
Separate schools of the Province of
Ontario. If some such justice be
reached by the new system about to be

THE CHURCH IN GERMANY
AND ITALY.

A oable despatch avnounces the resig-
pation of Dr. von Gossler as Prussian
Mipister of Pablic Worthip, He s to
be succeeded by Count von Zidliz
Trutzichler, till now Presldent of the
Province of Posen. It 1s understood that
this indleates the success of the policy
advocated by Herr Windthorat as leader
of the Catholic or Centre Party. It le
well known that the new Minister of
Pabilc Worship is favorsble to a policy
of toleration, and the inference {s that
\be persecuting Faik laws will eoon be
entirely repesled, This interference ls
furtber jastified by another deepatch
which states thet Chancellor von Oaprivi
tos written to the Holy Father that
hitherto it hse been impossible, owing to
Protestsnt cxcitement, to modify the
probibition sgaiust certaln  religlous
crders to remain in Germany ; but the
Chancellor says this excitement is abating,
sud the G.v:rnment will eoon be enabled
to modify the ¢x'sting laws sgalast the
Oidere.

It is also stated tbat the mew Itallan
Government bas made overtures to the
Holy Father to bring sbout & more cor-
dial feellng betweeu tbe Pope and the
Government. Uoncessions will be made
to the Church If tbls can be «ff:cted. It
1s known that Pope Liso XIII s anxious to
he at peace with the S:ate ; but peace can-
uot exlst unless the temporal independ-
ence of the Pope be recognized. It ls
clesr thst the quertion of the Pope’
temporal sovereignty is ot settled nega-
tively by the present condition of affairs,
and even now, Count Jacinl, who fean
Itallan Senator, of moderate views, has
outlined a platform which he hopes may
bo accepted by all partles fa Italy asa
astisfactory settlement of the exlsting
troubles. This platform includes a pro-
posal that full soverelgnty over the Laon'ne
Olty be restored to the Holy Father with
& strip of territory slong the banks of
the Tiber to the ses, and that the
sovereigaty be guaranteed to the Pope
by the great powere. Hundreds of
prominent Italian politicians would
willingly sgree to some such measure as
this, and the fact that Count Jacioi, who
was a friend and follower of Cavour,
proposes it, is sufficient evidence that
the restoration of the Pope’s temporal
suthority is far from being a dead issue
as the enemies of the Pope imagine it
10 be,
