Grim Tragedy Reported
From the Wilds of
Muskoka.

Posse After - Murderer|

GRAVENHURST, Ont,, May 21.—
One of the worst tragedies in the his-
tory of Ontario was enacted yester-
day morning in the buch country 12
miles east of Gravenhurst. As a con-
sequence Mrs. Alfred Countermanche
and George Countermanche are dead
and Mrs. George Countermanche ser-
jously wounded. The perpetrator of
the crime, William Ruttan, father of
one of the victims, is a fugitive from
justice, and it may require a small
army to round him up; as he is said to
have disappeared in the woods. The
scene of the tragedy is in the Towne
ship of Ridout, two and a half miles
from Housey's Rapids. The Counter-
manche brothers, George and Alfred
and their wives resided in the same
house, Ruttan, Alfred’s fathler-in-law,
living about half a mile away.

Shot Dead at His Doorstep

George came out of the house this
morning, and was cleaning some fish
he had caught the night before when
his wife joined him. Rutton, who wai
in hiding behind a stump, rose and
fired, but apparently missed, and fired
the second time, striking George just
below the heart, and he dropped dead.

He
sent his idea away and was promptly
informed that his invention was ex-
cellent and has been accepted and
that there was a fontune in it.  The
cost of patenting the device in var-
ious .countries however would cost
about fifty dollars which they asked
to be forwarded. Needless to say with
the despatch of the cash the whole
thing, - falls through and the poor
foreigner realizes gradually that he
has been “stung.”

Several women were
injured in the struggle and the raiders
were finally driven back, but left Mrs,
Pankhurst and a number of her lieu-
tenants in the clutches of the police
while on the ground was a consider-

Nationalists Warn As-
quith of Plans of
Ulsterites.

When Home Rule
Passes.

DUBLIN, May 21— The Catholic
clergy of the south and west of Ire-
land are not hesitating to express their
approval of the Irish Nationalist vol-
unteer movement, thus counter-bal-
ancing the pulpit activities of the
Protestant clergy of Ulster.

At a volunteer inaugural meeting at
Tipperary, Monsignor Ryan, apolo-
gizing for his inability to attend, sent
a2 message full of sympathy, though
asserting the arming was only in-
tended to keep the shores of Ireland
inviolate, and not a fight across the
Boyne. Monsignor Kilkenny, at Clare
Morris, said the menace to Home
Rule would lose force if the Orange-
men were confronted with an army of
trained and armed Nationalists, and
then the Government would nét have
any excuse to fritter away the value
of the Home Rule Bill by concessions.

Throughout Munster numerous
corps are being formed, invariably
with the aproval of the parish priests.
In Derry a number of ex-naval men
have joined, sufficient to create a
naval corps, the first in Ireland. The
Nationalists in Derry, through Com-
mander McGilchy, have telegraphed
to Premier Asquith an absolute guar-
antee that Carson’s provisional gov-
ernment cannot be established there,
and that National volunteers are pre-
pared ‘to co-operate with the policy of
the military in upholding the law of the
land.

How the “Plot” Was Unearthed.

LONDON, May 21—Light has now
been thrown’iipon the "message sefit
the Premier by the Nationalist volun-
teers of Derry-promising assistance
to prevent the establishment of a pro-
visional government, These volun-
teers claim that they have discovered
a plot on the part of the Orangemen
to set up a provisional government
immediately on the passing of the
Home Rule bill next week. It is said
that the Ulster volunteers were to
receive directions from the Belfast
headquarters to seize within the next
few days certain populous centres in
the province. '

This plot came to light through an
accident to a Carsonite emissary
whose motorcycle skidded. Good
Samaritans who helped the injured
man became possessed of information
which he was carrying which taken
into conjunction with the great activ-
ity of a number of covered automo-
biles stirred Nationalists in the city
to take instant measures to meet the
situation. Enrollment proceeded vig-
orously. reaching 3,000 men on Tues-
day. Then it was decided to com-
municate with the chiefs of the party
in Westminster, asking them to in-
form the Government that their or-
ganization in Derry was strong en-
ough to defeat any attempt to estab-
lish a povisional government at Dery.
Definite information concerning Car-
sonite plans to hold up Ulster is lack-
ing, but interfering with transport
communication services is apprehend-
ed as one of the principal moves.
Several thousand men attended a con-
vention af Nationalists at Tyrone yes-
terday. when the proceedings were
held within closed doors. but it is
understood that they dealt with the
threatened coup by the Ulser volun-
teers.

BRITAIN KEEPS SECRET
OF SAFETY AEROPLANE

The King is Enthusiastic After
Witnessing a Flight—Problem
of Safe Landing Still to be
Solved.

LONDON, May 21—It is stated that
the Government wishes to maintain
the secret of the new safety aero-
plane which is the property of the
War Department. While this would
give a great advantage to the British
army aerial service, it is pointed out
hy some that it would be against the
interests of humanity in the conquest
of the air. The King is enthusiastic
over the new machine. After witness-
ing a flicht at Aldershot he exclaimed
“Why haven’t you a hundred of these
in the army.

Col. Seely, Secretary for War, 1n
an interview said the invention of the
machine was due lol the bramns of

many men. Four organizations had
played a part, namely; the National
Physical Laboratory, the Advisory
Committee on Aeronautics, the Royal
aircraft factory and experimental fli-
ers.

“The new aeroplane,” he said, “is
inherently not automatically stable,
that is to say its stability depends on
the shape, not on any mechanical at-
tachment. The secret can be applied
to the momnoplane as well as to the
biplane. The new aeroplane, which
is all British and all the product of
British brains, except the engine, has
been put to all manner of trials, It
has been flown in a gale, flung at air
pockets and eddies, and banked steep-
lv, and has proved stable in all ways.
A novice can quite safely control it in
the air. but still the greatest prob-
lem of all remains to be solved—that
of safe landing. I have flown hun-
{ dreds of miles, and know that this is
{ one thing that is checking the advance

RULE BIL
BECOMES LAW
ON TUESDAY NEXT

That Is, If It Is Adopted by the

House on Its Third
Reading.

[By Special Wire to The Courler]

LONDON, May 21.—Irish home
rule bill entered on its last stage in
the House of Commons to-day. The
vote on the third reading of the mea-
sure is to be taken on May 26th, after
which it passes it will become law un-
der the provisions of the parliament
act as it will have been passed three
times by the House of Commons in
three seperate sessions.

Premier Asquith to-day declined to
state the terms of the proposed
amending bill at this stage and reiter-
ated that the government was prepar-
ed to consider sympathetically any
suggestions which might render its
proposals in regard to Ulster more ac-
ceptable. As there was no precedent,
however the government insisted that
it must have the firm judgment of the
House of Commons on the main prin-
ciples of the bill. The government
he concluded, would never recede an
inch from the position that the bill
was wise and statesmanlike.

The premier announced that the
amending bill would be introduced in
the House of Lords and the Com-
mons would have the last and deter-
mining voice in the matter.

The sitting' of the House of Com-
mons was suspended until to-mor-
row in consequence of the persistent
disorderliness of the Opposition
members, who thus succeeded in
forcing an adjournment, the motion
for which had just been defeated by
a vote of 286 to 176.

Immediately after the vote had been
taken' the Unionists started the re-
frain, “Adjourn, adjourn.” The up-{
roar was long and loud. The Speaker
finally arose and asked A. Bonar Law,
the leader of the Opposition, where
he assented in the demonstration.
Amid shouts from his suporters of

“Don’t answer,” Mr. Law refused to

reply, and the Speaker declared the
sitting suspended, saying there was
nothing else he could do, as Mr. Law
declined to assist him in maintaining
order,

Premier Asquith and his colleagues
in the cabinet, who remained in their
seats, were fiercely assailed with
abusive epithets by the Opposition,
to which the mainisterialists replied

| with cheers and the waving of hand-}

kerchiefs.

THE BRITISH SITUATION.

Notwithstanding the pessimistic re-
ports being received from the Ol1
Land day after day, and stories of
two rival armies being drilled in Ire-
land, the outlines of a broad and hon-
orable settlement of the Home Rule
Controversy can be plainly discern-
ed. British partizanship has ever
been tempered with statesmanship,
and a perusal of the recent debate in
the House of Commons shows a
strong inclination among the leaders
of all shades of political thought td
sacrifice something for the common
good. The conciliatory offer of Mr.
Asquith, his promise to bring in an
amending bill, has been received by
the leading men of the Unionist party
in the spirit in which it was put for-
ward, and while the extremists on all
sides will shout “no surrender,” com-
mon sense will prevail in the end.
Reports that Mr. Redmond is on the
point of breaking with Mr. Asquith
should not be taken too seriously.
The Irish leader has been in politics
for more than thirty years, and plays
the game well. No one realizes bet-
ter than he, what ‘a disruption with
Mr. Asquith would mean. Already he
has carried his followers far along the
path of compromise, and it was only
the pa\rt of astuteness for him to
state that he would remain at liberzy
to deal with Mr. Asquith’s amending
bill in the manner which he thought
it deserved. On the other hand it is
only natural that Sir Edward Carson
should continue to demand further
concessions. But in the end there is
hardly. any doubt that he will be will-
ing to sink something for an hono:z-
able settlement. The exclusion of 2
portion of Ulster will be a bitter pill
for the Nationalists, and especially
for those who have been foremost in
the cause in the Northern Province
itself,, But,.it will be better. than co-
ercion, civil strife, blood shed, and
another half-century of suspicion and
hate. And if Parliament in Dublin can
show that it does things, the hard-
headed, practical Ulstermen will be
only too willing to come in, in timc.
Those who have studied the work
of the Irish County Councils which
were established in 1808, and which
gave Home Rule to rural and urban
districts in:Ireland, sincerely believe
that the economic success of a Par-
liament in Dublin would convinde the
men of Ulster. )

All the reasons now urged against
Home Rule, were urged against the
Irish County Councils measure—intol-
erance, incompetence, extravagance.
Tord Salisbury went so far as to state
‘that it would be worse than Home
Rule. Yet in the short space of fif-
teen years the Irish County Counciis
have worked a social revolution
throughout the island. It made the
mass of the Irish people masters of all
the finance, and all the local affairs of
Ireland. It placed an enormous patron-
age in the hands of the people. It gave
them control of vast sums of money;
and in no matter have they been as
successful as in their financial admin-
istration. Their success would seem
to vindicate the economic case, for a
larger measure of self-government.

SOME FARM FACTS.
The annual report of the Minister
of Agriculture for Ontario. dis-
closes some interesting facts. It is

| pointed out that at the last Session of

the Federal Parliament an Act was
passed at the instigation of the Fed-
eral Minister of Agriculture setting
aside the sum of ten million dollars to
be spent for agricultural instruc-
tion and demonstration through the
Provinces, covering a period of ten
years. The plan was marked by many
admirable features. The money set
apart was adequate, at least for a start
and the decision fixing a period of ten
vears gave a permanence which can-
not but be conducive to the best re-
sults. The money is to be divided on
the basis of population, with special
provision to help the smaller Provin-
ces and also special provision for Vet-
erinary Colleges. The sum of $700,000
was divided last year and of this, On-
tario received $195,000. This will'be
increased at the rate of $35,000 a year
till a maximum of $363,319 is attained,
and Ontario’s grant will stand at this
figure for the balance of the ten year
period unless the Federal Act is chan-
ged in the meantime. The Bill re-
stricts the expenditure to instruction
and demonstration work, and while it
thereby eliminates many lines of ag=
ricultural activity, it is at the same
time broad enough to be productive
of great good.

During the year the following ques-
tions were addressed to District Rep-
resentatives:

1. The percentagé of farms mort-
gaged and per cent of mortgage on
value of farms, and whether increas-
ing or decreasing.

2. The extent of deposits by farm-
ers in savings banks.

3. Whether the loans are on the
purchasing of land only or for financ-
ing farm operations.

The answers elicited the fact that
about 45 per cent. of the farms of the
Province are mortgaged to some ex-
tent. This means that mortages ag-
ainst farm property in the Province
represent only about 15 per cent. of
the total wvalue of farm property,
which must be taken as a very encour-
aging sign. Moreover, a considerable
percentage of these mortgages are
held by farmers. Opinions were also
unanimous that mortgages are stead-
ily decreasing.  Practically every
County reported that payments were
being kept up very promptly and a

tlarge number of mertgages-were be-

ing wiped off each year. In many
cases it was pointed out that mort-
gages, while they are frequently taken
as a barometer of prosperity, are not
altogether an unhealthy sign, as many
are placed in order to secure money
to extend the land holdings, erect
buildings, plant out orchards, put in
under-drainage or effect other im-
provements which are in the mnature
of investment. In a few cases, unfor-
tunately it was reported that mort-
gages had been placed on farms in
order to raise money for speculation
in western real estate, and there are
too many indications that a great deal
of money of Ontario farmers has been
used for this purpose and has not
brought the returns anticipated.

In the matter of deposits of farm-
ers there was also a unanimity of op-
inion that these had increased mater-
ially in recent years. In one County
the bankers estimated that the depos-
its had increased from 20 per cent. to
30 per cent. in the last few years. In
another County it was estimated that
70 per cent. to 90 per cent. of the
money deposited in Jocal banks was
deposited by the farmers. "Another
Counrty estimated that 75 per cent. of
the farmers had savings running from

700 to $12,000 each.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS
ANY PERSON who is the sole head of a

family, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarter section of avall-
able Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskat-
chowun or Alberta. The applicant  must
appedl 1u person at the Dominion . Land

{Agency or Sub-Agency for the District.

Bntry by proxy may be made at any
agency on certain conditions, by father,

i motler, son, daughter, brother or sister of

intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land In each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 acres, solely owned and occu-
pied by him or by his father, mother, son,
daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader im
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section along side his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre. Duties—Must reside upon
the homestead or pre-emption gix months
in each of six years from date of home-
stead entry (including the time required
to earn homestead patent), and cultivate
50 acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his
homestead right, and cannot obtain a pre-
emption, may enter for a purchased home-
stead in certain districts, price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres.and
erect a house worth $300.00.

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Latest Crop Bulletin Is
Interesting to Country

Considerable Percentage of the Winter Wheat Has
Been Killed—Latest Statastics From
Government.

By Speclal Wire to The Courler]
OTTAWA, May 21.—The census
ind statistics office, in a bulletin,
states that according to returns from
its correspondents, made on May 6,

about 19 per cent of the area sown to

. fall wheat in Ontario has been win-

ter killed, this percentage. represent-
ing a reduction of 132,000 acres, i. e.,
irom 694,000 acres, the area sown, to
562,000 acres, the arca expected to be
harvested..

In Alberta, the other large fall
wheat proince, fall wheat has been
killed to the extent of 15.6 percent,
representing 36,000 acres, which will
make the area to be harvested  193,-
000 acres instead of 229,000 acres, the
area sown last fall.

The total area estimated to be sown
to fall wheat, including besides On-
tario and Alberta, 3,000 acres in Man-
itoba; 78,000 acres in Saskatchewan,
and 2,700 acres in British Columbia,
was 1,006,700, now reduced by winter
killing in Ontario and Alberta to
838,700 acres.

The condition of fall wheat on May
6 was in Ontario returned as 81.3
percent, and in Alberta as 87.3 per-
cent. For all Canada the condition
of fall wheat on May 6. was 83 per-
cent o fthe standard, or 103 percent
of the average condition of the past
five years represented by 100. The
condition of the fall wheat crops this
vear is, in fact, superior to that of
any year since 1910, when the recerd
was over & percent of the standard.

of the total -eeling was reported as
completed on May 6, as against the
same proportion last year omn "April
30. In Manitoba, 57, in"Saskatche-
wan 79, and in Alberta 88 percent of
the spring Wheat crop was reported
as seeded by May 6, these propor-
tions comparing favorably with the
progress reported last year on April
30. For the five provinces of Quebec,
Ontario, Manitoba, Saskatchewan and
Alberta the proportion of seeding re-
ported as effected on May 6 was
about 48 percent for wheat, 23 per-
cent of the standard, or 103 percent
and 37 percent for all crops.

About 14 percent of the area in hay
and clover meadows is reported as
winter killed as compared with 22
percent last year. The average condi-
ticn of these crops on May 6 was 86.-
7, as compared with 89.6 percent last
yvear and 74.6 in 1912.

U.S. Testlmony to Growth'

Of Canadian West

Frederick Foster, member of - the
Ohio Historical and Archaeological

The trek to Western Canada began
in earnest about a dozen years ago
and followed closely the lines, of the
then one existing railway, but coin-
cident with the building of two more
tianscontinental railways, the immi-
gration ingreased until it has now
reached the enormous total of virtual-
ly half million persons a year, largely
from Brgat Britain and the United
States, not to mention the vast move-
ment from Eastern Canada to the
West. The lure, or properly speak-
ing lures, are identical to those which
peopled our own prairies, First, land,
second merchandise oportunities cre-
atéd by the cultivation of the land.
The difference in the development of
our middle West and the development
of Western. Canada lies largely in the
difference of time and for this reason
it is but natural that Western Can-
ada’s development i$ relatively faster.
The opportunities there at present are
precisely the same as the opportuni-
ties which existed in the Central Uni-
ted States thirty or forty years ago,
but the means of converting these op-
portunities into money are infinitely
better, as may be realized when one
pauses to consider the vast improve-
ments which have been made in trans-
portation facilities, farm equipment
and business appliances, during that
period. =
No Pioneering in Western Canada

There is no pioneering in Western
Canada as our fathers and grand-
fathers understood the word; instead
it is pioneering de luxe—pioneering
via transcontinental trains versus ox
carts' tungsten lights versus candles,
steam ploughs versus the hoe, mer-
chandising versus trading.

I never take a trip into Western
Canada without being amazed at the
progress \being made. I have re-
cently sfen model towns of three,
four and five thousand people which
did not esmist five years ago. Less
than two years ago I had occasion to
go to Central British Columbia. After
leaving the railway I was obliged to
float down the Fraser River on a scow
covering more than three hundred
miles in six days; then I spent an-
other week in travelling by pack train
into the Stuart River Valley. On the

Development Unparalleled in History

It is little to be wondered that a
virgin country such as this be peo-
pled rapidly with the coming of the
railway, and this rapid settlement
of the country at large has brought
the Canadian railways face to face
with a condition which did not ob-
tain during the winning of our own
West. I refer to the establishment
and development of towns. When the
railways of the United States were
built they, for the most part, linked
together towns which had already
been established eitheriby accident or
by design by the pioneers. In Cana-
da all this is diffegent; the towns are
being established by the railways
with scientific precision in order to
give the settlers marketing, educa-
tional and social centres. It was ex-
plained to me by a prominent official
of a Canadian railway - that these
townsites are located with a regard
to the needs of the settlers who are
already in the various districts. If a
certain district is well settled and
without adequate urban facilities,
provision is made for a larger town
than in a district where there is less
settlement or where there are already
nearby towns of importance. Once
the town location is decided upon,
the railway engineers surveys the
townsite and the plans are filed with
the government, the acceptance of
the plans being equivalent to permis-
sion to the company, or their agents,
to place the town on the market;
thus when a town is thrown open to
settlemen it is much like a city’s sky
scraper ready for the tenants to move
in. To the casual cbserver the rapid
growth of these towns is remarkable
but close investigation will show that
the settlers are all ready for the town
and are waiting for the stores, fac-
toriies, churches and schools to come

Wren asked the other day by one
of our congressmen how long Can-
ada’s prosperity was going to con-
tinue, I answered that in my opinion
just as long as the same spirit and
purpose continues to draw people
from Iowa, Illinois and Qhio to Sas-
katchewan, Alberta and British Co-
lumbia as drew them from England
to New England. And I may add
that it is no wild stretch of imagina-
tion to think of fifty million people
in the Canadian West before the
close of the present half century. My
belief,based upon experience gather-
ed from many trips into the Cana-
dian westis that Western Canada is
at the beginning of an industrial de-
velopment which will outshine the
wonderful - progress made there dur-
ing the past ten years.”

Rockefeller, Jr., has returned to work
after twenty days spent at the coun-
try estate of his father at Pocantico
Hills, Since May 1, when he-went in-
to retirement, most of his torment-
ers, under the leadership of Upton
Sinclair, have been silenced, several
by being sent to jail.
