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There is an uncertain tone to the
flour market, due to the possibility
in large measure to speculation as
to what the Canadian food controller
is likely to do. In the United States
it is anticipated that the food con-
troller may take full control of the
purchase and distribution of wheat
and that millers wil] come under this
control. This would place the hand-
ling of the flour in the hands of the
Government. Should this be effected
in the United States there is strong
probability that it might have a bear-
ing on the Canadian situation as the
food controllers of both countries
are avowedly working in harmony.

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THE BITUATION

The Russians yesterday resumed
smashing attacks-on the Teuton pos-
itions in Galicia. Berlin claims that
all failed, but the fighting was still
in progress at last accounts, the
Huns in all probability, as so often
before, have sought to give out re-
assuring statements before they are
in any sense warranted. The re-
sumption of the offensive by the
Muscovites constitutes clear evidence
that they have reawakened to stay
in the game. Russian forces are also
trying to sweep into Mesopotamia,
and are meeting with lively resis-
tanee from the Turks.

Complete details show that the re-
cent victory of the French in the
Champagne region was of a brilliant
nature. The Crown Prince had made
elaborate arrangements for a sur-
prise onslaught, and the Huns came
on in wave after wave, only to be
hurléd- back and shattered. Hund-
rads of them were afterwards count-
ed lying dead on the field,

Stories are renewed of rioting in
German towns because of food short-
age.

Rumors are persistent in London
that Germany will shortly make an-
other peace offer. It may be taken
for granted that it will be on such
a basis as to call for immediate re-
Jection.

French Front in France, July 7.--

“The German Crown Prince had
arranged a surprise party for us, in
order to offset the Russian victory in
Galicia, but he knocked at the wronz
door and received a aisagreeable re-
ception.” ;
Before the ernemy’s attack began
an uncanny silence reigned along this
famous road, where the hostile arin-
ies are facing each other at close
guarters. Snddenly the German bom-
bardment onenel and its intensity
impressed the French general as he-
ing greatér than he aver before cx
perienced on the Somme, at Verdun
or in the Champagne. where he has
taken part in all the battles since the
heginning of hostilities.

Did No* Await Orders.
The shell smoke was so thick ana

Irish Times Takes Grave

Shorncliffe, Eng.,
June 17,1917.

Dear Gus:—Your of the 27th. of
May, just received this evening. BEvi-
dently with the aid of the U. . A.
Navy, the mail is coming along fast-
€r, as most of the letters have taken
a month to get here, also, I received
a letter with cuttings from the loecal
paper from my wife. It was a great
surprise to me to hear of poor Len
Mears and his brother. Gee! Gus war
is certainly Hell. Brantford is be-
ginning to feel, what people in Eng-
land have felt since 1914. Earl
Pitcher too, has gone “West'’—and
Gus, the “End” is not yet in sight,
how many more will go “Under,” yet
its hard to say, one can only wonder
“Who"” will “Return Home.” Your
Cousin I read was wounded well Gus
when “wounded” one has the sat-
isfaction of knowing, that you are
“Safe” for a time at least I too, sin-
«cerely hope he will come through
safely. As to Len, it seems it was to
be. I've wondered if he stayed with
the Battery, he would of escaped, but
We can only say. “Thy Will be Done
Oh Lord,” By now, you will know
that I've met “Bert O’Heron.” and
1 sincerely hope Bert gets marked
for Canada, he certainly isn’t fit for
France again. So I really think that
““One” of the “Old Carriers’ will re-
turn to Brantford, and of course I
hope the others will too.

I volunteered for France some
three weeks ago, put as N. Co O’s
are short here, why they are at pre-
sent holding on wo us, but I guess one
of these days we will get warned,
however, I am quite confident of
eventually returning Home, that I
do not worry. Fritz though
with his Air Raids on England, mak-
es times anpleasant for us all, but
we fellows, of course, have to be pre-
pared to give our lives, what hurts
us most, is the loss of the women and
children in these raids, three times
in the last two days, have we nad to
stand to. All our boys have to go
to stables and stand by the horses,
as for me, being Orderly Sergt. this
week I've to go around, and see
that everyone keeps under cover in
the raid. Glad and I were in war
bad enough, but this London Raid
has been much worse, any way re-
garding loss of life. Now Reprisals
are demanded so the Hun can. be

‘ Fritter Batter.

Mix 1 cup flour, ¥ level teaspoen
baking powder, % teaspoon salt and
1 teaspoon sugar add gradually 1%
cup milk, 2 eggs, whites and yolks
beaten separately, and 1 tablespoon
of melted butter. Beat vigorously and
let it stand 2 hours.

Baked Bananas

Four bananas 4 tablespoons sugar
(level), 8 tablespronfuls water, 4
teaspoonfuls melted butter, 4 tea-
spoonful lemon juice, grain salt. Bake
in shallow dish for 1% hour, or until
syrup is thick and bananas red.
Baste often.

Banana ice Cream

Put 3 cups milk into a double hoil-
er and bring to a boil; then add 1
heaping cup of sugar and thicken with
1 tablespoon of cornstarch, dissolved
in cold milk. When it forms a thick
custard take from the stove and cool,
add 1 pint of cream and 6 thinly slie-
ed bananas and freeze.

Iced Apple With Cream.
Pare and core 6 large apples and
cook in a syrup made of 1 cup of
sugar and two of water! when they
are tender lift them out, and cover
with a thin layer of meringue. Sift a
little sugar over this and let it brown
lightly. Reduce by boiling the syrup
until there is 13% gills left. When
this is cold it will be a firm jelly.
Cut into squares and place on and
about the apples.: Serve cold with
sugar and cream.

caring for those of our soldiers who
have. received injuries in the battles
against the Huns. Napoleon would
change his opinion that “Republics
are ungrateful” could the “Little
Corporal” learn of the plans now be-
ing worked out for the care and re-
training of our boys who are return-
ing. crippled and maimed from the
trenches of Flanders and Belgium, so
that they will be able again to take
their places in t™e ranks of self-sup-
porting soldiers of industry.

We have only to turn back to the
history of the civil war to learn the
reason€ for Napoleon's declaration,
The maimed veterans of the Union
Army were received as heroes, ban-
queted and feted, provided with arti-
ficial limbs, consigned to the class of
public charity, and all too soon’ per-
mitted to drift into the almost hope-
less battle for a livelihood in a world
that promptly forgot their heroic
deeds. Little wonder .that alms
houses under the name of soldier
homes were soon found necessary in
every section of the country.

Canada is going about this great
problem in an entirely different
manner. The Military Hospitals
Commission has inaugurated the
principle that it is as much the duty
of the State to prepare the crippled
soldier for the battles of civil ife as
it is to provide him with the proper
medical and surgical care for his in-
juries. Vocationu training even dur-
ing the period of convalescence in the
hospitals, has already demonstrated
the wisdom of this plan. ;
