FTER avout a year spent in this
way, (still away from home) I
had savings enough (for I was
determined to accept nothing
from my father)toenter London
University, which I did in fall of 1883,
I worked on, outdoor preaching and
studying, for a year, when I failed by
a few marks on ‘the first examination,
I was discouraged. My means were
exhausted or nearly so. I was too
proud to go home on my father’s terms

I applied to Ford, Rathburn & Co.,emi- |

gration agents, and with several other
young English gentlemen paid them a
certain premivm (I do not remember
‘exactiy how much) to obtain us places
in Canada. I well remember going
hiome on the Monday before I had ar-
ranged to sail on the Wednesday. This
was in the beginning of August, 1884,
My mother tried $o disuade me from
my purpese, my father was silent,
‘theugh I think had my father persuad-
ed me to stay at home I should have
done so. No I left home again (as I had
done four years before when quite a
boy), a loving Providence had guided
my steps thus far and en that same al-
mighty arm I still
I think it was the most responsible
monent of my life this second leaving

home, going out inte the world in aj

more real sense than I had done before,
vesponsible for the building up of my
own name, my own eharacter, my own
position. God only knows in what
imeasure I have succeeded, man in his
uncharitable judgment sees only how
amiserably I have failed. I went from
home to see some dear friends of mine,
a family of the name of Nicholls, one of
whom has since sat in
of Commons. Thkeir kindness to me
hiad been great, and I should be guilty
of that basest of all sins, ingratitude,
were I to forget them now. I then
‘walked down to Apington station, on
the South Tastern Railway, and pur-
<hased a ticket for Chaving Cross, city.
It was the midright train and 1 had a
comparément all to myself. Then for
wlmost the first time in my life I felt
lonely, especially as the train moved
slowly over the old river Thames, into
the depths of which I had so often
- Zazed and longed as the poet that it
*ould bear me away on ' its swelling
tide to the silence of the great beyond.
On arriving at Charing Cross station, I
called a cabby (or more properly acabb
called me) and atter I had tipped a rail-
way employee to transfer my b
‘Wwas driven over the stones of London
1o Easton Road station, the ecity ter-
minus of the London and Nerthwestern
Railway. Here I parchased a ticket
dor Liverpool. I shall never forget that
Six hours nnde down to Liverpool. 1n
the carriage there was a arty of three
veturning te the city of I amiiton, Can-
ada, frem a trip through England, and
a right jolly trio they were, one lady
and two gentlemen. ~About midnight
of course we had recourse to the flask,
which to my mind is indispensible in
travelling, but which shocked two old
maids, who had the misfortune to be
<oached with wus. When passing
through the black country we refreshed
ourselves with biscuits and hard boiled
©ggs, which of course had to be washed
down with the conterts of the flask,
“The train stopped for refreshments at
one of the midland towns (I believe it
‘was Derby). I got off to get some cof-
fee tor the old maids, who absolutely
refused to take any of the “needful.”
They were so long drirking it the train
moved on and I had to toss the crocke
out of the window on to the platform,
‘We arrived at Liverpool about six in
the morning. I atonce wentto a hotel
and had a geod breakfast of ham and
eggs (by the way this was the first meat
I had tasted for a long time having been
a vegetarian during my life in L.ondon)
and it was here I parted with the Ham-
ilton people I met on the train the prevy-
ious night, they were salling on the
‘White Star Line via New York, while I
was bound for Quebec by Allan Line
steamer, Sarmatian. I regret that last
morning in England, seeing the sights
of Liverpool, which is the second city
inthe Empire. About noon I made
my way for the docks in a cab, A tug
was in waiting to take us across the
river to the huge steamer lying anchor-
ed near to the Birkenhead shore, A
motly crowd indeed it was on board
that tug. One old woman I remember
especially, who aunoyéd at the motion

of the boat, sereamed and yelled and |t)

prayed “to be allowed to gét out and
walk,” which prayer, to her unspeakable
* disgust, was not granted.

We reached the Sarmation safely and
went on board. It took us several
hours to get well settled, and it was
wel' on towards evening when the pilot
came to join us and the shores of Eng
land left behind. In the evening a
fearful storm arose inr the chaunel, so
that none of us slept, and were all on
deck early next morning when the Isle
of Man was vyisible in the distance
Sometime after
WE SIGHTED THE COAST OF IRELAND,
and dnring the day we steamed into
Loch Foyle and finally anchored in the
mouth of the river Foyle above Derry

to wait the arrival of passengers and
mail from that city. - This part of Ire-
land is very (Ficturesque,,bhe coast stud-
ded with old ruins. " ‘The mail packet
arrived about six p.m. The new arrivy-
als were 4 jolly Irish crowd, especially

I was very sick for three
days and nights, during which time y ¢
ate nothing, the only thing giving any

orty eight hours when most of the
firemen, &e., were down with sea-sick-
ness, and we were drifting without fires
at the mercy of the wind and were driv-
en a long way out of’ the regular course,
80 much so that we got among the .ice-
bergs off the coast of Labrador.

NEXT-OF-KIN FRAUDS,

Beware of Big Stories of Money Awalting
Helrs to Olaim 1t,

A London oable says: Notwithstanding
repeated warnings that have been sens out
from time to time by the United Btates
Legation here and by the press of America
ooncerning the frandulent character of so-
oalled Eoglish estate agents in Amerioa,
reoent developments show the number of
dupes is increasing  Daring the past few
weeks more letters than ever before have
been received from Amerios, inquiring
after imaginary estates of fabulous sums
awaiting the writers in the Bank of Eng-
fand. In the oage of many estates, such as
the Jennings-Lawrence, Townley, or Chasge-
Townley, Hyde Herne, Bradford-Hedges
and others, - ppecial circnlars have had to
be printed to answer the numerous appli-
oants. The fraundulent sgents insers
advertisements in newspapers regarding
alleged estates and oollect fees for pre-
lan’ged searches, eto., from she parties
who are persuaded that they are heirs.
The dupes often pay money $o these agents
for several suoccessive years. During Mr.
Lincoln's term as Minister here nearly all
$he letters have come from small ocountry
towns. ‘Texas, Kansas, Jowa and the Var
West seem to be especially produoiive.
Among the letters recensly received at the
Legation are communications from claim.
ants to some thirty.five estates. Of all
the olaims investigated by she English
solicitors, not one has been found to have
any validity. In any oase the Legation
here is powerless to help claimants or even
investigate these onses. A statute of limi-
$ation fixes a period within which un.
olaimed estates revert to the Crown, and

is period is twenty years. The limit
within which aotion can be broughs for the
recovery of real property ia twelve vears.
There are no large sums of money awaiting
olaimants in the Bankof Evgland. There
are very few ammounts of £1,000 and none
exoeeding that sum by more than £100 or
£200. The amount ot money in Chancery
belonging to unknown heirs is altogether
less than £1,000,000.

THE MANIPUR DISASTER.

Mrs. Grimwood's Btory of the Horrors She
Passed Through.

THESIEGE, SLAUGHTER AND FLIGHT
———e

(From London Times.)

We have been favored by Miss Grimwood
with the following letter, received yester-
day morning from her sigter-in.law, Mrs,
Grimwood, widow of the late Mr. Freok 8§,
Olsir Grimwood, who wag murds 'd a$
Manipur : 3

LaxHIPUR, Cacuar, April 2, 2

Long before this reaches you youn. 1l
have heard from the newspapers of all that
hae taken place in Manipur, and this is
only %o give you partioulars. Frank must
have told yon abous she Ohief ocoming with
-450 men of the 420d Goorkhag, They kept
us in the dark as to their real reasons for
ooming until they arrived on the 22nd of
March. The Ohief then bhad a oon.
sultation wish Frank, and decided
%o hold a durbsr at onoe. Word
Wwas gsent $0 the Maharsjsh o
tell him to come and bring all she Prinoes
withhim. Frank had meanwhile told me
what was going to happen—viz., thas the
Government of India had decided that the
ex-Maharsjsh was not $o be allowed to re.
turn, but that also the Jubrsj, the Prince
who turned him ous in Beptember, was to
be banished for a term of years to India.
This decision waa to be announced in the
durbar, and when the Princes g0t up to go
the Jubrsj was o be arrested then and
there, and convayed out of the place that
day by some of the 420d. For this par.
pose the steps 0 the house were lined with
‘Bepoys, and

THE HOUSE GENERALLY SURROUNDED.,
The Maharajah arrived with his followers
and only one of his brothers ouf of shree,
with the excuse that the other §wo were ill,
and o0 were unable to be present. As the
Jubrej was one of these, the Ohief said the
durbar could not be held withous him, and
thas he must be sent for. They delayed
four or five hours, bus he would no¢ oome,
80 there was no durbar, and the Maharajah

The
23rd arrived, but the Rajah did not sarn up,
a8 he said the Jubraj was ill still, and oould
not come. This wens on the whole day, and
in the evening the Chief decided thas Frank
had better go and see the Jubrsj, tell him of
the Cecision of Governmens, and try and
persuade him fo listen quietly and aot in
accordance.

I covered him up and then lefs him, and
joined the others outside. We $hen moved
off. I dodged two shells by running behind
a tree. We went out at the baok of the
house, and had %o oross first a hedge of
thorns, and a high mud wall, then s river,
before we could reach the road. - I hadn’s
even a hat, and only very thin house
shoes on. One of these dropped
off in the river, where I also got
wet up to my shoulders. We were fired at
all the way.

lying in wais for us all over the place, and
marched at least 80 miles with no food ;

On the morning of the
26th we gtrnok the Cachar road, hoping to
meet 200 men who we knew were on
their way up to relieve the guard.

sinoe the morning of the 24sh, exoepta few
mouthfals of so-called dinner, snatohed a8
best we con!d. We bad $o eat graes and
leaves ; bus I was $00 done up %o care much.
My feet were ont to bits, and my arms
wouldn't stop bleeding, and I was perished
with oold and having got 8o wes in orosgin
theriver. We went on down the road, an:
came upon a stockade on the road, where
there were crowds of the enemy. This we
had to rush, and I sprained my ankle and
gave myself up for lost; bus I got over
somehow, and then we saw some men run.
ning up the hill below us. Some eaid they
were Manipuris and some said Ghoorkas,
and for some time we did not know, bus
for the first time fate favored us. They
turned out o be the men from Oachar, and
We were saved, bu: not one moment t0o
soon. I think that was the worss momens
of all, and I felt as though I must break
down utterly; but food and some brandy
brought me to my senses, and I wag ail
right. We had still eigh¢ days' march be-
fore us to get so British territory, bus

I am
feeling terribly worn ous and ill, but have
made an effors to write this, and let you
have fall partioulara as I know how.

old and rougher three-oord, is being much
smoother.

As thread numbers were already eastab.
lished, they were nos altered for the new
arsiole, says the Dry Goods Review, and
No.60 six-cord snd No. 60 three.oord were
lett identioal in both size and namber. To
effeot this the six-oord has $o be made of
yarn twice a8 fine as that demanded in
making the three-cord variety. The No.
60 cord is made of six strands of No. 120
yarn. The three-cord spool ocotton is of
the same number as the yarn is made of,
Bix-cord spool cotton is always made from
double its numbers. Thread is a simple
thing, bus it is simple thero are 2,000
kinde of it, and each kind goes through
hundreds of different proocesses.

The Queen’s Birthday.

Queen Victoria was 72 years old
Monday, and in a few weeks more she
will complete the 54th
relgn. Other English sovereigns have
ruled a few years longer, and under
others there have been brilliant achieve-
ments in arms, in diplomacy and in
letters; but taking length of years'and
brilliancy of achievement together, the
Victorian age can perhaps be fitly com-
pared only with the last halt of the six-
teenth century. The earlier period, be-
cause of the towering supremacy of
one or two of its great names, must be
regarded as the Augustan age of Eng-
lish literature; but no other half cen-
tury but that of Elizabeth can surpass
that which has given us such poets as
‘ennysou and Browning, and historians
as Macauly, Grote aud Froude, Greene
and Leckie, such profound thinkers up-
on moral and social topics as Mill, Rus-
kin and Carlyle, such novelists as Dick-
cns, Thackeray and George Eliot.
Africa has been to modern travellers a
fascinating field for exploration, and
their heroic deeds remind us of the time
three hundred years ago when “the dar-
ing of the bucaneers broke through the
vale which the greed of Spain had drawn
across the new world of Columbus.”
There are English divines on both sides
of the Atlantic, whose names are not un-
Worthy to be placed beside that of
ITooker. But in the field of naturai
science, of scientific speculation and
achievement, the last 50 years are so
tar in advance of any other period in
listory that comparison is impossible,
‘The age has not been remarkable for
feats of arms or triumphs of foreign
policy; but in it the progress of the
British people has been truly marvellous
in the arts of peace, in commerce and
manufactures, and the growth of free-
dom in political institutions has been
steady and rapid. The franchise has
been broadened until it closely approx-
imates manhood suffrage; and the re-
peal of the Corn Laws was the begin-
ning of an emancipation of trade
which has resulted in a prodigious
growth of British commerce and indus-
try, and in a vast improvement in the
comfort of the great mass of the Eng-
lish people. 1In this part of the Em-
{Arc the reign of Queen Vietoria has
scen almost synchronous .with our en-
joyment of the boon of responsible
government; but we have picked u
#nd fastened upon our trade the shack-
les which the Mother Country cast off
Jears ago, while the freedom of our in-
stitutions is lessened by corruption and
by practices which in the older land
would not be tolerated for an hour. All
over the English-speaking world there
have been upheavals and workings in
the social fabric which seem to show
that it is about to take on a new form;
the growth of great cities and of great
individual fortunes, grindin% goverty
continual strife between labor an
capital. The spirit of inquiry, anxiety
and unrest have been felt in all the
churches; but in all this the most strik-
ing as well as the most hopeful sign
hLas been the steady effort to reyive the
simplicity and earnestness of Christian-
ity and its fitness to the needs of the
time. In the history of the period over
which we have glanced, the Queen her-
self has not been as conspicuous a fig-
ire as some .of her predecessors have
been in the history of earlier times; but
her constitutional duties have been
performed with fidelity and with dig-
nity. She has established and main
tained in her cours a tradition of aus-
tere purity; and in her private life she
has set an example of admirable faith
and affection in the domestic relations,
of charity to the poor, and of the right
use of great wealth and high station,—
Globe.
