President Wilson to Bring in Tariff
| Legislation Similar -to Canadian
An agitation’ has “ begun in the
United States to secure an anti-dump-
ing clause in the tariff similar to that

anti-dumping clause in the Canadian
tariff was iffserted for the purpose of
preventing the _dumping of United
States or other foreign goods into
Canada at greatly reduced prices dur-
ing periods of depression. In pointing
out this fact during a discussion of
anti-dumping legislation, “The New
York Journal of Commerce makes a
good case, probably without intending
to do so, for the trade policy of Can-
ada:

“On lhe general question of protec-
tion the of
the United States is gquite different
from that of Canada or South Africa.
With Canada it was chiefly a feature
of its protective policy.to prevent the
unloading in the Dominion markets of
surplus goods from the United States
at reduced prices. Canada, with its
wast territory, has onmly about one-
twelfth of the population of the United
States. Its manufacturing industries
are mainly in the stage of infancy or
youthful agdolescence, and located in
the east contiguous to the most highly
developed field of Amcrican indus-
tries. The United States has no rea-
son to fear competition from nearby
countries in its own markets, and its
situation with reference to European
competitors is quite different from
that of Canada. Its. industrial and
commercial sirength-ought to be equal
to that of any existing rivals, and the
power of those in Europe now at war
with each other will be greatly dim-
inished instead of increased when
their struzgle is over.
