H;nﬂlton and Other Canadian
Cities and Towns Damaged.

The Ambitious City Will Have a Mensy
- Loss, of Nearly Half a Milllon—The
Storm King Played Havoe With Rail-
way, and Come
panies’ Property - Trolley Cars Every-
'h\.ro Were Lald Out—-Storm General.

Hamilton, Dec. 6.—The most disas-
trous snowstorm that ever struck Hamil-
ton was the one that commenced here
Sunday night. The losses sustained by
the tel % . 3
and t to $500,-
000. The telephone lines for many blooks
from the hears of the city are down, and
80 are all the -poles, broken like pipe-
stems. The oliy was in tota' Jdarkness
Sunday night, and no attempt was made
to light the streets last nighs or will be
to-night, as thousands of broken wires
are hanging across the power company's
lines, and the danger to oitizens would
be too grems.

The City Street Rallway has been tled
up since 9 o’clock Sunday night. Many
oars were stalled in the tracks, and are
still there. Trolley wires are down in all
directions, poles having fallen on them.

It was affer the lights went out Sun-
day night that the real trouble began and
it became dangerous for people to be out.
The trees bucame 80 heavily loaded with
the soft snow that branches began to
break, and in a short time the sidewalks
and roadways were strewn with trees
and parts of trees. Then the telephone
and other poles bogan to Fleld to the ter-
rifio weight on the 4vires and everywhere
throughout the vity they snapped off and
came orashing to the ground with their
weighs of wires. Very few oitizens had"
any idea of the number of wires strung
on the poles in the oity till yesterday
morning, when thay viewed the wreck
on nearly every street on which wires
were strung. In the hqtels and churches
where eleotric light is used coal-oil lamps,
candles, and bioyole lanterns had to be
used.

It is doubtful if any company or ocor-
poration has suffered to the extent of the
Bell Telephone Company. It was found
that fully three-fourths of the oity serv-
ioes had been ‘‘knocked out’’ and perhaps

Nooturnal eyes are larger and of muoh
finer construction.

‘ways some light distributed around the
firmament. The nocturnal lemur is noted
for its very largs eyes. The very

eyes of the bats (distinptly noocturnal) are
due to the partial replacemens of sight
by their very highly developed sense of
feeling. The vampire has very small
eves, but wings eof exoeeding sensitive-
ness.

Some animals live im absolute dark-
mess, of three kinde as te locale—oaves
deep in the earth (Mammoth Cave in
Kentucky, and one in Austria), the para-
gites, and the deep sea, below 200 fath-
oms. Here no sunlight penetrates. Ani-
mals in absolute darkness have no eyes
whatever, the blood shows shrough the
sransparent skin and the eyes have prac-
tioally disappeared.

The Mammoth Cave ylelds some insects
not absolutely blind, being supposed re-
eent migrations from the outer world,
she absence of light being insufficlent to
have caused total degeneracy as yet.
Mammoth Cave fish have eye sockets,
bus the eyes have entirely disappeared,
ewing te disuse.

All true internal parasites are blind,
being very safe and withont necessity for
eyes. We have some that are blind that
live part of their existence im the outer
world, during which period they have
well-developed eyes. The degensrate eyes
of the proteus have a very slight deposi$
of pigment, with retina well developed,
but lens ontirely disappeared. In the
myxine we have another eye in which
the optic’ merve has entirely disappeared.
Where the vitreons humor would be is
entirely fillled up, with lens disappeared.

The oyster crab s not a true parasite,
having well-developrd eyes, and it can sit
and watch for its prey. The males never
®o into oysters, only the females. The
male 1s so different from the female you
would no$ 1t as 1 log
he same species.

The ohicken-fattening business has be-
cowe one of -magnitude in the
counties of the South of Bngland, and
increasingly great quantites are being
imported fro Two years ago
the imports of poultry into Great Bri-
tain exceeded three and & half millions
of dollars’ worth, The quality of the
flesh is said to he very much improved
in whiteress, tenderness, and flavor
by this special fattening process.

Prof. Robertson put up a number of
chickens to fatten at his own place. He
bought ordinary chickens on the Ot-
tawa market. When he got them home
he killed three representative ones.
These weighed, after plucking, eight
pounds eight ounces. After the chick-
ens (over 90 altogether) had been fat-
tened for 86 days on fine ground oats
and skim milk, three other representa-
tives chickens were killed. They weigh-
ed, when the feathers were off, 16
pounds 4 ounc-s. The following table
shows the difference in the edible part
from the chickens killed before being
fattened and the chickens killed after
being fattened for a period of 36

FACTS ABOUT LENSES.

Some Things That All Amateur Phe=
tographers Should Know.

something about the lens and its action.

The rapidity of a lens is a term used %o
denote the length of time which i$ requires
to form and impress an im on the
sensitive plate. Rapidity depends on the
manner of eonstruction and the glass em-
ployed in the making of the lens. Thein-
tensity or brilliancy of the image depends
;:pon the amount of light gathered by the

ens.

The foous of the lens is the point dis,
tant from the lens where the rays mees.
Now, if the ground glass which receives
this image is placed either side of this
point, it will receive nmot a point bute
spot of light, and the image will be more
or less distincs as the glass is removed
nearer to or farther from the poins where
the rays meet.

The centers of the bounding surfaces of
a lens are called centers of curvature, and
the straight line through the center of
eurvature is called the axis of the lens. If
a beam of light parallel to the axis falle
upon a lens, it will be collected by refrac
tion at a single point. The point is called
the prinoipal focus, and its distance from
the lens the principal focal distance.

Limewater is a cure for bowel diseases
and is aleo a remedy for soft shelled eggs.

Milk has all the necessary elements for
the production of .fat and gives the skin a
good oolor.

In too many oases the poultry is over-
fed, causing it to become too fat and un-
productive.

Dry lime s too caustio to be given alone.
A better plan is to keep a vessel of lime-
water convenlent.

Boiling the milk that is fed to fowls
will increase its value and lessen the risk
of its producing disease.

Chickens inténded for breeding stock
should not be pushed too fast or be over-
fed. A steady development is best.

Fowls that have a variety of sound food
do not need artificial stimulants or condi-
ments to make them lay or to keep them
in good health.
