WRITING UP OUR VALLEY science that he is, by Scottish descent, 
as by training, he has a most lusty faith 
in the future of the industry and of the 
country.

Along with everyone else that I spoke 
to on the subject, he wants immigrants, 
lots of immigrants, to develop the wealth 
that is as yet only scratched. And it is 
to Britain he looks. The British emigrant 
is preferred before all others, with per­
haps an exception in favor of the Scan­
dinavian. ‘‘The very best men we hâve 
had. ” one official said, “have been from 
Kent and South Wales. ”

The best possible sort of immigration 
has been tried, and is succeeding even 
beyond expectation, in the neighborhood 
of Wolfville. the most attratice little 
garden town—it is also a university town 
—I ever saw. Mr. Oliver Hind, a generous 
worker among the boys of Nottingham, 
endowed a little fruit and general farm 
called Farm Dakgyne, where yearly 
a dozen boys of 17 or so are sent and 
given a year’s training.

Professor Blair, who has recently 
begun to take a leading part in the scheme, 
holds that when their year is up these 
boys are even more useful than country 
trained wbrkers. They are less haphazard, 
more skilful, more alert, more scientific. 
If only other benefactors would set up 
similar farms in other provinces on the 
model of Mr. Hind!

The farmers and their “apple Paradise” 
that lies between Windsor and Digby 
along the Bay of Fundy demand a 
description to thfcmselves; and I must 
return for the moment to my Sçan 
dinavians.

On landing at Halifax I grew interested 
in the fortunes of five Scandinavians who 
were emigrating to Nova Scotia and I 
altered my route to see the part of the 
country they had selected. They had 
all been brought up on the land, one in 
Denmark, one in Holland, and three in 
Sweden.

All had engaged themselves as farm 
laborers on the north ride of Nova Scotia.
"where the apples come from”, and most 
farm produce besides. It is one of the 
very few parts of any country in Europe 
or America that have not suffered this 
year from depression among their farms 
and farmers. Indeed, it claims a world 
record.

I drove through some of the best of 
the country with Professor Blair, the 
head of a 500-acre Federal experimental 
farm.

“SWAT THE FLY’’

During recent years the danger 
of the presence of the house­
fly has been brought frequently 
to the attention of the public 
and the admonition to “swat 
the fly" has been a common one.

The splendid quality of our fruit 
and our advantageous position 
regarding world markets gives 
Nova Scotia an advantage over any 
other country producing apples 
for export, and new home markets 
are being developed and extended

Underneath the floor boards also are 

the levers and arms used for controlling 
the clutch, the brake, the self-starter 
and the accelerator.

There are a number of these lesser 

hearings which tell the expert 
Whether the car has had proper care 
tr not. In fact, in looking over a used 
tv, a man who knows naturally turns 
to these first to find out how well the 
tv has been taken care of. Experience 
ihows that where other parts show 
normal, or practically no wear, these 
lesser bearings show absolute neglect.

The spring leaves need lubrication 
tnce a season. Tools are sold for separating 
the leaves enough to apply a lubricant 
made especially for that purpose.

Overhead valves, worked by a rocker 
inn, must be lubricated every time the 
tV is taken out. The lubrication is not 
Usually included in the ordinary lub­
rication scheme of the engine, but must 
he done separately.

Attention to these points, which may 
teem to be minor ones, will result in 
greatly lengthened life for the car, and 
Will give it a much higher value when 
it is traded in for another car.

When the expert looks into the con­
dition of a car, one of the first places he 
inspects for wear is at the steering knuckles 
They are under a pretty heavy load, 
tod, while the motion is not great, it is 
continuous, even when the car is driving 
Straight ahead. Very few are aware 
that it needs a constant supply of good 
heavy grease to prevent wear at this 
point. It is desirable to 
the grease cups on the steering knuckles 

, every time oil is put in the engine. When 
the grease cup is screwed down so that 
it cannot be turned further, it should be 
filled immediately. There should be 
enough grease there to keep forcing it 
out, so that grit cannot get.into the bear­
ings.

Underneath the floor boards there are 
a number of parts which need attention, 
but being out of sight they are often out 
Of mind. They are also somewhat in­
convenient to get at. Under there is 
the “universal” joint. This is another 
joint in which the motion is not great, 
but the load is heavy and continuous. 
That is the next place that usually shows 
hard wear. Most modem designs have 
housings covering this joint, which may 
be filled with heavy oil, and it then takes 
care of itself for a month. - It should be 
inspected and the oil replaced monthly

DEPRECIATION OF TRACTORS

*The annual depreciation of_a tractor 
is usually figured at twenty per yent. of 
the purchase price. This basis of figuring 
assumes a life of five years for the machine. 
There are, of course, many cases where 
tractors have outlived their usefulness 
after two or three years of service, while 
others have been in use for a much longer 
time than five years.

A depreciation charge of twenty per 
cent, is altogether too much. A tractor 
that is correctly designed, properly built 
and receives good care and handling 
should last much longer than five years 
and give first-class service. However, 
taking into consideration the kind of 
care that a very large percentage of 
tractors receive, especially when not in 
use, it is not to be wondered at that it 
becomes necessary to charge depreciation 
at the rate of twenty per cent.

A farmer when asked how he managed 
to get useful work from his binder for 
twenty harvests or more replied. “I am 
careful when using it, and I take good 
care of it when I am not using it ”, T£ere 
was a machine on which the depreciation 
figured five per cent, and that farmer’s 
explanation of the long years of usefulness 
of his binder points the way to a lower 
depreciation charge on tractors.

When tractors are left out-of-doors 
at all times of the year and under all 
conditions of weather, it is not to be ex­
pected that a lower depreciation charge 
than twenty per cent is possible. But 
that is not the tractor’s fault and it is 
not the manufacturer’s fault; whether 
the expense of. his investment is high or 
low rests to a very large extent on the 
shoulders of the farmer. The care which 
a tractor receives will influence the rate 
of depreciation more than any other 
single factor.

It isn’t the usual wear and tear on a 
tractor while it is working that sends it 
to the junk heap as quickly as the abuse 
which it receives when it is not working. 
Unlike the horse, there is no danger of

yAFTER CHANGING A TIRE

The easiest way to get the jack from 
under the car is to push the car off of 
the jack. The objection to this method 
is that it gives the car quite a jolt es­
pecially if the wheel is jacked high. In 
order to slow the fall and soften the jolt 
the emergency brake may be applied 
slightly—not sufficient to prevent push­
ing the car, yet enough to slow down 
its movement.

May I be permitted to submit a brief 
summary of work accomplished under 
the Public Health , programme since 
September 1921.

Approximately 3100 pupils were ex­
amined in the schools, some schools 
wereffiecessarily visited more than once; 
the greater the number attending, the more 
visits required for the individual examina­
tion, by which remediable defects are 
noted. Kentville school was visited nine 
(9) times for such examination. At each 
visit a talk on the value of acquiring 
health hablits was given as also showing 
of the tooth brush drill; nine (9) dental 
clinics were held, two of the local dentists 
willingly giving their time for this im­
portant teaching; as also doing free 
dentistry for needy ehildren. Several 
other visits for health instruction, and 
examination for reported skin conditions 
making a total of about twenty five (25) 
to the end of June 1922. Wolfville school 
was visited five times December 1921, all 
the pupils present having been examined 
during these visits. During the previous 
year 1920 and 1921, this school was 
visited five times to complete the required 
examination, besides several other visits 
in passing through the towfl. There were 
visits paid to Wolfville in connection 
with the work, which did not include 
the school.

Many visits were paid to the homes of 
school children, to homes of soldiers 
discharged from the Nova -Çcotia Sana­
torium, to tuberculous and other ill persons 
in various parts of the county. Clinics 
were held weekly, some of these—the 
tuberculosis, and eye, ear, nose ae throat 
clinics, being largely attended. Each 
of the 3000 odd children has a physical 
record card, notifications of defects 
found are sent to parents, there are 
daily reports, and at the end of the month 
a monthly summary is sent to the De­
partment of Health, Halifax, together 
with necessary correspondence, writing 
of clinic notes for the county paper», 
all adding a big share to the other activ­
ities. Number of miles travelled 3036.

Dominion Fruit Branch Grand Pre, N. S.

The July fruit and vegetable report 
of the Fruit Branch of the Dominion 
Department of Agriculture is full of 
matter of importance to growers and 
shippers. Apples on the whole promise 
exceedingly well in Ontario, although 
Spy, Baldwin and Greening promise to 
(be light In the other apple-growing 
provinces a crop 25 percent lighter than 
last year ia indicated. Peaches and plums 
promise well in Ontario; so too do-cherries 
and currants, while grapes and rasp­
berries are likely to prove a fairly good 

-crop, but pears appear to be below the 
average.

A larger acreage than usual has been 
sown to onions and one percent leas to 
potatoes. The Prairie Provinces, British 
Columbia, and the Maritime Provinces 
all show a rather larger decrease in the 

-acreage devoted to potatoes and Quebec 
shows an increase of six percent over 
last year. In British Columbia, peaches, 
plums and prunes promise to be better 
-than the average, apricots, raspberries, 
and currants about an average, cherries 
fair and loganberries light. An increase 

•of the acreage devoted to' onions is re­
ported.

Taking Canada as a whole 703,600 
acres are covered by potatoes this year 
compared with 701,912 acres last year, 
being an increase of 1,688 acres. Re­
turning to apples the total production 
last year in the five apple-growing prov­
inces was 4,046,813 barrels against 3,- 
382,540 in 1920. The care that is required 
in packing and shipping fruit to avoid 
damage is emphasized, and the special 
-arrangements that have been made by 

, the branch for transportation by lots 
are set forth, with particular reference 
to the distribution of British Columbia 
irait in the Prairie Provinces. Attention 
is directed to the Provisions of the re­
cently passed Act regulating the Sale 
and Inspection of Root Vegetables, as 
they affect potatoes and onions.
