A Mr. Frank Herman of Lon* 
don, ti-. b., has just finished a 
tour oi 106,000 miles. The fol­
lowing- are notes by the way. 
rJ he tellow is an infidel and a

From London, he eaid.I went 
'to France,passed down tlnough 
Spam and Portugal toGibraltar, 
over into Morocco, Algiers and 
Corunna. Went down into the 
country a short distance, thence 
to Malta and Port Said, passed 
through the Suez Canal to is- 
malia, and thence by train 
trough the deserts to Cairo, n 1- 
exaudria and the Pyramids. ». t 
Alexandria 1 vieWedL leopotra’s 
Needle, which is now iu New 
York,and mused lor quite a time 
as to how the beautiful pearl­
drinking Queen manipulated it 
in sewing buttons on An ©ay s 
trousers. Taking a doyheeb at 
Cairo. 1 spent 21 days on the 
. ile,the pleasantest ever passed. 
The weather was delightinl,and 
it seemed, to stretch one’s limbs 
in the shade of the broad sail, 
that care was banished to anoth­
er world, and the millennium 
of contentment was setting iu. 
Along the banks, in the rich 
fields, the natives were working 
just as they did, and with tools 
alter the same pattern, ages ago. 
t/ccasionally 1 would see a far., 
mer irrigating his land with a 
pigskin lull oi water on his bacZc, 
a tiny stream escaping Irom the 
nozzle, its How bemg governed 
by his broad lingers. The most 
interesting guide-book 1 found 
during those twenty-one days 
was the Bible.

1 tbeu visited the site where 
Moses is supposed to have led 
the children of.srael across the 
lied Sea. Though gazed on 
the waters lor an hour, 1 could 
not deem Mo%a great general. 
At ebb-tide the water is very 
narrow and very shallow,some., 
thing like a hall mile in width 
and three feet in depth. At 
other times the depth is con­
siderably greater. My opinion 
of the matter is that Moses 
marehed#le children across be­
tween tides, and that Pharouh 
did not arrive until the tide 
changed; then the water was oi 
some depth, and he met with 
disaster.

RIPARIAN RIGHTS.

We have received from the Marine 
and Fisheries Department, a copy of 
an order issued to ail fishery officers, 
on the 20th ot fast mouth. The gist 
of the Older is this: “ That all pel- 
tons unlawfully fishing without a 
lease or license, as required tmdei 
the Statute, will be liable to interrup­
tion and fine,together with Hie eeizuie 
and foifeituie of fishing materials, 
boats, &c., so used, and of salmon so 
illegally caught,’’ and the officers are 
instructed, to carry out this order, 
and informed that in doing so,should 
they meet resistance, they will be 
assisted by the Department.

This special order has been issued 
in view of the following stale of af­
fairs : Alter the confederation of the 
provinces, the Dominion Government 
assumed control ot the fisheries tak­
ing the power to abridge pre-existing 
rights or piivilvgvs, to blot out old 
regulations, anil make new with re­
spect to the protection of the fisheries 
the issuing of licenses to fish etc 
Among other matters, it claimed the 
right, subsequently, to lease portions 
ot river or other watcis,lying in front 
of laud owned or held in lease by 
private persons* and going further 
Hill, Rased such portions of river or 
other waters, to any approved appîi»

the Company.

3 The pre-emptions entered within 
the said belt of 24 miles on each side of 
the Canadien Pacifie Railway, up to and 
including the 31st day of December next, 
snail be disposed of at the rate of $2 5 i 
per acre; four tenths of the puicmtse 
money, with interest on the latter at the 
ate of six per cent per annum, to be 

paid al tue end of three years from the 
date of entry, the remaoider to be paid 
iu six equal instalments annually from 
and alter the said date, with interest at 
the rate above mentioned on such pro­
posions ot tne purcunse money as may 
troin time to time remain unpaid, to be 
paid witn each instalment.

4. From and alter the 31st day of 
December next, tue price shall remain

17. From time to time, as may be 
deemed expedient, leas-s of such Town­
ships, or portions of Townships, as may 
be available for grazing purposes shall 
he pul up at auction at an upsi t price to 
be fixed hy the Minister of the Interior, 
and sold to the highest bidder—the pre­
mium for such leases to be paid in cash 
at the time of the s-ile.

18. Such leases shall be for a period 
of t mify-one years, and in accordance 
other wis- wiiii the provisions of section 
eight of Vie Amendment to HieD >mii;ion 
Lauds Act pass d at the last session of 
Pai li.ttneui, hereinbefore mentioned.

19. In all cases, the area included in 
a lease shall be in proportion to the quan 
tity of live stock kept, thereon, nt the 
late of ten acres of land to one head of 
stock ; and the failure in any case of tbe 
lessee to place tue requisite stock upon 
the land within three ears from the 
granting of the lease, or in subsequently 
maintaining the proper ratio of stock to 
the area the leasehold, shall justify the 
Governor in Council in nncelling neb 
lease, or in diminishing propo tionaliy 
the area contained therein.

20. On placing ; ! ». ■ require i propor­
tion of stock wilhiu the limits of the 
leasehold, the lessee shall have the privi­
lege of purchasing, and receiving a pat­
ent for, a quantity of land covered by 
such lease, on which to construct the 
building necessary in connection there 
with, not to exceed five per cent, of the 
area of the leasehold, which latter snail 
in no single case exceed 100,000 
acres.

21. The rental > for a leasehold shall 
in all cases be of the rate of $10 per 
annum for each thousand acres included 
therein, and the price of the land which 
may be purchased for the cattle station 
referred lo in the next preceding para­
graph. shall be $1.25 per acre, payable 
in cash

Payments f r Lands. —22. Pay­
ments lor public lan-ls and also for pre­
emptions may be in cash, or in scrip, or 
in police or rail it try bounty warrants, at 
the option of the purchaser,

23. The above provisions shall no; 
apply to lands valuable for town plots, 
or to coal or other mineral lands, or to 
stone or marble quarries, or to lands 
having water power thereon ; and further 
shall no*, of course, affect Sections 11 
ano 29 in each Township, which are pub­
lic school lande, or Sections 8 and 26, 
which are Hudson’s Bay Company’s 
lands.

Said His Grace ;
This old land of ours has special claims 

upon the love and devotion of her chil­
dren . She has had troublous times ever 
since she sprang out of the ocean. Once 
the chief civilizer of Western Europe, 
she has euflered from the ruthiessuess of 
the Dane, as well as from the rapacity of 
tbe Saxon. Her history presents all the 
continuity of an epic, and though many 
times defeated, she has never been sub 
dited. We see her on her legs today, 
fresh and fearless, and, I trust, invin­
cible. (Cheers.) The only arms she 
intends to use are organization and an 
enlightened public opinion elsewhere, 
and, under favorable ; circumstances, it 
appears to me that two things only can 
prevent her from achieving a national 
victory, and gataering in its most ample 
fruits.

COMMUNICATIONS.
“THE MIRAMIOHI—ITS DESTROYERS."

To the Editor of the Star:
Sir,—It is time that attention should 

be directed to the shameful manner affairs 
conue' ted with our river and harbor are 
managed. A writer, in a local con- 
tempoiary, from personal observation, 
describes the way it is done in the upper 
portions of the river. There it is slabs, 
edgings, sawdust and other debris from 
the mills, that are polluting the river, 
destroying the valuable fisheries, and ren­
dering navigation difficult. While in 
the upper parts of the river such things 
are done with impunity, here in the 
very towns, vessels are allowed to dis­
charge their ballast, sand and rubbish, at 
so called ballast wharves, and tile moat 
of this is carried by the tide into the 
channel, injuring the fisheries, and lend­
ing to obstruct navigation. When this 
is done before the eyes, and no doubt 
with the approval of the officials, need 
we wonder at the condition of affairs that 
exists up-river 1 Our harbor, and our 
river with its fisheries, aud other valu­
able interests should not thus wantonly 
be destroyed. Rigid rules should be 
made, and strictly and impartially en­
forced, and no political or personal con­
siderations should be allowed to interfere 
with them. Vessels should not be allow 
ed to discharge ballast at any wharf that 
is not comp lately and securely closed in 
on all sides.

(Luuu cries of “Nvuel'' anil cheers.) 1 
want it to be clearly uuderstood that, 
‘•itu tnoee who «au pay a fair reut aud 
work, 1 have no sympathy. What 
eûmes, lei me ask, have those men com­
mitted who are now paying the penalty 
ot ci ime in gaol? (Loud cries of Dil- 
tou, Davittand Lather Sieehy.) It was 
the boast of England that if she was not 
the cradle she was the 
nurse of liberty, but it out­
rages our sense of liberty and fair play 
when a man is punished as guilty when 
nis guilt has uot been proved. It is an 
old Roman maxim that no man should 
be presumed guilty of an offence unless 
tue otfeuce has been proved against him. 
This maxim is iu direct opposition to 
British law al preseut. There are more 
politica. offenders in prison in Ireland 
today than in any other civiled country 
tu tue world, except Russia, aud there is 
uot oue of these political prisoners who 
would be convicted of any crime before 
an honorable court or impartial jury.1'

Mr. Editor,—I, as well as many 
others, feel thankful to yon, for showing 
op in your columns, tbe utter lack of 
supervisions iu matters pertaining to our 
harbor. Vessels coming in, in ballast, 
often bring up in the Bay, close to the 
Bar, aud dump out their ballast. As 
the depth of water in the Bay is not 
more than five fathoms, this reckless de­
positing of ballast must necessarily be in 
jurions to navigation. It is stated that 
one vessel last season, brought up along­
side the Bar, sent the pilot ashore, and 
there discharged all his ballast. .It is 
reported that two vessels did the same 
thing this week.

Be- 
tween the ballast wharves in the liver, 
and the dumping of ballast in the Bay, 
we will soon require the permanent ser­
vices of a dredge boat, or our uoble har­
bor will be completely destroyed.
