[PREVENT APPLE SCAB

Much of the Loss Through This
Disease Is Needless.
o
Careful Spraying Will Do the Trick
—Three Sprayings Necessary—
Either Lime Sulphur or Bordeaux
Mixture May Be Used.
(Contributed by Ontario Department of
Agriculture, Toronto.)
HIS is the ‘most common and
most serious disease of ap-
ples in Ontario. It ocecurs
wherever apples are grown,

‘and the scab spets on the fruit and

leaves are familiar to almost every
fruit grower. In wet seasons it
causes a financial loss'of many thou-
sahds of dollars to the fruit growers
of the Province. This is to a large
extent -a needless loss, for
Seab can almost always be prevented
no matter' how wet the season may
be, by thorough, timely and intelli-
gent 8praying, in combination with
the proper pruning of the trees. The
scab only develops and spreads dur-
ing wet weather. The times of the
vear therefore when we get our wet
weather are the times we have to
spray if we are going to prevent
scab., One spraying with either lime
sulphur! or Bordeaux mixture is not

sufficient to prevent scab, as the rain
gradually washes the spray off, and
ag the leaves and fruits by growing
larger develop more surface to cover.
In order to be sure of preventing the
disease we must spray from three to
six times during the season, the num-
her of sprayings depending upon whe-
ther the weather is wept or dry. The
firat gpraying should be done just as
or goon after the leaf buds burst. For
thig‘application use commercial lime-
sulphur, strength 1 gallon commer-
If the
grower is certain that there ‘is no
San Joge Scale in the orchard and
very little Oyster Shell Scale, a weak-
er solution may be used, 1 gallon to
about 20 gallons of water, or 3ar-
deaux mixture 4.4.40 formula may
be substituted.

The second spraying should be
given just before the blossoms open,
that is, just when they are showing
pink, using commerecial’ lime-gsulphur
strength 1 gallon  to 35 gallons of
water, or Bordeaux mixture 4.4.40
formula.

In average seasonssthe third.appli-
cation should be given immediately
after the blossoms have all or nearly
all fallen, with lime-sulphur strength,
1 gallon to 40 gallons of water. This

The
time of these will depend upon when
we get our cold, wef weather. In
Bome seasons there is a long period
of cold, wet weather between the
date when the blossoms begin to
burst and when they fall, Sometimes
the length of this perj”od 18 three or
four weeks. In such cases it is neces-
sary to give an intermediate spray-
ing between the second and third.
Hence, if the grower finds at the end
of twelve days or two wecks after
he has applied the second spray that
the weather is still cold and wet and

{ development of the blossoms is very

glow, another spraying should be
given at once to protect the young
blossoms and foliage.' This should be
of the same strength as for the third
regular spraying, but poison should
be omitted because of the bees. It

{is very important to observe care-
ifully the weather conditions and
| apply this spray when necessary.

Spraying early in' August is an
insurance against late infection "of
Apple Scab and Sooty Fungus. In

| wet autumns such spraying.is neces-

gary to prevent late attacks of scab,
especially with varieties such as IMe-
Intosh Red and Snows, which are
very susceptible to seab. For this
application use a weak lime-sulphur
solution, 1 gallon to'40 or 45 gallons
of water, or Bordeaux mixture. No
poison should be used at this time.
Often if the spraying is done later
than the first or- second week in
August there is a chancz of the fruit
being discolored at picking time.
Should the dust method prove satis-
factory it could be used at any time
in the fall without danger of staining
the fruit. If the early sprayings are
thoroughly done, and the fall is not
extremely wet, usually the crop will
remain clean without this last appli-
cation.

Thoroughness In Spraying.—Very
few men spray thoroughly enough
to get the best results. The object
of spraying is to cover the surfaces
of the leaves and fruits with a good
fungicide (a substance which destroys
the spores of fungi), such as lime-
sulphur or Bordeaux mixture, so that
when a spore reaches leaf or fruit
it i8 destroyed and cannot grow and
cause scab. We see, therefore; that
if spraying is to accomplish it’s objeet
it must be very thoroughly done;
every fruit and leaf must be com-
pletely covered with the fungicide so
that there is not the least space on
which a spore can germinate. Thor-
ough spraying necessitates the 1lib-
eral use of the spray mixture. A large
apple tree will require from six to ten
gallons or more to cover it properly.
Care must be taken to reach every
side of the young forming fr#it or
(in other words) of the calyces or
flower cup which dewvelop into the
fruits.—Prof. J. E. Howitt, Q. A. Col-
‘ege, Guelph.

BROTHERHGOD MOVEMENT

The story of the Brothernood Move-
nient is one of the most romanti® in
the eomal and religious world of our
times.

In 1875, John Blackam of West
Bromwich, England, ‘began what were
known as ‘“Pleasant Sunday After-
noon Classes.” These aimed to provide
bright, interesting, religious services
for the great numbfr oft men who did
not usually go to church. The thing
.caught. on and soon spread all over
England.

As members of the Butlsh Brother-
heods emigrated or. tyavelled * they
carried the Brotherhood seed to many
lands. Socle(;ies were formed and in
most cases flourished. An Internation-
in London in 1914, but was prevented
al Congress was planned to take place
by the ~war.” It ‘seemed that the
Brotherhood *idea must perish in the
struggle ‘of 1914-18. But Brotherhood
men were being scattered all over the
globe. In  France, Belgium,
Egypt, and in every corner of the
‘world they worked. Peace came and
the dreani of an International Con-
_gress was revived. The leadeys of the
Brotherhood Movement came to Can:
‘ada to confer with ‘the Canadian
Brotherhoods. So great was.the en-
‘thusiasm shown in the Domihion that
the leaders went back to England re-
solved that the dream must become a
fact.

In September, 191‘)‘ the World Bro-
therhood ‘Congress was held. Repre-
sentatives ol more than twenty na-
tions were present and addresses were
given by David. Lloyd George; Lord
Robert -Cecil, the Bishop -0f London,
Dr. Clifford and many. other eminent
men, So great was the suceess that a
Similar congress, is planned- to take
place in Washington next fal].

To interest the men of Canada in
this Congress and tv strive to foster
Brother-fecling between  England,
Canada and the U.S.A., brotherhood
leaders are coming from the old
Country and wi llspeak in various
churches throughout the Dominion.

One of the most attractive services
rendered by the Brothérhood: Move-
ment is that of providing relief to the
war stricjien -counirigs. of Europe.
For-some time Belglum and- France
received the greater part of this help
but for the past two years the war
orphans of Serbia have been takea
care of. A home in England was
founded and a number of children
cared for there. Recently it has been
decided to institute educational farms
in Serbia.itself and this has already
been begun, -
