being and expansion of both, believ­
ing though they run in different 
orbits, yet that which is prejudice! 
to the one is injurions to the other, 
The Catholic Young Men’s Nation­
al Union will ever be a bulwark of 
the Republic, for the man that is 
true to his creed will never be false 
to his ootfntry.

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The Provincial Exhibition-

Ordination at it- Chege’a

The Provincial Exhibition was 
opened at the Driving Park yes­
terday afternoon, by His Honor 
Lieut Governor Howlan. In his 
address his Honor referred to the 
splendid manner in which the dia- 
amond jubilee of her Majesty 
Queen Victoria had been celebrat­
ed througout the Empire ; to the 
famine in India, and to the 
prompt and ample relief the peo­
ple of this Province were able to 
afford the sufferers. This they 
were able to do in consequence 
of our abundant wheat crop. As 
an evidence of the increased in­
terest taken in exhibition matters, 
he referred to the fact that there 
were this year^jxty-five more en­
tries of live «took than last year. 
The exhibition of fruit, consider­
ing this was an off year in fruits, 
was very fine. He was glad to 
know that fruit culture was on 
the increase in our Province. 
Our butter and cheese presented 
a magnificent exhibit and it was 
most gratifying to know that the 
high standard aimed at in these 
products was maintained. He al­
luded to the samples of grain from 
the Experimental FarmatNappan 
N. S., which were on exhibition. 
From these our farmers might 
learn many lessons as to the im­
proving of their grain crops. 
That there was in course of erec­
tion in our midst, the most exten­
sive pork-packing establishment 
in Canada was evidence that we 
were making rapid advances in 
that line of industry. Butter 
and cheese, with eggs and fruit 
were enhanced in value according 
as we were able to place them on 
the market with the greatest 
facility. In this connection cold 
storage and fast transit arrange­
ments now going forward were of 
the greatest value. The flower 
show was in the highest degree 
creditable and showed advanced 
taste. We had, he said, in this 
Province many advantages, over 
other places, which we should ap­
preciate. Our shores were now 
visited by a large number of peo­
ple in the summer season. Those 
who came, would induce others 
to follow their example and in 
this way our advantages as'a sum­
mer resort would become widely 
known. Co-operation among far­
mers, not only as insurance com­
panies ; but in other lines was 
most commendable. He thought 
they might profitably co-operate 
to provide money to facilitate the 
moving of the crops. At the con­
clusion of his Honor’s speech, he 
was given three cheers and the 
exhibition was formerly declared 
opened.

The exhibits within the bC.'ld 
ing, while of excellent quality, are 
not so umerous as on some former 
years. The exhibits of grain 
roots and vegetables are fine in­
deed, and the display of apples is, 
for this year, exceptionally good. 
The display made by our mer­
chants, in their different lines are, 
for the most part, wanting. The 
show of fancy needle work and 
textile fabrics is very fine ; and the 
exhibit of fine arts is about equal 
to that of most former years. The 
exhibition of grains and grasses 
from the Government Experimen­
tal Farm at Nappan, N. S., is large 
and attractive. This exhibit is in 
charge of Mr. W. S. Blair, Horti­
culturist of the farm. We will 
refer to the live stock and other 
outside exhibits in our next issue.

St. George’s, the beautiful par­
ish Church of Grand River east, was 
thronged with worshipers on Sat­
urday morning last This im­
mense, interested and attentive 
congregation assembled to witness 
the ordination, to the priesthood, 
of one of their fellow parishioners, 
Rev. D. J. McKinnon. The solemn 
and impressive ceremonies com­
menced at 9 o’clock. His Lord- 
ship Bishop McDonald was the 
officiating prelate, and. was assist­
ed in the sblemn Maqe and cere­
monies of ordination jjljg Rev. Jas. 
Æneas McDonald as deacon, Rev. 
Dr. Walker as sub-deacon, and 
Rev. Ignatius McDonald as Master 
of ceremonies. The high altar 
was charmingly decorated, and 
was ablaze with lights ; before it 
knelt, in alb and stole, bearing his 
chasuble on his arm, and with 
lighted candle in his hand, the 
ordinandus prayerfully awaiting 
the laying on of hands and the 
sacerdotal unction ||hat would 
make him a' priest forever accord­
ing to the order of Melchisedrc 
For him this was certainly a sol 
emn moment He was assisted 
during the ceremonies by Rev. J. 
C. McLean, pastor of St George’s. 
The other priests present in the 
sanctuary were the Rev. Francis J. 
McDonald, pastor emeritus of St 
George’s, Rev. D. F. McDonald, of 
Souris, Rev. S. T. Phelan, George 
town, Rev.ü. J. Gillis, St Peter’s 
Rev. Dr. McMillan, Cardigan 
Bridge, Rev. P. J. Hogan, Tracadie; 
and Rev. Thomas Curran, D. D. 
St Dunstan’s College. One of the 
most touching incidents of the 
solemq service occurred at the lay 
ing on of hands. This in itself is 
a most impressive ceremony ; but 
on this occasion was rendered 
doubly so when the Rev, Father 
Francis, his head whitened by 
the snows of four score winters, 
and bowed down with the weight 
of almost three score years of 
sacerdotal labors, was led for­
ward with tottering step to lay on 
the head of this young levite the 
same hands that bad poured upon 
it the regenerating waters of bap­
tism. The music at the litany and 
the Veni Creator was excellent­
ly rendered. The sermon de cir­
constance was preached by Rev. 
Dr. McMillan, Bis text was from 
the words of our Lord to the Apos­
tles : “ Go, teach all nations,” etc. 
His discourse was on the priest­
hood, and was a masterpiece of 
eloquence and logic. The cere­
monies lasted about two hours. 
On Sunday the young priest cele­
brated his first mass in St 
George's, It was a solemn High 
Mass coram, Episcopo. He was 
assisted by Rev. J. C. McLean and 
Rev. Dr. McMillan as deacon and 
sub-deacon, respectively, while the 
ceremonies were directed by Rev. 
Ignatius McDonald. The sermon, 
on the Blessed Eucharist, was also 
preached by Father Ignatius, His 
Lordship the Bishop was assisted 
by Rev. Jas. Æneas McDonald, and 
Rev, Father Francis was also pre­
sent in the sanctuary. There was
a very large congregation atten­
dance. After Mass, Mr. 9- J- Mo 
Lellan, of St. Dunstan’s College, a 
parishioner of St George’s, on be­
half of the congregatian, read and 
psesented to the young priest a 
beautiful congratulatory address, 
accompanied by a well filled purse. 
To this address Rev. Father Mc­
Kinnon replied in most appropri­
ate terms. Saturday and Sunday 
will long be remembered by the 
good people of St George’s.

Sir Louie Davies’ Success-

Sir Louis Davies made some 
curious statements in his speech 
at Charlottetown. Speaking, for 
instance, of preferential trade with 
great Britain, he said : “The germ 
planted in 1892 has grown and 
flourished into a green bay tree, 
and to-day the birds of the air not 
only in this country, but in the 
countries of Europe are lodged in 
its branches.” This is a delight­
ful mixture of metaphors and of 
facts. Sir Louis should read his 
Bible oftener and with greater 
care. It is the wicked who 
flourish like a green bay tree, but 
are soon cut down. Surely Sir 
Louis cannot have meant to refer 
to the Liberal Government in this 
connection. As to the birds of the 
air “ not only in this country but 
in the countries of Europe” lodging 
in the branches, what does Sir 
Louis mean ? Surely he cannot 
be referring to the fact that the 
so called preference in favor of 
Great Britain is also extended to 
every European country of any 
importance. Sir Louis went on 
to say, with reference to the pre­
ferential trade resolution, that he 
had been appointed to argue the 
case before the law officers of the 
crown. He would not weary his 
hearers with a synopsis of the 
argument, suffice to say that he 
had been successful And now 
the unity of the Empire is a pro­
claimed fact, ringing up and down 
the universe. What did Sir Louis 
argue, and in what was he success­
ful ? He argued that the Belgian 
and German treaties did not apply 
to the resolution proposed by the 
Liberal Government The law 
officers of the crown decided that 
they did. If this is what Sir 
Louis calls a success to awaken the 
echoes of the universe, the fumes 
of his own rhetoric must have got 
into his brain.—Montreal Gazette.

Sir Chablis Tuppxb, who was a 
passenger on the Parisian, reached 
Montreal Sunday night, When seen, 
he said that be had declined to ac­
cept invitations to the jubilee festivi­
ties where there were opportunities of 
speaking, because he disapproved of 
the attitude of preferential trade with­
in the empire of Canada’s premier. 
He believed a great ofyortunity had 
been lost, for Canada would have 
been supported by all the autonom­
ous colonies except New South Wales. 
The Duke of Devonshire’s speech at 
Liverpool was unmistakeably a pro­
posal of preferential trade. In speak­
ing of the fast line, be said he bad no 
doubt the government now regretted 
not having carried out the late 
government’s proposals, as the project 
had fallen through in England, gnd 
no doubt new tenders would have to 
be called for.

Thr official returns show an in 
crease of the net debt of the Domini­
on amounting to $4.547,7°3 during 
the first two months of the current 
fiscal year.

The capital 
expenditure on public works alone 
increased to $264,793.

The Montreal Gazette makes 
the following remarks regarding 
the inspector of mines recently 
appointed by the Government for 
the Yukon district : “ Mr. J. D. 
McGregor, who has been appointed 
inspector of mines for the Yukon 
district, gained his knowledge of 
geology and mineralogy while 
pursuing the trade of a cattle 
dealer. The respset the miners 
will pay to his judgment is ex­
pected to be a great morsel force 
on th@ government's side in any 
disputes that may arise.”

[Sir Wilfrid Laurier be 
came premier on the 8th of July, 
and tbs first money spent for ad­
ministrative services WR8 on the 
authority fee Governor-gen­
eral’s warrants whiCÎl b® advised
issue of. From the 8th of «1 u. 
the Liberal ministers were respon­
sible for all the expenditure and 
all the deficit The assertion that 
the Conservative ministers, who 
went out on the first day of the 
second week of July, controlled 
the expenditure to the middle of 
August, made by so many Gover­
nment papers at once, can only 
be called a concerted, cowSfdly 
and impertinent attempt to re­
lieve a discredited ministry of its 
just responsibility for failure to 
redeem the .pledges made by its 
members in opposition. It is 
simply the promulgation of a de­
liberately conceived lie.

Mb. Josbph J. Gillis, the well known 
Berber of this city, died on Saturday even­
ing, under and circumstances. It appears 
that on Friday night he was ascending the 
eta!» In his house to bed, accompanied by 
hie wife, when he fell from near the top, 
bis head striking the floor.

The Webstw-Oummlakey Sane.

Following is the decision in the above 
tee, rendered by Stipendiary Magis­

trate Palmer on Friday lest: William 
Webster vs. James H. Cnmmiekey.

This is a case of aeanlt wherein 
William Webster, of Fort Augustus, is 
complainant, and James H. Cummiekey 
of the same place, is defendant T1 e 
information is laid and action brought 
nndar section 262 of the Criminal Code 
which relates to an assault occasioning 
actual bodily barm. A good many wit­
nesses bave been examined and Some 
contradictory evidence given- It ie not 
my intention for reaeons which will be 
obvions, in this judgment to take np 
or to dwell npon the testimony of any 
individual witness. It is sufficient for 
me to say that from the testimony 
given on the part of the proeecution I 
am satisfied that en aeennlt was com­
mitted by the defendant upon the com- 
plaintant on the day and at the place 
mentioned in the charge; and while the 
defendant himself and several witnesses 
gave evidence of more or lees provo­
cation I do not consider the earns was 
of such a character or strong enough to 
justify the assault committed. It is 
true that the evidence of the defendant, 
as well as that of Dr. McLeod, goes to 
show that Mr. Cummiskey was him­
self struck by Webster .and received 
some severe injuries; but I am satisfied 
from the evidence on this point,, that 
this was done In the nature of self- 
defense and the defendant brought it 
largely upon himself. Now, with re 
gard to the disposal of this case; Under 
ordinary circumstances had the matter 
been left to my adjudication, I should 
have long before this decided the 
matter and given judgement on the 
case, but by a notice served upon me 
at the commencement of this investi 
galion by Mr. Stewart, complainant’s 
counsel, I was therein informed by the 
complainant that he objected to my 
summarily 'hearing and determining 
the charge laid in the summons or of 
hearing and determining any assault 
which the evidence might disclose a- 
gainst the said defendant. This notice 
is given under 864 of the Code, part of 
which is new, viz., that which gives 
the aggrieved the 'right of objecting to 
having a case of assault tried enmmari 
ly, and I may here say, this is the first 
notice I have ever received under the 
section referred to. The section refer­
red to reads as fqllowe:

“ Whenever any person unlawfully 
assaults or beats any other person any 
justice may summarily hear and de­
termine the charge unless at the time 
of entering npon the investigation the 
person aggrieved or the person accused 
objects thereto,"

In construing this section it is diffi 
cnlt to understand why the Legislature 
should confer such a power on the com­
plainant Under the Revised Criminal 
Law of Canada before the Code was en 
acted the defendant or party accused 
only had the power of objecting to the 
case being tried summarily; and justly 
so, because it is only right, if he so de 
sires it, he should have the privilege of 
his case being sent to » jury; but unless 
it be that a final hearing and determin­
ing of the cage by a Magistrate may 
interfere with the aggrieved^ civil 
rights, I fai| jo gee the purpose of con­
ferring upon » party S pqfsr ifhich 
may often be unjustly and 'arbltrarly 
used. But the section is plain and un­
ambiguous; and although it may be 
reasonably argued that the effect of thé 
statute may be mischievous and per­
haps in many insjaqcqg su absurdity, 
still when the words of g statute are 
plain and intelligible it is not for us to 
look at thq effect, that is for the Legis­
lature. We must interpret it accord­
ing to the plain gense of the words. 
On this point and as to the literal con, 
struotion of statutes, I may here quote 
Maxwell on Statutes, p. 8, which says;

“ When the language is free from 
doubt it best declares, without more, 
the intention of the lawgiver and is de­
cisive of it The Legislature in such a 
case must bp intended to mean what it 
baa plainly expressed and consequently 
there is no room for construction. The 
suggested construction would be a de 
parture from the meaning. It matters 
not what the consequence may be 
when by thp pse of c|ear and unequi­
vocal language capable of on|y pup 
~*«ulng, anything is enacted by the 
Legislature, it must be expressed .al­
though it may be absurd or mischiev­
ous. If the words go beyond what was 
the intention, effect must nevertheless 
be given to them. They cannot be 
construed contrary to their meaning 
or embracing or excluding cases merely 
because no good reason appears why 
they should be excluded or embraced, 
However unjust, arbitrary, or incon­
venient the intention conveyed may be, 
it must receive its fall effect.”
The Magistrate has no discretion in the 
matter. His duty is plain, If there is 
sufficient evidence in his opinion to 
sustain the charge, he has, in view of 
the notice given, bat one alternative; 
that is to send the matter to the 8u - 
preme Court Bnt it has been argued 
by the counsel for the defendant that 
this is a case that can be disposed of 
under the Summary Indictable part of 
the Criminal Code. Let us see, Under 
section 783, among a number of charges 
enumerated therein, which the magis­
trate may hear and determine in a 
summary way, subsection (c) reads as 
follows:

“ With having committed an aggra­
vated assault by unlawfully and mali­
ciously inflicting npon any other per. 
son either with or without a weapon or 
instrument any grievous bodly harm, 
or by unlawfully and maliciously 
wounding any other person.”

And the main section concludes with 
the following words:—

The Magistrale may, snbj >jt to the 
provisions hereinafter made, hear and 
determine the charge in a summary 
way.”

Now it seems to roe, under the wor s 
f subject to thp provisions hereinafter

made,” the charge of any asseoit tri­
able under . this pert of the Code would 
certainly be subject to end governed by 
the notice given under section 864. I 
wes certainly a good dual in doubt at 
first about the meaning of the last 
mentioned section and took some time 
in banting for any case bearing npon 
the construction of same, bnt could find 
none. In this case, therefore, having 
satisfied myself from the evidence giv­
en that an assault was committed, and 
in view of the notice given, I must 
abstain from any abjudication therein 
and most deal with the c ise in the 
same manner as if I had no authority 
finally to hear and determine the same; 
and therefore I shall send the evidence 
to the Supreme Court and commit the 
defendant for trial.

Two steamers became total wrecks 
Friday night on the southern shore of 
Newfoundland between Ce pi Race and 
St. John’s. As the eitamer Rhoden, 
of Boston, (Linconshire, Sept. 3rd, for 
Philadelphia) ballast laden, neared the 
Banks of Newfoundland, they met with 
a. strong current, northeasterly, and in­
creased by southerly gales.

The 
stokers and watch below were thinly 
dad and the rain and fog and intense 
cold combined to make their lot most 
unenviable. They feared the death of 
the weaker men before another night, 
bnt in the forenoon the steamer "Grand 
Lake passed. They heard her whistle 
and rowed towards her and were pick­
ed np. Almost at the same hoar, 30 
miles farther north the Norwegian 
steamer Engenie (Shields to Lonieburg 
C. B.) in ballset, met a similar fate. 
She ran over a ledge rock and into a 
cleft, where she stood upright as in a 
cradle, bnt her masts and fonnel are 
gone and she will never leave the place. 
Her crew were in a desperate predica­
ment, with the sea beating on the cliffs 
surrounding them, except astern where 
the waves were boiling over their ships 
taffrails. By a great effort the boat­
swain managed to reach land with a

life line around hie waist. He scaled s 
cliff 200 feet, and a hawser being got np 
the crew and captain were hoisted to 
the plateau above. Here they remained 
shelterless all night, and in the morn­
ing made signals of distress. When 
nearly lifeless, boats came off from the 
mainland and reached the Island when 
they were rescaed.

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•lr Wilfrid’* Work lit London.

(Mail and Empire.)

Mr. Chamberlain has published in a 
State paper the speech which he deliver­
ed at the conference he had m London 
with the cplonial Premiers. Here are 
a few extracts :—“ Now, nndonbtedly 
the greatest and moat important and at 

.the same time the most difficult of all 
the subjects which we could consider is 
the question of the future relations, 
political and commercial, between the 
self-governing colonies and the United 
Kingdom. I do not think that it is ne 
cess ary for me to argue at ell upon the 
advantages of such closer union. Strong 
as is the bond of sentiment, and impos­
sible as it would be to establish any 
kind of relations unless that bond of 
sentiment existed. I believe that we 
all feel it desirable to take advantage 
of it, and to still further tighten the ties 
which bind us together. In this coun­
try, at all events, the idea of federation 
is in the air. Whether with you it has 
gone as far it is for you to say, and it is 
also for you to consider whether we 
can give any application to the princi­
ple.” After dealing with the questions 
of colonial confederation, of represen­
tation on the Judicial Committee of the 
Privy Council, and of defence, Mr. 
Chamberlain proceeded to discuss the 
commercial relations “ I pass on,” 
he said, “ to another question, and that 
is as to the future commercial relations 
between this country and her colonies. 
How far is it posai le to make those 
relations closer and more intimate?
I have said thit I believe in sentiment 
*s the greatest of all the forces in the 
general government of the world, but 
mt the same time I would like to bring 
to the reinforcement of sentiment the 
motives which are derived from mater­
ial and personal interest. Undoubtedly 
the fiscal arrangements of the different 
colonies differ so much among them­
selves, and all differ somcch from those 
of the Mother Country, that it would be 
* matter of the greatest complication 
end difficulty to arrive at any conclusion 
which would unite us commercially in 
the same sense in which the Zollverein 
united the Empire of Germany. It 
assy be borne In mind that the history 
of the Zoirveroin is most interesting and 
most instructive. It commenced entire­
ly as a commercial convention, dealing 
in the first instance only partially with 
the trade of the Empire. It was rapid­
ly extended to include the whole trade 
of the Empire, and it finally made pos­
sible, and encouraged, the ultimate 
■nion of the Empire. But this is a 
■alter upon which, at the present 
time, rather than suggest any proposals 
of my own, I desire to hear fie views 
of the gentlemen present. ” This was a 
straight invitation for discussion, and 
lor proposals. Mr. Chamberlain held 
that we must have something more 
than sentiment in the building up of 
the Empire, and that that something 
must be a commercial alliance. He 
was not prepared to adopt the German 
Zotiverein, which would be absolute 
commercial union, the conditions of the 
Mother Country and the colonies being

so diverse. But evidently he could see 
the way to a commercial convention, in 
respect of which he desired the views 
of “ the gentlemen present” Unfor­
tunately, the views expressed by the 
gentleman present are not printed. 
But we know what the opinion of one 
gentlemen who was present happened 
to be. Sir Wilfrid expounded them be­
fore he reached the conference. He 
said at Liverpool, “ We want no com. 
pensation,” that is, no preference in 
return for our trade preference. He 
declared to the London Chronicle that 
be did not desire Britain to enter into 
closer trade relations with her poeses 
sions, such relations being a departure 
from the free trade ideal. In the con­
ference Sir Wilfr id’s objections to 
closer alliance reinforcing our British 
ssntiment by the creation of material 
and personal interests must have bean 
violent, otherwise Mr. Cnemberlain 
would not have said aftewards that in 
view of the opposition from Canada he 
could not" have been induced to touch 
the question again “ with a pair of 
tongs,” Lord Farrar's speech in pre­
senting Sir Wilfred with the Cobden 
Club medal for his services in an- 
tagonizing Mr. Chamberlain’s project 
throws further light on the subject. 
His Lordship declared that the medal 
was Sir Wilfrid's because he was not 
one of these who favored the commer­
cial federation of the Empire, but was 
guided by opposite principles, to be 
followed by opposite results. We have 
said that Sir Wilfred, Laurier rejected 
advances looking to a preference for 
Canadian over foreign products in the 
British market. That view of Sir Wil, 
frid’s work in London is strengthened 
by the speeches of Mr. Chamberlain, 
Lord Farrer, and bit Wilfrid himself,

The Brigade 
had moved out to attack the Mam- 
ouods in the valley north of the 
camp to punish them for their assault 
of Tuesday night upon a force of 
General Jeffries at fool of Pawat Pass.

Recent advices from India show 
that the various columns are ad­
vancing against the Mamounds from 
Pajotka and Shankar. A formidable 
obstacle to any rapid movement is 
the lack of water. General Jeffries 
brigade left camp Saturday with six­
teen companies of infantry and four 
guns to re-attack rhe enemy. At the 
village of Damodata the enemy 
made a desperate resistance but 
werj driven out into the hills.

Afridi Sergeant of the Guides 
Corps, who, when the Sikhs had ex­
hausted their ammunition and were 
desperately cutting their way back 
through the enemy, darted up hill un­
der a heavy fire, with a supply of 
cartridges, He at rived just in the 
nick of time as a swarm of the enemy 
were already among the Sikhs.

Wataon was thrice wounded while 
gallantly leading a handful of Buffs, 
who routed a large body of the enemy 
trying to storm a village in which 
General Jeffreys had taken up a posi­
tion. The enemy lost 180 men her 
fore the) captured Saragai police 
post They burned alive two Sikha 
cooks, whom they captured while 
out foraying for fire wood.

St.Franels In Salvation Army 
Uniform:

Some time ago the Salvation Army 
in England published a biography of 
St. Francis of Assisi, and thousand- 
of copies oi it have been distributed. 
It is the work of Staff Captain 
Douglas, and the Rev. A. P. Doyle, 
G S. P., has taken it as the theme 
for an article in the September 
Catholic World. Though Miss 
Douglas tells the story of the sweet, 
saint of Umbria in a simple and un­
affected way, Father Doyle reminds 
her that, while telling the a ory of 
St. Francis’ life, bow he braved the 
soofis and jeers of bis townspeople 
and made of himself a foci for 
Christ’s sake, she is plucking 
flower from |a garden not her own, 
pinning it to a uniform that the 
Saint himself would have repudiated 
and taking very good oare not to 
tell her audience that this flower waa 
not her own, but rather belonged to 
a garden owned by the Pope and 
carefully tended by the prieets of the 
Catholic Church. Captain Douglas 
omits from her biography the slight­
est illusion to that inner devotional 
life which was the true source of all 
of St. Francis’ greatness. St. Fran­
cis was moved to do his work among 
.the poor and lowly because he was a 
Catholic, and because he had posit­
ive, decided beliefs in God the Cre­
ator, Jesus the Redeemer, and in the 
one true Church established by 
Christ, and because be wished all 
who came within the influence of hie 
vote* to be brought in humble sub­
mission and penitence.to Christ and 
to His Church—and every act of his 
missionary life was performed in 
sympathy with the spirit ef the 
Church. When St. Clare c*ne to 
Francis, burning with ■ a desire to 
convert souls to Christ, so reverent 
was he of traditions that he took her 
to a quiet home, where in prayer 
and good works she could most effec­
tually assist in his great crusade, 
He did not give her a tamborine and 
set her on a street corner. He be­
lieved that the beet work could be 
done by women through their ter 
vent prayers that pierce the clouds. 
Among many of the adherer, ts of the 
Salvation Army there is much of the 
same enthusiasm which made Fran­
cis the lover of souls. But, aa 
Father Doyle points out, it is not 
hard to find a practice of total ab­
stinence among the Turks and a de­
votedness to prayer among the 
Brahmins, which put many of the 
followers of the Nnzarenu to shame. 
Father Doyle eaye : “ Can'-not one 
be mistaken in imagining that the 
mere giving up of ell the world 
holde dear—of wealth end wrrldly 
honor—and the devoting one’s self 
(o the washing ewsy of evil and the

Ohrletianlty Under Moslem: 
Rule.

How unhappy the Christian popu­
lation that have to live under Moe 
lem rule I In the belief of Orthodox 
Moslems the Koran is the final reve­
lation ol God to man, and everything 
ordered by it is immutable. The 
Koran places Christians under the 
irrevocable ban. A body of juris-, 
prudence has grown up around the 
Koran called the Sberiat, or “ Sacred 
Laws.’’ In that Mussulman code 
are laid down the.ordinance govern­
ing the relations between the Mo­
hammedan subject of a Mussulman 
power and the rays, nor non-Mussul­
man subject. These relations are 
abet lately unchangeable; they are 
articles of faith in the eyes of every 
orthodox Mohammedan. Some of 
these immutable laws are the follow­
ing: The raya must not 
arms ; he, cannot give evidence 
against Mussulmans ; he is obliged 
to pay a yearly ransom for permis­
sion 40 live daring that year; he 
pays all the taxes levied on a Mus­
sulman and a great many more, the

which refer to the seaside banal 
places ol heroes. 'As long ago 
as-the time of Homer grest warriors 
were buried by the ocean in the ar­
mour they wore in life ; and when 
the people of Largo, in Scotland, in­
sisted that a certain hoge mound was 
artificial, and that under it was buried 
a brave chief in silver armour, many 
believed them. Barrow alter barrow 
was ovérturned by the plough all ovei 
the United Kingdom, and remains 
exhumed, which indicated that they 
had been burial-places ; but not a 
scrap ol silver as big as a button 
had been found. Still, the people of 
Largo held fast to their story. Bad 
not their grandfathers said—and are 
grandfathers not to be believed?— 
that their own particular hero was 
buried in a coat of mail of pure sil 
ver ? And so they handed the tradi 
tion down in their turn, and one day 
it was proved to be as true as that 
two and two make four. In the year 
1819 a poor man, who lived very 
humbly in the vicinity of Largo, be­
came suddenly prosperous. At the 
time time a silversmith in the next 
town was offered a large collection of 
antique silver, part of which he pur­
chased. A jeweller of Edinburh 
bought the rest ; and to sdd to the 
accumulating evidence, some one an­
nounced that the great mound had 
been disturbed. General Durham 
—who owned the propeity—caused 
further excavations to be made, which 
brought to light a silver shield, swotd 
ornaments, the mounting of a hel­
met, and many lozenge shaped pieces 
of what had been a suit of silver ar­
mour. So the traditition of the old 
Anglo Saxon chief was verified. At 
the beginning of the last century an 
old harper begged to be admitted to 
the presence of the Bishop of Derry, 
and tang to him an ancient song, 
which told, in the old Irish tongue, 
how a gigantic warrior was buried 
near by, with plates of pure gold 
on his breast and back, and rings of 
the same metal on his fingers. Here 
is a translation ol the especial verse 
which indicated the place of inter­
ment :

In earth, beside the loud cascade,
The eon of Sora’a king waa laid •
And on each finger placed a ring
Of gold, by mandate of onr king. 

Exploration unearthed the plates of 
gold, but the rings were never found 

A similiar investigation in Wales, 
instigated by tradition, resulted In 
finding many gold ornaments which 
are now in the British Museum. 
Truly, as has been said, ft is tradi- 
tion which is the true history.—Ave 
Maria.

of Turkey to 67 per cent of their 
income. Though not allowed to 
serve in the array, a Christian ia 
obliged to pay for a substitute. In 
Turkey the obligation begins at the 
end of three months and continuée 
until death. Islamic laws pursues 
the Christian to the grave and 
makes him pay for a burial certifi­
cate thufl worded : “ We certify to 
ihe priest of the Church of Mary 
that the eoriupt, putrid, stinking 
body of Zirid, damned, i. e. dead 
yesterday, may. be concealed under 
ground.” It is obvious that these 
laws put Christiana throughout the 
Mohammedan world iff a state of 
outlawry. Deprived of arms they 
cannot defend themselves. Neither 
have they any redress for injuries at 
law, for their evidences will not be 
taken against a Mussulman, and no 
Mussulman will give evidence on be­
half of a Christian against a fellow 
Moslem. Tbs result is that no crime 
is ever punished when committed by 
a Mohammedan against a Christian. 
The Sultan himself is under the do­
minion of the so-called *f sacred law,” 
and cannot alter it in any particular 
without thereby forfeiting his throne 
in the eyes of the faithful. The mo­
ment, however, that he received an 
ultimatum from any power which he 
has no reasonable hope of overcom­
ing, he is bound to yield by the 
sacred law, which forbjds him to 
yield otherwise. Without coercion 
reforms in Turkey are simply im­
possible ( it is the religious duty of 
every Mohammedan, from the Sul­
tan downward, to resist until coer­
cion is certain oh refusal. Actual 
coercion, however, need never be 
applied if the Saltan be convinced 
that the application is inevitable ia 
the event of obntiimaey. Then it is 
his duty to [yield, » lees damsge 
should ensue to Islam.” This in-; 
eight in the ■intolerable condition of 
Christians under Mussulman rule 
will increase Christian sympath/for 
the unfortunate victims who are un­
der such a galling yoke. The fate 
of Thessaly is now in the scale ;
