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DECEPTION POLICY

7 CONTINUED.

The Legislative Session has at
last been gpeneds It has also
been closed for a-long adjourn-
ment, as onr readers will observe.
The speech put into the mouth of
the Lieutenant Governor by the
Executive, will te found in an
other column. It will surely be
admitted by all that it is abont as
barren a document as could very
well be spread over the same
number of paragraphs. It fore-
shadows no legislation, expresses
several ragrets and refers to some
things hoped for in the face of
direct and positive evidence - to
the contrary. The questions of
increased subsidies and the dis-
tribution of .the Halifax Fisheries
Award, that have done duty for
so many years, anc. last year oc-
cupied two lengthy paragraphs in
the speech with which the session
was opened, are this time com-
pressed into one small paragraph.
It must be confessed that nothing
short of extraordinary temerity
and unheard of confidence in the
credulity of the people prompted
any reference to the Fishery
Award in the face of the positive
declaration of the Federal Min-
ister of Marine on the previous
day. Nothing cogld be more
glaring than the duplicity and
imposition of the Government in
this watter of the Fishery Award.
In the speech with which the
session of 1904 was opened, the
Lieutenant Goverror was made
to say:—

“During the pecess, the claim
that Prince Edward Island be
paid its proportion of the Halifax
Fishery Award, under the Treaty
of Washirgton has been engaging
the attention of my Government
in coéjunction with the adminis-
trations of the other provinces. I
am happy to say that the matter
has received the fivorable con-
sideratiou of the Federal Govern-
ment, and it has been arranged
that a case shall be stated for the
opinion of the #Bupreme Court of
Cuanada, as to the rights of the
Provinces interested to their share
of the Award. This will finally
dispose of this vexed question,and
will, after payment df the fishery
bounties, as heretofore, yield a
large sum of money: for-the use of
the Province, thereby largely sug
menting the present revenue, and
thus reducing the {resent rate of
taxation, without affecting the
rights of the fishermen of this Is-
land.” In the course of his budget
speech during this same session of
1904, Mr Peters saia:—“But if the
Dominion of Canada. received it
[the award] as our money, in
right, in justice and equity and in
every other principle that is
known to law or justice, they are
bound tpay that wioney over to
us, and if they are bound to pay
it over to us, then, Sir, they are
bound to give us the income of
that money. - If tkey held the
money since 1877, the year the
Award was made in Halifax, and
kept that money for themselves,
placing it, I presume, on interest
or in any other cgnsolidated fund,
then they must account to us for
the use of that woney and the
only way you can account for the
use of monies is by paying the
interest. Therefore . claim if the
decision of the Supreme Court be
in our favor—it will be decided
next month—we are not only en-
titled to our share of the Award,
the capital paid over, but. to the
interest for all the tite the Do-
miniofl Government L ave held our
money.

I do not think any lawyer or
any person who bas studied the
question at all will deny that fact.
I believe the Supreme Court will
decide in our favor next month,
and if we get that it requires but
pencil and paper to calculate on
whatthat would be.”

Mr. Peters, during the general
election campaign,made this ques-
tion do duty for him in his quest
for votes But now on the very
eve of the opening of the Legisla
tive Session of 1905, we have the
declaration of the Minister of
Marine and Fisheries at Ottawa,
that the Federal Government “did
not intend to distribute among
the Provinces interested, the am-
ount of the Haulifax Fishery
Award received by Canada. Nor
was the question to be submitted
to the British Privy Council or
the Canadian Supreme Court. The
Government also did not intend

All will ad-
mit that these are most positive
and definite declarations of minis-
terial policy, yet in the face of all
this, the Provincial Government
try to make the public believe
this question is in course of ad-
justment. Could deception and
duplicity go further?

The Writ for the By-
Election.

A writ of election for the
Second District of King’s County
has been issued. Nomination
Day will be Tuesday March 21st.,
and Polling.will take place on
March 28th. The course pursued
by the Government in causing
the writ to issue appears, accord-
ing to the law governing such
matters, to be quite irregular and
illegal. This is the contention, of
Mr. Mathieson, Leader of the
Opposition, Mr. Morson and other
legal gentlemen, in and out of the
House. The resolution bearing
on the case, introduced in the
House by the Government and
passed, reads as follows :

“ Whereas owing to the return
of the Returning Officer for
King's County regarding the
Second District of King’s County
at the last General Election, held
on the 7th day of December, 1904,
whereby it appeared by the report
of the said Returning Officer that
Arthur Peters and Harvey D.
McEwen, two candidates for
Assembleyman contesting the said
District, received an equal num-
ber of votes at said Election, to
wit 515 each and that neither
was declared elected : —

“Therefore Resolved, That in
the opinion of this House, a writ
tor a new election for an
Assemblyman in the said District
should be issued by the Lieutenant
Governor in-Council .”

There is nodeclaration in this
resolution that a vacancy exists
in the second district of King’s,
and nothing in any actior taken
by the Government creating such
vacancy. Consequently if there
is.no vacancy, why does a writ of
election issue ? The fact that two
candidates received an equal
number of votes is no evidence of
a vacancy. On the contrary it is
strong presumption in favor of
extraordinary representation. Ac-
cording to English precedents
both Mr. Peters and Mr. McEwen
could have subscribed the roll
and taken their seats. But after
the election of the Speaker they
could not vote, neither could they
speak. The fact that they did
not do this does not prove that
the seat is vacant. Then again
the authorizing of a writ to be
issued by the Lieutenant Gov-
ernor in Council is clearly con-
trary to law, as the act governing
the case clearly sets forth that
“Every writ of election for the
election of a member or members
to serve in the Assembly of this
Province shall be issued by the
Provincial Secretary and shall be
addressed and directed to the
Sheriff of the Connty.” This is
so clear that no one can fail to
understand it. The Provincial
Secretary and not the Lieutenant
Governor in Council should issue

the writ. These are the facts of
the case, and it seems quite
evident the Government have

made a serious blunder.

The crossings ut the Capes this
winter,since the tie up of the win-
ter steamers, have been more de-=
layed than perhaps ever before,
So long as these delays and disap-
pointments have been in conse-
quence of the very stormy wea-
ther, no reasonable man can find
fault. If those charged with this
duty do the best they can to effect
a crossing whenever, a crossing is
possible,no exeeption can be taken.
The delays and disappointments
in the mail and passenger traftfic,
in consequence of the storins have
been sufficient in all conscience,
without adding to them through
political purtizanship. A case of
gserious delay and disappointment
in consequence of political inter-
ference has very recently oceurred.
On Thursday last, the day of the
by-election in the Bedeque 'Dis-
trict, the boats from Cape Tor-
meatine started in the morning
aad landed oa this side about
noon. In their passage they en-
countered head winds and at least
two miles of open water; but not-
withstanding difficulties
they made a fairly good passage.
The* conditions that militated
against the boats from Tormen-
tine would have favored the boats
from Cape Traverse, as with fair
wind they could use their sails
and quickly cover the open water
stretch. But the boats from Cape
did not start in the
morning, because the boatmen
were ‘wanted to vote for Mr Reid,
the Government candidate, and
by the time they were ready to

these

go the storm was raging and they

did not start. In consequence of
this all the boats were on the Is-
land side, and we have received
no mail from the mainland since.
No crossing from this side was
made from that date until yester-
day, and now all the boats are on
the other side. In consequence of
that delay the mails that might
have  crossed that  morn-
ing, remained at Cape Trav-
erse till yesterday, and the pass.
engers, who were ready to start
the same day were also obliged
to wait. Among the passengers
ready to go that morning was Mr
W W Stanley, of this city, on his
way to the old country to pur-
chase goods for his firm. By
crossing on Thursday, as might
have been done, he would have
been able to take a steamer at
Halifax on Saturday, or
Portland on Monday. In conse-
quence of the unnecessary delay
he cannot sail before Saturday,
and then from New York. Others
were no doubt equally disappoint-
ed. What do the people think of
this?

The Legislative Session

The opening of the Legislature, which
had been thrice postponed, took place
on Friday afternoon last with the nsoal
formalities. After the swearing in of
the members and the election of Dr.
Douglas as S8peaker, his Honor the Lieut-
enant Governor entered the chamber
and baving taken hie seat opened the
session with the following

EPEECH :
I hereby welcome you on re-acsembl-
ing for the discharge of your important
Legislative duties, on this, the first op-
portunity of meeting you since my ap-
pointment to the honorable position of,
Lientenant Governor of this! Province
and I have much pleasurein congratu-
lating you upon the general progress of
the Province, although there was last
year unfortunately a great shortage of
crops, owing to the dry season.
I regret to inform you that the Repre-
sentation Case, which was argued before
the Privy Council last summer, has been
decided adversely to this Proviner. It
is, however, satisfactory to know tbat
this question has been finally decided
by the highest court in the realm.

The matters of the increased Provin-
cial Bubsidies and tbe distribution of the
Halifax Fishery Award have not yet
received any definite decision from the
Federal Government, having been re-
tarded owing to the Feberal and Pro-
viocial elections. Itrust, however, that
these matters will soon be adjusted to
the satisfaction of this Province.

The  question of the funding of the
Provincial debt, whereby a large saving
of interest can ba effacted will be sub-
mitted for your consideration.

Daoring the recess our late popular
Governor-General, the Earl of Minto,
retired, and he has been eucceeded by
Earl Grey, whose appointment gives
promise of being most acceptable to the
Canadian peopla.

The Government having become
aware of the scarcity of fodder this year
imported, and are importing, a quantity
of hay for distribution to those in need
ofit. I regret that owing to the impos-
sibility of getting prompt transportation
by rail, and to the stoppage in the win-
ter communication between the Island
and the mainland, & delay in the deliv-
ery of the hay has arisen, but I trust
that as soon as communication is re-
sumed it will be received and delivered
to the farmers as gqoickly as posaible.

Iam happy to be able to inform you
that the Provincial Exhibition Associa-
tion aided by the grant from my gov-
arnment, beld last fall the most success-
ful fair in the history of Provincial Ex-
hibitions.

I am glad to state that the tourist
traffic, so advantageons to this Provincs,
is being greatly stimulated by the dis-
tiibation of descriptive literature issned
by my Government.

Tke Public Accounta for the past year
will be laid before you; and the erti-
mates of the income, and expenditure
for the current year will be submitted.
I feel assured that you will find that the
eslimates of expenditure have been pre-
pared with due regard to economy, and
the requirements of the public service.

I now invoke for your labors, the
blessing of Providence, in the firm con-
viction tbat your efforts will result in
great benefit to our’Province and people.

The members in attendance number-
ed twenty, five npposition and fifteen
Government.

kind as to give the information. Which
of the twins was the elder? Was there
a Government atall; had his Honor any
responsible advisers? 1hese are ques
tions upon which some light should be
thrown. But to all these questions the
leadership by commission, made no
réply.

The Symbolism of
Church Architecture.

(Philadelphis Standard and Timee.)

A deeply -interesting, instruotive
and scholarly paper on “ The Syme
bolism of Church Architecture” was
read before the Alumni Sodslity of
this ity on Sunday last by Emile G.
Perrot.

The paper called forth s brilliant
discussion of the subjeot on the part
of seversl present, Mr. Stitzel apoke
on symbolism in Buddbism. Mr.
Galbelly treated the subject as mani-
fested in the catacombs. ~Mr, Colt
explained the deflected arob, and
Fater O'Conor explained the prine
ciple of symbolism in the Egyptian
and in Oriental languages. In the
question of the epire, dome and cross,
the query was put as to what might
be the symbolism of the weather
vane, which has displaved the cross
on some modern churches.

In the monuments of ecclesiastical
architeoture of the Middle Ages, said
Mr, Perrot, one observes, apart from
the intrinsic beauty, in every minute
detail an expression of faith—an
allegorical registration of one or
other of the fundamental truths of
Chriglian religion.

THE TRINITY,

The doctrine of the Holy Trinity
has left its impression in the struc-
tare of churches more than any
other article of faith. As far back
as the Roman basilicas we see the
idea of a triple division, not only
embracing the nave or central avenue
and side aisles, but also the trjple
division embraced in the length,
namely, the nave, the choir and the
sanotusry. The length and width,
then, were the signs of the great
mystery; the height was also in no
less & degree, for the cerestory, tri-
forium and arcade cannot fail to sug-
geat it to us.

It wss not' enough to imprees the
symbol of the Trinily in the several
parts of the general plan ; they went
80 far a8 to produce the sacred nom-
ber in every part in such & manner
that the mejesty of the Most High
seemed to fill the edifice,

This is very common in the group-
ing of the windows, the triple ar-
rangement of which expresses the
same symbolical idea, as well as the
8teps to tho altar, whioh are three in
number, inclading the pedalla or
foot epace; when of more we find
them @oeven in pumber aod never
more than nine ; for beride three ree
presenting the Father, Son and Holy
Ghost, five represents the holy

"wounds of the orucified Saviour,
seven the virtues ot humility, chas-
tity, meekneeg, temperance, broth-
erly love and diligence, the steps
that sll Christians must tread if they
hope to place the seven deadly sine
beneath their feet on the rosd to the
heavenly sltar of everlasting life, and
nine repregents the three angelic
heirarchies of the three choirs each,
or the nire orders ot angels whick
arealwayssinging the divine canticle
before the throne of God.

THE REDEMPTION.

The doctrine of the redemption is
po less symbolical. We fiod it ex-
pressed 10 the ground plav and in
the general disposition of cburches.
Most of all churches, whether Cath-
edral or parish cburches, are oruci-
form in plan and dieplay the form of
& cross, Thcee in the western par!
of Barope conform more with a Latip
orose, that is, the nave, which cor
responds to the stem of the croee, in
which all the arms are of the same
length. St. Petei’s of Rome war
originally built on the plan, but wss
afterward lengthened in the nave
acd now displays the form of a Latin
oross,

As in the case of the dootrine of
the Holy Trinity, it was not enough
to impress the-symtol in the general
plan only, but also in every part, 8o
we find the sy mbol of the redemption
end of our faith everywhere. To¢
most conspicuous place was over the
rood rereen which sépsrates the nave
from Here we find the
Ci 1 fi-d Saviour with the Blessed
Vi gzin sod S, Johr, an ever abiding
symbol of the command of our Lord
on the cross when He gave her to

Woe alsofind the
cross in all manner of conventional
forms dieplayed throughout the
architecturs of the church, as finials,
enrichments and panels, etc.

THE ALTAR, THE WINDOWS AND THE
EVANGELISTS,

Passing from the symbols of the
doctrine of our religion to those of
the things which appertain to it, we
come first 10 thé altar, Thealtar is
of more importance than the church
itself, inaemuch a8 * the altar is not
for tbe churob, but the church is
for the altar. It is the Calvary of
the Eucharistic Sacrifice, bence' the
principal object in a church,

The statues of the adoring angels,
as you all know, are to remind us of
the reverence and awe we should
have in the presence of the Most
High and in the presence of the
angels during the Maes, The mensa
or altar table when not of stone has
a smal! stone slabin the centre of it,
where the cbalice sets, in which are
the relics of some saint.

The custom of having relics under
the altar hag'come down to us from
the early Christiane, when the tombs
in the Catacombs served as aliars
upon which to eay Mass. The fol-
lowing is a passage from the letter
of St. Ambrose illustrating the usage
of the Cbristians in always associat-
iog with the altars the relics of msr-
tyrs and saints:

““ Bring these vietorious victims to
the spot where Christ is thé saorifice.
Bat He who suffered for sll, upon
the sltar ; they who have been re-
deemed by His passion, under the
sltar; wherefore let us bury the hal-
lowed relics, placing tbem in a
worthy bhome,"

The material church is the symbol
of the spiritual cburch, since it is
composed of an assemblage of a great
nomber of stooes, as the spiritual
church is founded in the anion of
many persons ocalled the faithful
The cornez-stope is the emblem of
Christ, the foundation of the Apos-
tles and propbets. The stones of
the edifice are the faithful. The
door of the church is alse the symbol
of Christ; according to the Evan.
gelist St. Jobp, “I am the door.”
The pillars of the ¢hurch represent
the dootors and bishops.

The windows are the emblems of
the Holy Soriptures, gince they pro.
teot from the wind and raip, that is
to say, from harmful things; but
they transmit the light from the sup,
that is to say, God, into the hearts of
the taithfual,

The four Evangelists are repre-
sented by distinct symbols :

St. Matthew by an angel, because
be speaks of the humanity of Christ,
commencing his gospel by the genea-
logy of Christ.

St. Mark is8 represented by a lion.
He commences' his goepel with an
sccount of Jobn the Baptist in the
desert. The lion awskes its young
three days after birth by roaring.

St. Luke is represented by an ox,

It hae been my purpote in this
paper to show you how symboliem
forms an essential part of the archi.
tecture of a church, the same as it
belongs to the cffices and usage of
the Cbureb, To give you the sym-
bol of all the ornaments we find in
the great cathedrsls and cburches of
the past would take volumes, but it
is hoped that the explanation of the
few given above might help to make
our appreciation of them more real
and raise us above the mere fen-
sual appreciation of their iotrinsic
beauty.

Where Father Jogues Died

Of all the heroic band of missiore
ariés who labored among the Indians
in what is now New York Siate and
Canada, Father Isaac Jogues was the
most daring and intrepid.
body and quiet and gentle in de
mesanor, be does not at firet glunce
attract as much attention as the more
imposing figure and obaracter of
Brebeaf. Yet even this giant among
tbe missionaries had constantly oc-
oasion to admire bhis adventurous
spirit snd indomitable coursge, and
invariably his superiors chose him
to open up the way in unexplered
territory or to save the day in diffi-
cult and dapgerous situations among
the Indians.

He was the pioneer missionary
amoog the Indians in the territory
now comprised in New York State,
the first priest on Manhattan Island
and one of his first bhistorians,

His name i8 in veneration; his
acts and wrilings are treasured in
the documentary history of the Em-
pire State; our foremost historians
repeat the narrative of his life am-
ong the Indians with unfeigoed ad-
miration, All alike, witbhout dis-
tinotion of creed or nationality, pay
him the tribute of affectionate re.
gard., Just as in life bhe had the
friendship of men who differ with
him both in race and religion, so
also since his death, Protestants even
more than Catholics bave msintained
unbroken the inspiring tradition of
his heroism. Iodeed, it is & matter
of surprise to non-Catholics, often
openly expressed, tbat the Ohurch
has not a8 yet inscribed him in the
list of ber saints. KEven before his
death bhe was honored by the title,
“ Martyr of Christ” by Pope Urban
VIII., and now at last the prooess of
his beatificaticn is actually in pro-
gress in Quebec, the old missionary
headquarters for New York and
Canada.

The site of Father Jogues' torture,
ocaptivity and death in 1646 is locat-
ed directly above the station for the
village of Auriesville, in Montgom-
ery county, forty miles west of Al-
bany, on the West Shore Railroad,
and 175 miles from New York oity.
About twenty years ago part of this
site was purchased by members of
the Society of Jesus, saided by
many bisbops, priests and laymen,
who wished to erect a memoriel of
the martyr on the scene of his dcath,
o due time it became a place of pil-
grimage, visited every year by thou-
sands who are attracted by its nat=
ural charms and sacred associations,
historical as well as religions. To
acoommodate the vast numbers who
come there in summer & temporary
chapel has been erected. A Way of
the Cross and several small orna-
ments and grottoes are placed at
convenient stations over the prop-
erty. Lately the entire farm adjoio-
ing bas been bought, and it is now
proposed to erect there a permanent
chbapel and a memorizl statue of
Father Jognues.

The chapel, which is to be built
from designe of Ballinger & Perrot,
architects, will be nnique in several
ways, a8 it will be practically three
churches in one, .wilh three sltars
and a sacristy under the large dome
at the orossing of the nave and tran-
septs. The plan of the edifice is
that of a Latin oross, baviog tran-
septs extended su as to make inde-
pendent chapels, thus sffording ac
commodation for three distinot pil-
grimages at one time. The naves
and transepts are 68 feet wide, hav-
iog the centre and nave roofed over
with concrete arches and heavy
beamed roof, stained dark brown,
whioh will sfford a plessant contras!
with the white and gray toner of the
concrete piers and walls of which
the structure will be copstructed
The side aisles will be separated from
the nave by an arcade roofed over
with concrete vaults divided . into
bays. These aisles will form a per-
ambulatory and will be entirely open
to the weather, the only meaus of
closing the building being by a light
sash, which will be hung 8o 88 to
raise, 80 that in summer time the
worshippers in the chapels will have
the benefits of un open-air pavilion,
80 10 spesk, instead of the customary
enclosed city church,

The sacristy under the main dome
will have three altars, one faciog the
nave and the otber two facing the
transepts. One unique feature of the
ganctuary will be the continuous
chancel rail forming a large square,
which will give the communicants
free access entirely around the three
altars, In the apse of the church
will be an oratory and coofessional,

Frail in |’

pilgrims and a large porch for their
eccommodation,

The architecture of the buildiog
will perpetuate the style as developed
by the Spanish missionaries in
California, which is known as the
mission style and which is accepted
as heing one of the original American
styles of architecture, The enrich
ment of the edifice will be in the
nature of marble mosaics, which will
be copied from old Indian ornament=
ation as found . in their bead
basket work. Thus it will be seen
that the style is indigenous to the
soil, which is one of the first principles
of true art.

and

The building will be of concrete
throughout wherever masonary is
required, colored white, and the roof
will be of red Sapnish tiles. The
edifice will be erected on ab eminence
overlooking the Mohawk river and
will be seen by many travelers who
pass up and down the valley in the
swiflly moving trains between New
York and the West,

In addition to the chapel there will
be built a memorial entrance gateway,
a refreshment pavilion, also carriage
sheds for the accommodation of those
who drove to the shrine,
