Keir-Hardie Openly 
Preaches Revolution.
Brussels. Oct. 10.—Revolution was 

openly preached to the Egyptia i 
Nationalists by Mr. Keir Hardie, So­
cialist member of the British House of 
Commons. x ..

Mr. Keir Hardie is extremely fond 
of preaching revolutionary doctrines 
to the various peoples who live under 
British Government, but it *s seldom 
that he is quite so outspoken, as he 
was yesterday. For three days he 
has listened to much seditious talk 
from the Egyptian members of the 
National congress. His own chance 
came yesterday, and he -evidently 
thought that as a member of the 
British House of Commons it was his 
duty to put the sedition of the native 
speakers in the shade. In this he 
succeeded.

“People ask me why I support the 
Egyptian Nationalists,” he shouted. 
It is because England who, have a 

sense of honour share these views. 
Mr. Gladstone’s and Lord Salisbury’s 
pledges about evacuation must be re­
spected.”

“LONG LIVE EGYPT!” '
“Sir Edward Grey, Mr. Roosevelt. 

and Mr. Balfour are a powerful 
triumvirate^speâking for finance. We 
speak for humanity. Egypt must be 
freed, but can this be done by neu­
tralisation?

“j am not concerned with the 
means, only with the ends Your 
movement must be revolutionary. 
Fromerly you waited for evacuation, 
but Sir Edward Grey says no eva- 
cutation must change with the situa­
tion.”

“Fight for a national system of 
education. Do not be sectarians. Do 
not cry, ‘Long live Islam!’ but ‘Long 
live Egypt!’

“Be concerned with your army; you 
will need it. Show you are ready for 
self government. Be united and 
strong.”

Mr. Keir Hardie explained that he 
attended the congress to show that 
after the French interdiction . all 
friends of the Nationalists should 
flock together.

"The interdiction violates all gen­
erous French traditions” he declared. 
“The friends of liberty in France re­
gret it as showing that the idea of 
liberty has a tendency to disappear 
before the invasion of finance and 
capitalism.

“But do not lose courage,’ he con­
cluded. “The young Egyptians will 
one day see the statues of Mustafa 
Kamel and Farid Bey in the streets 
of Cairo.”

Mr. Keir Hardie speech was very 
much to the taste of the delegates, 
who cheered him long and loudly. 
When the cheering had subsided an 
irishwoman rose and in a shrill voice 
proposed that a united congress 
should be held of Irish, Egyptians, 
and Indians. ’“We should thus have 
a united1 congress of the victims of 
Great Britain," she declared, and 
again the delegates cheered.

Ali Bey Jahmy Kamel, brother of 
the late Mustafa Kamel, .ijv a long 
speech pictured the condition of

Egypt under British rule, summing It 
up by declaring that “in every do­
main British rule has been infamous 
and unjust.”

RESOLUTION' ADOPTED.
Six resolutions were proposed and 

carried unanimously. They were as 
follows:

The occupation of Egypt by Great 
Britain being illegal, evacuation must 
take place immediately.

The Constitution must .be restored.
The Press Law must be abolished.

- The Deportation Law must he ab­
rogated.

I Control over the Debt must be 
maintained so long as Egypt is the 
debtor of Europe.

The ti^aty of 1898 between the 
Khedive and Great Britain regarding 
the partition of the Soudan is void.

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Open Session of
Licensing Board.

V ______
We have already commended the 

action of the Licensing Board in in­
augurating this year the practice of 
holding public sessions. The advant­
ages of that course became evident 
last night during the discussion in 
optn court of the merits of the appli­
cations for licenses against which ob­
jections have been raised. That dis­
cussion between contending counsel 
and members of the Board made mani­
fest grave defects in the Act, which 
could not have been brought to light 
so strikingly in any other way, In the 
interest, of both the licensees and the 
community further legislation is 
necessary.

Last night the Session opened at 
>■ o'clock in the Central District 
< ourt Room. Mayor Bills presided 
and with him were Messrs. Martin 
and Blackwood. The Board followed 
counsel closely, aqd advanced points 
and queries for the'expression of their 
views. Mr. Blackwood was particu­
larly active in this direction.

There were a fair number of clergy­
men, publicans and the general public 
present and most of them remained till 
the Session was adjourned at 11.15. 
Among those were Rev. James Bell, 
Rev. J. K. Curtis, Rev. J. Bartlett, 
Lkut.-Col. Rees, Staff Capt. Cave and 
Editors Robinson and Lloyd.

The applications of A. D. Rankin &

Co., Fred. Collins and Elizabeth 
O’Reilly were the first group taken.

A. D. RANKIN & CO.
Under this name an application was 

made for a license in respect of the 
premises of the late Mr. A. D. Rankin, 
vho held a license for many years. 
Sir J. S. Winter was instructed to op- 
pose the application on behalf of the 
C. E. T. S. The objection was based 
on the contention that the Board had 
no power to grant this application. 
The original licensee died during the 
currency of the annual license. The 
license expired on his death, and Sir 
James argued that the only power \ 
possessed by the Board was to make 
an order such as would meet the merits 
ot the case for the unexpired balance 
cf the year for which the license ran, 
but that the Board had no power to 
grant another Annual License at the 
annual Licensing Session.

Mr, A. J. W. McNeily, K. C„ appear­
ed for the applicant He submitted 
that the Act recognized a quasi moral 
right to have a license already grant­
ed renewed, and that the latter part 
oi section 16, viz., “In case of the In­
solvency or death of the person licen­
sed, a Magistrate or the Board may , 
make such order thereon as shall suit 
the circumstances of such case” ex­
pressly empowered the Board to con­
tinue not only fOrj the unexpired bal­
ance of a year, but at the Licensing 
Session from year to year, a license 
iu any case where the widow, orphans 
or other persons dependent on the 
estate of the deceased licensee would 
be deprived of support by the discon­
tinuance of the license. In this case 
the widow and orphans of the late 
Mr. A. D. Rankin were dependent for 
support on the continuance of this 
license. The facts of the case were. 
Mr. Rankin was disabled by illness 
and could not carry on his business. 
Ke applied to the. Board for a trans­
fer of his license to A. D. Rankin & 
Co. under the management of Mr.

• Mulcahey, so that he and his might 
derive support from the business. 
The Board made the transfer. Later

A. D. Rankin & Co. for a considera­
tion transferred the lease to Mr. Mul­
cahey who still traded under the firm 
name of A. D. Rankin & Co.. Under 
the agreement Mr. Mulcahey can sur­
render the lease in the event of a dis­
continuance of the license without his 
fault or of the passing of local op­
tion. Under the agreement the widow 
and orphans of Mr. Rankin receive 
from Mulcahey $800 a year. In the 
event of the Board discontinuing the 
renewal Mrs. Rankin and her children 
will be deprived of their Income. The 
spirit of the Act did not contemplate 
the perpetration of such hardship. 
Indeed it expressly provided against 
such a contingency.

F. COLLINS AND E. O’REILLY.
Sir James Winter opposed the appli­

cations by arguments similar to those 
he adduced in the former case. The 
original licensees were dead and the 
Board could not grant the applications 
of these applicants. Mr. W. J. Hig­
gins appeared for the applicants. In 
addition to the arguments advanced 
hy Mr. McNeily in the Rankin appli­
cation, which applied equally to these 
cases, he pointed out that the prem­
ises were among the oldest licensed 
premises in the city. In no sense 
could, the applications be regarded ae 
lew licenses within the meaning 

of the Act. The applicants were oc­
cupiers of the premises and the con­
tinuance was such as could be grant­
ed under Section 16. It would be s 
terrible hardship to deprive the next 
of kin of the deceased licensees of 
their means of support by refusing tc 
continue the license.

MARY J. FLYNN.
Sir James opposed the applicatlor 

ol Mary J. Flynn. The present hold­
er was her husband. The license war 
granted to an individual and not tc 
premises. The Board could only make 
a transfer in case of death or insol­
vency of licensee. This application 
came under neither head. The Board 
had no power to grant it.

Mr. Furlong, K. C„ appeared foi 
Mrs. Flynn. He said It was an old 
license h*ld for very many years b; 
the family of Mary Flynn. She her­
self had held the license for a grea 
number of years. She had thought i 
better to have the licence in the name 
cf her husband for convenience o 
trade, but she had always owned the 
premises and stock. This year her 
husband had left the city and had not 
made an application for the license 
rs usual.' To retain her means of 
support she made the application ir 
her own name for a license that had 
always been virtually hers. It would

be a monstrous injustice to deprive
her of this license and her means ot 
living.

JOHN KELLY.
Sir James Winter opposed this ap­

plication on the ground that Torphy’s 
was practically a new premises, and 
such as in the contemplation of the- 
Act would mean a transfer to anoth­
er premises which could only be made 
on the expiration of a lease. Mr. Fur­
long for the applicant said Torphy’s 
was not a new premises. Alterations 
bad been made and rebuilding had been 
done, but there was a law decision 
which he cited which showed that 
the licensing law did not" regard such 
an alteration and rebuilding as con­
stituting a new premises. It was 
strange that at one time Sir James 
Winter contended that in one appli­
cation that a license was purely 
personal and In this case that the 
person counted for nothing, it had all 
to do with the building. Sir James 
replied that the license was personal 
in regard to a particular premises.

T. J. ALLAN.
Sir James Winter opposed the ap­

plication on the ground that the ap­
plicant had been convicted three 
times under the Licensing Act. Mr. 
Furlong for the applicant pointed out 
that there was only one conviction un­
der the Licensing Act of 1906, and 
that the law did not empower the 
magistrate to withdraw the license. 
It would be the height of injustice if 
the Board exacted a forfeiture which 
the law itself did not contemplate. 
The offence was not personal and 
was due to the fact that Mr. Allan’s 
health had not permitted him to ex­
ercise such a personal supervision as 
he could exercise now that he was in 
better health.

. ELLIS & CO.
Sir James Winter opposed the ap­

plication, impugning the grant of last 
year on two grounds, viz., (1) there 
was no notice as required by the Sta­
tute; and (2) the premises wore with- 
ing 250 yards of a church. Sir James 
contended that the applicant had 
wrongfully obtained the license, either 
by wilful concealment of facts, or in 
some way the Board had been misled. 
In any case the Board had acted ul­
tra vires in granting the license, and 
should not continue it.

Mr. Furlong pointed out that Sir 
James was making a charge of fraud, 
and that it was incumbent on Sir 
James either to withdraw the charge 
or to proceed to prove it. He was 
prepared to meet and combat such a 
charge. Here ensued a long discuss­
ion. Mr. Furlong contended that Sir 
James was inviting the Board to in­
augurate a mischievous course in sug­
gesting that the Board should review 
the decision of last year. It would 
introduce a precedent for a future re­
view of all existing' licenses. From 
this would ensue a feeling of uncer­
tainty as to the continuance of ail 
existing licenses, and a disturbance 
of interests and a depreciation of pro­
perties. The Act contemplated the 
continuance of original grants of li­
censes, which should not be disturb­
ed unless there were overpowering 
reasons for doing so. The power of 
veto in such a case was like to that 
of the Governor. He was empowered 
to veto all or any bills presented to 
him, but could only exercise it under 
extraordinary circumstances.

Mr. Squires appeared for the Meth­
odist Conference ipioppose the appli­
cation. He contended that this ap­
plication stood apart from all others. 
From the first knowledge ’of the 
granting of the license by the Board, 
opposition had been made. That op­
position had been-continued and had 
never ceased. It was not so in regard 
to other applications. This case was 
not on all fours with the others. Any 
precedents established in this case 
would not affect the others. A mon­
strous wrong had been perpetrated in 
granting this license. It was in every 
sense a new license under the Act of 
1906, and the Board had now a chance 
of putting an end to an existing 
wrong. . 1

Sir James Winter also contended 
that the Board were competent to 
consider reasons for not granting the 
license again. The greatest of ail 
wrongs was an act in direct and 
flagrant violation of the law. He al­
so intimated that they were prepared 
to take up the burden of producing 
evidence if the Board should require 
it.

The Mayor announced that the 
Board would consider all the cases 
carefully and if further evidence 
should be required the parties and 
their counsel would be notified. The 
Court adjourned at 11.15 p.m.

Men in Danger.
By the schr Lydia Gertrude which 

arrived here yesterday from Groais 
Island, we learn that on Saturday last 
in the storm, while a high sea was 
running, two men named Jas. Clem­
ents and Ml. Broderick, narrowly es­
caped being drowned. They were 
coming from Concbe to the Island 
when their boat was overtaken in the 
high sea running and both were left 
struggling in the water. They man­
aged to cling to the inside of the boat 
but sea after sea swept over them 
and how they were not drowned is a 
mystery. For fully an hour they clung 
like this to the upturned boat and 
though men from the schr. saw them 
they could not put out in such a sea. 
Eventually mailman Leo. Fitzgerald 
and Peter Brownley could not remain 
longer to see the men perish and 
manning a boat after extreme peril 
to themselves and with great difficulty 
■eached the now drowning men and 
rescued them. They were in a des- 
lerate plight when taken on board 
’he boat, some of .their nails were al- 
nost torn off from gripping the side 
if the boat, and several times the sea 
ilmost beat them clear off her. So 
weak were they after the rescue that 
'hey could not stand and had the men 
who saved them delayed much longer 
10th would have been drowned. When 
they went in the water both men had 
overcoats on but managed to get clear 
of them. They lost these and a 
schooner’s compass. Later their boat 
drifted ashore and was beaten in 
pieces. __________

Opinion of Canker.
Editor Evening Telegram.

Sir,—A few words from the shore 
respecting agricultural resources 
would seemingly not be unheeded, as 
we all are at least interested in farm­
ing. Teachers take interest, and I 
deem it necessary that we all should 
study and observe the natural every­
day commonplace degradation of the 
land. Some time ago we were startl­
ed about the canker—a dreadful po­
tato disease, which is not half as 
prevalent as previously reported. Al­
though not an expert on farm work, 
a few notes cannot go astray. What 
do your readers think of the canker? 
My opinion concerning the canker is 
this: that the canker is not in the 
ground; it is in the seed potatoes. 
These words may appear as erroneous 
ones; yet, if “experience teaches,’’ as 
it surely does, this may be verified. 
A question asked may not be unap- 
propriété : “How did the canker get 
into the ground?" It didn't fall there, 
nor did it grow there. But first of 
all it came from the seed. In" one bed 
of potatoes there is one kind of seed 
and in another a different kind. The 
first bed is not-marred by the cank­
er, while the other is. My opinion 
concerning the matter is that the dis­
ease comes from the diseased tubers, 
and after the seeds are sown a while 
t£W tubers acquire a fungus, and so 
the disease spreads. It does not af­
fect the ground so very much if when 
the area affected be laid - down to a 
meadow. The canker seed should be 
destroyed, and it is my belief that ere 
many years go by the canker will be 
a thing of the past. • 1 •

Impoverished ground should not be 
utilized for potatoes, and if fertile 
ground sown with new seeds do not 
bring satisfactory products, then i 
say that canker is nothing more or 
less than a potato plague.
