Duties of the
0ld-Time Nurses.

Were Required to Carry Out Dead and
Bury Them.

In their “History of Nursing” the
authors, Miss Nutitng and Miss Doek,
quote from an article written in 1764
which give an insight into what was
required of the trained nurse in the
eighteenth century. The article says:
“This occupation is as important for
humanity as its finctions are low and
repugnant. All persons are not adapt-
ed to it, and the heads of hospitals
ought to be difficult to please, for the
lives of patients may depend upon
their choice of applicants. The nurse
should be patient, mild, compassion-

ate.  She should console the sick, for-
see their needs and relieve their
tedium.

“The domestic duties of the nurse
are to light the fires in the wards and
keep them going, to carry and distrib-
uteq nourishment, to accompgny the
surgeons and doctors on their rounds
and afterward to remove all dressings,
etc.; to sweep .the halls and wards
and keep the persons of the patients
and their surroundings clean, to emp-
ty all véssels and change the patients’
linen, to prevent noise, quarreling and
disturbances, to notify the steward of
everything they see which is wrong,
to carry out the dead and bury them,
to light the lamps in the evening and
visit the sick during the night and to
watch them continually, giving them
every aid which their state requires
and treating them with kindness and
consideration.”

.A,t its annual meeting the National
Liberal Club of England turned down,

by a large majority the “no-treating”
resolution, In Newfoundland, as in

England, clubs must be registered be-

fore they can sell alcoholic liquors to
their members, and an unregistered
club is regarded as a shebeen. There
is this difference however that in New-
foundland a no-treating law was pass-

. ed as regards clubs, after its beneficial

effect had been tested by experience.

Clause 66 of the 1906 Intoxicating
Liquors Act, runs thus:— “No mem-
ber of any registered club shall on the
premises of any registered club pay
for any intoxicating liquor to be con-
sumed by any other member of such
club, under a penalty of one hundred
dollars to be recovered by any person
who shall sue for the same in a sum-
mary manner before a Stipendiary
‘Magistrate.”

It is very evident that the barbaric
and outrageous conduct of the ex-
treme militant suffragettes is defeat-
ing the object of their propaganda.
They have undoubtedly gained a
maximum of publicity by their cam-
paign but it is equally clear they have
alienated considerable sympathy, from
what may be regarded as their legiti-
mate claims and aims. Persuasion by

Some of the American papers have
been puncturing the bubble of the
yellow peril in California.

“The Japanese populaton of Cali-
fornia is something more than at a
standstill; it is rapidly on the decline.
Where is the menace of an engulf-
ment of white civilzation by the Mon-
golian? There is no menace, Even
though the Asiatic population on the
Pacific Coast continues to shrink,
California, one of the strongholds of
the square deal, cannot forgive the
thirty-odd thousand Japanese who re-
main for venturing to share in the
prosperity of the 2,300,000 white men
in the State.”

He declared vege-
tarians, although they might not in-
dulge in a meat diet, were doing their
best to imitate the taste and smell of
it.

‘Maxl is carnivorous, and is at his
best only when he lives on a meat
diet,” said Dr. Benedict, ‘“notwith-
standing the fact taht there are excep-
tions to this rule. Of course, modera-
tion in a meat diet produces the best
results. We #re becoming a nation of
cranks.”

The names of these great
master-builders .were Michael Kear-
ney, of St. John’s, and Jonas Newhook,
of New Harbour, Trinity Bay. At last
the opportunity occurred of decidng
for once and for always the point as
to which should bear the palm. Each
of the famous ships held a notable re-
cord, the Rothesay, of Harbour Grace,
built by Kearney, and owned by Pun-
ton & Munn, having made the run from
the above port to Liverpool and back
in thirty-eight days, and the Tasso,
built, by Newhook, owned by Stabb,
Rowe. and - Holmwood, St. -John’s, had
also .a record which was considerad
hardi to beat,”even by the -clippers
which wele bult’ -and  manned by
British mastep-wolkmen and sailors
on the other 8ide of the Atlantic. The
Rothesay wag commanded by Capt.
Taylor and tlie Tass6d by Capt. Golds-
worthy, and each was manned by as
hardy and ‘as competent a crew as
ever water wet,

In the year 185G, the good ship
Tasso, barque rigged, built in '53 or
54, sailed from the wharf of Stabb,
Rowe and Holmwood, bound for Dem-
erara, British Guiana, and upon her
arrival found  moored near where she
dropped her anchor, the full-rigged
barque Rothesay of Harbor Grace,
which arrived only a few hours in ad-
vance. The two ships discharged and
laded with sugar, the Tasso bound to
St. John’s and the Rothesay to Hr,
Grace. As a matter of course great
rivalry existed between the two cap-
tains, and as a natural consequence,
the consignees—the friends of the
captains and crews, became most en-
thusiastic over the prospect of sueh
a glorious opportunity te-test the sail-
ing qualities of the two famous ships.
The two captains bet ten pounds ster-
ling on their respective ships—the
consignees took a hand in, and the
sailors’ bet according to their means,
As the Rothesay had to go to -Harbor
Grace, it was decided that. the result
should be final upon the first to ar-
rive and report at Cape Spear, near
St. John'’s. The two ships left Dem-
crara at three o'clock p.m. on a bedu-
ttul day in July, with a light breeze
ind every inch of sail that they could
;arry on thent. Eagh captain and
crew saw their rival with everything
irawn and going through the water
like a sword fish. The sun soon set,
and the tropical night o’ercast the
rival ships. The next morning came
md there was no sign:of the Rothe-
;ay from the- look-ohit of the Tasso.
Chere was a fine breeze blowing, and
he Tasso was slipping along at the
-ate of nine knofs, with scarcely. a
‘ipple under her bows. Favorable
weather continued wuntil the four-
eenth day out,. when about 2 a.um.
‘ape Race light was seen, and the

' ship hauled up for the land, and as

he day broke she was quite near, the
‘ape being slightly enshrouded in
nist.. When the sun rose, the mist
lisappeared, and the look-out sighted
y sail well fowards the shore; but,
Jought the captain and crew—it can
1ever be the Rothesay. After a little
while, they made out that it was a
ull-rigged barque, and then it was
tnown that it was their rival. Then
ame the tug-of-war—Greek to
Jreek—the pride of the Newfound-
and mercantile_marine. The Rothe-
wmy was further towards the land
Jhan her ‘rival and managed to catch
yeccasional puffs of wind from the
riead-lands, and passed the winning
yoint, Cape Spear, in advance of the
fasso. When the Tasso was at Cape
3pear, the Rothesay was at Sugar
oaf, and thus won the race, which,
[ should say, was more interesting
than some of the international ocean
races which take place at different
periods, and which are nothing to
boast of ' when we take into account
all the benefits that are to be derived
from médern imprevements in the
art 'of ship-building. The voyage of
the.“Tassqy occupied forty-one days.
“from the time she ‘sailed -from the
wharf of Stabb, Rowe and Holmwood
(now Allan Goodridge & Sons) until
she was moored there again, on her
return’ from Demerara.

say and her worthy rival, the Tassol
Some time after, the Rothesay ran
ashore at Western Bay Heag, Bay de
Verde, during a terrible snow storny
She was then also under the com-
mand of Capt. Taylor, and Capt.- Ed4
ward Condon was chief mate. That
sturdy descendant ‘of a long line of
mariners, Capt. James Pike, of Car-
bonear, still hale and hearty, was oné
of the crew as was also the lagé
Johnny Fennell. 1 forget the names
of the rest. After considerable diffi-
eulty and great expense she was
floated off, and towed to Harbor Grace
by the old steamship Ellen Gisborne;
and was turned bottom up at Munn's
eastern wharf, where a new keel was
put in’ her. When this was accom-
plished, she was righted again, and
the services of the fire engine ‘‘Med-
l6ck™ were brought into requisition,
and as this famous machine was pro-
vided with extension handles, capable
of permitting, probably, fifty men td
work on each side, she was quickly
pumped out, and was once nore up-
right on her own keel. Before she
ran ashore;y she was barque-rigged,
with spanker, gaff-topsail and mizzen-
topsail staysails:; but dfterwards sheé
was rigged.a brig and her name wag
changed to Terra Nova. She was lost
during the great gale, October 9th,
1867, at Indian Tickle, Labrador, and
thus passed away, the pride of
our local fleet, which for years may
have m@ét her equal but there was
nothing afloat to show her stern to
Kearney's chef d’oeuvre, the Rothe-
say of Harbor Grace.

The Tasso was three hundred and
three tomns, about sixty tons larger
than her successful rival. The car-
eer of this splendid specimen of local
built vessels was forever finished dur-
ing a great gale in December. 1856,
while on a vovage from Rio Janeiro,
Brazil, to New York, with a cargo of
coffee. When off Sandy Hook, thé
fuil fury of the hurricane burst upon
her. and notwithstanding the heroié
efforts .of thé captain and crew, shé
was driven against the roeks. Four
of her crew—three St. John’s men and
an Englishman, manned _the lifeboat,
but they had barely entered hei: when
she was swamped by the heavy sead
and breakers and the four' of theni
were drowned. The captain and the
remainder of the crew Temained. on
hoard the ship, and their terrible
condition being observéd by the
watchman on shore, efforts. weré
quickly .made to save their lives. A
life-saving rocket with .a line attach?
ed, was fired in the direction of thé
ill-fated ship, but it failed to réach,
and five times the effort was repeat-
ed, and at thefifth mest fortunately;
the rocket carried the line on board
the Tasso, where it was quickly se-
cured by the crew. Communication
was now established between the
Tasso and the life-savers on shore,
and a hawser was attached to thé
line, which was also secured by thé
shore people, after which a life-gav-
ing car was sent on board over the
hawser—pulled back and forth by
those on either end—until all the
unfortunate mariners were safely
landed. Tt is worthy of note that the
rescue of the crew of the Tasso from
the wreck was the first trial of the
life-saving rocket on the American
coast, and at the time, caused  the
gr‘eatf‘st interest amongst shipowners
and mariners, as well as the people
generally, of the Old World and the
New, :

Special to Evening Telegram,
LONDON, May 7.

An attempt to wreck St. Paul's Ca-
thedral, was made yesterday. The
verger, who conducts sight-seers
through the edifice, when: making his
rounds, noticed a ticking sound near
the High Altar. He found a heavy
parcel done up in brown paper, and
immediately placed it in water. It
was passed to the police, who found
a suffragette paper wrapped up with
the bomb, Two other bomhs were
found elgsewhere in the city. Shortly
after the St. Paul discovery, a simil-
ar bomb was found on the steps of a
newspaper office in Fleet Street, and
a canister, believed to contain ex-
plosives, was picked up on the steps
of a wholesale drug establishment
near St. Paul’s. The arson squad
this morning burned down the pav-
illion in the cricket fleld at Bishop’s
Park, Fulham, also set fire to an un-
occupied house in Finchley. No
trace of the criminals who set fire to
St. Catherine's Church, has been
found. A woman arrested was dis-
charged for want of proof.

LLONDON, May 7.

To-day’s bulletin says that the
Duchess of Connaught had a better
night, and her condition this morning
was somewhat improved. The Court
is in gloom over the admitted relapse.
