At the House.
SIR ROBERT BOND’S RESIGNA- 

' TI0N.
After His Excellency the Governor 

had delivered his address in the 
Legislative Council Chambers, the 
members of the House of Assembly 
returned to their own quarters and 
Speaker Goodison read the Speech 
again. The Premier rose and said he 
had received a notification from the 
Governor of Sir Robert Bond’s re­
signation of his seat in the House. 
The Premier said he himself had oc­
cupied a seat on the floors of the 
House for nearly thirty years, and 
even at that time Sir Robert had at­
tained eminence in the House and had 
given earnest of that distinction and 
success he afterwards attained. Sir ! 
Robert at that time had been in the 
House then for three years and had 
been honoured by being raised to the 
Speakership. Since that time Sir 
Robert had loomed large in public af­
fairs. He had served with him in the 
same administration as a colleague 
and afterwards had served under | 
him. He had abundant opportunities f 
of observing the high qualities he had 
shown in the administration of af­
fairs and he could bear testimony of 
the great public services Sir Robert 
had rendered. He regretted that Sir 
Robert felt constrained to come to his 
present decision and hoped the time 
would come when they would see 
Sir Robert once more in their midst. 
There were problems of magnitude 
and vital importance before r.he coun­
try. which required handling by men 
of the sagacity, experience and ability 
possessed by Sir Robert. He hoped 
later to move the House to give ex­
pression in a more formal manner of 
the signal services of Sir Robert 
Bond to the country.

MR. KENT rose for the purpose of 
associating' himself with the expres­
sions of regret that Sir Rooert Bond 
had severed his connection with the 
House. He considered the country 
had sustained an overwhelming loss. 
In his opinion Sir Robert Bond stood 
head and shoulders over all his peers 
as a parliamentarian and administra­
tor. He expressed the hope that in 
the near future. Sir Robert, would 
once more take the place in the pub­
lic affairs of the Colony that his ripe 
experience, recognized integiity. and 
marked ability warranted.

ADDRESS IN REPLY.
MR CURRIE then rose and in a 

pleasing manner and with easy dis­

course moved for the appointment of 
a committee to draft an address in re­
ply to the Speech from the Throne. 
He congratulated Mr. Goodison on his 
appointment as Speaker and was con­
fident he would uphold the high tra­
dition of the chair. He expressed 
satisfaction at the visit of His Excel­
lency the Governor to the outports. 
His Excellency had seen the results of 
the Agricultural policy and could note 
the prospects of the future. He was 
glad to learn that the Duke and 
Duchess of Connaught might visit us 
next summer and he was sure they 
would meet with a right royal wel­
come. He was pleased with the re­
sults of the elections and congratu­
lated the leader of his party. When­
ever the election had been decided on 
principle, their party had won; The 
free entry of fish into the States had 
had a marked and favourable in­
fluence on our fish trade. He was 
glad that information on the bait 
question was to be sought. The 
exports were greater last year than 
the imports. This he considered a 
favourable sign. The shortage in the 
revenue did not come as a surprise. 
The Minister of Finance last year had 
been over sanguine. He attributed 
the shortage partly to the election 
year. Elections unsettled trade. Th 
shortage would not be made up by 
any new taxation of foods and neces­
saries. He was gratified at the in­
creased number of Agricultural So­
cieties and he had hoped of furthei 
developments in farming, which 
would be stimulated by the building 
of railways through the Burin Penin­
sula and to Salmonier when thf 
country could afford the expenditure

MR HIGGINS seconded the motion 
in a-fluent speech. He joined Mr. Cur­
rie in congratulating thé Speaker on 
his unanimous election and expressed 
his regret at the loss the House anti 
country had sustained by the with­
drawal of Sir Robert Bond. New 
members had much to learn from the 
example of an experienced parlia­
mentarian of the calibre of Sir Rob­
ert. He expressed appreciation of 
the good influence of the Governoi 
and the pleasing intelligence of thf 
prospective visit of distinguished 
members of the Royal Family. Re­
thought there might be much to gab­
by the institution of the proposed 
train ferry service, and in any cas- 
the country could lose nothing. The 
Premier had done much in advertis­
ing the resources of the Colony 
abroad, and as a result he believed the 
country had a better standing abroad 
among capitalists. He -was hopeful 
that the proposed establishment of in­
dustries on the" Labrador would prove 
fruitful. They should keep the for­
est resources for themselves and 
stand by the policy of developing the 
products at home.

ply had performed their tasks. He 
thought the Hduse had seldom heard 
two speakers who had performed 
their duties in this respect more ac­
ceptably to the House at large. As to 
the Speech they had commented on 
it was the baldest and least satisfac­
tory in his experience. The on a fea­
ture which stood out in prominence 
was the reference to the revenue for 
the first half of the current fiscal year 
which is below the estimates. This 
shortage abundantly justified the 
criticism that had been directed last 
session at the budget proposals of 
the Minister of Finance. On that oc­
casion it had been pointed ou: that the 
budget was an election kite, end that 
it would be necessary at the next 
session to impose taxes to meet the 
shortage which must ensue. What 
was pointed out then had now come 
lo pass. It had been said that the
shortage might be attributed to the
disturbance of trade on account of the
year being Election year. Hut.sure­
ly the Minister if Finance knew when 
he laid his financial proposals before 
the House last session that It was 
Election year. He could hardly plead 
he "sforgot” it was Election year. He 
shoujld have taken that fact into con­
sideration at that time. He bad been 
told he was not justified on financial 
grounds in his reductions and the 
Opposition prediction Had come true. 
The criticism which had been mads 
by the Opposition to the railway con­
tracts and the loans had been justi­
fied by the event. Time was the great 
justifier. At the present time there 
was not a single branch line com­
pleted. Not even the Bonavista 
branch was finished. The Govern­
ment Engineer had not given his 
certificate of a completion in a sin­
gle case. He spoke subject to cor­
rection. The Prime Minister could 
correct him if he was wrong. As the 
Prime Minister did not deny the state­
ment. he repeated that not a single 
branch was completed and been pass­
ed by the Government Engineer giv­
ing his certificate of completion. That 
meant not a single branch line had 
been finally paid for. There was and 
would be money to be paid for finish­
ing even the Bonavista branch, as 
well as the other branches. Further, 
there were many extras to be paid tor. 
Under the terms of the contract, thf 
rolling stock on one branch would 
cover all that the contractor had to 
provide for the $15,000 a mile£ The 
rolling stock on all the other branch­
es would have to be paid for as 
extras. These payments led up tc 
the mode of payment under the con­
tract and the Government had 
agreed to pay the contracter in gold 
instead of by debenture bonds. This 
had been a most unfortunate arrange­
ment for the Colony, for the Govern­
ment had to raise the money in a 
market steadily rising against all 
Colonial loans. From its inception tc 
the present, the branch railway pro­
posals had been vitiated by mistakes 
They were full of blunders. The esti­
mate of mileage was out. The esti­
mate of cost was wrong. The pay­
ment in cash instead^ of bonds had re­
sulted adversely to the Colony. The 
risk was to the Colony and the Colony 
had to pay for the blunders. Twc 
loans had been raised and a third 
would be necessary, and the money 
market was stringent. This conten­
tion, Mr. Kent fortified by reading : 
comment of Lord Strathcona.the great 
financier and the High Commissioner 
for the Dominion of Canada. In re­
ference to the negotiation with thf 
water powers of the Labrador, Mr 
Kent said it was time they were hear­
ing something about the settlemen' 
of the Labrador boundary question 
The agreement to refer the dispute V 
the Judical Committee of the Privy- 
Council had • been made during th 
time he was in the Department o 
Justice. Since that time little hat 
been heard of the matter. He was 
convinced at that time that New­
foundland had an impregnable case 
but it was disturbing to find frojr 
Canadian press « comment that th; 
Quebec authorities also had simiH 
faith in their case. It would be wel 
to know more before the Govern men 
rushed into further complications 
Mr. Kent twitted the Government or 
the indifference the Government hat 
shown the past five years in the coal 
question. All they had done was t 
hand over coal areas to some contrac­
tors to investigate and develop some 
years ago. Since then nothing ha 
been heard of the arrangement w-hicb 
appeared to have fallen through. H* 
did not propose to go into details fur­
ther. Opportunities would be afford­
ed during the session to discuss tin 
measures the Government contem­
plated and the Opposition would avaii 
of them.

PREMIER REPLIES.
Sir Edward Morris extended con­

gratulations to the Speaker, the mov­
er and seconder and Mr. Kent. He 
would not go into detail. For nearly 
thirty years he had heard blue ruir. 
uredicted and the Speeches from the 
Throne characterized as the baldest 
vet. The Opposition had to criticize 
ind they must expect criticisms as a 
matter of course, however, but they 
were merely perfunctory. The reduc­
tion in the Tariff last session had not 
been a death-bed repentance but a 
carrying out of a solemn pledge. Mr. 
Kent had played the part of Cassan­
dra. The bottom had not dropped out 
of affairs. The people were taxed a 
million dollars a year less than in 
1882. They were not going to revise 
the Tariff policy of last year. They 
would make the better-to-do pay as 
far as possible. The fact that no fin­
al certificate had been given for any
of the branches showed that they 
were keeping the contractor to his
contract. As to cost of finishing, he 
estimated that $1,500,000 more than 
had been raised in the previous two 
loans would provide enough to finish 
the work contracted for. As to the pay­
ment in bonds instead of gold, it 
might be imagined the contractor had 
nothing to say on the matter. The 
Government had the pay of the labor­
ers raised and the contractor received 
payment in gold instead of bonds. As 
to the market, the stringency was 
general, and not particularly against 
Newfoundland. On thé coal question, 
Sir Edward reviewed the history of it 
and said the Government had obtain­
ed the services of Professor Dunstan 
on the recommendation of the Colon­
ial Office.

We are declining rapidly, if 
lomething does not turn the current, 
inevitably to a civil war. which will 
shatter the whole fr.hric of our na­
tional existence, and leave us exposed 
to dangers from without. We must 
ssume, continued Mr. Law, that it 
s the present intention of the- Gov­
ernment to carry their policy to the 
liter end, and on that assumption it 
s our duty by every means in our 
lower, to prevent them front eom- 
nitting what we believe to he a great 
■rime. Parliament has not the right 
o sell the people of Ulster into 
slavery. If Ulster is to be dragoon­
'd, the order must be given only as 
he declared will of the people. If 
he Government persists; if Premier 
Ysquith is right, he will lose nothing 
>y a general election, and he has an 
ilternative in the referendum.

Under favourable auspices and in 
the presence of a large concourse of 
people the Twenty-Third General As­
sembly was opened at three o’clock 
yesterday afternoon by His Excel­
lency Governor Davidson. Lined up 
otitside the House were the members 
of the Constabulary in charge of In­
spector General Sullivan and Super­
intendent Grimes besides a. detach­
ment from the Royal Naval Reserve 
under command of Capt. Atlay and 
officers of H. M.S. Calypso.

At the appointed hour His Excel • 
lency Edward Walter Davidson, Esq., 
C- M. G., accompanied by Major Da­
venport. A.D.C., and Capt. A. C 
Goodridge, A. D. C„ entered the 
grounds midst the rendition of the 
National Anthem by the City Band 
and the presenting of arms by the 
naval and police squads. After in­
specting the guards of honour His 
Excellency was escorted to the Legis­
lative. In that Chamber were: —

His Lordship the Chief Justice, Sir 
W. H. Horwood', Mr. Justice Johnson, 
Sheriff Carter. Mayor Ellis, Consuls 
of the various Nations. The Lord Bis­
hop of Newfoundland, attended by 
Rev. Canon, Bolt. Rev. Canon White, 
Rev. J. Briiyton, Rev. Dr. Curtis, Rev. 
C. A. Whitemarsh, Rev. Dr. Fenwick 
Rpv. W. H. Thomas, Rev. G. R. God- 
den.

BOSTON. Jan. 15.

The foundering of the Bath schr. 
Grace >1. Marlin, 30 miles south of 
Martinlcus Rock, yesterday, and the 
timely rescue of her crew of seven­
teen men from an open boat 100 
miles off shore by the steamer A. W. 
Perry, from Halifax for Boston, is 
reported by wireless to-day. For 
nearly 24 hours the Marlin’s crew in 
an open boat battled against death 
under the bitterest weather condi­
tions. The distance from the spot 
where the schooner foundered and 
the steamer route between Boston 
and Halifax, is fifty miles, which re­
presents the drift of the Marlin’s 
long boat from shortly after sunrise 
yesterday until dawn to-day, when 
the castaways were picked up by the 
Perry. The Marlin, heavily laden 
with coal sailed from Norfolk for 
Portland on January 10th. She was 
caught in a westerly gale off Cape 
Cod on Monday. Two days hard 
pounding opened up her seams, and 
she filled and sank. The Marlin was 
a five-masted vessel built at Bath in 
1904, and registered 267 tons net.

More Daylight.

Dear Sir,—A large proportion of the 
workers of the city are wondering if 
Hon. John Anderson intends intro­
ducing the Daylight Bill, this session.
