WHO HAYE HIED IN BATTLE.
When he was a student at Mount 

a few years ago Lieutenant 
L. Godwin, recently killed in ac- 
in France achieved very little 

success in athletics and yet 
was through him that a weak spot 

plugged in a ’varsity football 
fifteen and a player developed who 

became one of the star 
full backs in the Garnet and Gold 

And like Lieutenant Godwin 
back has now given his life 

the Empire they both were proud 
serve.

It was in the season of 1909 that 
football people at Mount A. were 

their wits’ end to,find a full back.
dozen players had been shift- 

from other positions in efforts to 
up that hole but none of them 

by a long way. Leaving 
position out of the question, 

team shaped up badly enough but 
glaring weakness in the last de- 

‘Jimmy’ McWilliam, the 
quarter-back captain, was a -worried 
sort of person. And he wasn’t the 

lonly one.
Then, one evening Godwin strolled 

into McWilliam’s room and listened 
to the football groans. “Why don’t 
you try that Trapnell,” he said finally. 
Godwin didn’t know much about foot­
ball but when he and most of the 
other fellows had left the room Mc­
William and one or two football men 
talked over his suggestion. They 
didn't think much of it—to tell the 
truth—but something had to be done. 
Next .day Trapnell was turned out at 
full back. He was ' surprised, no 
doubt, but he was a silent sort of a 
chap and made very few comments 
when the order came.

And maybe he didn't wake people 
up! His work wasn't “finished" but it 
was mighty promising. Don Trap­
nell played through that season at full 
and next year he showed up in great 
form, saving Mount A. in more than 
one tight hole. And if it hadn’t been 
•for John Godwin some of the people 
who thought they knew more about 
football in a minute than he did in a 
year would probably never have turn­
ed Trapnell out at all in that 1909 
season.

Trapnell, a Newfoundlander, went 
across the water with the First Cana­
dian Expeditionary Force and gave 
his' life for the Empire in the early 
fighting in which the Canadians took 
part—falling in battle about the same 
time that ‘Dicky’ Boone, of St. John’s, 
and Verne Elderkin, of Parrsboro, 
two of his Mount A. chums were kill­
ed. Godwin went overseas with an 
artillery battery some tew months 
ago and was killed a short time after 
his brother. Lieutenant C. Godwin, 
made the great sacrifice. — Amherst 
Guardian.

No Tin Mags Now.
An Instance of General BrusilofPs 

Thoroughness.
Early in the war General Brusiloff 

discovered that the tin drinking ves­
sels, or canteens, carried by the sold­
iers glinted in the sun, and so reveal­
ed the presence of the wearers, and 
drawing the enemy’s fire. So he sent 
to Petrograd for half a million yards 
of grey felt, and in less than forty- 
eight hours every canteen was cover­
ed in it, and rendered, from the mili­
tary point of view, invisible.

There are plenty of men now serv­
ing in the British Army who remem­
ber when our canteens were carried 
on the packs uncovered. Moreover, 
the rule was that they had to be pol­
ished to the brightness of burnished 
silver. A more tempting mark, or 
one more likely to attract the roving 
eye of an enemy sniper, it would be 
almost impossible to conceive.

For instance, at Loos a British sol­
dier fired at a round shining object 
which showed itself for a few mo­
ments above the edge of a German 
trench, without, however, in the least 
knowing what it was. A little while 
aiterwards the trench was taken by 
assault, and the soldier went to see 
what he had fired at.

He found a German lying t 
dead, shot through the brain, i 
Clenched tightly in his hand was his 
little tin drinking cup, the bottom 
holed by a bullet. The unhappy man 
had incautiously raised the cup in 
drinking, and his head with it, and 
the same missle had pierced them 
both.

In the Boer War, again, a marks­
man on the British side was respon­
sible for an even more extraordinary 
eventuality of the kind. Firing at the 
glint of a tin canteen at something 
over eight hundred yards range, he hit 
it.

The owner of the canteen who, like 
the German mentioned above, was in 
the act of raising it to his lips at the 
time, was unwounded. But the im­
pact of the bullet drove the food it 
contained into his gullet with such 
unexpected force and suddenness that 
he was choked to death by a piece of 
meat—some accounts say a crust of 
bread—which became fixed in his 
windpipe.—Pearson’s Weekly.

"Life ot France 
Depends on England.”
Rotterdam, August 8.—Major Moh 

rat writes as follows in the Berlinger 
Volkszeitung: —

“The life of France depends upon 
England taking a further part in the 
war, and whether it is still prepared 
to shed more blood.

“England is apparently determined 
to set the future of the war on this 
card. First Lord ot the Admiralty 
Balfour confirms that ununbroken 
stream of men and munitions is being 
carried across the channel. For us 
this is a reminder that we must, as 
far as possible, break this undisturb 
ed communication between England 
and France. Only when we have car­
ried out our threat against English 
communication with the continent can 
we reckon upon relief on the Somme.

“In this Somme district the English 
heavy guns spit day and night on our 
trenches, positions and every visible 
place of communication for our 
trenches with such fury as was never 
before experienced. Although hun­
dreds of thousands ot projectiles ex­
plode without effect, there still remain 
zones of fire, the horrors of which can 
only be imagined by those who have 
been there."

Feather Surgeons.
Snipe and woodcock have often been

The feathers have 
been carefully and neatly twisted 
round the part where the limb was 
fractured in such a way as to prove 
that they had been put on intention­
ally as a bandage or splint, and the 
repairs have been made quite as skill­
ful as if performed by a qualified sur­
geon.

A well known naturalist actually 
watched a woodcock through his 
glasses drag a broken leg to the mar­
gin of a stream. There the bird took 
some clay and, after working it Into a 
paste with its beak, smeared it round 
the leg in layer after layer, adding a 
number ot downy feathers which it 
plucked from its own back and breast.

When the operation was finished the 
bird stood still for more than an hour,, 
no doubt to give the plaster time :to 
set.

Wounds on other parts of the body- 
have also been found plastered in the 
same way.—London Answers.

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Peace Talk in Austria
If the numerous messages 
to the American Press 
from all parts of the Cen­
tral Empires are a gen- 

-uine reflection of German and Aus­
trian opinion, and not (which is more 
likely) part of a regular propaganda 
to form and influence that opinion, 
the Teutonic mind must work strange­
ly. They all assert that peace cannot 
be far distant, in which we may pos­
sibly agree with them. We are not 
so much in agreement with the 
grounds on which they rest this com­
forting conclusion. Count Apponyi 
(an Austrian, be it noted), says, “I do 
not believe that there will be another 
year of war. I do not believe there 
will be another winter campaign. I 
fully expect reason to assert itself as 
soon as it can" no longer be concealed 
from the British and French people 
that the great offensive has failed to 
achieve decisive results and that the 
Russian drive has been checked.”

At this rate we are afraid the good 
Count will have to wait some little 
time yet for reason to emerge from the 
background into which his own nà- 
tion thrust it more than two years ago. 
Of course, we cannot help admitting 
his premises. The Russians have 
certainly been checked, and it is most 
unreasonable of them not to recognise 
the fact and in the face of it to take 
Stanislau. Indeed, so obstinate are 
they that they seem to show every 
intention of carrying their unreason­
ableness even to Halicz and Lemberg!

If Count 'Apponyi’s statement stood 
alone it would not be woYth noticing, 
but it is of a piece with many other 
responsible pronouncements by Ger­
man and Austrian leaders. In char­
acteristic fashion they predicate cer­
tain aims of their own imagining for 
the offensive of the Allies and pro­
claim it to have failed because it has 
not achieved them. The truth seems 
to be that the Allies for the present do 
not aim at any particular results. 
They are merely exerting greater and 
more extensive pressure, confident 
that their superiority in men and even 
in artillery will itself compass results 
for them. The confidence is well 
founded, as Gorizia and Stanislau bear 
witness. The entry, for it is really 
such, of Italy into the scheme of the 
offensive, has had, and will increasing­
ly continue to have, great effect. Their 
counter-attack in the Trentino was 
nothing more than a defensive opera­
tion, causing no vital loss to Austria; 
the drive in the Isonzo is far differ­
ent. It means another huge front for 
Austria to defend, and we doubt her 
ability to defend it at all. Such an 
event even as the capture of Trieste, 
almost the ultimate aim of Italy a year 
ago, seems now not merely possible 
but probable. When siege is laid to 
it and Lemberg has fallen, we should 
like to hear from Count Apponyi again.

Relief for the Blind.
The views expressed in the letter 

of the Superintendent of the Halifax 
School for the Blind will, we think, 
meet with universal approval. The 
number of Canadian men rendered 
blind in the war has fortunately been 
so small that the Canadian Govern­
ment can well attend to all their 
needs, and this would be done what­
ever the number; we have not heard 
of a single case among our own sol­
diers. The appeal of the blind is a 
strong one and to humanity, so that 
it may well be cosmopolitan ; but 
even in peace times those who give

Following the 
Russian example, they have taken 
great numbers of Austrian prisoners, 
the loss of which, one expert declares, 
Austria could have spared ten times as 
well a year ago. Assailed and "renei 
hack on every side, Austria knows not

On Sunday, northwest of Pozi- 
eres, north of the Somme, the British 
made an advance of from 300 to 400 
yards over a front of nearly a mile 
against the Germans, and also cap­
tured trenches on the plateau north­
west of Bozentin le Petit, while the 
French southeast of Maurepas gained 
a further foothold on the slopes of 
HH1 109 between Thiepval and the

Somme on Saturday night. According 
to Berlin the assaults by the Entente 
Allies were stopped with heavy casual­
ties to the attackers. The fighting 
near Hem and Maurepas continued 
through the elitire night into Sunday, 
men repeatedly coming to grips in 
hand to hand encounters. Maurianpol 
in Galicia, 7 miles southeast of Halicz, 
the town of Podgaicy and several vil­
lages along the Upper Sereth River 
have fallen into the hands of the Rus­
sians. All along this front, even in 
the Carpathian region, Petrograd re­
ports the Russians are continuing 
their advanoe against the Austro-Ger- 
mans. On the Bystritzl sector, near 
Monastirzyska, however, Berlin says 
the Russians have been thrown back 
in several places by counter attacks 
of the Teutonic Allies. Duke Aosta 
.is keeping up his strong offensive 
against the Austrians on the Isonzo, 
and has driven them from fortified 
positions in the Monafalcone and' Go- 
rizia sectors and made prisoners more 
than 2,000 additional men. Constanti­
nople reports the Turks east of the 
Suez Canal turned to attacks against 
the British and compelled them to re­
treat with heavy losses. The London 
War Office, however, disputes this 
statement, asserting that British cav­
alry are still in pursuit of the Turk­
ish rear guard, which on Sunday even­
ing had been driven back to a position 
east of Birselmanca. After a long

PRESIDENT WILSON TO ARBI- 
TRATE.

NEW YORK, To-Day.
A general strike on virtually all the 

railroads of the nation, paralyzing 
commerce and throwing approximate­
ly two million men out of employment, 
can only be averted through the good 
offices of President Wilson. As a re­
sult of two days’ developments in the 
dispute over the men’s demands for 
an 8 hour day and time and a half 
for overtime, the controversy was laid 
before the President at his Invitation 
after the workers had flatly refused 
any form of arbitration. They had 
refused mediation yesterday. Soon af­
ter accepting the president’s sum­
mons, extended through the Federal 
Board, for mediation and conciliation 
the men announced that the leaders 
of four railroad's brotherhoods would 
leave for Washington at midnight, ac 
companied by 30 of the 600 delegates 
assembled here. An hour later rail­
road managers, 19 in number, it was 
said, would leave for the Capital at 
the same time. Both parties will 
reach Washington to-morrow in time 
for an early conference with Presi 
dent Wilson.

Says Bulgaria 
May Desert Teutons.

May Shift Allegiance and Declare Af­
filiation for Entente.

Providence, R.I., Aug. 10.—The Pro­
vidence Journal prints a cablegram 
from its London correspondent from 
which the following is an extract.

The following statement is the es­
sential part of a declaration made to 
me by an official of the British War 
Office.

There is now collected in and about 
the District of Salonika a splendidly 
equipped army of 68,000 British, 
French and Serbian troops. Fully SO 
per cent, of these troops are seasoned 
veterans. There have been many al­
leged explanations of the reason why 
this large and powerful fighting force 
has not taken part In the combined 
drive that has been in progress along 
the various fronts continuously for the 
past month. The reason is that Great 
Britain and France want to make no 
move that will bring them into a 
clash with Bulgarian troops at this 
time. It is very probable indeed, that 
within the next few weeks Bulgaria 
will again shift her allegiance and 
declare her affiliation with Russia or 
withdraw from the Teutonic alliance.

This vitally important fact, coupled 
with the exact knowledge now held by 
the British Government that Rumania 
is heart and soul with the Allies and 
will come in at the moment when they 
give the word, are the two outstanding 
developments of to-day which are 
causing more concern to all the fight­
ing powers than the present military 
moves.

The elimination of Sazanof from the 
Russian Ministry has taken away the 
last barrier to Rumanian's decision to 
join the Allies. It is understood on
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authority which I am not able to 
quote, but which is indisputable, Jthat 
the entire territory of Bessarabia 
from Leova, at the Rumanian border 
east to the mouth of the Dneister, on 
the Black Sea and along fifty miles 
of the Black Sea coast line back to 
the mouth of the Danube, on the Ru­
manian border, is to be ceded by Rus­
sia to Rumania and that Rumania 
will at once-place 450,000 troops fully 
equipped at the service of the Allies 
for operations either against Bulgaria 
or ill connection with Bulgaria if the 
latter comes in.

The German strength is being melt­
ed down in the Picardy furnaces. We 
have every reason to think that these 
losses are heavier than ours, as one 
pulverizing bombardment follows an­
other. Again, the Germans are bound 
to go on counter-attacking on a larger 
and larger scale, or give up the game. 
But, this comes well in the Allies’ plan.

In this way the enemy’s main cal­
culation has been destroyed. At the 
beginning of the year and for nearly 
six months afterward the Germans be­
lieved that the conditions of trench 
warfare would give them an over­
whelming advantage in the final 
phase. It would be a fight for what 
Herr Von Bethmann-Hollweg called 
‘the war map as it stands.’’ The Al­
lies would have the surplus of num­
bers, but not enough to overcome the 
Teutonic advantage in equipment and 
position. On all sides the Allies would 
dash their surplus to ruin in vain at­
tacks against the German entangle­
ments, artillery and machine guns. 
The Entente Towers, could get back 
no continental territory without cop- 
ceding peace to Germany on favorably,, 
terms. ™

German Plan Destroyed.
Now, the whole plan for trench" war­

fare on these terms has been absolu­
tely destroyed. We have not yet got 
to open fighting, but have something 
like its equivalent as regards the 
problem of man power. West and 
East the Central Empires have to 
throw their troops tnto bloody count­
er-attacks without being able to stay 
the increases of the pressure that will 
squeeze them to death.

Thus it must always be remembered 
that the Allies general offensive is 
concerted and designed not to gain 
ground in the first instance, but to 
exhaust the enemy’s reserves. While 
these are being thinned the wider the 
lines to the enemy tries to hold the 
better. The subsequent collapse will 
■be the more complete, and the Allies 
will then gain ground with a venge­
ance. This is elementary doctrine, 
but it is constantly forgotten.

Thence it was only a step to the mold­
ed and hammered gutta percha balls, 
which endured until as late as 1898, 
when the rubber cored ball was first 
brought out in the United States. The 
rubber cored ball, the foundation of 
the ball of the present, was not taken 
into England until three or four years 
later, and it is interesting to note 
that in 1905 Aleck Herd, who was the 
only player In the field using the ball, 
won the British open championship 
with it.—New York . Sun.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Mr. Editor,—I am enclosing 

herewith an extract from a letter re­
cently received from Doctor C. P. 
Dickson, of Toronto, relative to a 
Canadian contribution towards the 
Permanent Blind Soldiers’ Fund. This 
extract, with my reply thereto, will 
be self-explanatory. I am deeply in­
terested in the welfare of the blind 
but I think that any project for the 
betterment of their condition should 
receive due consideration before it is 
launched. If the funds proposed to he 
raised by the New York Committee in 
the Maritime Provinces and New­
foundland were placed in the hands 
of a responsible Maritime Provincial 
Committee and allocated to the sever­
al agencies working for the good of 
the blind in these Provinces, includ­
ing the blind soldiers, I would think 
the undertaking worth while and like­
ly to result in great good. Even if 
the funds raised in Canada were to he

utilized for the benefit of blind sol­
diers throughout the Empire, it would 
be, worthy of support, but the under­
taking seems to me altogether too 
cosmopolitan in Its scope and too in­
definite as to the management of the 
Fund. The needs of the civilian blind 
of these Provinces and Newfoundland, 
numbering as they do from three to 
four hundred as against one blinded 
soldier, surely call for all the help 
that can be given them,, especially in 
view of the fact that the Canadian 
soldiers, who have lost their sight, 
have already had generous provision 
made for them.

Every Interest for the blind in 
Canada is bound to suffer for years to 
come in spite of the fact that they 
coolly tell me that their campaign 
will help by directing attention to 
the needs of the blind.”

Dear Doctor Dickson,—I have heard 

with no little concern of the efforts 
that are shortly to be made by a New 
York Committee to raise a Perman­
ent Blind Wtir Fund in Canada and 
the United States. In my opinion 
there is no need for such a fund in 
Canada. We fortunately have at pre­
sent only eleven or twelve Canadian 
soldiers who have become blind dur­
ing the war. The number is 'much 
less, thank God, than was at first an­
ticipated. These soldiers. will re­
ceive a handsome pension from the 
Dominion Government. Moreover the 
Royal Hospitals Commission is au­
thorized to give to these blinded sol­
diers any special training they may 
require to take up their life work 
anew. Under thesq circumstances 
Hhe raising of a Permanent Blind War 
Fund in Canada is unnecessary. I 
understand the fund is to provide as­
sistance to blind soldiers of all na- 
nationalities, ^including the Central 
Powers. It seems to me that Canada 
should look after Its own blind sol­
diers and that it should leave Ger­
many and Austria to look after theirs. 
We have in the Maritime Provinces 
and Newfoundland our fair share of 
blind people. Provision has been 
made, for the education of the youth­
ful blind and, in special cases, for the 
training of those who lose their sight 
in adult life. We have an organiza­
tion to forward the interests of the 
graduates of our School for the 
Blind, and another organization for 
providing a Library for the Blind, 
for the Home Teaching of Adult Blind 
and for several other purposes. Our 
organizations are very much in need 
of funds to carry on their beneficent 
work. It would therefore appear to 
me that an extended canvass for the 
Permanent Blind Relief Fund admin­
istered in New York would be most 
untimely, and unfair to the scores of 
blind people in civilian life who have 
not yet been reached by any benefi­
cent agency. I am entirely in accord 
with your idea of giving publicity to 
the needs of the blind In Canada and 
of forestalling any quixotic move to 
raise a large amount of money in 
Canada by the New York Committee 
of the Permanent Blind Relief Fund. 
We shall do our part In the Maritime 
Provinces and Newfoundalnd by seek­
ing the co-operation of the Press to 
give wide publicity to the facts of the 
case, and believe that you will do the 
same in Ontario. I believe that in 
this matter we will have the public 
support of all right thinking men and 
women.

Turning Point Beached.
"But the turning point was reached 

in the battle of Verdun, and it is only 
a question of time when the Germans 
will break.

The General paused and smiled at 
us in a peculiarly candid manner.

“It has been a great pleasure for 
me to give you this information,” he. 
said, “but it would be better yet for 
you to go and see for yourselves. We 
will give you all facilities to see our 
troops in the field, and you will see 
an army built up by two years of the 
hardest fighting the world has ever, 
seen. You will understand the spirit 
of our soldiers, you will see an army 
of which the energy and spirit remain 
the same after two years of war and 
not only that, but an army ia which 
the number of our soldiers at ■ the' 
front-is actually greatly increased, in, 
spite of the two years of fighting.

“You will then understand the de­
cision of our country to see this war. 
through to a victorious conclusion. 
We are fighting not only for the inter­
ests of our own country, but for the 
liberty of the world, and we will not- 
stop until the liberty of the world is 
absolutely assured."

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! The War Week by Week.
By OBSERVER.

The past week has been marked by 
B number of successes for the Allied 
arms, any one of which would have 
sufficed to make it notable. The cap­
ture of Gorilla alone was an achieve­
ment satisfactory enough; to it must 
be added that of Stanislau and ' im­
portant neighbouring positions by the 
Russians, and most valuable progress 
by the French in the Somme. Truly, 
the combined offensive is beginning to 
bear abundant fruit.

Turning first to the West front, 
which is still the most important, we 
learn of an advance by our French 
Allies at Maurepas which may have 
a profound effect upon the position. 
Following their brilliant capture of 
Pozieres and Hill 160, the British 
seem to have taken a short rest, for 
they have made no further attempts to 
advance; but the ball has been kept 
rolling in brilliant fashion by the 
French. The region of Hardecourt 
and Curlu was reached by them al­
most at the beginning of the drive, 
more than a month ago. It lies west 
and south of Combles, which may be 
called the stepping-stone to Peronne 
and Bapaume. More important than 
the measure of their advance is the 
announcement that they have broken 
through the German third line of 
trenches, or, more correctly, their 
third system. If the penetration can 
be widened and pushed further it 
will spell at least local disaster to 
the Germans. We have heard too 
many reports of » similar nature to 
expect too much from this one; nor 
should we attach too much importance 
to it. But the performance is a line 
one; and a striking proof of the 
strength of the joint assault. We 
shall look for a renewal of the Brit­
ish offensive immediately to the north 
of this area, at Guillemont and Long- 
ueval; we should hear very soon how 
of exciting developments.

Perhaps the outstanding feature of 
a great week is the capture, almost at 
a blow, of Gorizia by the Italians.

That General Ca- 
doma should have seen fit to attack on 
the Isonzo at all shows that there can 
be no further danger to be feared in 
the Trentino ; that he should so rap­
idly and with such apparent ease have 
taken this well fortified stronghold 
testifies not only to Austrian weakness 
but to wonderful Italian efficiency. 
The first great barrier to Trieste is 
thus removed. To- the south, and near 

: the, gaast. the JJoberdo plateau is also 
dominated by the Italians. Here and 
over the whole district of Monfalcone 
the Austrians will have to oppose 
their greatest resistance to the at­
tack if they are to save Trieste, for 
they have lost, and the Italians have 
gained, a fine pivot in Gorizia. The 
once triumphant invasion through the 
Trentino has thus been converted in­
to a disastrous debacle, and Austria 
must be bitterly repenting having 
ever undertaken it. East and West 
she is faced with problems of in­
creasing danger and perplexity. That

in the East is itself threatening en­
ough to demand all her energies.

Here things seem to be developing 
rapidly into the greatest Russian vic­
tory of the war. We have before 
pointed out how dangerously Von 
Bothmer’s army is situated before 
Tarnopol, menaced as it is on both 
flanks. The danger has been consid­
erably increased by Letchitsky’s fine 
progress, which has included the cap­
ture of Stanislau and Monasterzyska. 
This has opened the way towards 
Halicz, which seems doomed, but it is 
also a great thrust behind Von Both- 
mer's rear. The last news tells of the 
reduction, by a frontal attack, of the 
positions held by him since last win­
ter, so that he is now asgailed on 
three sides. Lemberg is ntost cer­
tainly doomed, unless some miracle 
happens ; but the fate of the great 
Austrian army is more Important. Its 
retreat is now certain to be attended 
with great losses, and these losses are 
more valuable to Russia than the ac­
quisition of much territory. Every 
day’s news seems to discount the ru­
mours of Hindenburg’s impending of­
fensive. He has enough to do to look 
after Kovel and the long line north to 
Riga. Austria is having a very bad 
time, and must soon resign herself to 
the loss of Galicia.

The attack of the Turks upon Suez 
and their disastrous and brilliant re­
pulse by the British can only be call­
ed an interesting episode. Evidently 
Turkey still clung fondly to the hope 
of dealing England a vital blow 
in this quarter, but the illusion 
must now be thoroughly shattered. 
The recent activity in the Balkans 
near Dorian has been too slight and 
undefined to enable us to determine 
whether it is intended to lead to 
something serious. There is most 
.certainly some large and hidden ex­
planation of the mystery that in­
volves this part of the war map, and 
it may be revealed at any moment. 
Clearly, the Allies do not think the 
time is yet ripe for any aggressive­
ness on General Sarrail’s part. A 
reason which is gaining credence, and 
may contain some elements of truth, 
is that they are waiting to be certain 
of the co-operation not merely of 
Roumania, but of Greece and it may 
be of Bulgaria as well! We are not 
too sanguine of the last part of this 
theory, though it makes very pleasant 
reading, and in the Balkans anything 
may happen. In support of it, we can 
argue that Roumania’s entry would* 
seal Bulgaria’s fate, and the latter 
may foresee in time and forestall the 
consequences of her treacherous con 
duct last year; but she is probably too 
closely wedded to the Teutonic cause 
and her fortunes too intricately in­
volved in it to permit her withdrawal 
at this late hour. The whole matter 
is not of immediate importance and 
we can only ‘wait and see’; but on all 
the other fronts it is more than clear 
that the Allies are gaining a daily in­
creasing advantage, and that their 
star is at last in the ascendant.

Lieutenant-Colonel Bullock’s Address 
at Digby on the Occasion of a Flag- 
Raising Celebration at Digby, 
Where the 237th Overseas Battalion 
is Being Mobilized.
Digby, August 6.—The 237th Over­

seas Battalion, C. E. F„ celebrated the 
second anniversary of the European 
war with a flag-raising in their new 
camp at Green Point, here.

A feature of the ceremony was the 
excellent address delivered by Lieu­
tenant-Colonel C. S. Bullock, O.C., this 
unit. Lieutenant George W. Banks, 
of San Francisco, now a resident of 
Wllmot, Annapolis county, raised the 
flag. The ceremony was watched by 
a large number of American tourists. 

Colonel Bullock said in part:— 
Officers, N. C. O.'s and Men,—The 

flag which has just been raised is em­
blematic of democracy and justice to 
the weak, as against the autocracy 
and tyranny of our enemy in the pre­
sent gigantic struggle. The three 
crosses—the cross of St. George, St. 
Andrew and St. Patrick, together 
stands for one of the greatest nations 
in the world. The cross of St. George 
belongs to the English race—that 
great race which stands tor equal 
rights to all and an impartial admin­
istration of the law of nations. The 
cross of St. Andrew is Scotland's. 
This wonderful race, celebrated the 
world over for justice. A hardy race, 
who have contributed greatly to the 
success of the Allies. The cross of St. 
Patrick is that of Ireland. Ireland 
who is famed the world, over for her 
generosity. Victorious in battle, yet 
generous to her beaten foes, thus, the 
flag of these three great races—races 
of whom the larger proportion of the 
people of the great republic to the 
south are descendants—stands for 
the protection of the weak, justice 
and generosity. We from the great 
American republic, stand for these 
same ideSls and that is why we who 
compose this unit are giving our ser­
vices and perhaps otfr lives under the 
great Union Jack.

Stoker Jumps 
Overboard

And Meets a Watery Grave — Cause
Unknown -- Stanley Babstock the
Victim—Attempt to Rescue Him by
Shipmate is Futile.
A drowning tragedy occurred and a 

double one was barely averted on Sat­
urday evening, when Stanley Bab 
stock, aged 30 years, and a resident 
of Wickford Street, this city, jumped 
overboard from the Red Cross Liner 
Florlzel. The ship was leaving this 
port at the time for Halifax and New 
York and had just cleared the en­
trance to our harbour, when Bab­
stock, who was engaged as a fireman 
on board the ship, leaped over the 
side of the ship into the sea. He had 
not risen to the surface when Patrick 
Hearn, a fellow shipmate and a fire­
man as well, ran aft on the ship and 
without any hesitancy whatever 
pluckily went overboard in the hope 
of saving his unfortunate friend, but 
was unsuccessful, as poor Babstock 
never came to the surface.

The Florlzel was immediately 
brought to a standstill and a lifeboat 
lowered, in which Hearn was picked 
up, exhausted on account of swim­
ming with his clothes on; but there 
was no sign of Babstock.

Pilot W. Broderick, who had taken 
out the steamer, was just returning in 
company with his associate pilots, F. 
Leary and L. Lewis. They observed 
the ship stopped. Thinking that 
something had happened, though not 
knowing what at the time, they went 
back to find out. The pilot boat pick­
ed up the liftboat which Hearn was in 
and towed it back to the ship. Hearn 
was lifted on board again and the 
Florlzel continued on her journey, 
Captain Martin having satisfied him­
self that further efforts to try and 
save Babstock were of no avail, as 
the poor fellow had sunk to rise no 
more.

SAD CIRCUMSTANCE.
At the time of the tragedy a flotilla 

of fishing boats were in the immediate 
vicinity squidding and in one of the 
boats was Mr. Babstock, father of the 
missing man. He did not learn of the 
sad affair until he returned home late 
at night.

HOW WAS HE DROWNED!

There are peculiar circumstances 
surrounding the tragedy and some 
strange theories are advanced regard 
ing it, but the exact cause of the de­
ceased stoker leaving the ship will not 
be known until the return of the ship 
to St. John’s when an enquiry will 
be held. Babstock, it is thought, had 
just come out of the stokehold in a 
heat when he jumped overboard and 
was overcome quickly. He was known 
to be a powerful swimmer and for 
that reason the meeting of the two 
extremes is accountable for the man’s 
instant death, in addition to the 
height from which he jumped.

' CREW DISORDERLY.

Before the ship got away at all, and 
she did not sail till 6 p.m., though her 
schedule was 3 p.m., there was a 
series of fights on board at the Red 
Cross pier. A fireman named Puddis- 
ter was almost beaten to death, his 
face being beyond recognition. Capt. 
Martin tried several times to make 
peace, but on each occasion met with 
a rebuff.

BODY NOT RECOVERED.
The body of the unfortunate fire­

man is not yet recovered. All yester­
day many men were trawling for it, 
but without success. Deceased was 
married and leaves to mourn him a 
wife and two children.
