The Maintenance of Certain Public 
Roads Bill generally met with the 
approval of the House in committee. 
Hon. J. J. Murphy suggested a clause 
In the bill which provides that all 
bridges of less than five feet span be 
made of concrete, iron pipe or wood 
stave and placed 1% or two feet be­
low the surface of the road. He con­
tended that these concrete culverts 
would be much cheaper than the 
wooden bridges now used. He was 
supported by Hon. Dr. Campbell, who 
said that one advantage they would 
have is that politicians would not dig 
them up at election times.

Sir P. T. McGrath interposed with

Direct Taxation Next
"''Reports from the District of 

Bay-de-Verde are all indicative 
that the day of the Government 
is done there, and that the 
Squires candidate, seeking re- 
election, will receive the small 
end of the vote. Last fall, car­
ried away by specious promises, 
the men of Bay-de-Verde, in 
common with those of other 
northern districts, voted for a 
change, and secured a change. 
But now, having experienced 
the shallowness of the promises 
and of the men who made them, 
they are equally desirous of an­
other change, and toward that 
end, Bay-de-Verde intends, on 
Thursday next, to strike the 
first blow.

"A dark horse is a person not very 
widely known in the community at 
large, but known rather for good 
than for evil . . . Speaking gen-

not the judge’s business to interfere, 
but when appealed to for an expres­
sion of opinion as to the chances of 
the favorites he replied:

"Gentlemen, I suggest • that you 
save enough for supper. There’s a 
dark horse in this race.’’

The significance of his remark, ac­
cording to the story, was lost on the 
local "wise oneg,” with the result 
that the owner of the "dark horse” 
carried away all their money.

But the dark horse quickly became 
a byword around Kentuckyk tracks, 
and its application to politics was 
only a step.

Whether this story is truth or fic­
tion, it is certain that the phrase 
was in common use in American poli­
tics at an early day. For instance, 
Herman Eduard von Holst, the Ger­
man biographer of John C. Calhoun, 
says :

"Polk was what in the political 
slang of the day was known as a 
dark horse."

If the phrase really originated in 
America, it was quickly adopted in 
England, for Thackeray used it in his 
“Adventures of Philip," Philip re­
marking in regard to talk about can­
didates for Parliament:

"Why, bless my soul, he can’t mean 
me. Who is the dark khorse be has 
in his stable?"

It appears also in Disraeli’s “Young 
Duke,” a novel of great popularity in 
its day. A race is one of the inci­
dents-of the book, and the finish is 
thus described:

“The first favorite was never heard 
of, the second favorite was never 
seen after the distance post, all the 
tèn-to-ones were in the rear, and a 
dark horse ’ that had never been

Much is heard of dark horses these 
days, and most Americans understand 
so perfectly what is néant by the 
term that few give a thought to the 
origin of this striking phrase.

Most authorities content themselves 
with describing the term as "an Am­
ericanism springing from the race­
track and adapted to politics.” A 
story which at least has the virtue of 
being explicit gives a more entertain­
ing explanation. According to an 
early political writer who stands as 
authority for this version, the dark 
horse had its origin,"most appropri­
ately, In Kentucky. In the early days 
of the Bluegrass State nearly every 
town had Its racecourse, aid racing 
meets were of frequent occurrence.

An odd character, named Judge Mc- 
Ilveigh, travelled about from one meet 
to another, and was regarded as such 
an honest and unprejudiced person 
that he usually was called upon to 
officiate In the Judge’s stand; hence 
his title. Arriving at a small town 
one day, the Judge found the sport­
ingly Inclined divided between two 
local favorites, on which they were 
wagering all they possessed. Horses 
were not registered then as they are 
now, and no attention was being paid 
to a Mack horse that had been driven 
into town hitched to a buggy and had 
been entered in the contest But 
Judge McDveigh had seen this buggy 
home perform on other tracks, and 
knew that in present-day racetrack
