My Brethren of the Clergy and Laity:
Though the Kingdom, in . the inter­

est* of which we are assembled, i* not 
of this world, yet the world is the 
Held of its operations, the people in 
«lis world are its care, its potential 
citizens, whose welfare berth ■ in re­
gard to their temporal affairs as in the 
sphere of their spiritual progress, is 
ftp first and chief concern. The King­
dom, that is the Church of Jesus 
Christ, cannot even begin to consider 
the advancement of its highest' inter­
ests without taking cognizance of the 
conditions which obtain in it# mere 
immediate as weil as its more extend­
ed environment. The state of human 
satiety constitutes at one and the same 
time a challenge, a, rebuke ,a hope, a 
despair, a door of opportunity, a task 
to; be faced, a victory, to be won.

The world registers the Church’s 
enterprises, ita visions on its lack. of 
vision, its energy or its sloth. Now 
it has, or seems to have, an epln ear 
readily to catch eagerly whatever word 
of promise or of help the Church pro 
claims. Now it seems to question 
every word that claims authoritative 
Utterance, as from a higher power." 
And now it makes some pathetic ap­
peal for an answer to questions which 
it feels itself unable to solve.

This is the position to-day in many 
parts of our distracted world. Over 
wide areas there is an epidemic of 
disorder, of distresh, of uncertainty, 
and men and nation:; are groping’about 
in the Egyptian darkness which en­
shrouds them, longing for a light, and 

’ saying as they watch the failure of 
this and that scheme for the amelior­
ation of human ills “Who will show 
us any good?”

The time has, apparently, not yet ar­
rived when the leading men in greet 
nations and great movements will be 
ready to admit the fundamental error 
which has done more than anything 
besides to breed chaos amongst nations 
and peoples. I mean the “difference 
of concept upon the idea of God,”’ and 
the place He should occupy in human 
thought and action. In a recent work 
entitled “Labour, the giant with the 
feet of clay" written by Mr. Shaw 
Desmond, the statement is made “that 
the great war has (already) trielfto 
teach.......... the lesson that national­
ity and national conceptions play one 
of the major parts in. the division of 
mankind. Man has yet to learn that 
there is something even still deeper, 
more inevitable in its effects, and that 

the outlook of human beings uponis
the things that lie beyond the mater­
ial.' And the writer adds, “one is not 
here speaking of theological differen­
ces. Nor is one denying that some of 
the noblest and finest men and women, 
who have existed have believed them­
selves quite sincerely to be helping 
humanity by “fighting the idea of God 
in the sense of theological definition, 
though such men and women, nominal­
ly materialist, have actually taken the 
spiritual view of life and living, and 
have been unconsciously' “on the side 
of the angels.” But what one is 
speaking of is the fundamental irre­
concilable difference between the ma­
terialist proper with his goal of fleshly 
or purely intellectual (satisfactions, 
and the ' anti-materialist, between that 
overwhelming mass .... which stead­
ily trends to a material conception of 
existance, and that minority, which 
regards the body as of little importan­
ce by the side of the soul, and only 
-urges the care of the former in order 
that it may be a more worthy vehicle 
of the latter."

Speaking in his introduction of the 
small minority who have discovered 
that the God they had made for them­
selves had feet of clay the writer re­
marks “the men and women who are 
coming will not make that mistake”— 
a god with feet of clay will not be 
their God.

Coming from such a source the 
words I have quoted are at least sug­
gestive. They imply that there are 
some—a small but an increasing num­
ber who see that the only hope for the 
future of this disordered world is a 
return to the principle» of the Christ­
ian Faith, for only in them can be 
found the true secret of real human 
progress and betterment.

No thought of -dissociation with or 
disregard for the great body in its 
trials, its hopes and its aspirations 
can be thought possible. As an out­
post of this great spiritual empire it 
is our duty to -keep watch and ward, 
to build and to defend, to add strength 
so far as that is given us, to the whole 
commonwealth of the Kingdom of 
Christ-

It is of course true that the re­
demption of society is not necessar­
ily committed to the Anglican Conn- 
munion only, nor are we so blind to 
facts as to claim that only through 
this Apostolic body can men "be 
brought to know the truth that makes 
them free. But it is equally true to 
say that it would be sheer disloyalty 
to the great trust committed to us 
did we not aim at making common 
cause with the communion to which 
we belong In its widespread enter­
prises in all lands. I am sure that we 
have no desire to become self-centred, 
to allow our sympathies to, be crjitap- 
ed within Diotmeiti* SottiRtarlea, or to 
seek only '-tor we means- by which 
our own needs may ■ be supplied. It 
our own home ASM must claim our 
first attention—and of necessity this 
is unavoidable—we shall not regard 
it aavtim sole claimant upon our sym­
pathies and. our thoughts, and pray­
ers. We shall have lu mind our cor­
porate union with the Iargër body. 
And inasmuch as through that larger' 
body our contact with the whole 
Catholic Church of Christ is brought

Church of England are very appropri­
ately interested ; but for obvioup reas­
ons such questions cannot ha intro- 
duçed into our agenda, nor are we as 
a Synod called to pronounce: upon 
them. We have our own work to do, 
apd it demand* all the thought, and ail 
the time we are capable of giving to it 
in the few days at our disposal.

THE RECENT CENSUS.
The'Diocese should not be regarded 

chiefly as consisting of so many miles 
of territory to be covered, but in the 
light of the "number of persons it con­
tains, for whom we aa a church are 
directly responsible. The recent Cen­
sus forces this point of view into spec­
ial prominence and must supply cause 
for serious heart-searching on the 
part of members of thi* body.

Though complete returns are not 
available as yet, the courts of revision 
in the various districts have enabled 
the clergy to obtain fairly accurate 
figures of the population in their 
respective localities. These figures 
should prove valuable in en­
abling the clergy to ascertain how far 
their own private records of the church 
people have been kept up-to-date. They 
will be useful too, In discovering for 
ue isolated families who have been 
lost eight of. and also whether or not 
there are stretches of ‘no man’s land,’ 
containing Church families at present 
unshepherded, and in danger of being 
lost to the Church. As a Church we 
Should examine our ^heart^ aqd con­
science, a$d epme of,our methods in 
the light of facts which the tiroeus re­
veals. In récent years there has been a 
noticeable tendency towards abandon­
ing odd settlements and to make homes 
in new localities where timber and 
fuel are obtainable, or perhaps where 
more fertile land is to be had. A gradj 
ual shifting of population has—taken 
place, and this le stUUgoing on. Whilst 
In some districts we "have made some 
attempt to meet those changing con­
ditions in others we have not. The 
result has, I tear, been that a steady 
leakage has been In progress: people 
whom we have not followed, up have 
been absorbed by other bodies whose 
methods in this respect have been 
more practical than cure.

Whatever the causes of defection 
may be the loss of people from the 
Church can never he regarded with 
complacence; It Is a real disaster, 
and if any plan can be devised to 
minimize such losses In the future 
It ie to be hoped that It will receive 
the hearty endorsement of every 
member of the Synod.

I shall not comment at great­
er length upon this subject 
at present, as I anticipate, that leg­
islation will he Introduced during 
this session with a rieW to more 
statistical information as to Church 
members being obtained And made 
use of.

In 1920 not only were we coura­
geous enough to say we could live 
Without the 8.P.G. grant but we pro­
ceeded to level up stipends consider­
ably, or at least we passed such leg­
islation as would supply, so it was 
hoped, the necessary funds for toe 
purpose. Since 1918 there had been 
a large increase in the Home and 
Foreign Mission Fund, and having 
regard to the increased cost of living 
the Executive Committee had felt 
justified in interpreting the powers 
given it under the Assessment Act In 
a liberal manner and had raised the 
stipends a* far as possible. But to 
ensure a continuance of this policy , it 
was necessary to secure largely in­
creased contributions, and conèe-. 
quently the Assessment per capita 
was increased. At the same tinte, 
a»d for a Hke purpose, tbs qualifica­
tion of a pariah was raised toAlSOO.

Perhaps no one foresaw at the time 
the likelihood of such serious finan­
cial depression and dislocation of the 
usual sources of revenue a* has 
since arisen, bat looking back It ap­
pears unfortunate that the proposed 
increase in expenditure should have 
coincided with this financial depres­
sion, for without doubt the effect of 
our legislation has .been to discour­
age and dishearten rather than tire 
opposite. Notably has this been s» 
in the case of smaller parishes fajfc 
lag vacant ; and in proof of this state­
ment I may say -that practically ; all 
Parishes which have become vacant 
since have failed to qualify and have 
been unable to elect Rectors, and. 
only temporary, provision^ If any,-has 
been made tor serving them.

desirable. A less rigid arrangement, 
would encourage small localities to 
attain to a large measure of self-help 
and render them more independent 
of assistance,from the rest of the 
Diocese.

MOBILIZING OUR RESOURCES.
In " order te assist the clergy and 

their Finance Committees in raising 
both the Church Dues and Assess­
ments for the Budget last fall I ask­
ed several of toe clergy to place them­
selves at my disposal, tract as dele­
gations to such parishes and mis­
sions «* needed assistance. The 
elergy readily responded and the ma­
jority of them were able to carry 
through the work they were asked to 
undertake.

From the reports which they made 
te iaë subsequently T gather that 
their visits . were cordially received 
and were productive of much good. 
Owing, however, to the lateness of the 
season when the visits were under­
taken the effect upon the Budget col­
lections and Church Dues reoeeived 
waa not so conspicuous as lit might 
hate been had the visits been made at 
an earlier date. We hope that1 this 
year’s returns will show that the 
work undertaken was well worth 
while. But in. my judgment it will be 
necessary to follow up this effort, for 
fuller information than many of our 
congregations have at present is ne­
cessary both in regard to the finan­
cial needs of the Diocese and how 
the Budget is. designed to meet them.

An idea seems to prevail in some 
quarters that a congregation is free 
either to reject or to adopt the Dioces­
an Budget System as it sees fit: This 
erroneous idea must be dissipated. 
If is not sufficient that a parish or 
mission should consider only its own 
need*-—how the services of its own 
local xChurch and the support of its 
own clergyman shall be secured. 
Parishes and missions mqst be made 
to realise that they owe an obliga-

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QUEEN’S COLLEGE.
The question of the supply and 

training of men for the saqred min­
istry has received special emphasis 
from two directions during the bien­
nial period. In the first place an 
unusual number of vacancies have 
arisen, and secondly the campaign 
on behalf of Queen’s College has been 
steadily maintained and has met with 
gratifying success notwithstanding 
the general depression which has 
prevailed. The success achievéd has 
been brought about mainly by the 
unflagging efforts of the Principal, 
Rev. Dr. Facey, whose enthusiasm 
has been met by « sympathetic

I have not thus far made any re­
ference to the Budget Plan introduced 
at last Synod; but I regard its due 
operation as of vital importance to 
our financial stability. Its working 
has a direct bearing upon the ques­
tion of stipends. It was to my mind 
upfortunate that we were unable to 
launch this system until late In 1921, 
and in the circumstances it is not to 
he wondered at that the total in­
come derived from this source fell 
considerably below our anticipations. 
The result has been that the Executive 
Committee found it impossible to 
maintain the stipends of clergy in 
charge of Missions at the figure paid 
in the two preceding years. This is 
regrettable but it was -unavoidable.

The Synod will be wise, I think, in 
giving fuller consideration than was’ 
possible last Synod both to the better 
working out of the Budget Plan and 
the question of the qualification of 
parishes. It is obvious, in regard to 
the latter, that a continuance of the 
present unsatisfactory situation 
ought not to be contemplated. Tem­
porary arrangements are not satis­
factory either to clergy or people aqd 
to compel 'all parishes that cannot 
give a guarantee of $1500 to revert 
to the status of missions would, I 
feel, he a retrograde step. And, what 
Is perhaps of more serious conse­
quence, our financial condition is such 
as to render the taking over of the 
responsibility of financing a number 
of new missions at this Juncture en­
tirely out of the question.

GRADED PARISHES.
In speaking of parishes It seems to

tion to the Diocese and that they 
must bear their share of Diocesan 
obligations. Returns received from 
some quarters show that the urgency 
of Diocesan needs is not very well 
understood, and in consequence noth­
ing like the response possible on the 
part of many, even in the present de­
pressed state of affairs, has been 
made.

It is evident that before we can 
hope to receive the money so urgent­
ly needed fuller information must be 
given, and more adequate means 
adopted to secure the support which 
the majority of the people can con­
tribute in some measure.

, How is this help to be enlisted?
• we could continue the plan adopted
; last year and send delegations, and

much good would be accomplished. 
But is there nothing more that we can

1 do? It seems to me that our great 
weakness in this regard is lack of 
proper organization. Parishes and 
missions need to be organized on 
well-thought-out plans in order that 
their resources may be brought into 
the Church’s treasury. And organ­
ization of this kind needs more or 
less expert treatment. All the clergy 
do not feel that they have the special 
qualifications needed for such work. 
Moreover, it requires more time than 
the average clergyman can give out­
side his own parish. If it be argued 
that such organization must neces­
sarily imply increased expenditure 
my reply is that such expenditure 
would be more than justified by the 
increased returns received. To place 
the Diocese on a sound financial 
footing demands more than'the. hap­
hazard methods we have hitherto 
employed. We must surely have dis­
covered that for ourselves by this 
time. If we intend to give spiritual 
ministrations to our people and meet 
our obligations generally we must 
not be content until we have explor­
ed every avenue by which the means 
can be reached. It implies hard 
work, uphill work, but it is necessary 
work, and it is a spiritual work.

I do not share the view of those 
who hold that it is a sign of unspirit­
uality to be always urging upon and 
instructing our people in their duty 
to give to God’s work as God has 
prospered them. Human selfishness 
is only too prone to take all the gifts 
that God is pleased to give with nev­
er a thought of acknowledgment by 
sharing these gifts with others, We 
need offer no apology for "such 
plain speaking as we may think 
necessary upon this as upon other 
obligations of Church membership.

LOSSES AND GAINS.
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Since last Synod seven clergymen 
have left the Diocese, viz., Revs. 
Ernest Jones, H. F. Blackledge, E. H.

Tarrant. Two priests have come to 
us from England, viz., Rev. W. F. A.

DEATH OF BEY. CANON NOEL AND 

BEY. CANON SMITH.
Since last Synod two of our seniqr 

clprgy—Rev. Canon Noel and the Rev. 
Canon Smith, both of whom had re­
tired from active work, have died. 
Canon Noel was ordained deacon in 
1864 and priest in 1866. He served at 
Ferry land, Upper Island Cove and 
Harbor Grace, having been Rector of 
the latter parish for about 39 years. 
In 1896 he became Rural Dean of 
Conception Bay, and two years later 
he was appointed to a Camonry in our 
Cathedral. In 1916 he retired from 
the active ministry but continued to 
reside at Harbor Grace. For more 
than half a century Canon Noel ser­
ved the Church in this Diocese with 
singular devotion; but it is with 
Harlwr Grace especially that he will 
be ^nerally associate 1. There his 
name became and' remains a house­
hold "word. Upon old St Paul’s he 
bestowed loving care.dn restoring the 
tower and strengthening the fabric 
throughout. But his time and ener­
gies were always at the disposal of 
his brother clergy and their people, 
whilst to the work of the Diocese he 
contributed gladly and generously 
the fruits of a ripe experience. The 
warm-hearted hospitality of St. Paul’s 
Rectory became proverbial. Here 
the clergy of the Deanery gathered 
frequently to their mutual encourage­
ment, and here more than one ques­
tion looking to Diocesan growth had 
its birth. The Home and Foreign 
Mission Fund owes, I believe, its in­
ception to Canon Noel and one or 
two other likeminded priests who saw 
in the inauguration of this Fund a 
method whereby provision might be 
made for opening up new missions 
and in. generally extending the 
Church’s work.

Canon Walter Redfearn Smith was 
ordained deacon in 1869 and priest 
in 1871. He spent 44 years in the 
active ministry and continued to act 
as Episcopal Commissary for s 
years after be had ceased to have 
charge of a mission. At Greenspqnd,

THE BRITISH A FOREIGN BIBLE 

SOCIETY;
May I crave your^lndulgence for a 

short time in order tq make a state­
ment with regard , to the work of the 
British and Foreign Bible Society, 
and particularly to the Branch of the 
Society operating in this Colony? I 
feel that I owe to my brethren some 

* explanation as to why I think we 
may have some part in the work of 
this Society, and that in doing so we 
need be neither ffisloyal to our own 
S.P.C.K., nor to the Church of Eng­
land.

Founded in 1804 the Society has 
been the handmaid of missionary or- 

■ ganizations generally. The funda- 
I mental principle of the Society is the j 
dissemination of the Bible "without 
note or comment.” Annually the So­
ciety issues millions of copies of the 
Bible or portions of the Bible. Last 
year it sept three- millions of books 
to China and a million and a half to 

I India. It added ten new languages 
to Its list last year bringing the num­
ber of languages ot dialects in which 
it publishes the Scriptures up to 638, 
Whenever a new language or dialect" 
can be reduced to writing the Society! 
is, ready to bear the cost of issuing 
the Bible in that language, and is 
content with whatever return can be 
made by those for whom the Bible 
Is thus made available. For every 
£1 the Society spends it receives but 
7|- in return. The cost of publishing 
has so increased that a Bible .that sold 
for sixpence, the cheapest in the 
world before the War, and upon which 
a loss of a penny a volume was made. 
Is now catalogued at 1|8 and la sold 
at a loss of sixpence a copy. The 
total expenditure of the Society last 
year was £.492,188 stg. In spending 
such a large: sum the whole of Its re­
serves disappeared, and a deficit of 
£26,000 was incurred. In the face of 
the fact that fresh demands are al­
ways being made to take up new 
work an increased income is obvious­
ly a necessity., A Society that spends 
£1200 a day on printing and sends 
forth the Bible and publishes the 
Gospel in a new language every five 
weeks and sends out 9,000,000 copies 
of Scripture in each year should at 
least be encouraged. . . . ‘

The- Anglican Communion teaches 
the Bible in 193 languages and, dia­
lects in its world-wide work.

SAFETYJ1RST.
The inauguration of a safety 

first campaign by the Motor As­
sociation comes none too soon, 
for the number of accidents for 
which cars are responsible seems 
to be very much on the increase.
Not a motor season passes with­
out its toll of fatalities and al­
though the present season is not 
far advanced, three serious mo­
tor accidents have already oc­
curred. People are apt to place 
the responsibility for these ac­
cidents on the shoulders of the 
motorists, but while it is true 
that there are some careless or 
incompetent car drivers, as a 
rule the fault lies with the vic­
tims. With respect to incompe­
tent motorists, there are many 
people, driving cars to-day who 
either through their youth, ner­
vousness or for other reasons 
are not fit persons to control the 
dangerous machine that a motor 
becomes in their hands.

* * * * * *,
But as we have stated, the 

chief fault lies with the public 
who either through carelessness, 
bravado, or indifference to their 
own safety, run risks which 
cause one to marvel at the fact 
that there are not more serious 
accidents. The only apparent 
cure is the Safety First Cam­
paign, provided that it is car­
ried out with a thoroughness 
which impresses upon the minds 
of motorists^ and every section 
of the public, both young and 
old, the tremendous chances 
they are taking, and the meth­
ods they should apply to protect 
themselves from doing or re­
ceiving injury. So far as chil­
dren are concerned, it is the duty 
of every parent,' and every 
school teacher, to point out to 
them the dangers they run in 
playing on the streets and in at­
tempting to steal rides on cars.
It is only by such means that the 
child can be made to understand 
the elements of safety first.
Newspapers and lectures are the 
means of appealing to the gen­
eral public, and it is surprising 
how devoid of common Sense 
many grown-ups show them­
selves by their actions on the 
streets.

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Oysters ThatChapter From Grow on Trees,
An Old Romance.

OF THE OCEAN. "Have you tried the oysters that 
grow on trees?" is not a catch ques­
tion, remarks a writer in the “Dally 
Mail. ’In Tarante Harbor, the Ports­
mouth of Italy, where most of the men 
who went to Ëgypt spent tincoffifort- 
able days and nights fluting the war, 
oysters growing on trees is a normal 
sight. Ae every schoolboy knows, the 
oyster has millions of children. If 
they all grew up, oysters would be 
three a penny. But Oysters were not 
designed by nature merely to be the 
food for city aldermen. Vast numbers 
of flehes and shrimps esteem the oys­
ter as much as Wé do, although they 
eat him when he is a little youngster.

The baby oyster, who is Just big 
enough to 6e seen with the naked 
eye, leaves the parent’s Shell with 
something remotely approaching his 
parent’s beard—a down, shall Wè say, 
such as is «41 by the young *f the 
human specie® also. He swims about 
on his own, èàfrying the flimsiest pair 
of embryo oyster shells; but S66n the 
weight of home responsibilities^—that 
it, the weight of his rapidly growing 
shell—forces him to settle do»h.

As with thè human race, hlS whole 
life (or otherwise) depends on the 
way he settles down. If he has 
luck adfl drops onto a solid Seda­
tion, he IS fliade tor life.
