Mr. T. Slatten Gives
an Address on Boy Life

At noon to-day, a large gathering of
citizens -consisting'' of professional
and business men, as well as re-
presentatives of the various-denom-
inations, educational institutions, and
l.social welfare organigations, assem-
bled in the Board of Trade Rooms to
hear an address by Mr. T. Stattén on
“Boy Life.” «

The chair was occupied by his Ex-
cellency the Governor whb introduced
Mr. Statten to the meeting, and briefly
referred to the work that+he had done
in connection with this -~ important
question in Canada and the United
States. He further stated that Mr.
Statten had ‘come to St, Johm's by
request in order to -ascertain what
further steps could be taken to as-
gist in co-ordination in the work of
the various organizations as -well as-
by other methods.

Statten dealf with the problem of boy:

every word he uttered.

Mr, Statten showed how thoroughly
he had covered the mwbund since his
arrival and spoke in the highest terms
of the great work that was being done
in the city by the various Boys’ Brig-
ades.

Picturing Europe darkly as debt-
ridden and -« bellicose, the ~Premier
drew consolation from what he termed
the two new factors in world affairs
since ‘the _Napoleonic wars—the
pacifying infidence of the League of
Nations and of the United States,

Discussing the reparations turmoil
and the numerous war scares that
have kept Europe on edge throughout

the past war peribd, Premier Baldwin
reminded his fellow statesmen that
“all great European wars have been '
followed by a recrudescence of mili-

The solution of the sitaation, he
said, lay in continued Anglo-French '
friendship and in the influence of the

The Prime Minister reviewed - the
events of recent months, discussing
both economic and political phases of
the Empire’s problems in relation to
Burope. In conclusion he gave his

“We stand here on an equal foot- .

can act with effect so far as we agree, l
and no further.”

Mr. Ba]dwm s_speech was more re-
markable for what it ¢oncealed than
for what it revealed. He told me no
details of his famous meeting with
Premier Poincare in Paris, nor did he
explain the meaning of the cryptic
communique which was hailed by the
French as a British surrender to the
French view.

Mr. Baldwin’s speech, however, did
contai® passages which econtrovert
that view .and which will not be re-
ceived with enthusiasm in Paris. He
declared that there are no differences
of opinion between the British and
French and that Germany will be
compelled to pay to the utmost of its
ability,

Referring to the settlement’ of the

Cure for Stammering

(By Mrs. Leonora Eyles.)

One of the unpleasant. smaller
aftermaths of the war is the great
crop of stammerers DT ~duced by war
shock, not only among soldiers, but
in the case of childremn W ho suffered
from raids and from their parents’
jllness and lack of balance.

The stammer, whether dating from |

childhood or the war shock, a rail-
way accident, or anythinz of 'that
sort, is always the symptom oi anx-
jety and embarrassment. Quacks
cure it by teaching a sing-song me-
thod of speech not mich plea~anter
than the stammer itself. The reason
that this sing-song method does im-
jrove the stammer is that most stam-
merers can sing once they have got
2 start. They can usually talk when

in'a room alone.

that a patient of his with a ‘very bad
stammer could always.speak to him
on the house telephone without stam=
mering at all.
Oiten Caused by Fear.

Obviously, the important thing is
to find out the reason for the anxiety
and embarrassment. In the case of a
stammer persisting from childhood it

is eften traceable to childish fear of

the stern father.
A child who is found doing any-
thing naughty is told, “I shall, tell

your father of you,” and is sometimes
gsent to await his father«<in his bed- |
room. Perhaps for an hour-the liftle

one waits in terror of what is coming,
terror quite out of proportion to what
really does come.

“In many . cases '
they can telephone; & doctor tells me !

‘When the father enters the room

{ and says, “Now, what is this I hear

about you?’ the child is unable to
speak from sheer fright. This fear re-
! mains; every time he does anything
{ naughty, every time he has to wait
for anything to happen; every time
he has to begin an explanation; every
time he has to face a strange person
“or circumstance the same fear occus
and he is in an agony of anxiety.

This kind of fear producing a stam-
mer is often seen among the poor
children rescued by various institu-
tions, They “stammer at the sight of
any adult person, thinking that all
adults must be brutal.. As soon as the
health of such:children improves and
as soon as they begin to.realige that
most adults are reasonably kind to
