On the evening of the 13th inst., a 

number of young people belonging to the 
Rev. Dr. Barrie’s congregation, in Era- 
fcnosa, called at the manse, and took him 
by surprise, by Mr. James Scott reading 
an address, and Mr. William Wood pre­
senting him with a sett of furs, and a 
silver-headed, cane on which is the in­
scription “ Presented to Dr Barrie by 
hie Bible Class, Eramosa, November, 
1874.” The following is the 

address :
Rev. and dear Sir,—At the close of 

the Sabbath School for the present year, 
we, the undersigned, in behalf of the 
members of the Bible Class, take this 
opportunity of conveying to you our 
special thanks, for your untiring and 
zealous services iu promoting our spirit­
ual "welfare.

From our infancy you have watched 
over us, we have all been initiated by 
you into the Church by baptism, and the 
most of us, aided, and directed by your 
kind and wise counsel, have renewed our 
baptismal engagements, and taken our 
seats at the Lord’s Table. In prepara­
tion for the latter, we have found, while 
in the Bible Class, your thorough doctrin­
al teachings to be of tho greatest benefit 
to us, and may tho Holy Spirit seal these 
lessous which you have taught us, upon 
our hearts and minds, that we may be­
come useful members of the Church, and 
at last be fitted for entering the mansions 
above.

While we express our heartfelt grati­
tude for your valuable services in the 
Bible Class as our spiritual adviser, we 
would deeply sympathize with you in 
your present affliction, by which under 
the advice of your physician, yon have

I 
had been engaged at a distance during 
the day, in ministerially visiting familes 
connected with the congregation, and 
cdbsequently was in no great haste to be 
present at the commencement of your 
meeting. But now having heard your 
excellent address and been made the re­
cipient of so valuable a present, I certain­
ly feci cheered at tho close of so long a 
pastorale in the congregation. It does 
my heart good to hear from your ad­
dress, that my instructions in the doc­
trines of the Gospel have been so appre­
ciated by you, and my heart’s desira and 
prayer to God is, that you may be divine­
ly led to study these doctrines while you 
live; for Christ the object of saving faith, 
is in them all, and that you may all 
realize Christ in you the hope of glory. 
Accept now my sincere thanks for your 
address, present, and good wishes for my 
welfare.

This part of the evening’s proceedings 
being over a social was held, the young 
people having brought an abundance of 
provisions with them. A couple of hours 
having been spent very pleasantly in so- 
oj# intercourse, the meeting was conclu­
ded with prayer, after which the com­
pany dispersed.

London, Nov. 23.—A dense fog en­
veloped the South of England on Satur­
day and Sunday, and many casnalities 
are reported in consequence.

The Moniteur says Count de Cham­
bord is about to issue another manifesto, 
and has summoned Duke de Laroche- 
foucauld, Bisaccia, and M. M. Ernand 
Boullies, and Lucien Brun, to Frohsdorf 
for consultation.

London, Nov. 23.—Special despatches 
from St. Petersburg give accounts of a 
recent conflagration in Cronetadt, and 
report that letters have been found 
threatening similar calamities in other 
cities. No clue to the incendiaries is 
discovered. There was much apprehen­
sion in the capitol.

A special from Berlin to the Daily 
Telegraph reports that press prose­
cutions growing out oi the Arnim affair, 
abounds. Three indictments have been 
laid against the Frankfort Gazette.

Madrid, Nov. 22.—Gen. Lozeroa has 
arrived at Santander.

The Spanish painter, Fortnnany, is 
dead.

Rome, Nov. 23.—The King has made 
Seignor Verdi, composer, a member of 
the Italian Senate.

St. Petebsbubo, Nov. 22.—Serious 
disturbances have been created in the 
Medical Academy of the University of 
St. Petersburg. One of the preceptors 
was compelled to resign. The police 
were called in and restored order.

Reports received here from the Rus­
sian advanced posts, state that the Tur­
comans recently attacked a tovn on the 
Caspian Sea, killed 80 men, and carried 
off one hundred and fifty women and 
children into slavery. Russian troops 
pnrsred the marauders, but without over­
taking them.

The Russian Government declines to 
order re-oocupation of Khiva although 
Gen. Kauffman advises such a step.

cers or servants employed in said institu­
tion, together with all reporta of any of 
said officers in relation to the same, and 
the reports and correspondence between 
the Government and any person or per­
sons appointed to inquire into the work­
ing of said institution.

Mr. Mowat said there were a vast num­
ber of papers which he presumed the linn 
member did not desire to have brought 
down. He thought the hon. gentleman’s 
purpose would be served by a return of 
reports and correspondence not con­
fidential with the Public Works Depart­
ment. There was no report cf any com­
mission on-the working of the institution.
An informal commission was presented, 
but there, was no report. _ With these 
amendments he had no objection to the 
motion.

Mr. McKellar pointed ont that several 
papers and reports were brought down 
last session.

The motion as amended was carried.
Mr. Rykert said he had given notice of 

a motion for a committee of enquiry into 
certain charges which had been made 
against him as a member of the House, 
because,, although he was prepared to say 
tfiat there was not one word of truth in 
those charges, it would, he thought, be 
more satisfactory to the House to have 
an enquiry made into them. He had 
seized the very first opportunity afforded 
him after the meeting of the Legislature 
to place a motion on the paper for the 
appointment of a Committee to investi­
gate there charges. He entirely denied 
the truthfulness of them, and would now 
move his resolution of which he had 
given notice.

Mr. McKellar said he was very glad in­
deed that the hon. gentleman had 
brought this subject up. He had made 
these charges believing them to be true, 
and he should rejoice if the hon. gentle­
man could prove his innocence and be 
acquitted by this Committee. He had, 
however, made another charge against 
the hon. gentleman, to the effect that he 
had received certain sums of money from 
the Toronto Street Railway Company for 
his services as a member of this House 
in connection with Bills which that Com­
pany were passing through the House.
His hon. friend had omitted that.charge, 
and he (Mr. McKellar) now thought it his 
duty to include it, with some others that 
he (Mr. Rykert) had referred to in his 
notice of motion. He (Mr. McKellar)had 
*1eo been credibly informed that he had 
also received a sum of 8100 for his advo­
cacy and support in this House of certain 
amendments which the agents of certain 
insurance companies were desirous of 
having incorporated into a Bill which hia 
(Mr. McKellar’s) hon. friend, the Trea­
surer, had brought before this House in 
the year 1873. He had been credibly in­
formed that the hon. gentleman did re­
ceive a sum of 8100 for his services in 
connection with that matter. He was 
also credibly informed that he received 
another sum of 8160 for his vote and in­
terest in support of a Bill which was in­
troduced in order to incorporate and ex­
tend the limits of the town of Tilson- 
burg, and he then: ht it was his duty in 
the public interest to bring these matters 
before the House and have them investi­
gated at the same time as the other 
charges that the lion, gentleman bad in­
troduced. He moved an amendment 
that these charges be included among 
the others of which Mr. Rykert had 
given notice, aud that the Committee be 
composed of Messrs. Carrie, M. C. Cam­
eron, Deroche, Meredith and Hardy.

Mr. Lauder said that some evidence 
should be produced in support of the 
charges before further steps wcie taken.

After some further discussion the 
amendment was carried.

Sclllug a Strayed Steer.
INDICTED for larceny.

At a recent sitting of the County 
Judge’s Criminal Court in Berlin, a 
very peculiar case' was tried, which may 
prove a balutary warning to those who 
are careless in their manner of dealing 
with the property of others. The fol­
lowing facte of the case are taken from 
the Telegraph. * The prisoner, Mrs. 
Campbell, was a respectable woman,, 
housekeeper for a Wellesley farmer, 
named Bulmer, and was charged by an­
other farmer named. Snider, the owner 
of the property, with having stolen a 
white steer, to which she pleaded “ not

Juilty.” The animal in dispute had, in 
une last, come upon the premises of 

Bulmer, and remained there ever since, 
no public notice, by advertising or other­
wise, have eifer been given of the fact. 
Some time ago a drover named Robson 
wanted to buy tho steer from Bulmer, 
along with some other cattle he had 
purchased from him, but he refused to 
sell it. From the evidence given, it 
seems that the stray steer had been a 
subject of frequent conversation in tho 
family, in which it was generally under­
stood", and by Mrs. Campbell among the 
rest, that if no owner turned up ho 
woujd eventually be sold. However, 
tho drover came round again \pnc dfty, 
when Bulm# r was from home, and hav­
ing strongly urged Mrs. C. to sell the steer , 
saying that|lie had frequently bought an­
imals m similar circumstances before,slio 
after couf;iderablo hesitation consented, 
receiving 812 as tl*e price of the animal. 
When boing driven away by the drover 
Mr. Snider recognized and claimed the 
animal as his property. Robson went 
back to Mrs. Campbell, who, on being 
made acquainted with what had happen­
ed, immediately refunded the money.

The Judge in summing up said, that 
he "had a reasonable doubt in his mind 
about the prisoner’s guilt, inasmuch as 
llobson had apparently strongly urged 
her to dispose of it, and ‘that altogether 
ber criminal ’intent in selling it was not 
of ‘such a character as to warrant him in 
convicting her. He immediately found 
her “notguilty,” and dismissed her with 
a warning to be more careful in future 
iu dealing with property which was not 
ber own. lhs Honor also said that Rob­
son was as much to blame as slie was, 
ami that had he (Robson) been in her 
place he might have been disposed to 
act differently than lie had done witli

An express office has Veen opened ia
Teeswater,
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The Kingston Election Trial.
It seems from the judgment given 

by chief Justice Richards in this case 
on Saturday, that Sir John Macdonald 
has had a narrow escape from being 
disqualified, in addition to his being 
unseated. In giving his decision the 
learned Judge, recites the clauses of 
tne Dominion Act, referring to bri­
bery, and took up the point pressed 
by Mr. Be thune, that while there had 
bee-i no evidence that the Respon- 
ent was guilty of, or had knowledge 
of, or consented to, any distinct act 
of individual bribery, yet there had 
been a large expenditure of money 
to influence the votes of keepers of 
public houses, and that* this expend! 
ture was with the knowledge and con. 
sent of the Respondent, and suffi 
cient to disqualify him. This point 
is goae into very fully by the Judge, 
and he arrives at the conclusion that 
he could not feel warranted in say- 
ing that such a corrupt practice ex- 
istedwith his knowledge and con­
sent, especially as he distinctly de­
nied having such knowledge, or giv­
ing such consent, in his evidence. 
The next pomt considered was 
whether the holding meetings at 
.public houses, when the probable 
effect would be that doing so would 
make the proprietors use their in­
fluence in favour of the respondent, 
is not bribery or a corrupt act. After 
reviewing the evidence, and t&king 
all the extenuating circumstances 
into account, he held that Respond- 
clent was not sufficiently identified 
with this as to disqualify him. He held 
that Mr. Campbell, who took the 
general management of the election, 
had not taken any steps to prevent 
improper expenditure, and as he ac­
ted in that capacity for Sir John, he 
had some difficulty in coming to a 
conclusion how far the respondent 
was liable for such improper prac 
tices. He said that the petitioner 
was well warranted m continuing the 
enquiry as to the personal complicity, 
of the respondent with the illegal 
acts done by his agents: that the 
petitioner is entitled te full costs, 
and that respondent is not entitled 
to any costs for obtaining his amend­
ed particulars. He did not think 
that his finding would affect the sta- 
tus of the respondent as a candidate 
at any further election under the 
statute, but he would so make his 
report that the petitioner may have 
whatever benefit from it which he 
thinks it will entitle him to.

To Dealers in Stock.
In another column will be found 

the report of a larceny, recently 
tried at Berlin. The circumstances 
of the case are somewhat peculiar, 
and should be noted by dealers in 

«■ cattle, else they may unintentionally, 
and without purposing to do any­
thing wrong, lay themselves open to 
the serious charge of felony. People 
having strayed stock coming upon 
their premises ought, as the law re­
quires, to give publicity to the fact, 
by advertising it in some local news­
paper, and a pe-son can be justified 
in disposing of' the property only 
alter all available and reasonable 
means to find the rightful owner, 
have been resorted to and failed. If 
these steps be not taken, no guaran­
tees or bonds of indemnity can be 
brought forward to secure against 
arrest, and mayhap, severe punish­
ment, for what may have been in­
tended and considered by both 
part’es as a perfectly justifiable trans­
action.

The ConeervaUves of Peel have

Widdifield, who is candidate in the 
Btiform interest for North York, bût 
nothing definite was done.

The school house in Section No. 13, 
Minto, near Tevirotdale, was, together 
with all its contents, destroyed by fire on 
Wednesday 18th inat.

Mr. Alexander Robbs, late manager of 
the Strathroy Woollen Manufacturing 
Company,has been committed for trial on 
a charge of fraudulently obtaining money 
from the St. Lawrence Bank.

Discharged Soldiers Returning.— 
Thirty discharged soldiers left Winnipeg 
on Thursday morning by teams to Moore- 
head, thence to their homes in Ontario 
and Quebec. Thirty more were to follow 
on Friday morning.

Three Egyptian men-of-war are block­
ading the seaport of Berbera, Africa, and 
prevent the shipment of merchandize to 
Aden. A British gunboat has been de­
spatched to blockade the port.

The carpet weavers of Kidderminster 
have carried their point of expelling the 
female labour from their trade.

The municipality of Naples is said to 
intend presenting General Garibaldi with 
an annuity of 30,000 francs.

Another paper on “Ritualism,’1 by Mr. 
Gladstone, and an article on Freemason­
ry by Archbishop Manning, will appear 
in the December number of The Con­
temporary Review.

The tobacco statistics of the wcrld, 
could they be seen in one mass, would 
astonish the economists as well as the 
moralists.

The Guibord Case.
The Privy Council in England lias 

just given a decision in this cise, 
whiCBnas caused quite a sensation in 
Montreal, and which will be regarded 
with interest in every part of the 
Dominion. The facts a*e that the 
late Mr. Guibord was a member of 
the Canadian Institute in that city. 
It came under the ban of the Roman 
Catholic Church, and Guibord was 
asked to withdraw from it and re­
fused. He died while still 
member -of it, -and his body 
was refused interment on 
consecrated ground end with ecles- 
iastical rites. Hence the suit which 
was first brought up in the highest 
Court in Quebec, Judge Mondelet in 
that Court held that according to 
French law, the exc ommunication of 
Guibord not having been personal 
was not valid : that JUe was not a 
publ ic sinner, and that he be buried in 
the consecrated part of the cemetery, 
although not necessarily wiih reli­
gious ceremonies. The Roman 
Catholic authorities of the Seminaryin 
Montreal, to whom the cemetery be­
longs, appealed to the Prrvy Council, 
and this the highest Court of Ap- 

1 peal, has confirmed Judgit Monde- 
let’s decicion. The Montreal Witness 
says that doubtless the decision will 
be enforced, which will at on ce bring 
the Church of Rome and the law in 
conflict. What the result will be we 
know not, but determined ns the 
Church is to adhere to its own rules, 
we can hardly think it will attempt 
to set at nought the decision of the 
highest Court in the Empire.
