that the "Americans impose a certain duty
on wool; and that to sell our wool in their
marke$ we have to pay that duty. *And
this, we may add, is but one of very
idpy instances in which the Globe’s edi-
taorial opimions on trade matters have been
centradicted by facts stated in its own com.
mercial columns. In commercial reports

If it is euch an advantage to the English
plow tohave the English loom for a neighbor,
it is evident that the American or Canadian
plow can afford to pay something, by way
of bonus even 'to get for its neighbors
American or Canadian leoms,
To be sure if this were done so 'many
men would aot be employed in the carry-
ing trade as now, but pigheaded protection-
ists cannot somehow be brought to under-
stand that the more men it takes and the
greater number of days labor it takes to
do the world’s work, the better for man-
kind, They cannot be got to believe that
men chould liye to work. - They have im-
bibed the contrary idea—absurdity our free
trade friends will call it—that men shopld
work to live.

World always contends, should when ob.
tained be used for the base purpose f (x.
tingunishing our new nationality, and blot-
ting-out the name of Canada altogethor,
The reason why we think that comm-~r ia]
union with the States would sure]  in-
volve the ruin of our manufactures and the
extinetion of the Canadian nation—the
great northern power that is to be on this
continemt—have already been set forth in
these columns, but they will bear frequent
repetitions as long as the trade question is
a living issue in this country, We are
none the less pleased, however, to ses how
on the:question of ‘‘who pays the duties ?”

thing to the wealth of the world. Column
after column of free [trade sophistry was
wasted in vain attempts to get him to be-
lieve that it was a wise and economical
system’ to raise raw inaterals/in one con.
tinent and manufacture then in émuuuzr, to
the end that thousands of seamen should
be given employment. After all, this has
been ever the myin bone of contention be.
tween free traders and protectionists, and
we suppose it will continue to be so,. We
* confess that we- are at some loss to under-
stand by what process of reasoning free
traders arrive at the idea which they ap-
pear to hold with such tenacity,  Some.
times we fancy they hardly themselves feel
sure of their ground. For instance our
contemporary the Globe never tires of
pointing out Low terribly the United States
suffers for want of having such a vast mer-
chant marine as Great Britain, and it is in-
cessantly sneeringat the protectionist idea
that a home market is of more value to «a
farmer than is a foreign one, yet we find it

have special opportunities of paying them-
selves out of any moneys that may accrue
in their cases, and 'who seldom or never
take a case without funds in hand.
Indeed it |sometimes occurs -that it is the
client who makes the bad debt, and whe,
after obtaining a verdict ngainst the other
side is umable to collect from his own
counsel, to whom the money has becn paid
over. Doctors are not as well remunerated
aslawyers by any means, and we |cannot
blame them for uuiting in defencd of their
interests, but we fear that their aliéing
scale of ' charges, according to income
will not be found to ‘work well
in practice. If largerfeesare to be col-
lected from the better class than from the
inferior class of clients, it is not wise to
advise them of the intention. Wealthy
patients ought to pay more than impecu.
nious ones, because they are more exacting
and consume more time and medicine,
Perhaps that is the reason poor, people ef-
fect so ‘many unexpected recoveries.

& Washington has a more exciting con-
troversy over doctors fees than Toronts
can boast. The doctors .who attended the
late President Garfield are demanding a
fabulous sum, over $100,000, for’ their
services, in| addition to the $2,000,000
worth of free advertising that they receiy-
ed from the case. | Their accounts have
been referred to a congressional committee
This committee calls for items which the
doctors refuse to give. Why should not doc-
tors give the items of their bills ? Everybody
else does, except the plumber, who has a
soul above items. The ultimatum' of the
cengressional committee will probahbly be—
no items no pay. It is easy to see who
will succumb in such a deadlock as this.

There are several - popular objéctions to
the payment of the bills of Garfield’s
physicians. First, their demands: are too
extravagant : second, the family are rolling
in wealth and able to pay ; third, the pre-
sident of the United States is commander-
in-chief of the forces, and as such entitled
to the gratnitons services of the most
skilled army surgeons; fourth, they did
not save the president’s life, and are there-
fore not entitled to  collect. No eure no
pay.

Itis 4 pity that any wrangle should have
arjsen over .such a matter. |The doctors
may not have acted |in the most dignified

Lecture by Rév. R. Von Pircn at the Canadian
2 Institute. 2
There was a small attendance at the Ca-
madian institute on Saturday night, two
ladies being in tne audience. The pre:i
dent, Mr. |John Langton, occupied the
chair, .Mr. John Bain [was elccted and
Mr, J. Howard Hunter proposed as a
pember,

Rev. R. Von Pirch read a paper
¢ Popular education and linguistic study,
with special reference to the German lan-
guage.” Hesaid that the strife between
the humanities, or classical studies on the
‘one hand, and realistic or scientific studies
on the other, was now almost at anend
and they frequently found the two either
blended or, taught side by side. But as a
general rulé he thought that the former
‘werg studied more in conservative coun-
tries, or countries where class distinctions
were upheld, while the latter were more
suited to the genius of democratic coun-
tries:

1t was often contended that ‘‘ 1« common
English education” was all that was neces-
sary for the people. If by a good English
education they meant merely the ability to
read, write,  and cipher a little, with a
smattering = of geography and history,
they were retrograding fifty years.
Some of |the sciences had within
that period been so widely diffased
as to have  become the property of the
people. .The masses in England were re-
ceiving this! “‘ common English education,”
and this suited well with' the opinion of
those who wished to keep them always in
the same position. But this should not be
the case with Canada, who should take her
models in edueation rather from Germany
and Switzerland than from England.
The CHnadian™system of education had

4 sgmng from the loins of the - people, and
should be kept free from all entangling
alliances, and left to work out its own per-
fection. :

Prominent among the studies which
should be pursued, was that of the living
languages. There was no better way of be-
c6ming acquainted with the spirit of a
people than by studying its language. One

t had said, ‘‘ as many lives thou livest
as languages thou speakest.” The reason
why, with all the explorations of Africa, so
little was kmown of its people, was a7lack’
of knowledge of the languages there spoken.

Passing from linguistic studies in general

to that of the German langunage, the believer
adduced many reasons why it should be:
studied. Among these were the fact that
there were ten million Germans in the
United States and Canada; the opportun-
ity it would rgive of becoming acquainted
with the grich and varied literature
of rmany ; ‘the fact that ' certain
scien@pgy sugh as ethnology and comparative
gram ald be thoroughly acquired only
-1n th dh universities, where they had
then origin ; and the intimate relation be-
tween, the [English and German idioms

in the former language, being of Anglo-

HEEDLESS HEARERS.

A Mol
Rev. P. McF. McLeod’s Timely Sermon on the
Parable of the Sower at the Central Presby-

terian.
Yesterday forenoon Rev. Mr. McLeod,
the pastor, preached the second of a series
of discourses on the parables, taking for this
occasion the parablé of the sower—Marks
iy, 1—20. The opportupfity which the text
afforded was well improved to point out how
earnestness with even something more in the
prulpit is too often rendered of little account,
tkrough  carelessness, worldliness, .and
roental preoccupation in the pew. There
\wwere in our congregations no lack of those

to whom the word preached was as the seed
sown on the hard trodden wayside, or on
stony or thorny ground, whence no fruit
came; aud the preacher did not spare in
his description of the various classes of un-
profited and unprofi table hearers. Those who
heeame converts in the time of childhood or
youth were indicated by the ground which
brought forth a hundred fold ; they gave
their .whole working lifetime. to God.
"Those who delayed entering the service of
+the Lord until middle age mighs bring forth
yerhaps sixty fold, while scarcely could
thirty fold be expected from those-Who
after nearly the whole ofa long life spent
without God in the world, became convert-
ed only when old age was upon them.  He
rebuked the crass ignorance of writers in
Lhe newspapers, who so easily and trip-
pingly wrote about what théy called the de-
cay of pu!pit powerin our time. They would
élo well to consider what this parable
t clls about the vatious classes of hearers in
the pew, who are not Yeached by any pul-
it power that is brought to bear on them.
When the politician addressed an assembly
he was listened towith all the eagerness
that intense  interest in  worldly
matters could inspire ; and  the
lawyer in court had the same .eager audi-
ence drinking in every word, and why?
Simply because of the intense interest which
men feel in worldly matters—matters of
party politics, of dollars and cents, of prose-
¢ tions and defence—all involving those
parthly considerations upon which mens’
yminds are set. But when the preacher of
ithe Gospel tries to arouse their interest in
thines not of ‘this world—things unseen
.ind eternal—he had to touch dull ears and
awaken dead consciences ; he had to create
an interest in the future life in the minds
of men whose thoughts are wholiy set upon
the present one. After all, .however. the

UNIVERSITY OF TORONIO.

The Senate Propose Important Pinaneial and
Teaching Reforms—Fellowships.

At the meeting of the senate on Jan. 13th
the finance committee presented a report
which among other things contains the fol-
lowing : ;

That the present resources are inadequate

to the wants of the university and univer-
sity college.

That there is a great inerease in students
and consequently that the teaching siuff’
shou'd be much larger than it is at present.

That the institution be considered com-
sidered complete without the establishment
of an observatory, in which even there
would be a professor of astronomy. Sicha
scheme of reorganization would also neces-
sitate a large expenditure ‘on library, mu-
senm and laboratories.

That a new examination hall is necded.
That this new hall can be built with the
$20,000 from the government for land and
buildings in the patk and $10,000 out of '
the university funds.

That the income of the two institutions is
about $72,000 a year.

The plao of the inprovement to be sug-
gested 1s therefore limited as far as possible,
and is confined to those points which
seem most urgent and of most obvious im-
portance, and to those methods of action
which involve least addition to the expendi-
ture.

The existing staff is as follows :

Professors :—Classics, mathematics and
natural .philosophy, history and English
literature, logic metaphysics and ethics,
chemistry, mineralogy and geology, na-
tural history, agriculture.

Leclures on :—French, German, Italian,
oriental laungniges.

Tutors in—Classics, Mathematics.

Itis proposed to establish in addition
two lectureships—one in political economy
and one in constitutional law and princi-
ples of jurisprudence, the salary of each
lectarer being $800 a year ; and to appoint
a demonstrator, of physics at a salary of
$1200 a year.

It is pro further to inaugurate a
system of fellowship whereby graduates of
approved merit and possessing special quali-
fications for teaching may, for a limited
period, furnish most valuatle assistance in
the work of tuition while they. are at the
same time engaged in pursuing some speci-
al line of study.

These fellowships should be held upon
the condition of giving instruction under
the control of the prolessor in the branch
in_ which the fellowship is awarded and
should be ted by the faculty with
due regard to the merit of those available
and their fitness for the discharge of the
funetions for which the fellowships are,
created. It is progoud that each fellow-
ship should be tenable for three years at a
salary of$500 a year, For the present it
is proposed that’ there shsll be eight fellow-
ships, allotted to the various departments
as follows: Two in classics. One in
mathematics. One im pysics. Two in
modern languages with history. Two in
natural sciences. :
