Colonial Federation—Prohibitionism at
the Polis—The Prestdential Election—

Bystander in the Week.

Lord Norton scouts the notion of imper-
ial confederation. The proposal of a fed-
eral congress, reducing the British parlia-
ment to munpicipal action, he deems no
more likely to find acceptance with the
British people than the restoration of feu-
dalism or of thé Heptarchy. Just as little
chance is there of the acceptance by the
colonies of a scheme involving the sarren-
der of their self-government to am assem-
bly in ‘which their representation would be
‘nominal, while on questions of peace and
war its councils would be swayed by inter-
ests entirely separate from theirs. He
may add that mutual citizenship, which
the advocates of independence cherish as
strongly as‘ady imperialist, amounts to
politieal unity, without the complications
or the liabilities which are incident to the
present relation, and which imperial feder-
ation would immeasurably increase. What

the party of independence desire is not
separation or estrangement, but & group of
British communities ciosely united - with
each other, though each of them will have
{its brain in its own head and its heart in
it-;::m-‘« - ot -
rohibitionism appears-to be gaining the
day at the polls ; npot is this at ali-wonder-
ful if the peeple believe what they are told
by its advocates on the .

the parent of all vice was illiterscy, and
that popular education would bring with it
universal virtue. We know how cruelly

Mr, Cleveland stands d
of seduction aggravated by cruelty and
desertion ; Blaine of personal corruption,
lying and nefarious trickerylas a legislator
and of improper relations with his wife be-
fore mnlﬁge. The assertion of the New
York Nation that the standard by which’
it is posed to lude Cleveland
would have

years, except Romilly, Wilberforee and
Gladstone, is a .great exaggeration.
After all is there no door open for re-
pentance and amendment ot life? Is a man
who has once sinned never to be forgiven?
Is he, whatever his merits, to be always
excluded from the service of the commun-
ity? Let the ministers of religion who sre
anathematizing Cleveland give us a plain
answer to these questions. Would they
exclude Cleveland from the communion?
Would they refuse to receive from him a
large subscription for their churches?
Would they not thank and eulogize the
donor? Would they not hold him up as
an example of Christian munificence, the
sin of his youth netwithstanding? The
moral austerity which displays itself ex-
clusively in a contest for the presidency is
not free from the suspicion of motives con-
nected with the special occasion. :

That in the early days of the constitu-
tional s le the peers stood forth be-
tween the dor autocrats and the peo-
ple as the guardians of infant liberty is an
assertion frequently made but unsupported
by history. Nothing could be more abject

' than the subserviency of the house of lords

to the wish of Henry VIIL, whom it served
without shame not only as the legislative
procurer to his lusts, but as the judicial
tool of his assassinations. When resist-
ance commenced, it was in the commons ;
and the force by which it was sustained
was not ! aristocrat but Paritanism,
Neither in the bloody days of Charles II.
nor in the bloodier days of James IL.did the
Peers show the faintest ition to in-
terpose between the tyranny and its vic-
tims, to vindicate justice or to plead for
mercy. When they turned the
last Stuart, it was mainly because their-|
own power and property were threatened
by the ascendancy of the Romish ecclesi-
astics. Nor did they, as the supreme t1i-
bunal of the empire, afford any security
against oppression to the subject races;
one of their order could with too much
confidence assure Governor Eyre that if he
were brought by impeachment before the
lords, he won:l[g l::d in them p;rﬁum and
not judges. aristocr & cynosure
of hl‘)not, that it nourinh::’ » loftier and
more disinterested spirit than can be found
in common breasts, is an apsertion not
borne out by the history of the house of
lords.

A Corperatien Jobber ‘of the Premier

! Class.

For some years now & man in this town
has denounced every alderman and terror-
imed every city official and every contractor
and every man who did business with the
corporation. He has been able to.de this
because he owned s newspaperi His
name, as anyone will have guessed, is
John Rosa Robertson.

. Hia latest pieee of jobbing is in connec-
tion with the advertisement of the sale of
properties in the city for non-payment of
taxes. This advertisement is worth this
year to the paper publishing it between
seven and eight hundred dollars ; in 1882
it was worth four hundred ; in 1880—zbout

~4h25ame sum. For the past three sales
this advertisement has been given to

the Telegram, though there is. a
well-understood rule, afirmed over and
over again by the vote of the couneil, that
all advertising of the city or within the
patronage of the city shall be distributed,
equally end in turn among the various city
dgilies. The cityclerk faithfully follows
this rule; But the statute leaves to the city
treasurer the giving of this particular ad-
vertisement, and he has seen fit to give to
Robertson three sales in succession, and
will doubtless continue to"de so until
doomsday if no one ‘protests.’ Add how
does Robertson get it ? By noesing ‘round
the city hall, running to the tféasurer day
after day, getting pointers as to when the-
time for its giving out approaches, and all
the other tricks of the corporation jobber.
The*man who couldn’t be found when the
pumping investigation was going on man-
aged to get back into the
eountry as soon as it was
over and watch the city hall fer plunder.
No other newspaper proprietor, or even
newspaper canvasser has ever done this
but Mr. Robertson: they have left it to
theé city officials to deal fairly by them,
and Mr. Harman doubtless would have
dene fairly in this case if the jobber had
not been about. Any one of the four other
papers was entitled to the advertisement
before the Telegram. For years the Tele-
gram has been exposing what it called job-
bery at the city hall; the case in point is
worthy of that paper’s attention.

Whoever says The World’s head is sore
says what’s right; and if he says thatThe
World is not going to let it rest here he
will not be wrong in the prediction, For
we have two things to perform : first, that

' which merely ooncerns the papers
to the end 'that the city business
is fairly divided among them and left to
the city officials to distribute; the other to
show that the man who has terrorised
over every one in connection with alleged
corporation jobbery is the most hypocriti-
cal jobber of them all.

The World would be slow te believe that
an order possessing the reputation of the
masonic body could be prostituted to the
end of jobbery of this kind; but The
World when it began to make inguiries
into the job in question, the inquirier was
asked with a look that was intended to be
very significant if the proprietor ‘‘was on
the Square.”

The Scott Act and the Clubs.

The success of the Scott act in Halton
tells visibly elsewhere already. The pro-
moters of the act are jubilant and aggres-
sive; its opponents depressed and un-
happy.

Iv is understood that the brewers and
distillers have decided te abandon tHe plat-
form in the counties now under canvass,
which means that the majority of these
constituencies are given up by them as
lost. If the act prove to be anything like
» success therein, the area of prohibition
will gradually widen until our country be-
comes a larger Maine. Now if we are to
have prohibition, let us. have it in its pur-
ity. There is no sense in closing up the
ordinary drinking house and permitting
‘the evil to take another shape. Already
combinations of persons calling themselves
“clubs” sell and consume alcoholic liquors,
without leave or license, 8unday, Monday
and holy day. This is the outcome of class
legislation which, if not amended, will
bear a large crop of evil under the Scott
act. If the vulgar whisky bars must go,
let the higher toned whisky clabs be sent
after theim.

Territorial Patriotism.

Who will give us a passable definition of
what we may call territorial patriotism?
Shall a man best establish his claim to the
title of ‘‘patriot,” by fighting for the
rights of his towr, his county, his prov-
ince, or his country? Were we to adopt
the old Roman idea, the question would be
settled at onee in favor of the wider reach
and longer range. But we arenot Romans
of the ancient days, though perhaps it

might, be better for usif we had more of
their pre patria spivit. That the old
Roman spirit was national, in contradis-
tinction to provincial, no student of his-
tory will deny. If we come to later
times, and take the poet Campoell for our
mentor, shall we say that ‘‘the patriot
Tell,” and “‘the Bruce of Bannockburn”

| were champions of provincial rights

merely? Or did freedom shriek because
Kosciusko fell in just that kind of a con-
test? We think not; if the poet were
alive to-day he would most certainly re-
pudiate any such diminished rendering of
his buraing words.

* The question above stated is brought up
by events of the day. In another column
we print an extract from an article from
the Railway Times' (Londom, England)j
bearing the significant title of *‘Canada’s
Worst Enemies.” Its substance is, in
brief; that certain Canadians, or *persons
" Canada,” have for political purpozes
otied down the credit of thé country, and
done what they could to obstruct its pro-
gress,” The progress of the’ Canadian
Pacifio railway, which is most distinctly a
pational work, has been hindered by Can-
adians, who profess to have the good of
their country at heart.

It cannot be said that The World has
been lukewarm or backward om the sub-
ject of Ontario’s rights, But the people of
Ontario are citizens of a country as well as
of a province—aye, citizend of a ‘‘new
nationality,” too, Now, it so happens
that some of those who are most forward
in urging our duty of loyalty to the prov-
ince of Ontario, have been guilty of treason
to the nation of Canada.

The Prince of Wales and the Preéss.

In the United States almost every pul-
lic man of great note has his ‘“home or-
gan”—or newspaper which is supposed to
speak for him. In England the Times
generally speaks for the government of the
day, not on home matters, however, but
décidedly whenever important questions of
foreign affairs are pending. It now ap
pears, pretty conclusively, that the prince
of Wales has chosen for his ‘‘home organ”
Lloyd’s Weekly Newspiper, a London
journal, an avowed workingman's paper,
claiming the ‘largest circulation in the
world.” The following appears in. Lloyd’s
of Sept. 14:

The Times of Thursday gives sl?eclal promi-
nence to the following paragraph:

The prince of Wales was recently repre-
sented in a journal to hold somewhat advanced
political views. His royal highness’s atten-
tion was called to the matter by a correspond-
ent, who has received the su i‘oined reply :
« 1 am d¢sired by ithe prince of Wales to ac-
knowledge the receipt of your letter, and to
inform you in reply that as his royal f\ighness
is not holding any official position, any opin-
ions to which he may give utterance must
necessarily be unofficial.”

Our readers will not need to be reminded
that the journal referred to i3 Lloyd's News,
which in its issue for August 10, contained a
“ communicated’ article on the prince of
Wales. Its substance, we find was_ im-
mediately cabled to New York, and the
opinions expressed by his royal highness
have very naturally created considerable in-
terest throughout America and Canada, as
well as in this country. The correspondent
who brought Lloyd’s article under the imme-
diate notice of the royal subject is, we hope,
satisfied with the reply he has received, which,
though marked by dignified courtesy, is not
calculated to provoke further questioning, or
to require the additionfof a single word to the
opinions already expressed in our columns
respecting the unselfish views and unboynded
energy of the prince of Wales, who, by his
devotion to so many national and beneficial
movements, has won for himself vast popular-
ity and the iotty title-of ‘“‘a patriot prince.”

-diately on the van being driven in ; thus
keeping out of the premises the customary
attendant loafers. The police court ought
to bein the same wing, of easy access to
the lock-up, and the other necessary
offices ought to- be adjacent. The
desirability eof  having the police
court under the same roof as that
covering the assize and county courts,
would be a direct accommodation to the
bar; and the fact that the respective
offices of the mayor and - civic authorities,
including those of the city commissioner
and county attorney, being also in the
same building, would make our suggestion
more than desirable, we might perhaps,
say imperative, Another feature to which

Canada’s Worst Enemlies.

From the Railway Times of London, Sept. 13.

Those’ who know Canada well tell us
that the growth of a healthy national sen-
timent has, since the confederation was es-
tablished, been most marked, that the
pulse of the young nation beats strong and
fall, that pride in Canada and in Canadian

achievements is warmly felt, and as warmly
expressed, and that, with a few regrettable
exceptions, the old tone of violent abuse
ahd unscrupulous disparagement of oppon-
ents is perceptibly passing away.

When in commen honesty, if not from
patriotism, both political gartiel ought for
instance to support the Canadian Pacific
railway from the violent organs of one
party the railway company suffers most
persistent and ‘unscrupulous attacks, made
with the avewed object, if possible, of
breaking down its credit and of impeding
the succesaful completion of the under-
taking,

{What is the cause to which this policy
sq damaging to the general interests of Ca-
nada is to be attributed.! Colonial papers
give us the choice of two reasons—viz,
strong political feeling, and the influence
of the Grand Trunk railway. On the lat-
ter point we can merely say that the alle-
gation, though pointedly made by other
Canadian papers; has, so far as we have
observed, nof been denied by the leader
and organizer of this policy, which is a
certain Toronto paper, whose reputation
among @anadians for scurrility and reck-
lessness seems to be not a thing of recent
date.

Still, the faet remains that for some mo-
tive which is not love of country, with
some object which is not love.of  truth,
there are persons in Canada deliberately
striving to prejudice the public ‘against
undertakings admittedly essential to the
prosperity—nay, exist —of Canad
itselt, and in the successful completion of
which thousands of persons in England
and elsewhere are financially interested.
We say. ‘‘deliberately” because these
are evidences of a system in these attacks,
It is not mere chance that throws into the
hands of congenial newspapers in England
the ingeniously suggestive paragraphs
from coloniai sources with which we have
all become familiar.

1 might speak of the fine farms and fields
of wheat we saw in the morning after
leaving Shequaindah, but I saw just as
fine, and 80 can you anywhere within a
radius of tes miles of Toronto. So onthat
I will not dwell,

Our Tuedday’s dinner we had at the
farm house of Mr, Moore, a scttler living
at the foot of a high limestone bluff vhat
overlooks West bay. We climbed this
bluff with intinite difficulty, and had a
view of the water, but it proved to be in-
ferior to that at Ten-mile point.

There is an Indian village at West bay,
and there we paid a visit to a distinguished
aboriginal gentleman, whose name I will
spell.as it is pronounced—Coor Beer. Mr.

oor Beer is a giunt redskin, with keen
eyes and dignified manners, He keeps a
shop. We met him first in his house,
which is a short distance from the former,
to which placé we adjourned. It contains
a large stock of cottens, prints, cloths, etc.,
besides boots and shoes, Indian fancy work
and a sewing machine, which he declared he
was offering at'$5 less than it could be ob-
tained at Manthwaning, A lady with
whom I was subsequently discussing Mr,
Coor Beer, said that when that gentleman
goes on a state journey over the island he
is attired in a frock coat of faultless black
cloth, and vest and frousers of the same
material, and that, thus arrayed, he is the
handsomest and most stately being she
ever saw. From th& same source I also
learned that this big Ifjun'had indulged!
in the civilized luxury of gharrelling with.
and separating from his wife. What
seemed to be agitating him most when I
was there was that he as an Indian could
not acquire a ftitle to his-land. He has
sixty-five acres under culfivation, bub he
can’t sell an acre of it, and he claims that
at his death there is no surety that his
children will inherit it. The reservation
is granted to the Indians as a tribe, not
divided into lots and granted to them as
individuals, and consequently no particular
part of the reservation is allotted to each
man.

When we left the Indian village at West
bay we struck into a bridle path- which
soon brought us imto the finest piese of
wooded land which I had yet seen. These
are the lands of the West bay reservation
and magnificent lands they are. There
are half a dozen reserves on Manitoulin
island, which the Indians were allowed to
piek, and they showed -that they knew
good land when they saw it by choosing
in every instrnce the very best on the
island.

The path which we took only per-
mitted our riding in Indian fils. The giant
forest trees rose close on either hand,their
clean stems soaring straight and limbless
to the crown of leaves which, mottled
with light and shade, waver a
hundred feet in the air, Deep-
er and deeper we plunged into the
never ending serics of massive trunks
rising rank upon rank. The silence was
profonnd, indeed with the exception of the
occasional love note of a bird and the. hoof
beats of the three horses who threaded
their way through the mase, the stiliness
was unbroken, . For five or-six miles this
was the nature of the country we passed
through. Maples, oaks, basswoods, iron-
wocds, birches and elms werein the major-
ity, but occasiomally & member of the
numerous family of the conifer® would in-
trude itself. A person familiar only with
the forms of trees as seen say in the Queen’s
park or in the neighboring country in this
part of the province can have no idea of
the grandeur, the statelines of these giant
forest trees.

Towards evening we struck the shores of
Mindemoya lake, and for the rest of the
day kept pretty close to it, the path ever

The road still

ran under the arching tops of the high

trees, a state of affiairs much appreciated

while the sun was wheeling his torrid way
through the sky, but which now that his
light was quenched, proved a serious em-

barrassment. The road was as dark as

the grave, and wa had to keep a sharp

sweep us from our seats. Luckily tlre last
part of the road proved to be soft and
sandy, and throwing the bridle on the

horses’ necks we lat them pick their own
way. It was with a sigh of relief that we
at length drew up in frons of the leading
and ooly hotel in Providence bay about 10
o'clock at night. - We were ravenously
hungry, having eaten nothing since our
early dinner, and the way in which the
editor and I absorbed milk and assimilated
cakes caused the lady who waited on us
much wondermnent.

The unwonted exercise had rendered me
very stiff and sore, but a night’s sleep re-
constructed me, and I was ready for any-
thing in the morning.

The road between Providence bay and
Sandfield Mills, our- next destination, lies
through a country which, sompared with
the section we had been traversing the day
hefore, may be described as thickly settled.
We only journeyed until 2 o’clock of this
day, making a halt at the Mills to do
some fishing,

The next day we started on the last
stage of our journey, and all three of us
were feeling pretty “chirrupy.” It was &
day devoid, however, of incident. We
passed some really fine farms, and on all
hands ‘was evidencz that the sturdy
settler had  attacked nqdauntedly
the tangle ~of trees, which were
slowly receding . before his keen axe,
The sight of a bush farm,or of a pateh
where the trees have just been felled, is
enough to cause the heart to sink in one’s
bosom, and to make one reguternvow
never more to grumble at his lot.
