Ottawa, July 29.—Inland Revenu: re-
turns continue to show a small  but
steady increase. Receipts for the month
of June aggregated $565,800, compared
with receipts of $558,163 in June last
year. Revenue from spirits last month
was $245,772, from malt $61,208, from
tobacco $174,494, from cigars $57,329.
Electric light inspection netted $240 dur-
ing the month.

Australasian Mails Via Canada.

Sir Adolphe Caron received to-day irom
Mr. Ward, Postmaster-General of New
Zealand, an official request for m!oxjma-
tion as to the cost of mail carriage
via the trans-Atlantic steamships and
the Canadian Trans-Continental route.
This indicates that New Zealand is con-
sidering a re-arrangement of mail route
with a view of adopting Canadian lines
of transportation.

In regard to the customs defnlcation
at Beriim, Opt., it was learncd at the
department to-day that Inspector Boult-
bee was mistaken in his supposition that
no inspection had been made of the Berlin
office in 10 years. As a matter of fact,
the office -was frequently inspected dur-
ing the lifetime of the late Inspector New-
burn, but it is supposed the collector had
kis books so fixed as to escape detectiom.
The amount of the defalcation is between
$9000 and $10,000.

After the Country Tailors.

Canadibn elbthiers are not only sub-
jerted to ordinary unfair comipetition of
Old Country makers, who cut prices on
ordered goods destined for the “colon-
ies,” but thaX competition has been ren-
dered stiil' more: unjust by schemes to es-
cape the Dominion duty. A circular has
just been sent out by the Department
of Customs to collectors at 'the principal
porte of entry. It reads: “ It has come
to the knowledge of the department that
the firm, of ——— and others of Glasgow,
Scotland, are in the habit of soliciting
in Canada orders of ¢lothing, which are
subsequently shipped to parties by par-
cel post. A true invoice is in each case
sent to the purchaser, but the postal im-
voice accompanying goods shows about
one-half the, actual charge of the goods.”
Collectors are accordingly ordered that
“On all importations from this firm you
will demand produectién of eorrect or ori-
ginal invoice duly certified from the im-
porter before accepting entry of the
goods, and in no case to acecept the one
acecmpanying the package withont first
satisfying yoprself that it is correct.”

ALL BRUROPE WISHES PRACE.

Discussion in the Itallan Chamber on the
Forelgn Budget.

Rome, .fuly 29.—In the course of dis-
cussion of the foreign budget in the
Chamber of Deputies to-day, Premier
Crispi declared that no statesman in
Europe was desirous of war. The Goy-
ernment of Italy aimed at order within
the Italian borders and peace abroad.
In regard to Italy’s interests in Africa,
be said the treaty with Uccialli, con-
cluded between Menelek and Italy dur-
ing the life of King John of Abyssinia,
was made to enable Menelek, with the
support of Italy, to succeed King John
on the throne. The only power that
refused to recognize Menelek at that
time was Russia, which power was now
heaping favors upon the Abyssinian
king. The Chamber, with the excep-
tion of the Extreme Left, gave cordial
approval of Signor Crispi’s utterances.
Signor Marescalch sought to raise an
interpellation in regard to the relations
between Dr. Cornelius Herz, the Pana-
ma lobbyist, and Signor Crispi, but
the latter declined to answer in view of
the attempts which were being made
to traduce him.

Spanish Troops Aitacked in the Philip-
pines Take Specdy Revenge.
London, July 29.—A despatch from
Madrid to The Standard says: A treach-

The men are
regarded as crooks of the most des-
perate character, and the jailer who
allowed them to escape has been dis-
missed.

Confessed to Incendiarism

A startling bit of news was made
public property yesterday. It was the
confession of Andrew Boyd, of the firm
of Boyd, Gillles & Co., whose premises
were fired in May last, and for which
two membes of a gang of fire-bugs,
Haynes and Jenkins, have been ar-
rested.

Mr. Boyd was taken before one of the
leading insurance’ companies and
there he was told that in order to save
himself he must implicate the others
and tell what he knew of their actions.

He had already been approached by
one of the men, who demanded a large
sum of money to keep his mouth clos-
ed, and this is probably what opened
Boyd’s mouth.

He admitted that he knew of the in-
tention to fire the premises, but had
not strength to resist. Having made
this admission he was taken before
the Crown prosecutor, to whom he told
his story. He was then allowed to
leave the country, as detaining him
for a witness would be useless, for he
was fast becoming a physical and men-
tal wreck,

Startling Revelations Expeeted.

Startling revelations may be expect-
ed in a day or two in connection with
the arson cases, which the insurance
appraiser,Mr. Charles Hansen,and Mr.
M. J. Quinn, Crown brosecutor, are
investigating. It is stated that 15
cases of robbery and arson. going back
for the 1 13 or 14 years, are being
carefully looked up and that arrests
will follow which will startle the public
as much as did the arrest of Fahey
and his confreres some years ago.

Chicago, July 29.—The huge brick vault
underneath Holmes’ charnel house -was
unearthed to-day by the pol'ce, who are
still delving in the earth in and about
the cpllar. The existence of this vau't
has been theoretical until to-day. Many
rumors of such a receptacle have been

cireulated, but it wins not until the po-

lice discovered Machinist Chappell that
they supcepded in gaining any idea of
the location of the vauit. When Chap-
pell accompanied the officers through the
Hoimes’ -house yesterday he indicated the
location of the vault in the southeast.
corner of the cellar, and early this mown-
ing half a dozen mem were put~to work
digging in the place indicated. At 4.30
o’clock the officers in charge of the work
telephomed police headquarters that they
had reached and mucovered a long strip
of the roof of the vault. Smperintendent
Badenoch at once gave orders to get the
ground in suchk wshape that the vault
could be easily opemed to-miorrow, and
to then discontinue the work for the day.

The police theory is that Holmes usedI

this vault for quickliming the bodies and
getting them into such a condition that
they could not possibly be identified,
and that Chappell, the articulator, would
not suspect that the bodies were any-
secured at
some medical college, morgue or hospi-

tal. While the police officials are not

hopeful of finding bodies of murdered
people in the vault, they expect to se-
cure evidence to fully establish what
the vault was used for, and what con-
nection, if any, it had with the half-
destroyed human bodies that were cart-

.ed away from the house to the home

‘of the articulator. The finding of the
vault made the police ‘much firmer in
their belief that Chappalle is a reliable
and valuable aid to them. During the
afternoon there was on exhibition in
Inspector Fitzpatrick's private office the
skeleton and trunk that contained it,
which was found through the
advice given the police by Clappelle.
The skeleton is that of a woman
about 25 years of age, and the police
think it is all that remains of one of
the Williamg’ girls, or EmelineCigrand.-
They have established beyond doubt
that the skeleton was taken in the
trunk now in their possession from the
Holmes house in 1892, and that it was
delivered to Chappelle, the articulator,
by an. expressman mamed = Richardson,
wlo was ' accompanied by Holmes
and Quinlan. Almost every new
development lands Janitor Quinlan
more fairly in the police net. They are
anxious to secure enough evidence to
force a confessfon from him in order to
fasten the crimes upon Holmes securely.

The police to-day found a man who,
they say, admits he ‘was employed by
Holmes to do all the queer brick work
about the mysterious house. They de-
clare his story is of the greatest import-
ance, but refuse to divuige the particu-
lars.

Then rub in a little cold cream anrd
steam the face over boiling water with
benzoin in it. Finally wash it in cold
water and tollet vinegar, rub more cold

cream on it and sleep for a couple of S

hours. The skin will be not only free
from sunburn, but soft and smooth
after this treatment.

There is nothing which ‘“sets! tan so
irrevocably as cold water. The‘young
person who washes her face in cold]
water when she rushes in from the
tennis court or the beach has given hos-
tages to homeliness, and not a whole
pharmacy full of lotions will avail to
cure her until the tan has worn off.
‘Water as hot as it can be borne should
be used. As not every farm house or
hotel boasts this complexion cure at all
hours of the day, the wise damse!
keeps an alcohol lamp in her room, and
over it she heats water at any time
when she needs it.

of sheep that ought to
have a place on most farms, because. of
the low price of wool. Sheep cannot al-
ways be held down, for thelr wool is one
of the necessities of civilization and it
can never be kept so low in price that
it must be produced at a loss for any
great length of time. Sheep can be
made profitable aside from the produc-
tion of wool, if care is taken in their
management and the right breed is
kept. Just at present the fine, heavy
wooled breeds are under the clouds
of low prices, and thousands of farmers
who have well-bred flocks are selling
them at any price that is offered. This
sort of a panic always has the result
of reducing the stocks to a point that
brings about a violent reaction in
prices and those who are wise enough
to hold on and keep their stock up and
give it good care will profit by it in the
end. This has been the history of the
sheep industry time and again, and for-
tunes have been founded on wise fore-
sight in this direction. The heavy
wooled breeds are just as good for mut-
ton as any other, and there is no reason
why every breeder of them should sell
them and invest the money in other
lines of stock or breeds of sheep. Fine
wool is a necessity and the time will
come when merinos will be again in

Electric Lighting for Carriages.

Although it is claimed that the first
private carriage having outsid% and
inside eleectric lamps was that of the
Lord Mayor of London, twelve .years
ago, it is only within a year or two
that the precedent Has been much fol-
lowed.

The German Emperor, the Prince
of Wales and other foreign dignitaries
have carriages thus lighted; and their
example, as well as the gxhibition of
such vehicles at the Antw:rp world's
fair last year, has gone fgr toward es-
tablishing the fashion abroad. As yet
very few coaches in this country are
electrically lighted.

It is a simple matter to provide a
storage battery under the coachman’s
seat which will supply the current. It
is necessary, however, to mount the
lamps on elastic supports of rubber or
steel to prevent the jostling of the ve-
hicle from breaking the lamps. Incan-
descent burners of less size than those
ordinarily employed in houses and of-
fices are selected for this service.

An eight-cell battery, eight inches
long, seven deep and four wide is said
to be sufficlent to maintain the light
for eighteen hours without recharging.
The inside lamp is placed in the center
of the roof, and has two filaments,

A reflector and a flat glass plate cover
are other features of such lights. Ad-
ditional lamps of various colors are
sometimes attached to the harness at
different points, producing a h'ghly de-
corative effect.—New York Tribune,

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PEDALING MADE EASY.

The Genius of Edison Goes to the Ald of
Bleyclists,

It has been stated repeatedly that
Thomas A. Edison had invented an
electric attachment for propelling bi-
cycles, The Wizard denles it.

“l know how the story started,” he
said to an Associated Press reporter
the other day. “I have been experiment-
ing with any attachment to a bicycle for
my own personal use and for special
conditions. My house in Llewellyn Park,
Orange, is about one-sixth of a mile
from my laboratory and 80 feet higher
up on the mountain side. So, in order
to save myself a heavy pull when I
went home in the middle of the day,
I designed a heavy spring, just large
enough for the purpose, which was to
be wound up by power from the labor-
atory engine, and attached to the bi-
cycle before I started up the hill. I
wanted this spring to supply most of
the energy for the ascent. Of course,
there is nothing electrical about it at
all; it is a purely mechanical construc-
tion,

“The device is to be so arranged that
when riding down hill, or even on a
level, the rider can at will throw the
spring into gear, and by degrees wind
it up to its limit. Then, when a hill is
to be climed, or the rider wishes to
stop working for -a short distance on
the level, he can turn on the power and
let the spring give back some of the
energy stored up in it. It can be ar-
ranged so that the spring can be
wound up gradually, so as not to make
pedaling much heavier when on the
level, and should, I think, be of suffi-
cient power to carry a rider a thousand
feet or so on a good road with no up-
grade without his doing any work.”

THE HORSELESS AGE.

New York Firms May Try a Gas Motor
Delivery Service.

The horseless age is almost uponus.
The fact is heralded by the needless
improvements in the modern methods
of locomiotion, the cable, trolley, car,
gas motors, the bicycles. Whether our
useful equine friend will object to such
a state of affairs remains to be seen,
but certainly some of the specie, such
as we daily see, bony, lame, knee
sprung, dragging the heavy stage, the
heavy street car, or the clumsy truck,
will think the Milennium Dawn is sure-
ly here. Societies for the prevention of
cruelty to animals will also have to
seek other fields for their energies.

It 1s whispered in New York that an
attempt is soon to be made to operate
the department store delivery wagons
by gas motors. The feasibility of such
a move has been demonstrated by the
numerous races for horseless carriages
held quite recently in France. Some of
these unique vehicles maintained an
average rate of over fifteen miles an
hour.—Hardware. )

Art of Flesh Reducing.

It 18 much easier to acquire flesh than
to lose it. There is no royal road to
beauty for those inclined to plumpness,
and many are the things they are ob-
liged to do to scare off fat.

An Englishman reduced his weight in
one year from 202 to 160 pounds, and
kepg it there. He lived on beef, mut-
ton, fish, bacon, toast, poultry,
game, tea, coffee, claret and sherry.

Dr. Schweninger, the famous German
physician, who has established his rep-
utation as a flesh-reducer through his
succes in ridding Prince Bismarck of
forty pounds avoirdupois in three
months, without the slightest deleter-
fous effect upon his distinguished pa-
tient’s physical condition, restricts the
consumption of liquids at all times, and
deprives the patient entirely of fluids
during or within an hour of meals, for-
bids starch and sugar and advises most
heroic physical exercise.

Physical exercise will, we all know,
reduce flesh. .The reason is, that in un-
usual exercise, such as rapid walking,
horseback riding, gymnastics or Bicy-
cling, the blood is more rapidly oxygen-
ated and the result is the destruction
or burning out of the fat; and you may
have noticed that great walkers are
never fat, and that people who live
in high altitudes and mountainous
countries, where they walk a great
deal and consume quantities of oxygen,
are always slim.

Salisbury’s Manners.

The change in the English Ministry
recalls an old mot about the Marquis
of Salisbury and Mr. Henry Manners.
now the Marquis of Granby. Lord
Salisbury, who is distinguished by his
rudeness and brusquerie, had Mr, Man-
ners as private secretary at one time,
and as the latter is particularly suave
and gracious, he was nicknamed ‘“Salis-
bury’s Manners.”

Trains Are Too Heavy.

During the last 20 years the improve-
ments in railroads have been remark»
able, but they must be more remarkable
in the next 20. When we see crashing
past us that enormous mass of iron
and wood called the vestibule train,
we are prone to wonder at the wide
difference between the construction of
this train and that of a bicycle. A
21 1-2-pound “safety” will carry a 150-
pound man at nearly the same rate of
speed as the train, but for every 150 -
pound man the vestibule train must
carry a dead-weight of between 3000
and 4000 pounds. Now, as the bicycle
is a practical machine, the train must
be unnecesarily heavy; and if there is
such a discrepancy in one important
point, may not an equal discrepancy ex-
ist in other important points ?—Engi-
neering Magazine.

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¢ PRINCIPLE AND PRACTICE.

In his last issue the new editor of The
Christian Guardian gave special editori-
al prominence to the relation that the
citizen ought to occupy towards = the
state. During the course of his article
the editor states that, ‘“the Metho-
dist Church is committed up to the hilt
against liquor and against clericalism
in our national lifé.,” The general con-
ference, says The Guardian, has reduced
the relation of the citizen and  the
state to these two condensed prineciples:

“1, Against the interference of any
church in the affairs of the state, and
its efforts to make the state subservient
to fits own interests; and

“9, Against any grants ‘from the
public funds fbr the endowment ‘or sup-
port of any purely ecclesiastical.or sec-
tarian institutions. .

We are very much pleased to see that
both the Methodist Conference and their

official organ are so strongly embued
with the doctrine of the separation of
church and state, We<would be more
pleased, however, to see the Methodist
denomination live up to the doctrine it
here enunciates. People will never be-
lieve that the Methodists are in earnest
inf what they say until they see the con-
ference’ enjoining all’ churches within its
jurisdiction to refuse the money which
they annually accept from the state in
the shape of exemption from municipal
taxation. If the Metropolitan Church
in Toronto was not fayored by the
state and was made to pay its share of
city taxes, that church would -probably
have to' contribute to the municipality
two or three thousand dollars a year.
By a statute passed by the Ontario
Legislature, not only this church, but
every other Methodist Church in  the
country, is exempted from taxation.

The second principle quoted above de-
pounces any grants from the. public funds
for the ‘endowment or support of —any,
purely, ecclesiastical or sectarian insti-
thtion. It certainly will be the purest
kind of quibbling if the conference or its
offfcial editor attempts to argue that
the exemption in this case is not & gra:nt
for the support of an ecclesiastical in-
stitution. The Jarvis-st. Baptist Church
recognizes it as such, and last week we
saw that institution paying some $450
into the civic treasury, which it might
have escaped if it chose to avail itself
of the Jaws of the state. We trust that
the new: editor of The Guardian will in
his next issue urge upon all the churches
of the Methodist denomination to live up
to the principles'that the conference has
enunciated. If they do so they will re-
quest the tax collector to furnish them
with a bill of their full share of the
municipal taxes, and pay the same, a8
their Baptist friends have dome in To-
ronto. We doubt, however, if our Metho-
dist friends will have the courage and the
honesty to live according to their pro-
fessed principles. We have seen their
ministers in the past going to the Pro-
vincial Government as a deputation and
requesting special privileges from eccles-
jastical institutions.. If any body of men
should make & 'point of doing what they
believe to be right, it is the ministers of
the Gospel. If they are unable to attain
to the moral courage that is required to
refuse an unjust concession, to whom
shall the people look for their moral
guidance ?

Rosedale Ravines.

Editor World : I notice that the Mayor
has called a public meeting for the 30th
inst. to discuss some means of giving work
to the unemployed of the city. The great
mass of unemployed men are what is
known as unskilled labor, and I would
suggest that they be put to work on the
proposed roadway in the ravine north of
Bloor street. ‘This property has been now
nearly all acquired ,and a very little out-
lay would make it one of the finest parks
and drives in this or any other city. Few
seem to have any conception of the beau-
ties of the park and roadway, and it has
been a surprise to me that the Council
has not pushed it to completion long ere
this. The first and second ravines couid
be connected at very little expense and a
road and driveway continued through the
second ravine out through the Price pro-
perty and into the beautiful Reservoir
Park, and from this to St. Clair-avenue or
Mogare Park, making it one of the mest
beautiful systems of parks and driveways
to be found on the continent. ;
lay for putting this whole system of drives
in order would be a mere bagatelle, and
the ashes collected throughgut the city
could be used for making the road,whilst
plenty of gravel can be obtained at sm>Il
cost for top dressing in the immediate
neighborhood. I know of no city which
offers greater natural advantages for the
landscape gardener on which to work, ana
if they were adjoining any of the larger
cities in the neighboring repvwnte, I am
quite sure they would not have remained
so long without having been taken advan-
tage of for the benefit of the citizens.

It is true we have High Park, but to the
great mass of the people it is too rar away,
and every avenue leading to it is already
taken up by trolley tracks, and there is a
certain amount of danger driving along
these, owing to the double tracking and
the narrowness of the streets. The Rose-
dale ravines are not far from the centre of
the city, and an entrance can be effected
to them at either Yonge-street, Park-road,
Huntley or Winchester-streets, and a few
score of the unemployed men put to work
on improving them *would help to beautify
the city and give these men sufficient work
for the next few months to keep them and
their families from want. The Trades and
Labor Council ought to take an interest In
this matter, as the project would not only
afford employment to those needing it, but
would also provide a beautiful place of
recreation to the masses, easily accessible
from almost all parts of the city. I have
no interest in advocating this other than
as a citizen desirous .of seeing the natural
advantages possessed by the city being ful-
ly developed for the general welfare.

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PROGRESS ON THE FARM.

FRUIT TREES AND VINES IN SUMMER
AND FALL.

Orchard Work That Tells— Use of the
Sprayer in Autumn — Fertilizers— Crop
and Cattle Talk—Poultry Notes.

The way to secure a large crop of
gruit next year is to get the trees and
vines into condition this fall. = The
larger share of work with fruit is done
early in the spring, for then the sprayer
must, be used frequently and much time
is necessarily devoted to the destruc-
tion of ingects instead of to the culti-
vation of trees and plants. There is
but little work given fruit trees and
vines during the summer and fall, yet
much can be done that would render
spring work less laborious. In the ob-
literation of grape rot success has par-
tially attended the spring applications
of solutions for that purpose, but the
sprayer can dd better service until the
crop is harvested than in spring, as the
spores will be easler destroyed. After
the vines are clear of grapes worsk can
be performed in the endeavor to r.d the
ground of the spores by the free use of
lime and the several recognied mix-
tures for that purpose. When such mat-
ters are deferred until winter th> delay
permits of the firmer establishment of
the spores and their distribution by
rains and winds. ;

FERTILIZERS IN THE FALL.

It requires a large amount of water
to dissolve some fertilizers. especially
phosphates in the form of bone,meal or
Carolina rock that has not been acidu-
lated. . The fall is an excellent time to
apply such, and their application is
keneficial to trees and vines, which are
believed to store up certain substances
that are utilized for the formation of
fruit during the spring or bearing sea-
son. Experimenters with strawberries
have found summer and fall applica-
tions of fertilizers to the piants of
great assistance in increasing the yield
and quality of berries the following
spring and on a plot which produced at
the rate of nearly 5,000 quarts per acre
this season the heaviest app'ication of
fertilizers was made the prévious sum-
mer. The practice of abandoning the
fruit fields until the growing season
again arrives is to lose time, for weeds
and grass take dway a large portion
of the plant food of the soil. and the
exhausted trees and vines have but a’
partial supply of plant food with which
to recover from their work of fruit pro-
duction.

PLANT FOOD BSSENTIAL.

A large crop takes from the soil
nearlyiall the elements of growth. As
stated, all application of phosphat> will
be of advantage in the summer, but a
little later there should b: given a
slight dressing of potash. Early in the
spring more potash should be applied,
followed later by some nitrogenous fer-
tilizer. By this method there will be
less loss during winter by rains, and
the plant food will be given at the most
appropriate periods. In an o:chard a
grass crop may be grown occasionally
when fertilizers are used liberal'y, but
the sod should be turned under ‘and
the land well limed. It is the weeds
that do the damage, and especially to
small fruits. It is not profitable -to
postpone cultivation until spring, for
the damage to the fruit crops is in the
fall, when the trees and vines are be-
ing robbed by intruding plants and
‘weeds, as well as being injured by in-
8ects that should be destroyed.

TIMELY FARM TALKS.

Utilizing the Fodder— Summer-Hatched
Chicks—Notes in Variety.

Now that the corn crop is the main
one, and requires attention, it is as im-
portant to make some arrangements
for properly utilizing the fodder as well
as the grain. Machines are now in use
which completely tear and shred the
entire cornstalk, reducing it complete-
ly. Cattle will not eat the whole of th:
shredded material, however, unless the
corn fodder, is harvested at ths proper
time. An advantage in shredding the
fodder is that it may be fed to cattle
and the remainder used as bedding or
as as absorbent materal in the ma-
nure heap.

Chicks hatched in the summer should
be sold or consums:d at home, as the
young pullets from such late broods
will not mature in time to prove val-
Uable” as layers in winter or early
spring. It will pay to hatch chizks du--
ing this season, however, as it costs
but very little to ra se them in the sum-
mer season, so far as food is coancern-
€d, but lice, hawks, rats and cats should
be guarded against in order to avoid
195_5 of chicks.

Strawberry plants can b2 gat out in
the fa1) of the year from the young run-
ners of this season, but they ciannot be
depended upon for producing a crop
next spring. The advantage of making
the bed in August or September is that
the work can be done better than when
the hurry of spring operations may'
retard the transplanting which should
be done early.

After the blackberry and raspberry
canes have ceased bearing it will be
better for the new canes if the old ones
are cut out and burnt. Such work is
usually done during the win'er, but
it may be doge sooner if p eferrei. so
as to destro(;\?any insects that can
be exterminated now easier than in
winter.

Hard, Steady Work Wins—Right Doing

Always Pays—The Great Gold Accumu-
lators of the Age Have Worn Them-
selves Out in Work as Public Benefao-

There is so much advice given to the
young man about to start out in busi-
ness that one feels as though the scrips
tural admonition of the evil of “too
many counselors” were dangeréusly
near being his portion. But in all this
great bulk of advice there is, singu-

When g young man starts out in bus-
iness he has a stout heart, a little cap-
ital, good wishes and the world be-
fore him. The other possessions that
belong to him, but which he does not
always claim, are honesty, industry,
and real worth., With these three fac-
tors united to those that he had bafore,
his chances for success are a thou-
sand fold greater,

To be more explicit, Suppose a
young man starts out in business for
himself. Everybody wants to give him
a helping hand. No one offers him
charity, but if he is in trade people
drop in to see him, willing to leave
their dollars with him ip return for
something good, and business men
smile upon him more indulgently at
first and offer him mors privileges
than they would accord those longer
in business,

The young men,, then, has a fair
start. Now comes the most critical
part of his career. s If he gives peo-
ple as good as he says he is giving
them, if he pays fair and square for
what he buys, if he tells the exact
truth about his wares, giving poor ones
to those who cannot afford any better,
and reserving the high-priced for those
with money, then people pay him an-
other visit, assured of his honesty, and
he continues upon his prosperous path.
He is a regular business man now,
with success just as surely ahead of
him as though a ticket for it was in his
hand.

This is Providence! The Lord plans
matters in such a way that those who
walk uprightly find all the “plums”
of the earth, and those who walk the
wrong paths pick up stones and thorns;
Occasionally something good will ap-
pear to fall to the lot of those who
are dishonest, but mark my words—the
words of a man who has fought the
world and walked irthe world the best
part of a century=shis success is as
ephemeral as the brightness of the
spring leaves, or the coldness of the
snowball. All will fade away before
another season has visited it! ;

It is commonly supposed that to
make money in this world a man must
be one of two things. Either he must
be a genius or a dishonest man. He
must make his money by sparkling
brilliancy that few can imitate, or he
must steal it so slyly that none can
see him. An examination of the great
fortunes that have been made will
show this to be absolutely false, Was
the first Rothschild to carve his name
upon the world .of finance, a genius?
Did he *coin’’ money in his laboratory
or flash it forth by electricity or cause
the wheels of newly discovered patents
to grind it out ?

No! He was a hard, steady worker.
A man to whom, after you-had intrust-
ed $100 you would go again with an-
other hundred. And again ! And againi
He kept his friends in finance, He
gave them a good return for their
money, and if by hard study he' dis-
covered and planned ways for invest-
ing that money, so that his percent-
age'as g caretaker was worth his while,
why so much the better for him, and
the whole world, too.

To particularize. Suppose you take,
for example, some struggling West-
ern city. Nothing moves in it except
the people. They are working early
and late for" a pittance. Their horses
are drawn to.the bone and their ani.
mals are thin from rpoor food and
weather hardships. It is walk. walk,
walk! work, work, work! drive, drive,
drive!

In that city lives one man, a real
man! He says to himself: ‘“We should
have steam power here! We should
have cars that run jthemselves! We
should have mills to grind our corn! We
should have power for little factories
to keep our girls and women busy.
Their money now goesjaway from us
when they want dresses. It is pay out
and pay out! Nobody buys anything
of us! Oh, Providence, show me a way"’

With all his saved eapital—not very
much—with' all the money he can bor-
row—and oh, what interest they asl
him!—he gets a few thousands togeth-
er. He builds g little railroad. He
puts up a small factory. He starts
numberless little homg“industries, The
hum of the wheel ig’heard in the town
an&@_ergseﬂpeeﬂfe going quickly and
cheerily from one place to another—
there is business in this town.

But the man who planned it all! He
has worked &nd worried. He has seen
the sun rise over the hills many a night
before he has sought sleep. He har
seen himself beggared and dishonored
a thousand times. But now success is
his. . His little Investment are paying
him money. He has paid back what
he owed. He has drawn others in tha
pusinzss with him, He has made ¢ p tal-
ists of men who never thougint to own
a dollar unhampered by thoughts of
the morrow. He is the rich man of the
town! Now who, who of all those who
have watched him, will begrudge him
one’iota of his rest? But back of all
this the man himself sees a Providence
He seces Providence as certainly as he
sees the fruit of his works. Without
having had the Providence to guide
him he would have floundered at some
point in the race. The temptation to
step aside from the right path. when
dollars in plenty lay to the left of it,
would have been too great for him
without Providence.

Many an honest
man looks for employment to day. He

- the races,, bookkeepers,

confents himself with walking the
street and saying to his friends:. I
never stole a dollar in my Hfe” In-
stead of sitting himself down upon a
park bench to do five minutes of the
hardest thinking he ever did in his life,
Then a year of the hardest work he
ever did In his life. Honesty isn’t worth
much without something back of it.
It is the cannon-ball of trade and busi-
ness of all kinds, but it must be sent
forth with might and precision. With-
out these it is a great useless hulk,

A SUBSTITUTE FOR WOOD.

Planks Made of Cork Will be Used in the
New Shipa.

Several months ago the Board of In-
spection and Survey of the Navy De-
partment was directed to make an in-
vestigation with a view of obtain-
ing some practical substitute for wood
in fitting out naval vessels. The de-
sire for a substitute was the fact that
a lighter material was wanted if pos-
sible, one that would not splinter. It
was also desirable to have a non-com-
bustible substance,

The board has made a report to the
Secretary of the Navy, and some of its
recommendations have been adopted by
him, and it is probable that some of the
new ships will be fitted with the new
material as a substitute for wood.

One 'of the best materials which has
been found by the board is a wood sub-
stitute composed of waste cork, or any
cork. This is subjected to 40 degrees of
heat, and it is then pressed into blocks
of any required size. It can be sawed
into thin strips or handled very much
as wood is handled. Cork has a gum
that great heat melts and glues its
particles together in a compact maes.
After being pressed it sticks together

as tightly as if it had grown that way.~3

The cork boards may be made heavy or”|
light, as wanted. Some of the lighter
kinds are used in the walls of refrig-
erators. It is a non-conductor, and
can scarcely be made to burn. ‘This
material is used in the place of wood
in German vessels. Commander Brad-
ford, who made the.search and exam-
inations of this particular substitute,
found that the Germans were using it
under a patent taken out by John Smith
of New York, and that companies in
the United States had obtained rights
for its manufacture here.—Washington
Post,
e
Agfen’s Canthe Brood.

‘A hen with a family of pups is a sight
rarely witnessed. Such a sight, however,
can be seen any day at the farm of
John Lewda, Marion township, a few
miles east of New Brighton, Pa., says
the Star of that place.

Three weeks ago a Scotch collie be-
longing to Mr. Lewda gave birth to a
litter of seven pups. During the day
the dog left the barn and her family
and went to the house for something
to eat. In the barn near the pups was
an old hen on a nest full of eggs. Dur-
ing the absence of the mother dog the
pups began to whine. Straightway the
old hen left her nest, went to the pups
and began gathering them under her
ample wings as well as she was able,
and soon clucked them to sleep.

‘When collie rturned she made no ob-
jections to the arrangement, but lay
down with them, and from that day
to this the old hen has had charge of
the little animals. She leads them out
into the barn yard, clucks and scratch-
es for them, and when danger threat-
ens or the dogs are tired, she gathers
them under her wings. They have now
grown so large that she can get but
two under her, yet the others cuddle
close to her, with the forepaws and
their little heads resting on her moth-
erly back, until they almost smother
her,

Advice to the Poor.

‘A practical method of teaching the
poor to help themsleves has been hit
upon by the committee on charities of
the Washington Board of Trade. It is
in the way of suggestion. The com-
mittee has had 5,000 cards printed with
a plain statement of the need of saving
something each week from the unus-
ually good wages of the summer' to
meet the heavier expenses of the winter
season. Advice is cheap, but the sug-
gestions that something should be saved
ahead, and instructions as to the best
manner of saving, may come, it is
thought, into the hands- of some who
will profit by the counsel, and who will
be better prepared to care for them-
selves without help through the cold
weather on account of the foresight of
a wise committee, The cards, which
are to be distributed among the poor-
er classes, read as follows: ‘“The com-
mittee of charities of this board call
the attention of all persons of smali
means to the fact that we have in this
city several saving institutions, man-
aged, by some of our most reliable
business men, which are ready to re-
ceive as small amounts on deposit as
ten cents, and will allow interest on
all sums of $5 or more. There are
still twenty-six weeks left in this year
a little self-denial now will enable most
everyone to deposit fifty cents per
week, amounting to over $13 (with ac-
crued interest) by January 1 next,
which will ‘in most cases pay for the
fuel next winter.”—New York Evening

SILENT MEN AND WOMEN.

Deaf Mutes Are Usually Industrious and
2
i Fairly Prosperous.

There are between 600 and 1,000- deaf
mutes in Chicago, and they are all in-
dustrious and fairly prosperous,earning
their living honestly and uncomplain-
ingly. They can do anything in which
hearing is/not absolutely necessary, and
one would be surprised to know how
many callings this includes. There are
deaf-mute printers, painters, cabinet-
makers—and some good ones, too—shoe-
makers, wood carvers, barbers, who
never pester the subject in the chair
with remarks about the weather or
cigarmakers,
molders, imachinists and~electricians.
Four deaf mutes are employed in the
postoffice, where they do their work
quite as efficiently as their companions.
One is a lawyer, and another is a chem-
ist. Among the women there are dress-
makers, milliners, pr.nterg, bookbinders,
paper-boxmakers and seamstresses.

Most of these have homes of their
own in which both husband and wife

are mutes, In aBout one case in 2 the
mute has a husband or wife who
speaks,” It is exceedingly rare that the
children of such marriages are deaf,
and as the father and mother grow old
they have ties which connegt them al-
ways more closely with the speaking
world, /

Every provision is made in Chicago
for the proper education of deaf chil-
dren. There are four regular day

;| schools conducted by the city board of

education, one Catholic boarding school
and private school. A child who grad-
uates from any of these schools and
wishes to obtain a higher education
may go to the college for the deaf at
Washington, D, C., which is conducted
by the United States Government. If
the pupil is poor, but worthy, he is not
compelled to pay tuition; otherwise it
will cost him about $250 a year. This
¢ollege iz the only one of its kind in
the world, Most Chicago deaf mutes
receive their educatlon at the State
school in Jacksonville, Ill. A great
part of the foreign elemeént was edu-
cated abroad and usually assoclates
according to nationality. !

Career of the Duke of Cambridge.

The Duke of Cambridge, whose re-
tirement from the post of Commander-
in-Chief has been announced, has had a
longer active\military career than any
other officer now serving. His first
connection with the army was as a
brevet-colonel in November, 1837, when
in his nineteenth year, and his first em-
ployment, when, from about six months
at the end of 1838 and beginning of 1839,
he was attached to the staff at Gibral-
tar. In 1842 he became Lieutenant-Col-
onel of the then Eighth Light Dragoons,
ten days later become colonel in the
Seventeenth Light Dragoons, and for
two years, from April, 1843, was a colon-
el on the staff in the Ionian Islands.
moted t6 Major-General in 1846, he
was appointed to the command of Dub-
lin District in the following year, re-
taining the post till March, 1852, when
he became inspector-general of cavalry
at headquarters . In 1854 he went as
major-general to the Crimea, where he
commandéd the First Division at Alma,
Balaklava, and Inkerman, his horse be-
ing shot at the last named battle. He
was at (the slege of Sebastopol, was
mentioned .in the despatches, and re-
ceived the thanks of the House of Com-
mons, Advanced to Lieutenant-Gen-
eral in 1854, he became general on be-
ing appointed to the chief command of
the army on July 15, 1866, but 4id not
receive the patent of commander-in-
chief till November, 1887, on complet-
ing fifty-five years of active service.
His Royal Highness has been personal
aide-de-camp to the Queen since 1882,
and is colonel of the Seventeenth Lan-
cers, Royal Artillery, Royal Engineers,
Grenadier Guards, King’s Royal Rifles,
Cambridge Militia and London Rifle
Brigade.—Londorr Daily News,

The Balfour Family.

Mr. Arthur James Balfour is not the
only not:worthy member of that family,
His oldest brother Frank, who was per-
haps the ablest of the family, had made
such a reputation at 30 as a biologist
that a speclal professorship was es-
tablished at Cambridge for him, and
after his death, which was caused by
a fall in the Alps, a scholarship was
founded in his name. There are two
brothers now living, one, General Bal-
four, who has just been made Chief
Secretary for Ireland, was for seven
years a fellow of Cambridge, where he
has =0 far done nothing remarkable.
Both these brothers are members of
Parliament and politiclans. The old-
est sister is the wife of Prof. Sedgwick,
the economist, and is President of
Newnham College, and one of the best-
known women in England. She found-
ed that college and has been its Presi-
dent for three years, teaching mathe-
matics, in which she takes very high
rank., Another sister is also a fine
mathematician; she is the wife of Lord
Rayleigh, the scientist, and discoverer
of argon, and helps her husband in his
researches and his mathematical inves-
tigations. A third sister is the house-
keeper, friend and companion of the
leader of the commons, and is a woman
of fine intellect and scholarship.—Bos-
ton Transcript.

The Most Difficult Piece of Music.

A number of the most celebrated of
French pianists were recently asked to
state the piece which they found it
most difficylt to execute, The answers
are naturally most varied. There is a
general agreement that difficulties of
style are much less easy to overcome
than those of technique. From the
standpoint of mechanical difficulty, M.
Marmontel thinks Beethoven’s Sonata,
Op. 3 the most redoubtable plece. M.
Diemer and M. Plante accord the palm
to Balackreff’s L'Islamey, and M.
Preiffer finds himself embarrassed be-
tween the claims of Liszt’s “Rhapso-
dies and Studies,” Tausig’'s “Trans-
criptions” and Alkan’s “Variations.” M.
Delabrode discreetly and enigmatically
replies that the most difficult, piece for
him is invariably the piece which he
happens to be playing at any moment.
To M. de Beriot the modest scale—de-
manding as it does the mest perfect
quality throughout—is the supreme aif-
ficulty, and one must work at it, he
declares, until one’s last breath,
