—The first train on the Short Line from
Montreal to St. John performed the jour-
ney in eighteen hours. We, ia Toronto,
are therefore brought within twenty-seven
hours of the commercial capital of New
Brunswick. The  cutting down of the
distance should be of service to us. It
should help our manufacturers to reach
the Maritime market and should give East-
ern producers a better footing here. The
railway is another attempt to overcome
the geography that is against us, in which
the Intercolonial, by the way, was uyguc-
cessful. One good point about it is that it
is not a quarter so costly to us as the Gov-
ernment road is. We are paying $180,00C
a year for it, whereas the Intercolonial
~osts $500,000 a year, and the interest
upon the cost of construction, $40,000,000
odd. The branch from Hurvey to Salis-
bury is still a topic of interest in the Kast.
The surveyors have been sent out to find a
route, to the great satisfaction of Halifax,
and to the annoyance of St. John,
papers at which city appear to have no
warm feeling towards the Nova Scotia sea-
port.

This year there was plenty of all kinds,
and those who patronized the dinner and
tea could have no real reason to complain.

—At the last term of the Supreme Court
of Yarmouth a somewhat peculiar case
came up—one including the question of the
liability of Municipalities - for damages
where injuries are sustaimed by a person
on the public highways through the negli-
gence of the authorities to prevent the
same.

The case in question was as follows : —
The plaintiff is a widow named Gilbert.
In 1882 she had been visiting friends in
Yarmouth, and one evening in company
with a friend she went out to bid her
friends good-bye before leaving on the boat
for Boston. The Street Commissioners had
been doing some work on William Street,
and left some little mounds of earth on the
side of the road from Saturday till Mon-
day. Mrs. Gilbert stumbled over one
thesé mounds, which were not marked by
any light. She sprained her apkle, broke
her leg, and was Lsid up for some weeks.
The matter was brought up before the
Council, and it was determined to contest
to the fullest extent any action for dam-
ages. Nothing further was done until the
present session of the Supreme Court, when
it appeared as one of the first cases on the
docket.

Mrs. Gilbert testified to the injuries re-
ceived, and stated that she was of;ligml to
use crutches until May, 1884, She was
unable to pursue her calling as a nurse for
a very long period. Previous to accident
her earnings had been $10 a week ; since
that time her earnings were not much over
$100 a year. Accident had been over $200
a year loss to her. Was 64 years old.
There was no light or anything to indicate
position of heaps of earth. Were going
along slowly.

Mrs. Churchill, who accompanied "Mrs.
Gilbert, corroborated the particulars of the
accident as given by the latter.

Other testimony was given, one showing
that the street lamp was not lighted be-
tween 8 and 9 o’clock.

The defence set up, among other things,
that the light of the ordinary street lamp
was sufficient to have shown the pile of
earth and produced testimony of gentlemen
who had made a test to that effect.

Chief Justice Macdonald charged strong-
ly against the defendant municipality. lfe
‘explained that municipal incorporation

| was expressly meant to empower the people

of a distmict or county to sue or be sued ;
that a municipality was responsible for the
actions of its officials and bore the same
relation to the individual that any other
corporation or company did. He relieved
the jury of any responsibility of deciding
the point * was the municipality liable for
damage occasioned through the negligence
of the street commissioners?’ They were
liable. The law and decisions of the high-
est court in the land had decided that. e
evidence showed beyond possibility of doubt
that the plaintiff had sustained injuries of
a serious nature by falling over a heap of
earth on William Street. There remained
three questions only for the jury to decide
upon. First, was the damage sustained
through negligence on the part of the
officials of the municipality in leaving a
pile of earth on William Street? Second,
did any contributory negligence on the part
of the plaintiff herself occasion the acci-
dent ? 1f not, what amount of damages did
they assess. He then went over the evi-
dence and expressed a very strong opinion
that the officers of the municipality had
been guilty of negligence. The suggestion
had been made that there was an ordina
street gas lamp burning near by. He felt
it his duty to tell the jury that there was
no evidence of that, but on the coutrary
the evidenze was that the lamp in guestion
was found to be not lighted shortly after
the accident. The presumption was that
it was not lighted the time -the accident
occurred. It had been set up that the pile
of earth was only a small one. That
struck him as a particularly unfortunate
fact for the defence. If the pile had been a
large one iv might have been more readily
discovered and even if fallen over would
not likely have occasioned serious injury.
He went on to explain what was meant by
contributory negligence on the part of the
laintiff in this case. He went over the
items of alleged financial losses sustained
by the plaintiff, and in conclusion handed
them the three questions he had und-
ed, in writing, and reminded m that
while he had given them his opinion on the
evidence they were at perfect liberty to
take un entirely different view of the evi-
dence.

Bridge M@eting at Round Hill,

(For the Monitor.)

A meeting called by the residents of Round
Hill and vicinity, for the purposé¢ of con-
ferring with the Committee appointed at
the Bridge Meeting held some time since
in Granville Hall, was organized by elect-
ing Hon. Geo. Whitman Chairman, and
Mr. G. Earnest Chipman Secretary. The
Chairman, after referring to the fact that
although the benefits arising from a bridge
would be enjoyed especially by the resi-
dents of Granville, yet the Annapolis side
would receive great advantages, called
upon Hector McLean, Esq., who stated
the object of this meeting and then asked
for the minutes of the metting held in Gran-
ville Hall. The Secretary gave a brief
statement of the business transacted at
that meeting, and also read the petitions,
which had been circulated.

Dr. Barnaby spoke of the advantages
which would acerue to the Annapolis side
of the river from a bridge in the proposed
locality, and the present disadvantages
which the farmers of Granville were labor-
ing under in the shipment of their l{sroduce.
He particularly mentioned the hardship of
driving fat cattle such distances as the
prle now had to, and the difficulty of
andling apples in the winter season. Geo.
Litch, Esq., said that the value of property
would not only be enhanced, but the resi-
dents of both sides of the river linked to-
gether. He dwelt particularly on the com-
mercial advantages and spoke at some
length regarding the subsidies required.
The Chairman thought as the sentiment of
the meeting was universally favorable for
the bridge, ways and means should be con-
sidered. The following resolution moved
by W. C. Healy, Esq., and seconded by
W. M. Bailey, Esq., was unanimously
adopted by the meeting, after a short dis-
cussion as to the advisability of having the
proj bridge made a railway affair.

Whereas, it is desired by the people of
Granville and Annapolis Township and is
required in the publicinterest that a bridge
should be built across the Annapolis River,
at such place between Annapolis and
Bridgetown as may be found best suited to
accomodate the largest number.

And whereas, the people in the highly
cultivated agricultural district of Granville
Centre have been shut off from the benefits
of the railway for want of a bridge :—

Therefore Resolved, that a committee be
z\#)pointed to confer with the representatives
#f this County in the Dominion and Pro-
vincial Parliaments, and request them to
have a survey and estimate of cost made
and if found practicable to advocat® and
further to their utmost power and ability
the construction of said bridge.

John H. Healy, Esq., said he was hears-
ily in favor of the bridge, that it was no
more than the people of Granville justly
deserved, and should have been built long
ago. Messrs. E. G. Anderson, Charles
Spurr, Bancroft, and Tuyl)cr also spoke
strongly in favor of the bridge.

Messrs. John H. Healy, E. G. Anderson
and James Fullerton were appointed as a
committee to act in conjunction with the
committee already appointed by the Gran-
ville meeting,

The meeting adjourned, the petitions
having been signed by all present.

DeAR EpiToR:—
Knowing the deep interest the farmers of
the Annapolis Valley take in the improve-
ment of stock, a few words in regard to
its development here, may be acceptable.
From the many, I select Hillni&u Farm,
Marlboro, Mass., John F. Frye, proprietor.
Originally started as a recreation from
other business, it has grown until it re-
quires the constant care of a large stafl of
men. His herd is composed of Holstein,
Freisans, many of them purchased person-
ally abroad and having pedigrees much too
long for a newspaper article. The . first
pasture of a series, contains a herd of thirt
yearlings, and with one exception, ecac
apimal tips the scales at ten hundre
pounds, the odd one nine hundred and fifty,
all looking to me exactly alike ; and just
here let me say—and 1 hope my readers
will make a note of it—Mr. Frye allows no
whipping or harsh language to his stock.
This rule is rigidly enforced by his foreman,
Mr. Baire, nn(fas a consequence each animal
sees in the visitor a friend, and expects to,
be caressed accordingly. The next pas-
ture contains a herd of twenty-five cows
pot in milk, each animal with (as it seemed
to me) a pedigree going back to the morn-
ing of time, and winners of first prizes and
gold medals in many hard competitions.
Just think of cows having a record of at
three years old of ninety-three pounds of
milk each day, or a four year old weighing
seventeen hundred and sixty-five pounds
when in milk, or a four year old pmducing
twenty-one hundred and seventy-five
younds of milk in a month. The third and
lurgest pasture has one hundred and fifty
cows, mostly in milk, and are in charge of
four men who milk their charges three
times each day, The milk shed will
accommodate al fifty head, and has a
plank and cement floor. Attached is a

A WOMAN POISONS HER HUSBAND AND TWO
SONS TO OBTAIN INSURANCE ON THEIR
LIVES.

Ship Rallway.

To Blow Up Harvard.

ATTEMPT TO DESTROY THE AMERICAN UNI-
VERSITY WITH DYNAMITE. NO CLUE TO
THE DASTARDS,

BostoN, June 26.—Ten dynamite cart-
ridges, sufficient tg,blow ap the whole uni-
versity, were discovered yesterday in the
basement of the hospital at Harvard Col-
lege. The hospital ‘»uilnling is located on
Holmes Field and fronting on Ja: /is street,
Jarvis Field being on the other side. "It is
a two-storey structure, originally used as
an hospital for students, more particularly
for cases of contagious diseases. Of Mte
years, however, it has been little used for
rospital purposes. The cartridges were
about seven or eight inches long and one
and one-half inches in diameter. They
were placed in an upright position on one
of the basement sills, and were connected
with a common fuse, so that had ene ex-
loded all would have done so. Kerosene
had been poured around and over the car-
tridges, and the fuse had been started. The
fuse, however, had burned out without
producing an explosion. One of the cart-
ridges when set off as a test, tore up the
ground in a very effective manner. There
is no clue to the parties who placed the
cartridges in the basement,

A Great Bicycle Feat.

The recent sinking of the little steamer
Carlotta in the Merrimao river, just below
Mitchell’s Falls was marked by a wonder-
ful feat of a bicyolist.

Going
at a high rate of speed, she struck on the
smooth ledge which rises out of the water
at the foot of the falls with such a force
that the boat was carried half her length
on the slippery surface. The ller then
broke on the rock, and the gmth sank
like a bar of lead. Webb's friends all
managed to swim ashore with no more dam-
age than a thorough wetting. But Webb
and his bicycle were thrown over the side
of the vessel and sank immediately. Webb
is thoroughly at home in the water, and
when he went overboard he lid wot think
of letting go of his bicycle. It was too
valnable to lose. The wheel must have
slid down between two stones, for when
the machine struck the bottom it remained
upright. Instinetively Webb's feet sought
the pedals, and putting forth all his muscle,
he actually propelled the bicycle over the
hard, gandy bottom, and up the ledge for &
distance of sixty feet. ' It can be easily im-
ined what a cheer greeted the appearance
of his head above the water. There have
been some people sceptical enough to doubt
this performance, but when shown through
a water-glass the wheel’s tracks in the sand
they have been promptly convinced.

HOW THIS MOTTO CAME TO BE STAMPED ON
UNITED STATES COINS,

The motto ¢ In God We Trust,” which is
now stamped on all gold and silver coins of
United States money, was suggested by an
honest, God-fearing old farmer of the State
of Maryland. This conscientious Christian
thought that onr national coinage should
indicate the Christian character of our
hation, and by introducing a motto upon
our coins expressed a national reliance on
Divine support in governmental affairs. In
1861, when Salmon P. Chase was Secretary
of the Treasury, he wrote him and suggest-
ed that, as we claimed to be a Christian
people, we should make suitable recognition
of that fact on our coinage. The letter was
referred to the Director of the Mint, a Pur
itanic Cheistian, of Pennsylvania. In Mr.
Pollock’s report for 1862 he discussed the
question of a recognition of the sovereignty
of God and our trust in Him on our coins.
The proposition to introduce a motto upon
our coins was favorably eonsidered by Mr.
Chase, and in the report he said he did not
doubt, but believed that it would meet with
an approval by an intelligent public senti-
But Congress gave no attention to
the suggestion, and in his next annual re-
port he again referred to the subject, this
time in a firm theological argument, and
sAys

“ The motto suggested, ¢ God Our Trust,
is taken from our national hymn, ¢ The Star
Spangled Banner.” The sentiment is fam-
iliar to every citizen of our country ; it has
thrilled the hearts and fallen in song from
the lips of millions of American freemen.
The time is propitious; 'tis an hour of
national peril and danger ; an hour when
man's strength is weakness, when our
strength and salvation must be of God
Let us reverently acknowledge His sover-
eignty, and let onr coinage declare our
trust in God.’

A 2¢. bronze piece was authorized to be
Congress the followmg year,
April 22ud, 1864, and upon this was first
stamped the motto, ‘ In God We Trust.’

one’s imagination a little, but credulity
more, to see in the mind’s eye aluminum
replacing iron in most of the latter's uses,
Fancy houses built of aluminum instead of
iron, The weight of the new metal is only
a third as much as iron, with equal or
greater tensile strength. The girders and
the plates could be cast and readily handled
in sizes far larger than those to which ar-
chitectural iron

now -confined. Per-
haps whole fronts of modern-sized houses
could be molded in a single piece. This
would greatly facilitate building operations,
which are now slow.

Aluminum is as fire proof as iron. The
larger the plates of metal composing the
side of the house, the less liable they are to
be warped and curled by intense heat. A
building with aluminum walls, such as we
have described, would survive a great con-
flagration in which iron structures of exist-
ing patterns would wither and erumble to
the ground.  As alyminum never rusts, a
house constructed of it would always ex-
hibit a silvery, glistening surface, It
would require no cleaning, except as smoke
or dust might gradually dim its native
beauty. A sponge and water would bring
all that back.

Whenever aluminum is cheap enough for
house building, steamships will be made of
it. This will be a revelution in ocean com-
Hulls of alominum ships will
weigh only one-third as much as iron ones
of equal tonnage. They will be as strong
and secure against damage from collision
as iron wessels now are. Their greater
buoyaney will be to that extent an increase
of Sll.fely.

Passenger cars made in light, gracelul
patterns—including wheels of the same
metal--need weigh no more than wooden
cars of our day, and they would be incom-
bustible, and they would not be readily
crumpled up or smashed into splinters by
collisions. The perils of railroad travel-
ling in the age of aluminum will be much
less than now.

The ductility of aluminum will render it
the best of all possible materials for bridges.
The weight of the wire ropes, as also of the
bridge itself for a given span being but
one-third that of iron, gngineers will per-
form feats of bridge building now wholly
beyond their powers. The age of alumin-
um will be the age of bridges. ,They will
be thrown over the East and North rivers
at intervals of every few blocks.
