By » Stair Reporter. ,
OTTAWA, April 3.—Rumors are fly­

ing again of a block in the negotiations 
between tbe Canadian Northern and tfle 
government: that Minister of Finance 
White is making demands that Sir 
William Mackenzie, will not concede. 
Notwithstanding these rumors, how­
ever, the best opinion is to the effect 
that Mr. Borden, in concluding his 
speech on the transcontinental die bate 
on Thursday night, meant to convey 
that while the policy of Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier had saddled two transconti­
nental railways on the country, yet the 
present government recognized its re­
sponsibility for the committment of its 
predeces "ore, and that it would live up 
to that responsibility, whatever it 
might entail, and that as a consequence 
substantial aid will be forthcoming to 
complete the Grand Trunk Pacific and 
the Canadian Northern as well.

It is uncertain whether any refer­
ence to the project will be contained in 
the budget speech of Hon. Mr. White on 
Monday. It Is nevertheless likely that 
some settlement will be reached to the 
negotiations that were carried on to­
day and will occupy most of tomorrow 
—Saturday.

QUEBEC TO SELL Canadian Pres» Deapsteh.
EL PASO, April 3.—The effect of the 

rebel vietpry at Torreon was felt here In 
a stiffening of the market for constitu­
tionalist money, and in the beginning 
of a movement to organize foreigners 
owning property in Mexico to appeal to 
Washington to recognize the Carranza 
government.

The latter idea originated with ffirmer 
Governor George Curry of New Mex­
ico, but having placed the matter In 
the hands of certain leading Democrats 
to work out, as they promised to do, he 
expressed a desire to serve only in the 
ranks for the success of the movement. 
Gen. Carranza declined to comment on 
the movement, but there whs much 
favorable comment, in .Juarez.

No Counter Revolutions. >
The movement is said to be signifi­

cant of a local sentiment that if the 
revolution is. carried to a complete suc­
cess the counter revolutions which it 
has generally been predicted would fol­
low. really would not materialize.

Mr. Curry said he was convinced tliat 
foreign sentiment upheld In the belief 
that recognition of Huerta being out of 
the question, the time has come for 
foreigners to lend such aid to the Car­
ranza revolution as will help It to a 
speedy conclusion. Telegrams sound­

QUEBEC, April 3.- -Departing from 
tlie rule which it hue observed for 
eight years tlie Quebec Government 
bas decided to open new districts to 
the lumber and pulp industries a-nd 
will auction off limits in the Abitibi 
and Lake St. John districts during the 
months of August and October. In 
the Lake Ht. John region the territory 
to be opened is north of the lake and 
in tbe basin of the Mistassini and 
Rat Rivers. In the Abitibi it is situ­
ated south of the Transcontinental, 
but on the north slope in the basin 
which empties intc James’ Bay. This 
tract is traversed by the Poisson 
Blanc, Harricana and Belle Rivers. 
Both limits have been meet carefully 
surveyed by the forestry service. This 
concession will call for the develop­
ment of the water powers in the dis­
tricts and will cart-y the obligation to 
construct pulp mills of a specified 
capacity Within three years.

The delay between now and Adgust 
is tii allow opportunity for explora­
tion and permit of advertising tho 
proposed auction not only in Canada 
but also In the United States, Great 
Britain and France, as the govern­
ment wishes to attract the attention 
of foreign capitalists to tho great 
natural resources of the province.

zf Alfred Noyes did not preach any 
gospel to the Canadian Club yesterday. 
He did not make any address at all, 
bat recited four of his poems to the 
large audience, and made such an im­
pression on the crowd of business men 
that it was quite clear poetry was still 
a living Influence. The thunders of 
applause were maintained much be­
yond the usual limit, and Mr. Noyes is 
certainly one of the most popular 
visitors the club has had. 

t President Bone Introduced the poet 
as the only one since Shakspere who 

w had been able to make a living out of 
ptfetry. whose ability might be judged 
accordingly. Mr. Noyes, alluding to 
tills- said:

“I should like to sweep away at one 
j /Mow what the reporters have said 

about the financial aide of my poetry,” 
•and the good-humored laughter which 
followed pat the poet and hie audience 
in instant touch.

. Mr. Noyes’ portraits do not do him 
justice. They represent him as rather 
wfeak in features, almost effeminate. 
On the contrary, he Is a well-built, 
well-set up young man of 38, with a 
strong oval face, almost heavy but for 
the vital flash and play of emotion and 
Intelligence. Hie eyes are large and 
blue-gray, and there Is a wonderful 
depth of earnestness and tenderness 
and sweetness. Then he has the 
divlneet gift of all, divine as poesy, 
diviner than eloquence, diviner than 
beauty, the gift of humor.

Not s Mandolin Post.
He read the “Admiral's Ghost” and 

“The Forty Singing Seamen” as 
Tennyson might have read “The 
Northern Farmer” or "The Spinster’s 
Sweethearts." Noyes Is no mandolin 
poet, but a big broad-shouldered west 
countryman, with a man’s view of life 
and an Englishman’s view of the world.

There was a roar of applause after 
he finished the poem of the reincarna­
tion of Brake. His pirates with their 
"crimson doublets and jeweled 
swords” after they burled him at sea. 
took home his drum and "they hung 
bis dfum by the old seawall.” And 
when the drum beat Drake came back. 
They knew he'd come when England

And they know that he’ll come again- 

t Nelson was Just a ghost, the Devon 
tradition goes. “The fishes had taken 

* in arm and a leg, but he Swept Trafal­
gar Bay.”

In Introducing "The Forty Singing 
Murten," Mr. Noyes said of hto poems : 
*1 try to give them exactly as they 
occurred to me to write them, without 
an yattgmpt to elocutionize them.” His 
vdlce is robust apd manly and his 
sent is without local tendencies. His 
delivery altogether is prepossessing.

1'After this poem he remarked: "I 

,, MB glad I have an expert on Greek 
mythology on my right (Principal 
Hutton). After I read 'The Forty 
Singing Seamen’ to a woman's club 
in the United States a lady came up 
and asked me, ’Can you tell me where 

" t can read some more about that de­
lightful Irish woman. Polly Famous?’”

Mr. Noyes also read "The Highway­
man” with fine but quite simple 
dramatic effect, and concluded with 
the bewitching lyrical melody of “The 
Barrel Organ.”

CO-OPERATION AND MARKETING;
In the third number-of The Agricul­

tural Gazette of Canada, published by 
the Dominion department of agricul­
ture, there Is much to Interest all con­
cerned In the cultivation of the land. 
Under the section headed "Co-operation 
and Marketing," reference Is made to 
a clause In the agreement made by the 
Ontario minister of agriculture for the 
expenditure of a portion of the federal 
grant made In 1918. It appropriates 
$0600 towards "educational work In 
connection with marketing farm pro­
ducts, Including organization Ot co­
operative societies, collection, printing 
and distribution of information on cur­
rent prices and systems of market­
ing." This appropriation has added a 
new branch of activity to the provincial 
department, designated "The Co-oper­
ation and Markets Branch," with Its 
energies devoted entirely “to this Im­
portant phase of present day agricul­
tural problems."

Farmers have been slow to realize the 
advantage of co-operation, not only 
In marketing but In purchasing. This 
trait has been as noticeable In the old 
country as In the premier Dominion. 
Australia and New Zealand have proved 
more receptive to new Ideas, and even 
In Ireland, under the guidance of Sir 
Horace Plunkett, the Irish farmer, long 
one of the most conservative of men, 
has become keenly alive to the ad­
vantages of co-operation, The first 
necessity In mutual action Is that the 
Individual should be concerned more 
with the benefit he will bimself re­
ceive than with that accruing to his 
neighbors. Later he will learn, as 
The Gazette points uut, that "quality 
and honesty of production are essen­
tial to successful work In marketing, 
especially In co-operative marketing."

t'
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PUBLIC UNDERTAKINGS A BUSI­
NESS.

No exception can too taken to the 
principle laid down by the board of 
control 1n dealing with the waterworks 
undertaking that all .public services of 
a revenue-producing nature should bo 
self-supporting. If this principle might 
be legitimately violated anywhere it 
would be in the waterworks depart­
ment. Water da a necessity, and It to 
a necessity not only directly, but as 
a sanitary agent The more water 
the city uees, the healthier the city 
ought to be.

But if the waterworks department 
Is to toe made to pay Its way. much 
more Should other public services pay 
their way adso. it is a prime condi­
tion of public ownership that no In­
justice shall result from the operation 
of public services. It was a pledge 
given 'by all of us who supported the 
hydro-electric movement that no bur­
den would be laid upon the taxpayer 
by the Inauguration of the system. 
That Is the question that underlies the 
whole debate recently started on the 
reduction of rates. We all desire re­
duction of rates if it can toe shown that 
such a reduction will not Involve a de­
ficit But a reduction which provides 
ar; additional burden or even risk for 
the taxpayer, Is not business. There 
should toe as little difficulty about de­
termining the facts —. this head as 
In the case of the waterworks.

The principle applies again In the 
case of the street railway. The per­
centage which Comes 'lo the city from 
the company runs up to about a mil­
lion a year. Of this $770,000 Is spent 
on the support of the roadbed, as Cor­
poration Counsel Geary pointed out In 
court lAie 
goes toy the relief of the taxpayer, 
and cbmes out ot the people who ride 
In street cars. Most of it will be ab­
sorbed In a short time toy the deficit 
arising out of the operation ot the 
several civic car lines. This must be 
regarded as a temporary expedient 
pending the settlement of the street 
railway purchase question, 
street railway Is acquired by the city 
and the whole system unified, with 
Single fares to all points, the deficits 
will cease, but also the .principle now 
laid down for the waterworks must be 
established, and the street ear system 
must not toe regarded os a secondary 
mtans-of levying on the citizen» who 
ride upon It, nor us an additional bur­
den on the taxpayers by reason of In­
adequate fares. V

All these-.eervices arc organized on 
the credit of the ratepayers as a whole 
who, for the loan o$ 'their credit, at 
the end of a term of years, should re­
ceive the whole plant, ail liabilities 
discharged, as a possession in fee 
simple. The hydro-electric system, it 
to estimated, will 'be free In 25 years. 
The street railway system. If purchas­
ed, should toe debt tree In twenty years, 
as it le a much more lucrative service. 
The waterworks system lias never been 
on a sound financial toasle.

The new business spirit which Is 
apparent In this year's city govern­
ment gives hope that the Inefficiency 
and slackness ot the past are to be 
abandoned.

SPELLING REFORM.
Without noise or observation, the 

simplified spelling movement is con­
tinually gaining ground. This Is not 
surprising when If is remembered that 
It appeals primarily to members of 
the teaching profession, who, more 
than others, realize the waste of time 
entailed toy the present chaotic and 
Illogical system of spelling. So ir­
refutable are the reasons advanced for 
spelling reform that no real counter­
argument is attempted. What is ad-' 
vanced is largely based on préjudice, 
arising from Ideas Imbibed before rea­
son began to operate. Ignorance, .too, 
lies at the root of much of the oppo­
sition^ offered tq a révisai of the «rift­
ing system, wb ICh onTy became stereo­
typed at a comparatively late period, 
and then under erroneous conceptions 
of the origin and affiliations of the Eng­
lish language.

No one who studies the quesitlon im­
partially, but muet toe convinced that 
the facts and the weight of argument 
are wholly on the side of the reform­
ers. The Judgment of Viscount Bryce, 
better known as Profcesor James 
Bryce, late British emtoaasador to the 
United States, m\st lie taken as that 
of a man accuetofnerl to estimate the 
relative value of educational methods. 
HI# statement Is, therefore, worth spe­
cial attention, when ho declared that 
simplified spelling would toe worth 
millions to British trade as a time­
saving business proposition, 
should children toe laboriously taught 
and be compelled to waste tlieir time 
in learning how to spell Individual 
words of identical sound, 'but different 
collection Of letters, when the adoption 
of a system representing each sound 
bv one symibol would ait once remove 
every difficulty?

Teachers everywhere not only recog­
nize, but arc individually up against 
the present obstacle created by an ab­
solutely Indefensible and really arti- 
ilcUil system of spelling English words. 
A favorite defence i1» that the spell­
ing Indicates the origin and derivation 
of the word. This, in most cases, Is 
not only erroneous, tout misleading. 
The English language has ‘been car­
ried over the world, but what holds 
back Its expansion is the difficulty 
foreigners find In mastering Its endless 
intricacies. Structurally It is logical 
and simple, but its Individual words 
arc too often stumbling tolocks to the 
child and to the foreigner. The simpli­
fication of English spelling should ap­
peal to every imperialist as a very 
practical way of making English the 
link between nation and nation.

In addition to tbe 
capital funds Invested In plant and equipment there will always be a large amount 
invested In store* on hand, In accounts recelvsble outstanding, and In sundry other 
directions. The funds so invested must either be obtained from the general creditor* ' 
from the free part of the accumulating ^depreciation reserves, from the accumulating 
surplus earnings, or by way of additional capital. Creditors, however, require to be 
paid and paid promptly if satisfactory business is to be maintained. The depred­
ation reserves may be employed to some extent as working capital, but It Is neither 
sound nor possible that they should be wholly monopolized for that purpose. The 
policy of carrying on the system at cost for the benefit of consumers will prevent the 
accumulation of surplus earnings on a large scale.

“Nearly," Mayor Hocken said. "We 
spent a million on the filtration plant, 
and are about to apend another million 
on enlarging the filtration plant. And 
there arc oilier expenditures amount­
ing to nearly a million."

"The burdens on industries to Tor­
onto are very, very serious du com­
parison With outside points," Mr. Phil­
lips said. ",Manufacturers In Phila- 
delpla pay 4 cents per thousand gal­
lons of water, and In Detroit 2 1-4 
cents." .

"•Householders In those cities have to 
pay for tt,” Mayor Hocken remarked.

Then Controller McCarthy broke Into 
the discussion. “The manufacturers 
want too -waterworks department to 

■ have a separate account and to be 
self-supporting?" he inquired of the 
representatives of the associai kin.

"Yes," Mf. Phillips replied.
"Well,", the controller explained, "the 

city treasurer has established this 
year a separate account for the water­
works department. Last year’s defi­
cit is to bo made up this year by the 
25 per cent increase In rates, and tile 
department I» to be made self-support­
ing at once. We. .Judge., that -everyone 
taking-water does notwant us to carry 
waterworks expense-out of the taxes. 
With a separate account we can pro­
portion the cost, and adjust the meter 
and the flpt rates. lit is only a mat­
ter of time when .Ute rates must de­
crease.” .

Mr. Phillips then asJied for the pri­
vilege of going Into the account» of 
the department to report upon the ca­
pital and fralntettance charge as they 
affec-t the coetl per thousand gallons.

During the Interval, however, 
three conditions have arisen not then contemplated, which combine to defer 
for the time being any possible reduction of rates.
