An Act respecting the Toronto Club.

[Assented to 7th March, 1878.]

WHEREAS the Toronto Club

have presented their petition pray-
ing for an amendment to their Act

of Incorporation, and whereas it is expedient
to grant the prayer of the said petition:

Therefore Her Majesty, by and with the
advice and consent of the Legislative As-
bcmbly of the Province of Ontario, enacts as
follows

:

1. It shall be lawful for the
Toronto Club to borrow money
upon the credit of the Club and to

hypothecate, pledge or mortgage the real or
peraonal property of the club to secure any
sum or sums of money so borrowed at such
rate of interest and on such terms as may
from time to time be agreed upon.

2. The Club sliall have power to

draw, make, accept and endorse

all biUs of exchange, and promis-

sory notes necessary for the purposes of the

Club under the handa of their President and

Secretary after authority from the Committee

of the Club so to do, and in no case shall it be

necessary that the seal of ihe Club be afiOxed

to any such bill or note, nor shall the Presi-

dent or Secretary be individually responsible

therefor : Provided that nothing herein shall

be construed to authorize the Club to issue

notes or bills of exchange payable to bearer or

intended to be circulated as moTiey or as

notes or bills of a bank.

VIII—PEES, ACCOUNTS, ETC.

(1) Ordinaiy and Non-reddent Members shall

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(2) The Committee shall adopt saeh rnkt

(4) It shall be the duty of the Secretary to

notify all Members whose debts or obligations

to the Club have remained unpaid for one

month and no Member shall be allowed to

exercise any of the privileges of membership

in the Club until such debt or obligation is

satisfied. All entrance, annual and other fees

and all LO.U. debts and other obligations

shall be paid by cheque, payable to the order

of "Toronto Club."

IX.—GENEEAL MEETINGS.

(1) The Annual Qeneral Meeting of the

Club shall be held on the second Thursday in

January in each year for the transaction of

general business, the election of Members to fill

the places of the retiring Members of the

ai
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Committee and the appointment of an Audi-
tor for the current year; and at such meeting
the Committee shall present an audited report,

together with a detailed statement of the
accounts, assets and liabilities of the Club for
the past year, and an estimate of the receipts

and disbursements for the current year.

(2) A Special General Meeting of the Club
may be cidled at any time, by duection of the
Committee, and such a meeting shall be called

on a requisition to the Chairman of the Com-
mittee, signed by not less than ten Members.
At least seven days ' notice of the day and hour
of such meeting, stating the object of the meet-
ing, shall be sent to each Member by mail and
posted on the notice board of the Club.

(3) The Chairman of the Committee shall

take the chair at all meetings; in his absence
the Members present at any such meeting shall

elect a Chairman from the Committee.

(4) Notices of motion to be brought before
all general meetings shall be handed to the
Secretary and posted by him at least seved
days before the day of the meeting, and no
subjects shall be discussed thereat except those
of which notice has beed given, and no repeal,

alteration or amendment of a Bule shall be
adopted without such notice, nor without the
consent of two-thirds of the Members present
at such meeting.

(5) Twenty Members shall constitute a quo-
rum at any Qeneral Meeting of the Club.

X.—COMMITTEE.

(1) The Committee shall consist of nine
Members, four of whom shall constitute a

Juorum. The Committee shall elect a Chairman
rom their own number at their first meeting in

aa
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each year. Three of the Cooimittee, whoM
names are to be leleeted bj the Committee

aeeording to their Miiiority as Members of

the Committee, shall retire at the end of each

year, and except in the case of a Chairman,

shall be ineligible for election for a year. Each

year at the i^wn"*! meeting three Members of

the Club shall be elected as Members of the

Committee for three years. Any vacanqr on

the Committee occurring during the year shall

be filled by the Committee at a meeting of the

Committee called for the purpose of which

three dear days' notice shall be given, and the

Member so appointed shall, so fax as regards

retirement from the Committee, be deemed to

be of the same seniority as the Member whose

place he has filled. The names of the three re-

tiring Members shall be posted by the Secretary

fourteen days before the annual meeting, and

any two Members may nominate a Member or

Members to be proposed in the place of the retir-

ing Members, and such nomination or nomina-

tions shall be handed to the Secretaiy and

posted by him seven days before the day of

such meeting. In case no nomination, or an

insufficient number has been received, the meet-

ing shall elect the required number.

(2) The Committee shall meet weekly, or at

the call of the Chairman, for the passin|; of

accounts, the transaction of current business

and the taking cognizance of any infraction

of the Bides and Regulations.

(3) The Committee shall ai>point all Sub-

committees and define their duties and powers,

and, subject to the provisions of the general

Bules, sha)^ nake regulations for the internal

managemr j of the Club.

(4) Tie Committee shall appoint a Secre-

taiy, a Solicitor and a Banker, and may

^3
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appoint and employ such other offieera, Berrants
and agents as maj be required for the propor
working of the Club, and it shall have all the
powers of the Club, ^except the power to rescind
or alter any Rules, Besoluttons or By-laws
adopted by the Club, the power to expel Mem-
bers, save as otherwise provided by the Itules,

and the powers to raise money by way < loan
on mortgages or debentures, or to sell any realty
belonging to the Club.

(5) The Committee shall have power to levy
an assessment of not more than $10 in any year,
subject to the approval of two-thirds of those
present at an annual or a special general meet-
ing called for the purpose of considering the
same; and any Members making default in pay-
ment of such assessment so ordered, shall be
deprived of the use and privileges of the Club,
as xor non-payment of subscriptions, as set
forth in Rule VIII.

(6) Should any Member of the Committee
be absent from six consecutive meetings of
that body without an excuse satisfactory to
the other Members, he shall cease to hold office,

and his place shall be filled in the manner
relating to vacancies provided by Rule Z.

XI.—GENERAL RULES.

(1) The Club shall be open every day for
the reception of Members at 8 o'Jock a.m.,
and shall be closed and the lights extinguished
at 1 a.m., except on Saturdays and Sundays,
when the hour of closing shall be midnight;
and no member shall be admitted into or remain
in the Club after these hours on any pretense
whatever, unless specially authorized by the
Committee.

(2) The Committee shall make regulations
prescribing the conditions on ^rhich billiards,
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wLi*. and other games may be played in the

Ghib, and any Member committing a breach

of tach regulations shall be liable to espaUon
nnder Bole VL

(3) Any cause of complaint that may arise

is to be written in the Ciomplaint Book and

signed by the Member complaining, or the

eranplaint may be made by letter to the Secre-

tary nnder the idgnatnre of the Member, and

any complaint so made must be laid, by the

Secretary, before the Committee at their next

meeting. , ^. ^
(4) Any notice duly posted on the notice

board shall be deemed a sufficient notice to all

members of the Club, unless otherwise ordered

by the Committee or required by the Rules.

XIL—SECRETABY.

The Secretary shall keep correct minutes

of the proceedings of the Club, and of the

Committees and Sub-comffittees thereof, and

all necessary books of account. He shall de-

posit all monies and cheques to the credit of

the Club in the bank appointed by the Com-

mittee, and shall have authority to endorse all

cheques payable to the Club for the propose

only of depositing them in the said bank to

the credit of the Club; shall discharge all duties

assigned to him by Committee, shall be

paid such salary as immittee may decide,

and shall hold oflic ^ing pleaau

XnL—AUDITOR.

The Auditor shall examine and audit the

books and accounts of the Club from month

to month, and shall report thereon monthly to

the Committee, and when required.
